She said they
were and added that when she wrote them
she thought she was .writing to a man of
honor and not to such a person as Lord
Colin Campbell had turned out to be [sen-
sation] and that she still thought a woman's
letters should be considered sacred.

that Lady Campbell had miscarried. The
invention was made to conceal the real na-
ture ofLady Campbell's affliction. Lord
Colin Campbell had toid wituess he was en-
deavoring to obtain all the Information he
possibly could against his wife, in order to
sue her for divorce, and had subsequently
told witness that he had failed to obtain
any. Mr, Russell, plaintiff's counsel, cor-
rected his opening statement by adding to it
mat Lady Campbell, when she married the
defendant, brought him a fortune of $30,-
000. Mr. Russell then gave notice that
the plaintiff's case was closed.
Mr. Robert Bannatyne Finlay, Queen's
counsel, opened the case for the
defense. He said it afforded
inexpressible relief to Lord Colin Campbell
to have an opportunity to defend himself in
open court from the gross and cruel impu-
tations which had been put upon him, aud
from the charge of adultery which had been
trumped up. The malady from which
the defendant suffered was not venereal,
although the result of youthful indiscretion.
Lady Campbells mother had been told the
nature of the defendant's ailment before
the marriage, but she nevertheless urged on
the union, saying her daughter was willing
to merely act as a nurse to her husband,
and even wrote to the Duke of Argyll to
press upon him a fulfillment of the engage-
ment. The marriage was

AUTHORIZED BY A PHYSICIAN,
who said it was desirable that defendant
should have the marriage relationship with
the plaintiff. During the Easter session of
1883 the Duke of Marlborough, who had
been corresponding with her, was -lien
seen in Lady Campbell's company. They
visited Leigh Court at the same time and
their bedrooms therein adjoined. Doubt-
less, Mr. Finley contended, the Duke
of Marlborough aud Lady Campbell . at
this time were criminally intimate.

After this Lady Campbell went
to Paris and' on this journey she was
chaperoned by Lady Miles.

Referring to colonial subjects he
said France must content herself with
organ being her present colon al possessions.

M. Meche-
lin moved the rejection of the sum asked
for to maintain the embassy at the Vatican.
M. De Freycinet opposed the motion,
dwelling upon the practical usefulness of
the embassy. France, he said, having a
concordat with the Vatican by which she
was charged with the protection of Catho-
lic missions in the East, which were render-
ing important service to the country, could
not afford to dispense with the embassy.
The sum asked for was granted, the vote
standing 291 against 258. The members
of the extreme Left hailed the narrowness
of the majority with applause. De la Fosse
moved to suppress the credits for extraordi-

• nary missions intrusted to members of the
! chamber. . M. De Freycinet explained that
the money' was asked for in conformity
with the law and precedents. He consid-
ered that the amendment partook of the
nature of censure. The amendment was
rejected by a vote of 313 to 185. After
seventeen votes had been taken on amend-
ments the foreign budget was passed with-
out opposition.

The peaceful path which the eov-
ernment had followed, and its calm, digni-
fied attitude, had put Roumania in a higher
position among the states of Europe.
Among the bills to be submitted to the
chambers by the government are measures
to reform the commercial code, to create a
council of state, and to renew commercial
conventions.

The reason for this action was not
made apparent until the issuance of war-
rants last evening by Henry R. Edmunds,
United States commissioner, for the "arrest
of WilliamHerbst, late president of the
bank, and Henry Seitz, late cashier, and
Jacob S. Herbst and William R. Herbst,
sons of the president, the He rbsts compos-
ing the firm of Herbst & Sons, of Glen
Rock. United States Marshal Kernscaused the arrest of the parties simulta-
neously this morning. William R.
Herbst was arrested at Glen Rock and was
brought to Philadelphia this evening. Seitzwas arrested at the residence of his son-in-
law in this city, and Jacob Herbst and
WilliamHerbst in Baltimore. They will
be brought to this city ou Monday. Seitz
had a preliminary hearing before Commis-
sioner Edmunds this afternoon, and, upon
information furnished by Marshal Kerns,
he was held in §5,000 bail for a further
hearing on Monday afternoon, when all the
defendants will be present to answer the
charge of embezzling funds of the bank,
amounting to $50,000. •

Election Fraud. Defined.
St. Louis, Mo., Nov. 17.—Judge Treat,

ofthe United States district court, in giving
additional instructions to the United States
grand juiyon the subject of election frauds
this afternoon, made the imports . point
that under the federal and state laws the
state judges ofelection are subject to the
federal law, and a willfuljviolation of their
duties is an indictable offense. He also
sa*d that if the state board of registration
revisers had stricken from the list of voters
the names or name of persons
without having first fully satisfied
themselves that the persons so stricken
off had no legal right to vote,
then the members of the board had com-
mitted an offense against the federal law
and were subject to indictment Any per-
son who voted from a precinct of which he
was not a resident, is also indictable, and
the jury was instructed so to tind.

man's lantern or the friction of the driving

pulleys, as when discovered it was in the
cupola of the elevator, near the shaft end.
Several men were iu the building at the
time and all but three escaped, though

blinded by the smoke and flames which

burst out very rapidly. Two men, Le-
blanch and Lee. were overcome by the
smoke and their bodies are supposed to be
in the ruins. A third. Charles Moore, who
•was a watchman, made his way to the win-
dow and jumped out to the ground, a dis-
tance of eighty feet. When found the body

and tbe skull was crushed. For the past

two months the elevator company has been
busy putting in an addition of 700,000

bushels capacity, and as it was to be used

at once the structure was built of dry lum-
ber. It was to have been used inside of
two weeks, but it caught fire and was also
consumed, burning with intense heat. Ele-
vator "A." belonging to the Union Im-
provement and Elevator company, was lo-
cated about one hundred and fifty feet
from this annex, and by hard work was

protected for more than two hours after

the flames broke out. but the intense heat
at length warped offthe iron sheeting and

also. Itwas found impossible to save
either. Nine houses and stores, including
Turner hall, a carriage factory, a house of
ill-fame and three dwellings, caught fire
from the heat. The firemen found it im-
possible to get near enough to do good

The elevator
of the St. Paul & Duluth company con-
