THE THICK I.XPOSED.

Bow the "Vanishing t.ady" is Made
to M-ildenlyDisappear.

The trick called "The Vanishing Lady,"
vhich has been performed at the Olympic
jach evening for the past week and which
ias excited considerable comment all over
he country as being a masterpiece in the
me of illusion, was fully exposed last even-
ng The announcement was made at each
performance that on Sunday evening the
rick would be exposed, and although few
jelieved that it would be, the house
mis literally packed, all expectant of de-
,-elooments* When the time arrived the
nn.fessor performed the trick as usual. He
•arctully spread out a newspaper on the
loot; and placed upon it what appeared to
ie an ordinary upholstered chair. A lady
was then introduced, and took a seat in the
>hair. The professor displayed a large silk
•over, about two yards square, with the
asual preliminaries about things being con
jealed in it, etc. He placed the cover over j
ihe lady's head, pinning it behind, and \
jarefully spread out the corners on the J
floor, lie then announced that on count- I
ing three the lady would be gone from be- 1

neath the cover, and taking hold ofthe silk
he counted three, and quickly drew it away j
from over an empty chair. The lady had I
disappeared as ifby magic, but immediately j
came upon the stage from the side and
bowed to the applause which greeted the
successful trick.

now ITIS DOT?E.
The professor then explained the trick.

He showed that attached to the back ofthe
chair was a wire frame, which by simply
touching a spring would come up in such a
manner that it would support the silk,
while the audience supposed it rested on j
the lady's head. He then put the chair in
place, without first having spread out the
newspaper, and seated the lady In it as be-
fore. He then took a large piece of mos-
quito netting, and touching the spring,
threw it over her head. Of course the lady
was in full sight "Are you all ready
there below?" called the professor; "ifyou
are, let the lady go." Immediately the
chair seat dropped from under her,
hanging by hinges at the back,
and the lady gradually disappeared
through the floor, actually settling
down between the chair legs. The chair
seat was returned to its place by a spring
and the small trap door tiuough which the
lady disappeared was replaced from below.
The cover was removed quickly, the frame
work on the chair being deftly returned to
place at the same time. All this was done
much quicker than it takes to tell it and
the explanation was complete, except as to
the paper. The professor remarked: "Oh,
Iforgot to show you the paper." at the
same time unfolding it and showing a hole
through it apparantly cut in advance by
four cuts representing the two diagonals of
a square. Tbe professor then recommended
those present to get a chair like his, to cut
out several feet of the parlor carpet and
learn the trick. He said it would be a good

4 HU FOR A BBIDGE

Which Will Be Fathered in the
Senate This Winter Uy Hon. R. A
Milills -
One ofthe prominent acts of legislation |

proposed for tbn benefit of St Paul this
winter, will be a bill providing for the
constrction of a third bridge across the
Mississippi river. Itwill be practically the
name attempt made two years ago, when
the bill passed tbe bouse and was lost in
t_s shuffle in the senate. The project is

for an upper town bridge and the bill has
already been outlined, in fact it played no
unimportant part in the recent

#
election of

senators and representatives. It will pro-
vide for the issue of 5500.000 worth of
bonds by the city to build a bridge from
bluff to bluff, across the ' river, somewhere
between Sherman and Randolph streets.
Sherman street , property owners do not
want the bridge and the next street to the
west is Ellen, which Senator R. A. Smith,
who proposes to father this bill, thinks
would be a very desirable location, except
for the fact that the bridge would strike
the apn

WEST ST. PAUL BLUFF
near Ohio street in such a way
as to necessitate a grade of
six feet to the hundred. which
is considered far too much. His idea is
that Yon Mindeu street would be the most
desirable. Here the bridge could be con-
structed with a grade of about two and a
half feet to the hundred and would strike,
on the other side. Cherokee avenue near
the union of Kobe street and Mohawk
avenue. The bridge would of conrse start
from the bluff, thus running over the rail-
way tracks and the low ground between
them and the river. Mr. Smith says that
there is no doubt but that everybody in the
sections of the city indicated, is heartily in
favor of the bridge and he proposes to put
the bill through the senate, as he did
through the house two years ago. A mere
glance at the city's development toward the
west and on the opposite side of the river
will convince any oue of the great advan-
tage such a bridge would be. and some
think it strange that this bridge was not
constructed in advance of the Robert street
bridge.

For the last twenty
years Hubert Bonner has left nothing un-
done to possess the finest collection of trot-
ters gathered together by any one man.
Three of his horses. Dexter. Rams and
Pocahontas, were the sovereigns of the
turf at various times. One of his horses,
Maud S. is the queen to-day. and will be.
for some time yet, in all probability. In ad-
dition to these Mr. Bonner has bought Lady
Palmer. FJatbush Maid. Auburn Horse. Joe
Elliot. Startle. Mambrino Bertie, Lady
Stout, Grafton. Maud Macey. Wellesley
Boy, Edwin Forrest, and many others. With
this end in view, during these twenty
years. Mr. Bonner has spent $400,000. In
this one single year Mr. Haggin of the
liancho del Paso farm, in purchasing
thoroughbreds has spent 815(5.175.

The trotting world
has but one Mr. Bonner; the running turf
has many Mr. Haggins.

When that happy
day comes what a future there is for our
breeders of thoroughbreds. Dropping the

turf. A young trotting colt, in breaking,
requires a harness and breaking cart, when
broken and •\u25a0 pat in training his wants are
many. First, of course, he must have a
track harness and sulky, next he will have
to be shod many times be-
fore the right mehtod adapted to
his peculiar case is hit upon.
As he progresses in- training boots of
various styles and uniformly high prices
willbe found necessary. He must now be
sent to one of the public training courses,
as the road or rough, uneven track at
home would, by its inequalities of surface,

The trainer will expect you to pro-
vide a sulky, 7 a harness, a wardrobe con-
sisting of coolers, walking suits, hoods to
au Indefinite number of ever changing
boots, and then besides all this you will be
expected to hand your groom a dollar
every time you meet him. I regard it as a
ureal misfortune that Mark. Twain or Bret
llarte never owned a trotter. Well, the
trainer is honest, the colt steadily improve.

You
will tind yourself throughout the entire
land compelled to pay 10 percent, entrance
money in trotting races.

The young thoroughbred needs no har-

ness, no boots, no sulkies, no toe Weights,
nothing but a saddle and bridle, a very few
blankets, plenty to eat,' an active little boy
to ride him and plain common sense to reg-
ulate his gallops, which he may take any-
where, in the held or in the road. His is the
natural gait, adapting itself to any place
and not requiring as hisartilicial hybrid, bas-
tard descendant, the perfectly level track on
which he must be trained to trot, as a babe
to walk. The thoroughbred can be, nay
should be, kept at home in Ins early prepa-
rations. Should you think your colt suffi-
ciently promising to be entered in any of
the various stake races, you can enter him
at an expense of never over 5 per cent, of
the amount be maywin, most generally 3
per cent. Should you. for any reason,
decide not to start him, the payment
of a comparatively small forfeit releases
you upon making your declaration. There
is none of that 10 per cent, or -pound of
tlesh' business as on the trotting turf.
Should you not soar so high as stakes you
can run your colt in purses the entire
year without paying 1 cent of entrance.
And then what possibilities are before you?
the bread winners among the thorough-
breds numbering a much larger percentage
than among the trotters. Tins year twenty-
four thorougbreds have won over $10,000
apiece. The Bard won 1.895. Rupert,
who earned the least of the twenty-four,
has won §10.093.

--725, more money than Mr. Bonner has
spent buying trotters the entire twenty
years he has given to that occupation. 1
wish it was in my power to say how much
either one of those trotting champions.
Harry Wilkes or Oliver X.. has won this
year. I have an idea neither one of them
could go very far. if any, . above Rupert,
who is at the*bottom of this list of twenty-
four. Ifyou, Mr. Grattan, or the lowa
gentleman, will inform us 1 will thank you,
and 1 will say but little about the small
amount of money it took the gallopers to
obtain their winnings and the necessary
great expenditure required before Harry
Wilkes or Oliver K. . won one cent
The Dwyer Bros, have -won this year
$•208. 169. To have won this much on the
trotting turf they must havepajd §40. 000
in entrance money, whereas they only ex-
pended §15.000 for that purpose, a consid-
able portion of which went towards the
payment of forfeits in stakes in which they
saw lit not to start. Mr. Baldwin's thor-
oughbreds have won §100,000 for him this
year. The morals of the running turf are
beyond comparison superior to those of the
trotting turf. Where is there a prominent
trotting horse driver to whom there is not
some rascally scandal attached? My old,
schoolmate. Edward Pyle, testified under
oath before the trotting association, that
John Murphy was the only honest public J ;
driver he knew. Splan. a representative i

trotting horse driver, SDeaklng to poor
Archer of fixed events, said, "between you
and me; they are pretty nearly all fixed
events." Whereas on the trotting turf the
"fixing' of races has become so very com-
mon.7 as to be almost a rule, on the running
turf the cases of "fixed" races are so ex-
tremely rare as to be hardly worthy of the
term exceptiou. When a crooked running

race does occur. itwill be found nine times
out of ten. the offender is an ex-trottine
horseman. All the leading race-riders bear .
the reputation of spotless nonesty. -tone- j
henge, in his Encyclopedia of Rural Sports, |

sneaking of jockeys, says, "As a class they-
are above suspicion." 1 wonder ifhe would
say this of the drivers? I have endeavored
to demonstrate that the thoroughbred pays
better to breed and to race than the trotter.
Ithink I have done so. lam prepared to

show that, aside from being more profitable
in the paddock and on the turf, - the thor-
oughbred is a more useful servant to man
than the trotter. It is a question whether
the breeding of trotting horses has not done
more harm than good.- I think myself the
world could do very well without them.
