USHEGLE INTO OFFICE. :

Formnl Installation of Pastor |
thwing at tym .uth Charch.

The Congregational council.called for the
Installation of Rev. Charles F. Thwing as
pastor of Plymouth church, convened in the
lecture room of the churen yesterday after-
poon. The invitation was vead bv Rev. S.
V. S. Fisher. of Vine church. Rev. R. A.
Torrey was chosen temporary scribe and a
eail of the ehurehes showed the invitation to
bave been very generaily accepted. All the
Congregational churches in the city except
one were represented by pastor and delegate,
as also were the several churches of St
Paul, with the churches at Northiield, Wi-
nona, Faribault, Excelsior, Anoka and Elk
River. The First church. Chicago, and the
North Avenue church, of Cambridge, sent
delegates. The permanent organization of
the council was effected by the election of
Rev. J. H. Crum. of Winona. as modera-
tor. and Rev. Fisher, of Vine church, as
permanent scribe.  The records of the
chureh eoncerning the action on . @ recom-
mendation of the pastoral committee and
the reading of the call to Rev. Thwing and
his letter of acceptance were next presented
by the clerk of the church. after which Mr.
Thwing’s credentials were received and ap-
proved. The credentials were accompanied
by hearty commendatory resolutions by the
counci! which severed Mr. Thwing's con-
nection with the North Avenue church of
Cambridge, Mass. The reverend gentle-
man then proceeded to read a statement of
his religious experience and belief. He
said he jommed church when 12 years old
entered Harvard in 1872, and immediately
after graduation, in 1876. entered the An-
dover Theolggical seminary, whence he
graduated and was at ouce instalied pastor
of the North Avenue church of Camnbridge.
which he served for seven years. resigning
the pastorate to-accept the present call to
Plvmouth church. Then foliowed an able
and very clear exposition of the minister’s
views of the fundamental principles of the
Christian religion, on the doctrines of the
church. the peculiar duties of Congrega
tionalists and the relation of pastor to peo-
ple. The council 1stened with flattering
attention to Mr. Thwing's remarks. which
were at once nnanimously voted as being
entirely satisfactory. In executive session
the ecouncil contirmed the call without a
dissenting voice. In the evening the
formal installation eeremonies took place in
the auditoruim of the chureh. 7The service
was very impressive throughout.

EXPANDING CH ki~ AN LUNGS.

Quarterly Y. M. C. A. Meeting=--
Gemuasiom Orening.

The Young Men’s Christian association
met in their parlors last night to listen to
the quarterly reports of their working com-
mittees.

The reports were very interesting, and
ghowed that much effective work is being
done by this association to aid the young
men of the city in secular as well as in re-
ligious things.

A fter the business meeting, light refresh-
ments were served. and the remainder of
the session devoted to sociability.

The feature of the evening was the open-
ine of the gvmuasium recently fitted up in
one of the assvciation rooms. The erowded
guarters in the Syndicate block do not ad-
mit of the large equipment necessary to a
first-class gymnasium, but it was thought
by the management. and wisely, too. that
even a bLmited number of training
machines would be better than
nothing, and they have accordingly secuied
some first-class  apparatus. Besides
dumb-bells. Indian clubs and a striking
bag, air filled, the room contains several
excellent chest weights. a fine rowing ma-
chine and a health Lft. The rowing ma-
chine and chest weights are so arranged
that any desired resistance can be secured
by adding or removing smuil weights to the
load. These machines are just what are
peeded by the yvoung men who frequent the
Y. M. C. A. rooms, most of whom are
clerks and bookkeepers. Their business
does not admit of that muscular exertion
g0 necessery to robust health. and aside
from the close conlinement it entails. and
consequent liability to lung diseases. there
is a tendency among men engaged at the
desk to become stoop-shouldered and weak-
Junged. A moderate use of the apparatus
of the gymnas:um, meagre thongh it is. will
develop the lungs and broaden the chest.
thus averting a danger to which many of

he members are exposed.

This beginning of the work of ecaring for
the physical man cannot be too highly en-
sourazed and should be followed up con-
stantly. It 1S work in the rnight
direction. The Young Men's Christian as-
sociatior will find that a sound wmind
in a sound body is as essential 1o a Chris-
tian as to a sinner—and the latter have too
Jong enjoyed a monopoly of physical
strength. The opening of the gymnasium
also emphasizes the necessity for enlarzed
guarters. The buiiding committee reporied
rather slow progress thus far. they having
been busy in formulating plans for thor-
pughly canvass ug the c.tv for subscriptions.
When their solicitors appear it would be
well for citizens to visit the central rooms
and thorougbly examine the work accom-
plished; they will then respond liberally
\nd tirst-class quarters will be secured for
his excellent orzan zation.

Reviewing the flour production of the
week, the Northwestern Miller will say:
The wuter power for the closing hall of last
week was irrezular, but wita sieam u.e | by
haif a dozen mills, the flour output was put
considerably past the bundred tbousaad
mark. Toe week’s product was 119.900 bar-
rels—averaging 18,650 barrels daily—agai
1U3.950 barreis tbe preceding week, and i
600 barrels lor the correspouding time in
1885. Up to to-day noon of the current week
the power :ad been rather improved, and the
majority of the mills were doiog very well.
Oune large mil, bowever, had withdrawn,
leaving seventeen in operation, with an output
not tar from 15,006 var.eis. A pool bhas veen
formed for a division of water, and will go
into effect Monday nooa. By this one-third
ot the miils using wuter power sare to be kept
iile, while two-th.rds run. Under this &
rungement the milis will be able to run prety
well. Those hav.ng steam can use that mo
tive power when the provisions of tne pool
cut off their water. Tne iour market for & few
days ante-dating Saturday, under the influ-
ence of the advance in wheat, wus active,
and quite free sales were made by most of
our miilers, at a gain in prices of 3ue o 35¢.
Wheat, bowever, has siuce become weak and
lower and flour is unfavorabiy aifected. The
exports of the week were unusuaily light.
