Brown's Valley, Minn., Dec. 9.—This

morning about daylight a band of 100 men
with teams came from Wheaton to remove
the county records. Before the people of
Brown's Valley could assemble.all the county
furniture was loaded, excepting the sales.
The Brown's Valle men immediately armed
themselves with clubs, shovels and spades j
and marched to tie court house, and forced
their way through the truard placed at the
door. Once inside a desperate fight ensued
which lasted fullyhalf an hour, when the vis-
itors were driven from the building. The
street In front of the court house then ie-
came the seat of the conflict over the furni-
ture already loaded, only one team escape I
with a load, consisting of a store and a case
containing lank forms. SO faras heard no
one was killed, but many scars were received.
The mob paid no atte: on to an injunction
served upon it. hut tol i the officer serving it
Togo to . Tne vigorous pounding they
received will doubtless teach them that mob
law wont work in Traverse count.-. Brown's
Valle/ is "arming, and should a similar at-
tempt be made weapons more convincing
than clubs m 1! be used.

Mr. lie: ink, of Chicago, opened, his
points being: F rst. that the statute is re-
pugnant to the provisions of the federal and
state constitutions that bo law shall t»e passed
im| a ring the obliiratio: sofc ntract; second,
that it is contrary M the provisions of the
federal constitution giving congress the
power to regelate the commerce with foreign

nations and among the several states: third,
that it is repugant to the fourteenth amend-
ment to the federal constitution; fourth, that
it lan attempt to interfere with the juris-
diction of the federal courts as established by
the constitution. Senator Sweeny, author
of the law, argued that the power to require
reincorporation was reserved by the
people, and that carporations came into
the state with full notice' of that
fact, that the state has the right to destroy
the corporations altogether, hence the statute
does not impair the obligations of contracts.
The state is sovereign, and, besides, the
statute makes no attempt to regulate inter-
state commerce. It had been fullydecided
that a state can revoke a corporation's
license to do business within its borders; that
it could not prohibit the removal ofcauses to
the federal courts, but that it would make the
loss of a license the penalty for so doing. He
argued at some length ou the Wisconsin case,
and the Illinois statutes. If a system of in-
justice affecting thousands of cases has been
built up in the state, it is presumable that the j
general assembly would exercise the sover- j
eign rights of. the state. General Solicitor
Carey, ofMilwaukee, followed, amplifying the
argument of Mr. Herrlck.
