A Demand for Property That Actually
Increasos as the Usual Dull feoa-
son Draws Near

Some Reasons Why West 8. Panl Prop-
erty is 8till in Such a Lively
Demaand.

Manufacturing Growth in the East-
ern Part of the City--Rail~
road Facilities,

The Record of a Week in building
and Realty--Miscellaneous
Transactions.

The business in real estate has continued
ery active through the past week withoui
ibatement, and sales have been numerous
ind heavy in aimost all directions. The
rading in realty seems to have broadened
»ut, and some dealings have been for im-
mense tracts of land. These large transac-
tions are generally earried through by syn

dicates who pick up acre tracts, and by
subdividing and platting dispose of the deal
in lots. One of the largest of these deals

has just been ecarried through in South St.
Paul. and the deed was to have gone on
record at Hastings yesterday.

WEST ST. PAUL.

It would be a .remarkable real estate
article that should omit to mention the
Sixth ward. The growth of this part of
the city, that commenced several years ago.
has so far surpassed all expectations that
people now look on in wonderment to sec
how the ward continues to grow. It was
but a few years ago that lots that are now
worth $10.000 and 815.000 could have been
bought for $200 or $300. When the ward

first s*arted in its forward movement it
was thought by all to be a very
temporary affair, and no one could see

anything n the location of the ward to make
the growth permanent or of much conse-
quence, while there were many things con-
pnected with it which seemed to condemn
that part of town to neglect and to make it
a most undesirable place in which to invest
money. A large part of it was flat and
low. and almost every year the flat part was
overflowed with waler to the depth of six to
eight feet. That part that wasout of water
was so high and so rugged that it seemed to
be out of the reach of reclamation and
doomed to be forever deserted. This was
but a few years agn. Now the whole ward
is all bustle and animation. Its streets are
being graded and opened, its erooked places
being made straight. and there is a bustle
and activity there that astonishgs even the
oldest resident. Its populaaion of a few
hundred has increased to over twenty

thousand, and at the rate it is
now going on it will soon be
over fifty thousand. This proposition is

not exaggeration. Money and population
are going in south of the river ata much
more rapid rate than people generally know
of, and itis econftidently predicted by the
best business and railroad men that the
railroads on this side will be compelled to
find their way across the river. The popu-
lation that a few years ago found abundant
room in which to live and transact what
little business there was to be done, within
a very small circle around the foot of the
Wabasha street bridge. has now swelled
and crowded back from the river till they
have extended out over the bluffs into Da-
kota county, so that it has become necessary
to consider very seriously the desirability
and necessity of bringing within the city
limits a considerable part of that county.
This will have to be done sooner or later.
At present, as was seen in the meeting held
in West St. Paul about a week ago,
there will be very strong objections urged
against being bronght into the city. The
strongest argument in opposition to being
taken into the city limits, and that urged
with the greatest force, was that of the in-
creased expense. The people out there in
the eountry, even the most intelligent and
best informed, fear the assessments caused
by opening, widening and extending
steeets, tie putting in of sewers. water.
ete., and they therefore object very stren-
unously, and so far have done so success-
fully, to,ggnexation. How long they will
hold om.:'qa qmﬂiinn. It is thought that
when popdiatidn enough crowds in there to
make police protection necessary people
will change their ideas. At thistime, how-
ever, as was manifested at the meeting re-
ferred to. the people are opposed. They
will not hear to it at all.
THE EASTERN PART OF THE CITY.

%V hile the Sixth ward has been growing
thus rapidly other parts of the city have
not been standing still. The eastern and
western portions of St. Paul have both been
following after the Sixth ward. Manu-
facturing seems to settle down more natur-
allv in the eastern part of the city than
elsewhere, and a number of manufactories
have been established recently on a pretty
Jarge scale at Post's Siding, near the
harvester works and near Lake Phalen.
There are many indications that that dis-
trict lying along on both sides of Seventh
street, out to Lake Phalen, will be largely
devoted to manufacturing. This district
seems to be the most naturally adapted
for this line of business of any
in the city. There is now pending a pro-
ject which will do much to help this part
of the town, and which involves the sale
aund purchase of a large tract of land. If
earried through, as 1t undoubtedly will be
in a short time, an industry will be estab-
lished that will give employment to a large
pumber of men, and will constitute of itself
and its employes a town of no small pro-
portions. This territory out around Seventh
street and Lake Phalen is in the line of the
railroads coming in from the north and
east. and Is well suited for manufacturing
porposes.  Its railroad facilities could not
be surpassed. and all the accommodations
that could be desired for the transformation
of all manufactured articles will be offered.
During the fall there has been a growing
and largely increasig demand for property
all through the northeastern part of the

Fifth ward, extending nearly out to
Phalen. Back of Arlington Hills there
has been a great deal of build-

ing., and a large population has filled into
this territory. These people have been
tempted out in this direction on account of
the moderate prices asked for lots, and the
prospect now is that those who have pur-
chased will largely increase their invest-
ments. During the past year the Fifth
ward has very greatly increased in popula-
tion. and very exteusive public improve-
ments have been made there. Thisis larzely
owing to the instrumentality of the citizens’
union. The gentlemen composing this or-
ganization are practical. intelligent gentle-
men. who look after the iunterests of the
whole ward in a ldrge way. These gentle
men are governed by a policy that compre-
hends the whole ward. and wherever an
jmprovement can be made in the ward, that
jmprovement has the united support of the
whole union. The result will surprise any
one who has not been out there for a few
months. A drive on the bluff will reveal to
the observer the fact that miles of streets
bave been opened and graded where buta
year ago stood irees and heavy underbrush.
Water mains have been laid through many
of the streets, and hydrants are as numer-
ous as they are in any other part of town.
The street cars have done much for Day-
ton’s bluff and will do mueh more, and in-
dications point to the idea that it will make
a close struggle for the supremacy of popu-
Jation over the Sixth ward.
BETWEEN THE TWO CITIES.

In regard to this part of the city, that is
that part south of Como. as far down as St.
Clair street, and even to Goodrich avenue,
there is a steady demand for reul estate.
There seems to be a unanimous agreement
that this part of the city, clear th.rough to
the Hennepin county line, is desirable to
purchase. It is admitted that in some
other parts of the eity, on aczount of some
manufacturing establisbment, recently lo-
eated. or some promise of a railroad, more
money might be made, yet such
purchases have in them an element of doubt
or specaiation. that does not exist i regard
to that which is generally known as the
Midway property. There is an immense
quantity of it sufficiect to accommodate a
city larger, a good deal, than Minneapolis
and St. Paul. This region isregar(}ed. and

ustly, too, as the garden spot of St. Paul.
:’l‘he ‘country is beautiful there and the idea
% univeral among the people that the two

cities are steadily growing together, and
that in a few years the territory interven-
ing will be pretty well filled iu with people.
While, therefore, a great deal of money is
going into real estate in other parts of St.
Paul. owing to something specially promis-
ing in particular localities, large amounts
are put into this **West end” property, be-
cause everybody believes, natuarally, that
the property there constitutes a good invest-
ment, and is “'gilt edged.” Although the
real estate market in St. Paul has never
been m a more vigorous and promising con-
dition than it is in to-day. There is a good
demand for all kinds of realty in all parts of
the city and nothing can be offered ag its
value that is not taken immediately.
