Sunday is the one day in the week upon
which the masses ave masters of their own
actions. consequently the proper manner of
spending the day becomes one of the most
important of the social and religious prob-
lems of the times. Whatever different views
ve may take of the proper observance of
Sunday, in one thing we must all agree,
and that is, the healthy human instinet for
variety and excitement must be afforded an
opportunity for legitimate satisfaction, or it
vill seek one that is illegitimate. The
vroper observanes of Sunday is not so much
of a problem with the wealthy class, who
constitute but a small mite of soeiety. as it
is with those who earn their living by daily
toil and who compose the great bulk of so-
ciety. The man who can take rest on week
days doesn’t need Sunday in the sense of a
day of relaxation. 1f he cansatisfy the hu-
man instinet for variety and excitement
during six days of the week he can afford
to make a recluse of himself on the sev-
enth, and can observe the day aceording to
the notions of the
without the risk of violating any physieal

lJaw. But not so with the man of toil.
To the man who is confined in
the shop or the mill at constant

labor for six days of the week the Sabbath
of rest means not only relaxation from work
but it also means recreatlon tor the mind,
Going to church twice and spending the re-
mainder of the day in a elose room in nois-
some atmosphere is not healthy recreation.
For wealthy people, whose homes are at-
tractive with furnishinzs, with books and
pictures, this is all very well, but it does
not answer the needs of those who live in
tenement houses with little eise than bare

walls to look upon. 1n the summer time

the parks are open or the laboring man can |

take his family and go into the country to
find recreation. But Sunday in winter is
{0 him a day of dismal empliness. What
the workingman wants is to have Sunday in
winter relieved of its dreary features, for
until that is done Sunday as a day of rest
is a mere mockery to him. And thus it is,
too, that. legitimate satisfaction being de-
nied to the healthy and reasonable human
instinet for variety and excitement, so
many individuals are tempted to seek an il-
legitimate satisfaction of this instiner, and

people who are not really of vicious terden- |

cies resort to the groggeries, not merely for
drink, but to find coangenial company aud
conversation. Man is a social
and the social instinet must be gratified.
How much better would it be, then, if the
community in its orzanized capacity asa
icipaiity would provide social entertain-
ment on Sunday for the working
rather than to leave them
resort of finding it as Dbest
can.

RAILWAY BOARD’S REPORT.

The board of railroad and warehouse
| commissioners have completed their first
annual report to the legislature, in compli-
ance with the act of March 5, 1885. The
act referred to requ'res that the commis-
sioners shail submit to each session of the
legislature such suggestions as they may
deem proper relative to the amendments

sioners suggest is that the various dis-
tinet subjects embraced in the present law
be separated and that each be embraced
in a separate act so as to more fully comply
with that provision of the constitution
which says:
than one subject, which shall be expressed
| in the title.” The wisdom of this sugges-
| tion1s so apparent that it needs no discus-
| sion. In accordance with this idea, the
| commissioners submit with their report a
i series of bills for the consideration of the
| legislature, which. in the opinion of the
| commissioners, will fully meet the publie
| requirements in rezard to railroad and ware-
| house legislation. The first is an act creat-

{ing the railroad and warehouse com- |
!mission and defining the daties of
{sueh  commission in  relation fto

common carriers. It is in its essential ele-
| ments the CuLrom interstate comwerce
| bili, with such changes as are thought to be
necessary to a proposed regulation of rail-
roads by state authority. Among the rea-
sons assigned by the commissichers for pro-
| posing this bill is the probability of such a
! law being passed by congress and the desir-
ability of having our state law work in har-
mony with the national statute. In this
counection the suggestion might oceur to

the legislature, although the eomnmissioners
no mnot wake it, might not the
necessity for a state law regulating

railroad transportation be obviated by the
passage of a national law? Or, in other
words, wiil there be a necessity for two sets
| of officers, state and national, to enforce the
same legislative provisions? But it will be
}time enough to discuss that point when
| congress has passed the interstate com-
! meree bill.

1 One of the most important bills reported
| by the commissioners relates to a subject
| upon whieh our statutes have heretofore
| been silent, It is an aet relative to the
issning of **watered stoek,” making it un-
| lawful for any railroad company to issue or
! in any manner dispose of stock which has

1

| not been fully paid for in money. and de-

ciarmmg void all fictitious stock, divi-
dends and other fictitions increase of
the capital stock or indebtedness of

any railroad corporation. Inasmuch as
all the political parties in this state are
committed by their platforms to the passage
of such a law. it is safe to assume that a
bill of this eharacter will be received fav-
orably by the legislature. The Lill is ac-
companied by another one, whieh is in-
tended to prevent the possibility of the
manufacture of inflated capital. Such a
law would not only be an act of justice to
the people of the state, but, as the com-
missioners suggest, it would also be a pro-
taction to capitalists who are legitimately
investing their money.

In the absence of any provision m the
fundamental law of the state granting the
legistature the power to control railroad
corporations, the commissioners propose an
amendment to the state constitution assert-
ing the full power of the state in that re-
spect. In view of the fact that the supreme
court of the United States, by many sue-
cessive decisions, has declared that this con-
trolling principle does exist in a state legis-
lature, whether it is nominated in the or-
ganic law or not. the only necessity for
! such an amendient lies in the desire to
; give the people, in their sovereign capacity,

WANT A NEW LAW.

So Say the Railroad Commissioners in
Their Pirst Biennial Report to
the Legisiature.

They Would Have More Powers in Some
of the Important Points of Their
Business.

Watering of Railroad Stocks is Han-
dled Without Gloves--How to
Prevent 1t.

St. Paul, Minneapolis and Duluth
Elevators should be Made Pub-
lic Warehouses.

The railroad and warehouse commis-
sioners, J. H. Baker, S. S. Murdock and

George L. Becker, have completed theiri

tirst annual report to the legislature, which
contains the draft of a number of laws
recommended by the commissioners, with
the reasons why the laws should be en-
acted. In submitting their report the com
missioners say:

For good and important reasons we have
deewmed it essentiul 1o more definitely detine
the duties and powers of the commission.
Toese duties and powers arg now included in
the act ot March 5, 1885, entitied: *“An act
for the regulation of railrcal companies.”
Tbe blending of two or more distinet subjects
in the above law is open to the criticism that
iti s not 1n accord with see. 27, art. 4, of the
constitution, It has, therefore, been con-
sidered of great importance thut these duties
and powers be embraced in 4 bill especially
designed for that purpose, and swricetly in
accordance with the rule of the constitu-
tion, as set forth in the section above re-
ferred to, whien says *‘no law shall em-
brace more than one subject, which shall be
expressed in the utle.”” These duties and
powers are therefore presented in one pro-
posed act. with a title indicating the purpose
and intent of the law. We huve endeavored
10 embrace in this soggested law such pro-
visions ouly us are in the highest degree im-
portant, and such as the ripest ¢xperience of
more advanced states have proven and tried,
and such as the courts bave sustained. It is
proper also, to state that the bill here formu-
lated contains the essential elements ol the
bill introduced into the senate of the United
States by the commitiee of inter-
state commeree, with  such changes
as were necessury to a proposed regu-
lation of raiiroads by state authority.
Should the substantial feutures of the inter-
stute commerce vill becowe a Jaw, as oar own
members of congress now believe, the legal
importance ot our state luws

REGULATING CORPORATE CONTROL
working harmwoniously with a national statnte
ior the same purpose, will be fully conceded.
Even should that biil fail, we will yet have
availed ourselves of the most advanced ideus
and clearest principles restraining corporate
aggression yet enunciated.  In addition to
this, other subjects than those of the powers

and duties of the comnmission, and unpro-
vided for in the  existing  statuies
are herewith presented in  separate

bills, in order that eaeh way stand upon its
mevrits, and not prejudice others which the
legislature, in its wisdom, muy deem import-
ant. The principal reasons waich have sug-
gested the necessity for these proposed
measures are given with each aet, inciuding
that ulso of a proposition for 8 constitutial
amendmeut. Attention is invited to a pro-
posed change in the tenure of office. Under
the present law, all the commissioners go out
of office at the same time. It is proposed to
so change the term of office that
one commissioner shall be appoiated
euach year, so that the board may retain
in its membership commissioners ex-
perienced in the duties and work of
the bourd. The intersiute commerce bill,
the state of New York and other states, re-
cognize the wisdom of this po'icy. The act
provides for a more definite system of pro-
cedure in cases where complamts are made
against common carriers. It is believed te
be comprehensive, simple and easy to be un-
derstood. It is also provided that in cases
where the commission find a complaint to be
well founded, which the common carrier will
not remedy, suit shall be brought in the state
courts by the attorney general and
carrvied on at the expense of the state.
Ample provisions are made for complete
reports frowm railroad companies. In refer-
ence to tarifs of rates, fares and charges,
provision is mude for complete publicity, and
that there shall be po advance in such pub-
lished rates without due notice. Section 17
contains a substantial increase of power to
the cominission with reference to the control
of rates, fares and charges which are tound
upon examination to be in any respect un-
equal, unjust or unreasonable. While it
does not invest the commission with
power to esiablish such tariffs in
the first instaace, vet places the
tariffs undeer their supervision, with
ample power to amend the same, when found
to be necessary. Provision is made that a
corporation saall not, in any way, limit its
common law linbility in reference to prop-
erty given toits custody as a common carrier.
The bill provides sufficient penalties for the
violation of any of its provisions, which, in
the old law, were uncertain and inadeqate.
This propused act, as well as the others here-
with presented. have Leen submitted to the
attorney general for a critical examination
add have been by him approved.
FOR WATERED STOCK.

The provisions of the proposed law de-
fining the duties of the board are similar
to those of the present law, except as to
the points above mentioned. 'I'he commis-
sioners submit a bill for the governing of
fraudulent stock, to prevent the issue of
watered stock, ete., prefacing it as follows:

The general public opinion has been quite
uniform 1n its demand for such a provision,
and we have formulated the following statute
for vour coasideration, waich is not unlike
statutes already in force in many states. It
is believed that such a provision, taken 1n
connection with the preceding proposed act,
will control and prevent the issuiog of ficti-
tious or “watered’ stock, as well as fulse
and fraudvlent stock, a d so prevent over-
cupitalizatio®. Witbout entering into a
discussion of the modes and methods of
addinz fleritious capital 10 the stock of rail-
road companies, under the prefinse of ex-
tensions, consolidations, stocg dividends, or
whatever pretended purpose values are
falsely increased, there can be no gquestion
but a wise public policy requires thut such
opoortunities for wrong doing be made im-
practicable. Capital should bave its reason-
able protit upon money actazlly invested. To
this end it is probable that a basis for fair
dividends will yeu Le reached by stated esti-
mates of the actnal value of railroad prop-
erties. By such a method “water” may
be driven out of fictitious capital and a per-
manent remedy reached., In the meautime
the possibility of the manufacture of influted
capital should be prevented, and these two
statutes are respectiully submitted, with the
statement that they are largely drawu from
the a-tion and experience of other states
prov d ng remedies for such evils, and it is
believed the: will accomplish the purpose
inien led and work no hardship to hooest
compauies with an honest purpose. The cap-
italist who is legitimaiely 1nvesting his mopey
in such enterprises is entitled to this protec-
tion.

The bill proposed makes it unlawful to
issue stock or ceruficates until they have
been fully paid for, and all fietitious stock,
dividends and other fictitious increase of
the capital stock or indebtedness of any
such corporation shall be void. To issue
such stock

SHALL BE A MISDEMEANOR.

This act applies to consolidated railroad
companies as well as to others. A report
from each road, regarding stoek sold, and
what was received for it, is required yearly.
Any violations of the provisions of the
act shall render any oflicer or director
of any such railroad company as
aforesaid, guilty of any such viola-
tion, liable to indictment; and on

it

| eonvietion shall be punished by a fine of

not more than £5.000, or imprisonment in
the state prison not more than three years,
or both sueh fine and imprisonment, in the
diseretion of the court.

The beard finds it expedient and import-
ant that there should be a statute governing
proceedings in inereasing the capital stock
of railroad compauntes, so that such increase
shall not take place without the knowledge
and consent of the state.through its board of
railroad commissiouers,in order that proper
protection be had against the possibility of
**watering” stock, and giving publicity to all
indebtedness and the reasons forit. A bill is
therefore submitted requiring each railroad
to make application to the commission when
it desires to increase its stock, and a time
for hearing the application shall then be set.
If the commission shall allow the increase
they shall preseribe the manner in which
and the terms upon which such stock shall
be increased. If the ecommission refuse
their approval the reasons shall be stated
in their next annual report to the legisla-
ture. No railroad company shall increase
its eapital stock except by special authority
of the railroad and warehouse commission.

TAXING FOREIGN CORPORATIONS.

The board also submits a bill providing

for “the taxation of Dersous. covartner-

ships, associations, ear loaning companies,
sleeping car companies, corporations and
fast freight lines engaged in the business of
running cars over any railroads of this
state, and not being ‘exclusively the prop-

erty of any railroad company paying taxes |
on their gross receipts.” The proposed law |

requires all such to keep a record of their
gross receipts. Reports thereof must be
submitted to the commissioner, who shall
certify them to the auditor, together with
a statement of the percentum and
amount of tax due thereon. The
state auditor shall then make his draft on
‘the person, association, corporation or co-
partnership liable te pay tax under the
provisions of this act, for the amount of

tax due and place the same in the ha'il‘ga !
o'

of the state treasurer for collection.
bill requires veritication of the reports by
the officers of the road. The state shall
have a lien on all property of the roads
for taxes, and they shall take precedence
over all other liens, demands. judgments
or decrees. A penaly of 25 per cent. of
the tax is provided for for failure to make
report. A provision i made whereby
property or the road may be seized, ad-
vertised and sold to pay taxes. The rate of
taxation i fixed at 3 per cent. on the gross
earnings and is in lien of all taxation and
assessments whatever.
CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT.

The board submits the following proposed
amendment to the constitution:

To be section 5 of article 10—Control of
railroad corporations. A railroad corpora-
tion may establish for its sole benefit fares,
tolls and charges upon all passengers and
property conveyed or transported on its rail-
road, at such rates as may be determined by
its directors, and may frow time to time by its
directors regulate the use of its roud: but
such fares, tolls aud charges, and such regu-
Iations. shall at all times be subject 1o revis-
ion and alteration by the legisiarure of this
state, or by such officers or persons as it may
appoint for the purpose, anything in the
charter of a railroad corporation to the con-
trary notwithstanding.

RAILROAD AND WAREHOUSE LAWS.

The board submits a draft for proposed
grain and warehouse laws:

Important changes in the grain and ware-
house laws are gugzested. It is proposed to
wuke all grain warehouses, in which grain is
haundled tfor a compensation. iu the cities of
St. Paul, Minneapolis and Duluth, public
warehouses, und subject to the control of the
law. Under the act of March 5, 1885, a ware-
house mixing grain for different owners was
a publie warehouse; under the proposed
law any warehouse storing or hand-
ing grain for a compensation must take out a
license. The result of the old law was that
not a single warehouse in St. Paul was li-
censed. ‘The first year in Minneapolis but
two applications for license were received.
In Duluta ever: elevator became & puble
warehouse under the law. This year, how-
ever, there are six public warehouses in
Minneapolis at this date: in Duluth all
the elevators are public warehouses;
at St. Paul, us yet, none.
TIhe commission, in the light of this experi-
ence, deem it of vital importance that all
grain warehouses doing business for a com-
pensation at these points be wmade public
warehouses and subject to the provisions of
the law. Another important change sug-
gested in the grain law is that all grain be in-
speceted  on arrvival at  these  points,
and before delivering to consignee. In
no other way can we secure inspec-
tion and weighing of ali grain being mar-
keted at these points, whieh is the prime ob-
ject of the law. The rule of the board now
requires thut all graip so arriving shall be
weighed and inspected, but the requirement
had better be included in the law, for some
may seek stilit o evade this necessary rule.
Heretofore grain put into special bins out
of eondition, under the law was re-
quired to be inspected out under the
grade it weat in, regardless of its changed
condition. It is proposed now that such
grain taken 1, outof condition, in such bins,
shall be inspected upon its werits when it
goes out. This is for the purpose of saving
grain, damp or otherwise out of condition,
for the benefit of the owner. Experience
has shown that it was necessary to protect
the crops of farmers shipping direct from the
field.

EVENTS IN ERIN,

Beginning of the Trial of John Dil=-
loew, the Agitator.

DusLiy, Dee. 11. —The ease of the gov-
ernment against John Dillon for agitation
in favor of the Irish National league *‘plan
of campaign,” was brought up for hear-
ing to-day. Mr. Dillon was absent. Rt
Hon. Hugh Holmes, attorney general for
Ireland, declared that the so.cailed plan of
campaign was illegal and took oceasion to
announce that he had never, as reported,
said otherwise. After a prolonged wrangle
with the court and the Jawyers for the
crown, Mr. Healey, counsel for Mr. Dillon,
secured the right to cross-examine the vari-
ous witnesses from whom the government
had obtained the aftidavits upon which the
prosecution is depending for its testimony.
The ease was adjourned to give opporunity
forsecuring the attendance of the witnesses.
The trial will be resumed on Monday next,
when witnesses for the defense will be
called. The jury at Cork in the vcase of
the alleged *“*moonlighters.” after ten min-
utes’ de'iberation, returned a verdict of

Finally u motion hy George A. Brackett, to
the ellect that the awards of the appraisers,
together with interest on the amounts from
June 15 be paid, was carried by the following
vote: Aye—Commissioners Brackett, King,
Boardman, Pratt. E. M. Johnson, Oswald und
Loring. No—Commissioners Bassett and
Charles Johnson. Upou the motion of Col
King the sale of $30,000 Purk Commission
bonds to raise the necessary funds for the
purchase of the land was authorized.
Afier authorizing the paymeat of several
sprinkling bills and the montuly pay roll
the board adjourned, and will probably not
meet again before spring, Prosident Lering
gave notice of bis intended avseuce from the
city during the winter.

THE NEW MABKET.

Hariow Gale Waunis More Fime==No
Action Taken.

Harlow Gale appeared be!ore the commit-
tee on markets yesterday ggternoon and
asked for the passage of an ordinance grant-
ing him an extensiou of time in which to se-
lect a site for a new market house, to next
June, and giving him & year in which to
build. Mr. Ga¥e’s statement to the commit-
tee was substantially that two years ago
he offered to abanden his franchise if the city
wisbed tobuild a market. The council, how-
ever, preferred that it should be done by pri-
vate parties, and passed an ordinance
giving him to November last in which to
build. Owing to delay on the part of the
committee nnd the difficulty of obtaining a

The committee seemed dis-
posed to grant an extension of the time, but
evidently thought three months was suffi-
cient for the selection of a site. No action
was taken and the committee adjourned to
Tuesda afternoon, when Mr. Gates will sub-
mit the ordinance, which he desires to have
passed for inspection.

LUMBERMEN CONFER

On the Subjects of § xcessive Charges
and a Surveyor General.

At the meeting of the Lumberman’s ex-
change last night the question of excessive
switch charges came up and was discussed at
length. 1t was found that the firms repre-
sented io the meeting—sixteen in all—paid

25,000 during the past year for transfer
charges within the city. A committee of

three, consisting of Messrs. Bassett, De
Laittre and Clough, was appointed to
confer with similar comumuttees from

other business -« rganizations relative to se-
curing a reduction in these excessive transfer
rates. The amount of lumber in the various
yards and factories was reporied as 2:21,000,-
000 feet, as against 264,000,000 feet at this
There are 27,327,000 lath and
60,975,000 shingles on hand. On the matter
of recommending to the governor elect a
candidate for surveyorof logs for this distriet,
President Nelson said that heretofore the
oftices had been filled for the benetfit of others
than the lumbermen. It was claimed that at
the present rate of scaling the survevor gen-
eral ean hire every bit of thework of his of-
fice done, leaving him only the duty of draw-
ing his salary, which amounts to between
$10,000 and $15.000, clear of all expenses.

A resolution asking the legisiature to re-
ducethesurveyor’s fee from five to three cents
per thousand feet, and pledging the in-
fluence of the exchange to secure such reduc-
tion was adopted. The exchange then took
three informal ballots for a candidate foi
surveyor general. The names brought out
were Q. B. Whitney, A. Z. Lovering, Cnarles
Chapmuan, 8. B. Lovejoy. Charles St. Clair, S.
W. Farnham and W. H. Johnson. Tae thirc
ballot gave Mr. St. Clair a majority, but no
formul action was taken aud the exchange
adjourned.
