Meade passes his time in the upper corri-
dor of the jail, except at nights, and reads
a great deal. In fact nearly all his time,
except when some friend drops in _to see
him, is passed in the company of his pipe
and a book. He looks a little thinner than
three months ago, and has allowed his |
beard to grow. His spirits are good, but
he is losing vitality. Being naturally an
active man, the eonfinement has been irk-
some. From constant lack of exegcise the
exertion of doing anything quickly puts
him out of breath. and though he oc-
casionally is under the weather for a few
days. his general health is tolerably good.
He does not care to talk over his own case
very much, but is auxious for the approach
of the trial.

Mr. and
Mrs. De Graw have been for years promi-
nent members of Unity church, and nearly
every member, old and young, was present
last evening to extend personal congratula-
tions on the event. Mr. De Graw, who is
the head of the firm of J. De Graw & Sons,
isa hale and active, though gray-haired,
man, 75 years of age. He was born in
Pennsylvania, and, when about 20 years
old went to Cincinnati. Mrs. DeGraw is a
native of Bath., Eng.. and 69 years old.
She came to Cincinnati when 8 years of
age. At the present time her health is
not very good, having suffered from an
acute illness about a week ago. She was,
however, carried to the church in achair
last evening, and received her friends sit-
ting. Her maiden name was Mary Farmer,
and she and Mr. De Graw were married in
Cincinnati Dee. 15.1836. They were original
abolishionists, belonged to an abolition
chureh in Cincinnati, and were active pro-
moters of the famous **underground rail-
road,” by which so many slaves escaped to
Canada.

Richard Hall, Lowell S. Weymouth, Min-
neapolis; Mrs. George Hendrickson and
Charles E. Mayo. After all had extended
congratulations Mr. Ramaley called the
assembly to order and read a few congratu-
lations from-friends unable to be present.

A CURIOUS CONTRIVANCE.

A Clever Lirtle Mazchine Invented
by Frank N. elerson, the {oliti-
cian and i.umber Merchant.

Frank N, Peterson, the heavy weight
lumber merchant of Franconia, who came
near getting the nomination for secretary of
state in the Republican convention a few
months ago, is something of an inventor,
and during his leisure hours has worked
out a curious contrivance that he calls an
adding machine, calculated to faciliiate the
work of bookkeepers and accountants. Mr.
Peterson was registered at the Clarendon
vesterday on his way home, and he had one
of the machines with him. which he ex-
hibited to a few of his friends, and its cor-
rect computation of long columns of fig-
ures was watched with a great deal of in-
terest. The machine looks like a
young type writer, and has ten. keys
that look like the keys of a typewriter. On
nine of the keys are numbers from oné to
nine and the remaining kev is marked with
a cipber. There is a large wheel, on the
surface of which are numbers running from
one to ninety-nine, and two ciphers denote
the hundred. On a smaller wheel working
by the side of the large one are numerals
from one to six, and thus the machine is
capable of adding a single ecolumn of
figures, the amount of which will reach
600. Thesmall wheel revoives once while
the large one turns six times. On a band
running round inside the rim of the larze
wheel are cut notches which are caught by
levers atiached to the keys, and which turn
the large wheel past as many numerals on
the rim as are denoted by the number on
the key. Itisa very simple arrangement,
but must have required long study and
close ealculation. The wheels are covered
with a tin ease, and the figures are seeun
through a small square hole in the cover.
There is no possible way for a mistake to
be made if the numbers that are to be
added are struck with the nand of the
operator. Mr. Peterson said he couldn’t
play a piano, but he could have considerable
fun with the machine when business was
dull. He carries it round in a black walnut
box, and watches it with as much care as
if it was set with diamonds.

THIRD INSANE GOSPITAL.

A General Outi.ne of the Plans De-
cided On by the Commitiee.

Dr. C. K. Bartlett, F. S. Christiansen
and H. H. Hart, the committee on plans
of the commission to locate a third hos-
pital for the insane, held a meeting yester-
day and approved plans for the new insti-
tution. The commission will recommend
that an appropriation of $50.000 be macde
for the erection of two detached wards,
each to accommodate 100 patients, one for
males and one for females, each wing to be
96x88, full dimensions, in the form of a
cross. These two buildings will cost $20,-
000 each, the other $10,000 being for the
erection of an engine and boiler house and
Jaundary. These buildings are intended for
the chronic insane. the curables to be kept
at St. Peter. The buildiugs will be two
stories and au attie, of brick and fireproof.
I'hese two wards are a part of a general

| plan which includes a main building to be

erected hereafter, which will accommodate
300 patients and cost $150.000, Then the
outbuiidings, stables, greenhouse, ete.. will
cost $50,000, making the total cost of the
institution contemplated by the com-
mission $250,000, or £500 per head.
