Total o_c ;rs and men 15_ Four new houses
have been built at a total cost of $17,350.

IMPKOVEMEXTS RECOMMENDED.
The board, considering the rapid growth

of the city, recommended the following im-
provements and submit estimates of what
is required in 1887 and 1888 for the depart-

Ho
recommends alarm registers for engine
lou-e. twenty-five new boxes in the sub-
urban districts and the necessity of placing
alarm boxes in the public school buildings.
Al-o that the board consider the placing of
the fire alarm wiers under ground, as soon as
a feasible plan can be devised.

THE CHIEF'S HEPOItT.
The report of the chief shows an increase

of seventy-eight alarms over the number in
1885. The fire losses and insurance of the
year was:

The losses are over $300,000 in excess of
those for 1885, but they are "attributed to
disastrous conflagrations which no human
power could prevent."

WORK FOR BETTER BUTTER.

ASummary of the Business of the
State Dairy Commission in Two
Tear*..
Dairy Commissioner Rice has completed his

firstbiennial report to the governor and the
legislature, which, with the reports of Assist-
ant Cou.issioner Howard and Secretary Eber-
inan, gives a comprehensive summary of the
•work of tn^commission since its ereatiou.and
also contains some very important recou.
mendations. At the beginning of his report
Commissioner Rice says that peculiar diffi-
culties attended the enforcement of the law.
The subject of this legislation was but little
_ndcr*-tood in the state. There was not a
chemist who had analyzed a specimen of the
compound at which prohibitory enactment
was aimed. There was not, so far as I have
learned, a physician who had studied their
effects upon the public health. Not one
lawyer had looked up the authorities in their
bearings upon the new questions which the i

act awakened, and no judge had formed an
opinion as to the constitutionality of the act.
Investigations made by those who were
aroused, revealed the fact that not less than
4 000 000 pounds of these fraudulent pro-
ducts, costing the people $."00,000, were sold ,
\u25a0within the state during the winter of 1885-6.
This amount of raouey was levied as a tax
upon the dairy interests of the state, which ;

were comparatively new and unable to bear
so heavy, because so unjust, a burden.
The commissioner reviews his work for the
two years and gives an account of the cases
by which the constitutionality of the butter-
ine law. was affirmed by the supreme court.
He also speaks of his work in preventing the
adulteration ofmilk, and recommended that
the law be so amended as to prohibit the
feeding of brewers' grains to cows kept to
supply city markets with milk. He recom-
mends that the present standard created by
the law. 3 per cent., be raised to 3% per cent,
of fat in milk. After reciting a brief histo cy
of the effect of the oleomargerine trade in
the state, his report recommends that the
commissioner be authorized to seize and con-
fiscate any article prohibited by law which is
offered for sale as butterine; that the com-
missioner be made a member of the state
board of health, that he may have some au-
thority overpleuro pneumonia.

sired the improvement for speculative pur-
poses. They _trc__r contended that the im-
provement was not a necessity, and even if it
were the board would show poor judgment in
ordering the street paved with asphalt until
the same pavement on Summit aveuue bad
been tested at least one winter. .W. D. Cor-
nisb.who said he owned 200 feet on the street,
argued and gave figures showing that prop-
erty owners representing improved and unim-
proved property on the street to the extent of
2,737 feet froutage desired the street
paved with asphalt. The remonstrance
was signed by owners representing
only 1,587 feet. He said six years ago the
residents of the avenue opposed the laying of
a sidewalk, and the talk about postponing the
pavement for a year was simply talk, as the
opposition would be just the same next year.
He thought as the majority of the owners
demanded the paving of the street with as-
phalt, the board should . accede to their re-
quest. President Barrett delivered one of
his inimitable, able and lengthy talks upon
asphalt paving in general, pointing out the
defects and benefits of this kind of pavement,
and then announced that the decision of the
board would be given some time before the
next council meeting. > 1

BCILDirtG THE PALACE.

The First Courses, of the Central
rower Finished-- Thirty Men at
Work.
The contractors on the ice palace bave got

the first few courses of the central octagonal
tower into place, and finished leveling them
offyesterday. They are now ready to carry
on the wot k rapidly and keep it in courses.
The circular c >urt, with the main entrance,
has been laid out. Messrs. Taylor A Craig
have the contract, including tho cutting of
ice, but have sublet the latter. Only Lake
Como ice is being used, and it is now coming
in fifteen inches thick. Mr. Tayior says they
have pledged themselves to have it completed
by Jan. 17, and he thinks it will be done be-
fore that time. About thirty men were at
work yestcrd.y, and the force will be in-
creased as last as possible, and the largest
possible number kept at work. The con-
tractors have placed a stationary engine,
housed, for hoisting and grinding. One man
is kept continually busy grinding axes. All
the hoisting machinery is in place, and the
walls will now go up rapidly. The cost of
erecting the palace is kept a secret, it being
a part of the contract that the contractors
shall not tell their price.
