FLOUR CITY DOINGS.

The Bicycle Race Between Prince and
Dingley Won by the Minneap-

olis Man.

Two Thousand Poor Children To Be
Treated to a least Next

Thursday.

Interstate Commerce Before the
Board of Trade --Slinging

Mud at Alayor Ames.

Some History About Mrs. Kinney-
Contest Cases Concluded--

Mrs. Eadcliffo's Death.

PRINCE FAILS TO DO IT.

Dingley Proves to Much for Him
With a Quarter Mile Start.

The cold weather again knocked out the
heating apparatus at Washington rink, and
interfered with the 100-mile race between
J. L. Prince and Frank E. Dingley. lt
was 8:10 before a start could be made, and
the men decided to make it fifty miles.
Prince gave Dingley one-fourth of a mile
start and they started off at a rapid pace.
Prince attempted to take up a lap on the
thirteenth mile, but the Minneapolis boy
was too fast forhim. Prince made a spurt
on the eighteenth mile, and by the hardest
of work he had wiped out one lap of the lead
when the twentieth mile was reached. The
rink was decidedly too cold for comfort,

but the men made twenty miles in one hour,
four minutes, ten seconds. Dingley set the
pace up to the twenty-second mile, except
on the fourth mile, which Prince made.
Dingley made the twenty-fifth mile in one
hour, twenty-one minutes. During the
next ten miles a very rapid pace was main-
tained, the thirty-fifth mile being covered
by Dingley in one hour, fifty-fourminutes.
Prince began spurting for his second lap on
the thirty-sixth mile, but Frank quickly
closed the slight gap and followed the
leader close. The rink kept growing colder
through the evening, and it is a wonder the
men were able to keep the pace they did.
At the end of the second hour thirty-seven
miles had been covered.

The forty-fifthmile was finished in two
hours, twenty-eight minutes and fifteen
sections, and from this to the close the rid-
ing was swift "rince spurted twice for
the lead, but could not close the gap, though
lie lesseued ithalf a lap. Dingley won the
race in two hours, forty-five minutes and'
fifteen seconds, which is remarkably good
time, considering the low temperature.
After the finish both men complained of
suffering from the cold, being very stiff and
sore from its effects.

DINKIER FOR 2,000.

The Annual Dinner for Poor Chil-
dren on Thursday Next.

At the meeting in the iuterestof the holi-
day dinner for the poor children, held at
Mrs. Robinson's home yesterday, a great
deal of interest was manifested, and the
affair is already an assured success. The
committee reported that the use of stoves
had been donated, that dishes had been
secured, and that lumber for tables had
beer, given. Knives and forks will be se-
cured in time, so that now the only thing
yet needed is the eatables, for which a
generous hearted public is relied upon. Two
bandied waiters will be necessary to prop-
erly care for the host of guests. These
willbe designated by blue badges. The
committee of arrangements will wear .red
badges, aud white ribbons will be pre-
sented to the visitors. Three thousand
street car tickets have been secured for
the transportation of those who live at a
distance from the rink. The newsboys
and bootblacks will take their dinner at

the Casino, instead of at Mrs. Fair's, as
heretofore; there willbe a table reserved
especially for them. One thousand tickets
for visitors have been prepared.
These will be in the hands of
Revs. Williams and Weenolsen and A.
J. Condit, from whom they can be obtained
on application. Two thousand five hun-
dred tickets have been secured, and will be
distributed in such a way as to reach every
poor child in the city. A literary pro-
gramme, occupying not more than forty-
live minutes, lias been prepared, consisting
of singing by the children and by a first-
class colored glee club; short stories by
Father McGolrick, Mrs. Cleveland, Miss
Clara Thompson; responsive psalm reading,
prayers by Revs. Shutter and OftedahL

A committee was named who will be at
the rink early Thursday morning to receive
the food that is sent in. and take proper
care ofit. Mrs. Tallerday was made chair-
man, and she asks the following ladies to
assist her: Mrs. F. C. Barrows, Mrs.
John Edwards, Mrs. Lincoln, Mrs. Jonas
Drown. MissE. A. Brackett. Mrs. Charles
Gore, Mrs. Steinvig. President Brackett
reports very good success in securing
money donations, but there is still danger
of a shortage, and there is no more useful
place for money than this. Any surplus
will be held as a reserve fund for next
year's use. As to food donations, every
lady who has not yet been asked to assist
need not feel slighted. Send roasted meats,
turkey, chicken, etc., mashed potatoes in a
pot, so they can be warmed, pies, pickles,
etc, There will be a grand sight at the
Casino rink Thursday noon, and any one
who likes to see happy faces, and a host of
them, willbe in the Casino galleries when
the feast begins.

INTERSTATE COMMERCE

Discussed By the Board of Trade-"
Mew Year Preparations.

The board of trade met, as usual, yester-
day morning. Gov. Pillsbury not being
present the report of the committee in
reference to a police commission was not
presented. The committee on railroads re-
ported on the interstate commerce bill,
which had been repot ted to them, returning
the bill without recommendation. Col.
King and Gen. Nettleton were of opinion
that the clause referring to long and short
hauls was very detrimental to the interests
ofthe Northwest. J. C. Whitney opposed
the bill as a very mischievious measure. 11.
A. Towne said that the bill is so impractic-
able and inconsistent as tobe a matter of
wonder. The railroads opposed it because
it was against the interests of the people,
and the interests of railroads and the people
are identical. At the request of the board
Gen. Nettleton prepared a resolution on
the bill:

Resolved, Tbat while this board of trade
fully approves the general principle of na-
tional control and regulation of interstate
carrying trade, and while in the main it con-
curs ii: the provisions of the compromise bill
now pending before congress, it thoroughly
disapproves and deprecates the provisions of
section 4. relating to what is known as the
long and short haul, and of section 5, relating
to pooling arrangements between parallel

and competing lines. In the judgment of
this board section 4, ifenacted, would give to
the proposed national commission powers
•whose exercise would be dangerous and
might easily become destructive to tbe dis-
tinctively agricultural sections of the coun-

Resolved. Tbat a committee of three be ap-
pointed with instructions to forward the fore-
going resolution to our senators and repre-
sentatives in congress, accompanied with a

letter of transmission which shall more fully
get forth the views of this board.

The resolutions called forth much inter-
esting discussion. The secretary favored
the pooling system as being more productive
of good than harm. Other members were
anxious to have the reference to section 5
omitted, but when it came to a vote the
resolutions passed unanimously. The chair
appointed as committee named in bill
Messrs. Nettleton. Phelps and Towne.

Communications were received from the

New York board of trade and navigation 1
concerning a national bankrupt law, and a !
proposed law for a new method of the pay- !
ment of customs duties.

A committee of three was named to nor- i
mate a board of. directors for the ensuing
year. The annual election occurs Jan. 5. j
The committee are Messrs. H. G. O. Mor- j
rison, E. A. Corser, J. T. Wynian.

Presideut Atwater was instructed to for-
ward a telegram of condolence to Mrs. !
Logan in the name of the board of trade.

The question of amending the charter of !
the board coming up, it was referred to the j
committee on rules with instructions to
print their recommendations.

"DOWSING AMES."

A Sample of the Despicable Method-*
Used to Accomplish This End.

As a sample of the way in which every
little incident is twisted about and used in
the mighty effort that is being made to "down
Ames," the following from the Pioneer
Press is a sample:

Dr. Ames is not very eenerous toward
Ramsey county for the enormous vote she
gave him at tbe last election. After the man
was hurt as Merriam Park Friday, the first
passenger train going by was bound for Min-
neapolis. Dr. Ames attended him in his !
professional capacity, and as mayor of Mm- j
neapolis returned him to St. Paul because
the accident happened in Ramsey county.

The mau was compelled to endure ihe trip to

St. Paul oa the train and a long ride to the
hospital In the patrol wagon. It is alleged
that his death was hastened by the action of
the Minneapolis authorities.

The injured man referred to is Patrick
Crowley, who stepped off a train at Mer-
riam Park and was severely injured. He
was taken to Dr. Ames' office, where he
regained consciousness sufficient to state
that he worked for Bishop lrelaud and had
friends near Merriam Park named Gleason,

to whom he wished to be taken. Dr. Ames
not only treated the man, but personally
went to the depot and saw that he was
carefully handled. He also telephoned to
the railroad station at Merriam to notify
the Gleason family to meet Crowley at the
depot The Gleasons, for some reason,
did not appear, and Crowley was taken on
to St. Paul. Itwas at Crowley's own re-
quest that he was sent from Minneapolis,
and there was nothing left undone or any-
thing in the case that could in the slightest
degree reflect upon Dr. Ames.

THAI' SUDDEN DEATH.

Something 71 ore of the History of
Mrs. 15. ... Kinney.

In the case of Mrs. B. A. Kinney, whose
death was announced in yesterday's
Globe, a post mortem examination made
yesterday at Warner's morgue showed that
the cause of death was peritonitis. The
woman died while all alone at her home,

638 Jewett place, and it was thonght an
inquest might be necessary. Coroner Hill
ordered the post mortem examination, and
from the result found he has concluded not
to hold an inquest. Mrs. Kinney has a son
living in Nebraska and a daughter in Cin-
cinnati. The body will not be buried
until they are heard from. Itwas learned
last night that about four years ago Mrs.
Kinney was pastry cook at the Windsor
hotel. Atthat time she bore a good rep-
utation, but later the poor woman went
wrong, and was known to be living a life
of shame, first in rooms on Washington
avenue south and latter in a small house on
Third street north. The person from whom
these facts were obtained had not seen the
woman for two years until last night, when
he learned of her death in the papers, and,
going to the morgue, identified the body.
He said that Mrs. Kinney was a widow,
but he knew nothing of her family.

CHRISTMAS MAILS.

Everything Blockaded, Bnt Quick
Work on All Sides.

A route agent reports that there are 300
pouches of registered mail in the Chicago
postoffice for the Northwest which they
have been unable to handle. The postoffice
here received over 1.000 packages on Satur-
day and Sunday night's mail, and three ex-
tra men have been kept busy sending out
notices, and the packages have not all been
examined yet. There never was a Christ-
mas when such a heavy demand was made
on the mails. The postmaster and em-
ployes of the Minneapolis office are deserv-
ing" of great credit for the expeditious man-
ner in which out-going mail has been
handled. It has been necessary for the
men to work until 3 and 4 o'clock in the
morning for a week past, but they have
kept the mail moving, so that even on
Christmas the office was not clogged.

The
carpets of the East room were ruined by
the orange punch and lemonade which were
served to the crowd which came
to his reception. Barrels of this
punch were made and it was brought
into the room in buckets. At last
the people began to rush for the waiters as
soon as they entered the room. Glasses
were broken and ladies' dresses ruined.
Tubs of punch were finally taken into the
garden, and in this way the tlnong was
drawn offand it was possible to serve cake
and wine to the ladies. At Jackson's fare-
well reception a monster cheese, as big as a
hogshead in circumference and nearly a
yard thick, was cut out with saw blades
made into knives and served out to the
guests. Each guest received three pounds
of cheese. The event was the talk of the
nation, and when Van Buren became presi-
dent his Xew York friends, emulative of
Jackson, sent him a • big cheese. It was
cut up in the East room. The greasy crumbs,
falling upon the carpet, were trampled into
it, and the ruination of the furniture
during these two admistraiions led the later
presidents to discontinue tho practice of
servine eatables at general receptions. Now
no guest comes to a dinner at the White
house unless invited. In Van Buren's day
Bacourt, In his "Souvenirs d'un Diplomat,"'
says that the president's cook told his valet
that for several months preceding the - elec-
tion of IS4O many persons arrived at the
White house for breakfast or dinner, and
threatened to vote against Van Buren if
they were not entertained. The cook stated
that he had all the trouble possible in
satisfying them, and they often returned
what he sent out, doing so on the pretext
that ' it was uneatable, and ordered some-
