tended the second session of the Minnesota
Educational association in representatives
hall, yesterday morning, were ladies, and
the presence of so many, some of whom had
more the appearance of coming "fresh from
a ladies' seminary." made the appearance
of the legislative hall more attractive than
it usually is when state gatherings are held
there. The exercises of the day consisted
oflistenimr to papers ou educational topics
and free for all discussions of the ideas coa-
tained in them.

TAPERS HEAD.
The first paper was by Prof. J. T. Me-

Cleary, of the Mankato normal school, on
"Civics, or the Science of the Relations of
men in Organized Society." The paper
was absorbed by the listeners with appar-
ent interest Following .this was a paper
byProf. Pearson, of Maealester college, on
"The School and the Citizen." "The Re-
lation of the Study of History to Good Citi-
zenship" was discussed by Prof. Charles H.
Cooper, ofCarleton college. The speaker
laid a good deal ofemphasis on the neces-
sity of a study of history in preparing the
minds of men to decide the questions that
come before every citizen, and he said that
American history should come first and
English second. The papers were discussed
by Prof. Gray, of the" St. Cloud normal
school. l'rof."Bechdolt of Mankato, Prof.
Fitch, of Austin, Prof. Deafeld, of Duluth,
Prof. Lord, of St. Peter, Prof. Shepard, of
Worthington, Prof. Gray, Prof. Judson, of
the state university, and Prof. Curtis, of
Winona. Miss Sarah E. Sprague was
elected treasurer pro teni. During the re-
cess, which lasted until 3 p. m., many of
the teachers visited the cyclorama of the
Battle of Gettysburg.

AFTERNOON SESSION.
On coming together in the afternoon

Miss Pleins, of St. Paul, rendered a piano
solo, after which Prof. Folwell read a
message ofgreeting from the Illinois State
Teachers' association, in session at Spring-
field, assuring the Minnesota association of
a warm welcome at the national teachers'
meeting in Chicago next summer. A suit-
able response was sent. Mr. Whitman, of
Bed Whig, chairman of the committee to
audit the last treasurer's statement re-
ported that it had been found correct. The
secretary then read extracts from a paper
by Edward Thring, of England, author of
"Theory and Practice of Teaching." The
secretary explained that Mr. Thring had
offered to contribute a paper for the benefit
of the teachers ot Minnesota, and had
mailed a lengthy manuscript from his home
in England. The manuscript had been
mailed on the ill-fated steamer
Oregon, which had gone to the
bottom of the sea, and had lain
there about four months before its recovery.
Itwas, however, in pretty good condition
after its long bath. In the paper Mr.
Thring held that, in spite of scoffers on
the point it was an undisputed fact that
the English-speaking people were at the
bead of all others as educators, and he paid
a flattering tribute to the system of teach-
ing in America, and thought that the teach-
ers' institutes, or the state associations,
which did not exist in England, were of
great advantage. The paper then went
into a rather elaborate and somewhat philo-
sophical discussion ofmethods of teaching.
Among other things, he held that teaching
_y pictures, illustration to the eve, would
soon take a prominent place in teaching,
and the plunging of a pupil up to his neck
in rules that he does not understand, and
dropping fragments into his mind which
were not understood, would soon be found
tobe not the proper method of teaching.
At the conclusion of the reading Messrs.
Hyde. West and Brokaw were made a com-
mittee to express to Mr. Thring the thanks
of the Minnesota teachers for his paper. \

Supt Wilson, of Stillwater, then gave a
talk on the use of the stereopticon in school
work, which he advocated as being very
valuable. After a recess of fifteen minutes
the topic was discussed at some length as to
its practical workings. Messrs. Lord.
Sperry and Schoemaker were appointed a
committee on nominations, and the conven-
tion adjourned until evening.

A Ttni'EHAMi: BREEZE
That Blew Over the State Teachers

at Their Session Last Night.

The meeting was opened last evening by
the Rainbow chorus, given by ten school
girls under the leadership ofProf. Congdon,
which was very pleasing to the audience.
The chair then introduced Dr. Charles X.
Hewett, professor o_.publie health and hy-
giene in the state university, and secretary
of the state board of health, who was to
speak on "Temperance and the Public
Schools."

Dr. Hewett began by reading a number of
deflnit.ons of the word temperance, and pro-
fessed favor for the one of Socrates, viz:
"He who knows what is good and chooses it,
who knows what is bad and avoids it, is
learned and temperate." He wants the teach-
ers to take hold with the state board _mi
teach hygiene in every school in the st_fc.
The subject should be first taught in teachers*
Institutes and normal schools by phy-
sicians, and preferably by health of-
ficers. His experience had shown
that the township boards of health were the
most active of any boards in the state. It
would be worse than nonsense to attempt to
tell children the rationale of patrol of infec-
tious diseases as .teachers would practice it,
but plain tacts could be taught, such as the
danger of foul air and what makes Itfoul, of
bad water, etc. The teacher should tell the
children that alcohol is invariably a poison
when used in excess. It is proper to teach
them that injuryfollows the use of tobacco;
that its use is superfluous. Alcohol should
never be used by a child except by medical
prescription. He hoped that these ideas
Would never be exaggerated, as a child nat-
urallyreached from exaggeration. Hygiene

and physiology should be taught In the pub-
lic schools. The disposition towards alcohol

5, ISXOT INCREASING
in this country, as was supposed. Men did
not drink alcohol because they liked it, but
because they sought some stimulus, although
in this country people were working on too
much stimulus and drawing on their capital
ofvitality. There was no use in denying that
alcohol was a medicine, and often, in the
practice of every physician, saved life. It
was often abused by physicians by adminis-
tering it in tonics. There was no way in,

which the evils of civilization could be met
as by teaching these principles, which were
embodied in hygiene and public health. The
teaching of hygiene and physiology in the
public schools should be in relation to things
thoroughly practical, as there was no time
for philosophical discussion. The speaker
read a little pamphlet on the subject pre-
pared by him a few years ago.

At the conclusion of Dr. Hewitt's re-
marks Prof. Congdon and Miss Jansen
favored the audience with a duet, ' 'When
the Swellows Come."

Prof. Reynolds, by request of the Minne-
sota Woman's Christian Temperance union,
offered a resolution favoring the passage of
a law requiring instruction on the nature
and effect of alcohol and narcotics on the
the human system in all schools supported
by the state. The discussion was opened
by Supt. Kiehle, who favored the teaching
of hygiene, which should precede physi-
ology. He thought the effects of alcohol
should be taught. His own judgment was
that the cause of the present excessive use
of alcohol was owing to social conditions
rather than overwork. Many women were
very much overworked, yet few of them
either drink or smoke. For his own part
he had never thought it wicked to drink or
smoke. He rather enjoyed seeing old peo-
ple getting comfort out of a pipe, but he
told boys that he thought it best for him
and for them to let drink and tobacco alone.

Supt. Bradley, of Minneapolis, was
called on by the chair, and gave some re-
sults of a law similar to the one proposed,
in New York state. He said nobody op-
posed it. and ithad been adopted in twenty-
three states without serious opposition.
He did not think the influence of alcohol
should be taught as

A MORAL SUBJECT,
but as a part of hygiene. He felt the
resolution would pass without opposition.

Supt. Kiehle asked Dr. Hewitt whether
abstinence was in proportion to a person's
intelligence in these matters, that is.howfar
instruction would affect a person's habits.
The doctor thought 1his a philosophical ques-
tion, but he proceeded to object in toto to
the resolution. He stated that Prof.
Bradly was mistaken in his idea of the
Jaws of the different states. These laws
required in connection with physiology and
hygiene the effects of alcohol be taught. It
was going too far to teach children that the
use of tobacco or an occasional glass of
wine was an unmitigated evil, because the
child could go to his father's table and see
this done. This was overshooting the work,
and no one had a right to teach his childien
thus in the public schools.

Supt Kiehle offered an amendment to
the effect that the effect of alcohol be taught
as part ofinstruction in hygiene.

L. C. Lord, of St. Peter, thought the
points discussed should be taken into the
family and obedience and self control
taught As far as he was concerned he
would like the resolution laid on the table,
as it was a delusion and a snare to think
that instructing children in these things
would make them temperate.

A. M. Sperry, of Dodge county, would
like to see the resolution pass as an experi-
ment, while his profound judgment told
him it would be a failure. Teaching chil-
dren these things would not amount to a
row of pins towards keeping them temper-
ate. He taught his boys not to use alcohol
because it was damrerous. W. M. West
of Faribault, protested against the resolu-
tion, as a teacher, because it would require
a text book to enforce it. He thought
there had been enough of this trying to
mend the world by machinery; nor did lie
believe in trying to liftourselves over the
fence by the boot straps. He moved to lay
the resolution on the table. The motion
was duly recorded, but the movers gave
away to Prof. Grey, of St Cloud, who
spoke in opposition to the resolution. He
favored this instruction in hygiene in nor-
mal schools, where it should be made
prominent By general consent further
discussion of the subject was postponed
until this afternoon, and the secretary was
instructed to invite Mrs. X. H.Winchell,
ofMinneapolis, secretary of the W. C. T.
U., to be present The meeting closed
with the singing of % solo. "Last Night,"'
by Miss Nellie Mabou, adjournment being
until 9 o'clock this morning.
