The following communication was
adopted and ordered transmitted to the
Couneil, to-wit:

To the Honorable, the President and Mem-
bers of the Common Qouncil of the City
of St. Paul, Minn.

GENTLEMEN: On the 7th day of De-
cember, 1885, this Board transmitted to
your honorable body a communication re-
lating to street improvements to be made
during the next year (1886). In that com-
munication this Board respeetfully recom-
mended to the Council the propriety of
early anticipating the improvements that
would probably be ordered for 1886, and
requested the Council to send to the Board
orders for such work withont unnecessary
delay, in order that the contracts might be
let during the winter and early spring, and
the work on such improvements commenced
at the earliest practicable moment.

Your honorable body gave that com-
munication and its recommendations favor-
able consideration,and the result anticipated
by the Board speedily followed. The city
had under contract, prior to July 1, 1886,
more improvements in number, and greater
in the cost thereof, than the entire improve-
ments placed under contract in 1885.

1t will doubtless be conceded that the
mmprovements ordered by the Council be-
fore April 1. 1886, were placed under eon-
tract for a smaller price, were earlier and
better done. and have given better satisfac-
than those which were ordered later in the

Season.
In many cities, all the improvements con-

templated being made in any one year, are

placed under contract the preceding year.

To illustrate: The improvements to be
made next year are put under contract this
year. This system has been found, in most
cases, to work admirably. Two great ad-
vantages result therefrom, viz:

First—The work proposed is invariably
let for a very censiderably smaller price
than it otberwise counld be, thus making a
considerable saving to each property owner,
and e

Second—The property owners the
line of improvement would have several
and have ample

——

time to make the necessary arrangements to
meet the expenseand pay.their assessments.

A careful comparison of the prices for
which street paving was recently let in Min-
neapolis with the prices for which similar
work has been let in this city -the present
year and previous years, leads the Board to
the inevitable conclusion- thata great sav-
ing, at least 15 or 20 per cent., and proba-
bly more, can be made for the property
owners, if the improvements referred to and
recommended by this as proper to be
made should be ordered and placed under
contract without unnecessary J;lay.

In view of these facts the City Engineer
was requested to report to the Board such
improvements (giving the names of the

streets) as ought to be and probably would
be made during the year 1887, and which
could be placed under coutract at the pres-
ent time,

In compliance with the request above re-
ferred to, the City Enginéer has sent to the
Board the following report, which is in-
dorsed by the Board and made 4 part of this
communication: :

To the Board of Public Works:

GENTLEMEN: I herewith submit for
your consideration a list of streets where,
as it appears to me, the amount of travel
demands that a pavement should be laid
during the next season, and where also the
value of the property will warrant the im-
provement. I have inade the list very full,
expecting that it will be carefully examined,
both by your honorable body and the Com-
mon Council. :
