LINKS IN THE CHAIN

Br Which the Stale is Trying to j
froveJ. D. Martin Guiltyof Mur-
dering Buchanan Moore.
As great interest as on the days preced-

ing was manifested yesterday in the trial of
J. D. Martin for the murder of Buchanan

Moore at the Transfer last March. All day |
the sheriff prevented the room from being j
crowded by keeping people out after the j
seats were all occupied. J. W. Burton was
excused by reason of having received a tele- I
gram announcing the serious illness of his
wife. Frauk Scougale resumed the stand for

redirect examination. County Attorney
Egan began asking him concerning his con-
versation with Chief Clark, to which Mr.
Ryan objected strenuously, but it was al- |
lowed by the court. Witness stated that he

told Chief Clark he would not pump Martin;

that he told Martin he would give him away
after he had evinced great emotion, and that

Martin ceased talking and made no confident
of witness. Regarding his conversation with
Mr. Maris, witness had agreed not to come
down here to the trial, which was done to get
some votes in a political convention there.
Mr. Lenham had told witness that there was
more money for him (witness) to stay at home
than to attend the trial.

M. Anderson, clothing salesman in the
Golden Eagle store, Minneapolis, testified that
he recognized defendant. Sold a pair of
overalls, March 12. 1886, for 50 cents, to a man
answering description of the defendant. The
overalls were blue denim, purchased in
New York. The man tried the overalls on in
the .store. Next saw the man who bonght
them in the same store next day, when be
was brought there by two detectives. Wit-
ness thought then that Martin was the man
who bought the overalls, and thought so now.
Atthe time of the call, young Abrams and
Mr. Warendorpfa were present. Witness ex-
amined the overalls offered by Mr. Egan, and
said they were like the ones sold. On cross-
examination, witness said he might have
sold other overalls that day, but no other
kind of overalls were kept at tbe same price.

He could not swear poistively that Martin
was the man, but thought he was.

Edward Warrendorph testified that he was
in the Golden Eagle store on March 12, and
saw a man answering the description of the
defendant and pointed out Martinas tbe man.
Saw him buy a pair of overalls and try them
on. He next saw the man two days after at
police headquarters in St. Paul, and identi-
Bed him as the man who bought the overalls.
Had always been positive about the man's
identification. Mrs. Emma Davis, wife of the
hotelkeeper at the transfer, testified that
Martin took supper with BillyRyan at the
hotel March 12; witness waited on the table.
Next morning she went to the apartment used
for private purposes in the rear of the hotel
and found a pair of blue overalls and two ac-
count books. She took them out of the
vault. She did not examine the overalls to
see ifthey were bloody. Thought the overalls
in court were the ones. Identified the books
shown by Mr. Egan as the ones found in the
vault.

SOME FRESH EVIDENCE.
J. T. Davis, hotelkeeper at the transfer,

who has never testified before, testified that
he saw Martin about supper time at the
hotel March 12. He next saw him about 8:45,
when he came into the bar-room, went to the
rink, washed himself and inquired when he
could get a train to Minneapolis. He shook
dice aud took a drink. Witness told'Martiu
the first train was at 11 o'clock. McKinney
and Chapen were in the room at the time.
Heard of the murder tho next morning. Saw
Mar. next morning when he came down
stairs into the bar-room. That morning Mrs.
Davis gave him account books which witness
identified in court. He turned them over to
OliicerKenaley. Saw the overalls lyingout-

side where Mrs. Davis laid them and the
officers picked them up. He was positiv-3
about the time he saw Martin wash, because
be went to .bed Immediately afterward. Wit-
ness noticed nothing unusual about Martin at

th&tiuii'JiiMHitiein and washed.
In the afternoon on the opening of court

Mr. ityajk.-oid that he had been prosecuting
a little Investigation in connection with some
of the testimony, and and he asked to recall
Edward J. Warrendorph. The court allowed
it and Mr. Warrendorph was lecalled. In
answer to Mr. Ryan's questions he said that .
while his true name was Warrendorph, he
bad registered at the Clarendon hotel on Dec.
11 last as E. W. Thompson, Fort Benton, Dak.

When it came Judge Egau's turn to ques-
tion the witness he said:

"Why did you register as E. W. Thomp-
son

••At the suggestion ofDetective Dan O'Con-
nor, because, he said, he didn't want certain
persons to know Iwas here."

"A very wise and prudent course," said
Judge Egan.

Detective Kenaley was sworn and identified
the overalls and book as the ones found near
the Davis hotel.

Join Lindquist, night watchman at the
Transfer, testified to finding ati overaoat in
the empty box car and to sec n.r Office."Kline
find a coupling pin in Pen 40.
He identified the coat. Mr. Ryan, on
the cross-examinatin, questioned the witness
as to his whereabouts on the evening of
March 12, and as to locations and distances at

the transfer. Mr. Ryan drew a diagram and
asked the witness to locate his whereabouts
at different times. This was objected to and
Judge Wilkin sustained the objection.

"Ifyou wish to go into this you can call
the witness lor yourself," said the court.

"It would be dangerous," said Mr. Ryan,
"because we would be bound by his an-
swers."

"'the court cannot change the rules of evi-
dence." said Judge Wilkin.

E. H. Hutchinson, employed at the trans-
fer, testified that he saw Moore at supper on
the night of the murder. He also saw Mar-
tin at supper and later at the Merriam Park
station.

H„n_t„started

toward the Minneapolis end of the station,
but —as told that the train to Minneapolis
bad gone. Ryan asked at the station where
was the man who was with him at sun jer

time, and said he couldn't speak any too well
of him.

.John Commack. of Henry county, lowa.
had known BuC£ Moore about eight years and
Lad known Martin since his boyhood. Moore
had worked for the witness on several occa-
sions. Martin had been at his bouse
while Moore was working for him,
„nd on one or two occasions had
etept with Moore. Witness gave Moore
a memorandum book, and he identified the
Ic-ok found at the transfer as the one he had
given Moore. Ithad a receipt in it. which
Moore wrote, at the same time writinga copy
tor witness on a slip or paper. This the wit-
ness had in his pocket and the two were road.
The witness was not cross-examined. Martin
gave evidence of being nervous while this
Witness was 111 the chair.

Chief Detective John O'Connor testified
that «he overalls, knife, coupling pin, etc..
had been turmd over to him soon alter being
found, and he identified them. They were
offered in evidence. Mr. Ryan objected on
the ground that the evidence in was not

sufficient to connect them with the homicide.
The court allowed them to go in, with an ob-
jection. Mr. O'Connor said he saw Martin
next morning and arrested him at the trans-
fer. His face was pule, his eyes bloodshot,

and he looked as if he hud had little sleep and
nad been drinking. Winn s- searched Martin
and found papers, a tune book, and. he
I bought, a turn ticket from Merriam Park
to Minneapolis. At the time Martin was
arrested be had blood on his overshoes, which

Martin said came from his helping hold
Moore at '.he M rriam Park station. Martin
told him that was the first time he had ever
seen Moore. Martin bad a cheek on a Min-
neapolis hotel for Jin overcoat, which the
detective sent for. Witness related the cir-
cumstances connected with the identification
of the remains of Moore, and of Martin's
visit to the hospital, where Martin said:
"That is Buck Mo re."

While the detective was relating the story
Margin Showed little emotion, though there
was a visible movement of the lips.

THE WRONG HAT.

Officer Kline testified to finding the return
ticket to Minneapolis in Buck Moore's over-
coat pocket. Judge Egan at this point pro-

duced a hat and askwl to submit it. The
witness said he did not think it was the one
he got the night of the murder. It appeared

that a mistake bad been made, aud Judge

Wilkius' hat had been passed up to the wit-
ness Officer Kline searched Martin at the
Transfer hotel about 12 o'clock on the night

of the murder. He found no blood on him.
In the morning, the officer said, he went with

Martin to pen 40 and was telling him about
the findingof Moore. Witness stooped over
the place, and when be looked up Martin was

standing with bis back to the blood spot, look-
ing the other way. . .

At this point the court adjourned until 10
o'clock this morning.

THE TEACHERS' TOPICS.

Colleges—Art in tho schools—-Reso-
lutions Adopted—Off icers Elected.
Supt. B. T. Reynolds opened yesterday j

morning's session of the State Educational as- j
elation, with a paper on the "College Ques-
tion." He believed the West should take '.
good care of its colleges, which are left as an j
inheritance. He predicted that in a few years :
the colleges of the West would be as influ- j
ential as those in the East. "Art Education
in Schools." from the pen of Douglas Yolk,
Of the Minneapolis school of arts, was sub-
mitted to the teachers by Prof, Folwell. Two
things, he said, were necessary for success in
art, namely, drawing from subject lessons
and good teaching. Teaching art with
text bocks was absurd. Notwithstand-
ing it had been claimed that the
office of the public school was not to make ar-
tists, the object of education really is to de- !
velop all the faculties. Models were exhibited |

to show what could be done in art by boys 13
years old. Discussion followed by Harold :
Smith, Prof Shepard, Supt. Wilson and Prof. !
Folwell. Major Cheney made an address on j
the proposed national teachers' convention in j
July. He predicted that it would be the |
largest convention of professional people '\u25a0
ever held in the country. Supt. Kiehle then
addressed the association on the "Schools of j
Minnesota, and the Poor Support They .ie- !
ceive." He gave the outlines of a number I
of proposed school bills which he contem-
plates submitting to the legislature, and a
motion, made by Prof. T. H. Kirk, was car- j
ried, indorsing the bills.

In the afternoon Prof. Grey, of a commit-
tee to report on exhibit at Chicago, offered a j
resolution which was adopted, that this entire
matter be referred to a committee consisting j
of Supt. Kiehle, Profs. Denfield. West, Fol- I
well, McCleary, Taylor and Bradley. The
question regarding

LEGISLATIONOK TEMPERANCE
in schools, postponed from the previous !
evening, came up, and Supt. Kiehle offered
the following as a resolution, which was
adopted:

Resolved. That it is the sense of the State
Educational association, that in the instruc-
tion now in the schools of the state on gen-
eral hygiene, special prominence be given to
the subjects of stimulants and narcotics, and
that the legislature of 1887 be asked to enact
a law to that effect, provided that no text-
book be prescribed.

Prof. Lord submitted two resolutions which
wore adopted, the one complimenting Gov.
Hubbard for his support and co-operation in
educational matters during his period of
office, and the other extending to Governor-
Elect McGill a warm hand of fellowship, and
expressing the hope that he would give the
interests of the teachers the attention they |
demanded. Prof. H. P. Judson offered a reso-
lution indorsing the bill drafted by Supt.
Kiehle for receiving state aid for district
school libraries. This was earnestl- seconded
by Prof. Folwell and adopted. Prof. West,
of Faribault, offered a resolution ex-
pressing satisfaction with the labors of
Supt. Kiehle. and indorsing his progressive
views and efforts to advance the efficiency of
the common schools of the state. This was
adopted, and Supt. Kiehle acknowledged the
compliment in a brief speech. Supt. Beeh-
dolt offered a resolution indorsing the town-
ship system as recommended by Supt.
Kiehle, and pledging the influence of the
teachers for legislation to accomplish the
change. The resolution was adopted, and it
was leftto Supt. Kiehle to draft a proper bill.

Discussion Concerning Needed Leg*

Ulalion to Keep Tbis and Oilier
Diseases Out of the State.

In accordance with the invitation of Gov. j
Hubbard a number of stockmen gathered in j
the caucus room of the capitol yesterday aft- i

ernoon, with the state board of health. Gov. j
Hubbard called the meeting to order, and I

presided. Ho stated that he bad invited the
gentlemen to the meeting to consult with the
state board of health concerning infectious
diseases of stock, and would leave them to
the direction of the board. Dr. D. W. Hand,
president, and Dr. C. N. Hewitt, secretary,
and Dr. Leonard, Minneapolis, of the state
board of health, were present. The others
present were:

Dr. Charles X. Hewitt explained the law al-
ready in force, and gave an account of the
work of the board in relation to dealing with
glanders, and placed reliabilityin that feature
of the law which called for its enforcement
at the hands of local boards of health, in-
stead of by state veterinarians.' as was done
in the other states, not so satisfactorily as in
Minnesota. Dr. Hewitt pave an account of
his visit to Chicago, by the request of the
governor, last September, at the time of the
breaking out of pleuro-pneumonia,
and from a large number of telegrams
received in answer to inquiries, gave
the present status of pleuro-pneumonia in
the United States, it being in existence in
New York, New Jersey, Pennsylvania, Mary-
land and Illinois. He said that the first case
of this disease came to this country in 1843,
and in no state except in Massachusetts had I
it been stamped out, and the Massachusetts
law had been adopted in this state. Dr. Hew-
itt did not speak in very complimentary terms
of the National Board of Animal Industry and
its slow and

ofdealing with pieuro-pneumonia. He said
ifthe Minnesota board of health could have
the hearty co-operation of stockmen all over
the state these diseases could be dealt with
satisfactorily. J. J. Hill said he was gratified
with the doctor's report, because ithad cleared
away some doubts in his mind. Australia
had spent 9?fi,000,00u to get rid of pleuro-
pneumonia, and England had spent
Sl*o,OUu,i.iK), and the disease was now. worse
in Scotland than for years. He believed Min-
nesota was the healthiest state in the Union
for feeding stock. If this disease could be
kept out the meat of this state would have as
good a reputation as its No. 1 hard wheat.
He believed that every piece of meat offered
for sale in the state should be inspected on
the hoof, as inspection of meat would not
show ifthe animal was diseased (in this Dr.
Hewitt agreed), and that a law should be
passed enforcing such inspection. Charles |
Le Vesconte, of Hastings, said that he had I
brought from quarantine a herd Into the i
state without the certificate as required; that j
Dr. Baker, of Chicago, gave him a certificate
at his office, and never looked at the cattle.
He paid S3 lor the certificate; and a sensation
was created in the meeting when he produced
it. and by request of Dr. Hewitt, agreed to
make an affidavit to the whole matter. Dr.
Hewitt was very much pleased to have this
matter brought out, and promised to
have the matter probed to the bottom.
J. to. Powers, general manager of the St.
Paul stock yards, thought the suggestion of ,
inspection on the hoof was a radical but good
one. He thought there should be remunera- I
tion in case of diseased animals slaughtered,
as otherwise there was temptation to con-
cealment. He said that the present inspec-
tion

grace to the cattle industries of the country. I
There was not a cattle owner of lowa or Ne-
braska who would not rather send their cattle
to Kansas City or St. Paul than to Chicago.
Mr. Hill offered a resolution, which was
adopted, expressing gratification for the work
of the state board of health for the past year,
and asking the legislature for a contingency
fund enabling the board to continue its work
in preserving the health of the citizens and
the cattle interests of the farmers of the j
state. Mr. Harbaugh brought up the resolu- i
tion of the National Farmers' convention
asking for an appropriation by congress of
5:5.000,000 for stamping out pleuro-pneu-
raonia, which was Indorsed.
