It goes without saying
that both branches will be organized by the
election of Renublican ofiicers, but this
fact does not debar the GrLose from the
right to feel an inferest in the matier.

A COMPARISON.

Hon. JAMES G. BLAINE has been given
credit for exceeding shrewdness and great
business capacity. A significant compari-
son will show that his reputation is well
deserved. Both he and Gen. LoGAXN en-
tered public life about the same time.
Neither ever occupied a position pay-
ing over 8$5,000 a year, except when the
former was secretary of state, receiving
$8.000. But observe the peenliar lack of
commercial sagacity on the part of the late
senator. Living modestly. without even
the approach to the ostentation usually dis-
blayed by people of his prominence, Gen.
LocAN died a poor man, so poor indeed
that even the home he occupied was unpaid

for. What a strange disregard of
his opportunities and striking disre-
gard of those business principles,

an obseryance of which the example of Mr.
BLAINE demonstrates, can easily lead to
the founding of a large fortune even though
the income does not exceed #5.000 a year.
Mr. BLAINE, on the other hand, has en-
tertained lavishly, has maintained a costly
establishment, and by a shrewdness all his
own despite his disregard of economy and
ignorance of any profession has been able
to amass a comfortable competency of
something like $2,000,000. And yet so
contrary is the American publie, so unap-
preciative of such notable financial genius
that it will honor Gen. LoGAN'S memory
all the more because, though having equal
opportunities with the man from Maine, he
died a poor man because ot his ignorance of
the business methods which have brought
the other wealth. It isa kind of ignorance
that carries honor with it, and the people
who will vote at the next presidential elec-
tion thoroughly appreciate this fact.

What Was Talked About in the
Public Resoris Yestierday.

The triangular fight for chief clerkship of
the house was brought to a sudden end-
ing last night, and the probabilities are that
John R. Howard will be elected withovt
opposition. A compromise was eifected
whereby Robert Dezkin and Burkdzll, wha
have been active candidates for the posltion
herctolore, withdrew in favor of Howard.
Deakin wuas induced to to take this step
because of the faet that Merriam's canvass
ifor the speuakership hurt him badly. The
members did not relisht he idea of «iving two
of the principal offics to 8t. Paul. Mr.
Deakin has announced bis candidaey for first
assistuut clerk of the house—his old position
—wuile Mr. Barkdall will try for the enroll-
ing clerkship <£f the senate.

Represepiatives T. Tousley and 1. J. Hattle-
stad, of Fillmore zounty, left iheir ‘*‘grips”
at the Ciarendon yesterday, and soon after
their arrival Senawor T. Johnson and Repre-
sentatives George 1. Potter and C. Bunge,
Jr., of Houston county, came :n for supper.
When asked 1f the Fillmore county delegates
were instructed for Davis by the county con-
vention, dr. Tousley replitd ‘*'yes.”” When
the question was asked dirzet, a8 to whether
the delegation would vote solidly for Davis,
he answered with striking brevity and signif-
icance, “*Probably.”” He would uot say who
was his second choice for senator. nor for
whom he would vote for speaker—‘‘hadn’
made up his mind.”

Candidate Lee remained quietly in his room
during last evening, and a rumor started that
he had withdrawn from the contest by &n
agreement between himself and Mr. Merriam.

Mr. Lee was called upon early this
marning and positively denied the
rumor. Interrogated as to whether

he was in the ficld to stay until a vote of the
bouse determined his chances, he replied,
with an assuring nod, “Yes, unless some-
thing unforeseen turns up.” He says he has
prowised to be present at Mr. Donnelly's
caucus to-day.

The fight wade by Albert Scheffer against
Merriam was the subject of a good deal of
comment last night. Scheffer is for Lee. It
was usserted, by one who is in a position to
get pointers, that Schefler really entertains
the hope that thero will be a deadlock between
Davis and McMillan and that he will be taken
up s & compromise candidate. For this rea-
son he is anxious to slaughter Merr'am. He
thinks it good policy to be on the safe side,
anyhow. If there suould happen to bea
chance for him he wants Merriam out of the
way.

Lieut. Gov. Rice evaded the question about
whom be would select for chairman of the
judiciary committee by answering that *‘the
senate has the power to make its own com-
mittees, and if it would do so it would relieve
me of some unpleasaut r« s ponsibilities and a
perplexing position.” There are only tour
lawvyers in the senate—Comstock, of Moor-
head:; Goodrich, of Blue Earth City; Ives, of
St. Peter, and Eaton, of Butfalo, and the two
first mentioned are ex-senators.

Representative Bunge siid the Houston
county delegation was piedged to Davis ‘tas
long as Davis had any show.” Senator
Thacher, of Glenwood, was also standing at
thie counter, and he informed his inquisitor
that the Pope county delegation was piedged
to Davis, and he thought *‘the Northwest geo-
erally would support Mr. Davis.””

The impression—
founded on preity good grounds—is preva-
lent, nevertheless, that Mr. Nelson occupies
a very warim spot in the heart of Mr. Hanson.

There was a good deal of talk last night
about a current rumor that tie friends of
W. R. Merriam were a little bit suspicious of
the actions of the Davis men. It was alleged
that Davis, finding he lacked a number of
votes, had made proposals to trade off Mer-
riam. If it can be proven definitely there
will be some lively scalping when the sena-
torial fight comes to a head.

Representative Dunne, of Freeborn county,
was.-a Democrat only a short time age, and it
is believed that he has a warm side for Dem-
ocracy yet. Two years ago he stumped Free-
born coumy for Fitzzerald, a Democrat. But
for the Lovely int ucnce it is thought it would
not be a very hard task to entice hiin away
from Davis.

The chairmauships are responsible for a
good deal of the worry and trouble. A good
many members are shrewd enongh not to
commit themselves on the speakership or the
senatorship uutil they have be satisfactorily
fixed.

Anderson, of Carver, and E. M. Pope, of Man-
kato, gnd Representative E. T. Champlin, of
Vernon, and S. G. Iverson, of Rusford, ar-
rived at the Merchants yesterday.

BURNED TO DEATH.

Twelve of Fifteem ‘ersous Lose
Their Lives in a Railwav Cel=
lision,

Sax ANToxnto, Jan. 2.—The officials and
employes of the Southern Pacific raiiroad
still refuse to give any izformation concern-
ing the collision last Friday evening of a
freight train and a construction freight in a
deep cut near Devil's river. Twelve or fif-
teen lives were lost, nearly all the persons
killed being Mexicans. The names of the
killed could not be ascertained, as the men
connected with the road refuse giving any
information whatever. Four or five dead
bodies from the wreck were broughtin last
evening, and several of the maimed passed
through en route to Columbus for treatment
at the railroad hospital. When the trains
collided they caught fire, and two cars and
a locomotive were burned. Most of the
killed and wounded received their injuries
by being burned.

In the Madras Holocanst 300 Persons
Were Swept Into Eternity in
Fifteen Minutes.

Fourteen Persons Find a Watery Grave
Off Bird's Eye by a Collision
of Vessels.

A Great Flre in London--De Frey-
cinet and Ferry io Support
Goblet’s Ministry.

Gladstone Desires His Colleagues to
Watch the Issues and Restore
Liberal Unity.

MADRrAS, Jan, 2.—The fire in the re-
served enclosure at the People’s park on
Friday lasted only fifteen minutes. It is
now ascertained that 300 persous lost their
lives. being either burned to death or suffo-
cated, while the number injured is placed
at the same figures. The commander-in-
chief and the first prince of Tranvancore,
who were present, escaped uninjured.
Awmong the vietims were two European
women and many European children are
missing. The fire is supposed to have been
of incendiary origin.

Fourteen Persons Drowned.
Loxpox, Jan. 2.—The British steamer
Dragoman, from Savanuah for Liverpcol,
colided with and sank an unknown vessel
off Bird’s Eve. Fourteea persons were
drowned.

The Loss Enormous.
Loxpoy, Jan. 8.—A disastrous fire oe-
carred on Wood street, London, affecting
the property of twenty-five firms. The
damage is enormous. It is impossible to
estimate the loss at present.

Churchill’s importance.

Loxpox, Jan. 3.—The Post, in announe-
ing that Mr. Gosehen has agreed to succeed
Lord Randolph Churehill in the leadership
of the house of commons, expresses the fear
that his appointinent wiil lead to the aban-
donment of the Tory dewoeratic policy,
upon whiech it is necessary to fight the Con-
servative battle. The Post again urges
upon Lord Salisbury the imperative neces-
sity of seeking some means to regain Lord
Randolph, even if Mr.Goschen’s acceptance
be final.

Sir William Vernon Harcourt and M.
Arnold merely visited Mr. Goschen to-day.
It is rumered that the latter was sent by
Gladstone to advise Mr. Goschen not to
leave the Liberal party. The Marquis of
Londonderry, lord lieutenant of lreland,
offers to sell his Irish estates to the tenants.

Lord
Temple Moore has offered to sell his estate
in Donnegal at twenty years’ purchase on a
basis of the present rental.

Gladstone Hopeful.

Loxdon, Jan. 2.—Mr. Gladstone, writing
to wish success to the new Scofch news-
paper, says it is difficult to withhold a de-
gree of provisional sympathy from the gov-
ernment. The resignation of Lord
Churehill, he continues. is variously at-
tributed to various questions which are of
deep interest to the Liberals. The early
and serious dislocation of the ministry from
within will tend to promote misgivings as
to the solidity of its policy, with regard to
to which its unity and determination have
been so loudly proclaimed. He concludes
as follows: ‘**Knowing the firmness of our
position. we ecan wo ch the issue tranquilly,
and, as far asour leading principles will
permit, study every opportunity to restore
Liberal unity.”

Socizlists Assaulted.

BeRrLIN, Jan. 2.—De Peters presided to-
night at a noisy meeting, which was held
to protest against the action of the majority
in the reichstar on the army bill. Three
thousand persons were present. A number
of socialists disturbed the meeting, dissent-
ing from the loyal sentiments expressed by
the speakers. Finally the police entered
the hall and a tuinult followed. The in-
furiated people insulted and assaulted the
socialists, several of whom were arrested.
When quiet was restored. resolutions sup-
porting the government were adopted.
Similar meetings were held at Leipsig and
other towns.

Portuguese Affairs.

LisBox, Jan. 2.—The cortes was opened
to-day. In the speech from the throne the
king returned thanks for the reception ac-
corded him by European courts on his re-
cent journey abroad. Portugal's foreign
rclations were declared to be satisfactory,
and the announcement was made of in-
tended reforms in the eustowms tariff in
orcer to establish the equilibrinm of reve-
nues and expenditures.

Paris, Jan. 2.—M. Eugene Spuler denies
the statement attributed to him that Due
D’Aumale should be allowed to return to
France because of his gift of Chantilly.
His remarks on that subject, he says, were
misunderstood. He also said that he
greatly enjoyed his trip to America.

They Still Stick.

Lovypoy, Jan. 3.—The Standard says
that the conferences between Mr. Chamber-
lain and Mr. Morley were sanctioned by
Gladstone, but have so far resulted in noth-
ing definite. Mr. Chamberlain adheres to
his opposition to a Dublin parliament, and
neither Gladstone nor his colleagues are
willing to abandon or postpone the matter.

The British and Burmese.

MANDALAY, Jan. 2.—The Burmah ruby
merchants maintain a friendly attitude to-
ward the British. A proclamation has been
issued ordering all the inhabitants to sur-
render their arms within five days. 1t is
expected that the troops will be compelled
to leave the ruby mines in consequence of
the scarcity of water and the prevalence of
fever. .

Valuable Pictures Injured.
RomE, Jan. 2.—A fire occurred to-day in
the Odescalchi palace. The Majolica col-
lection and valuable pictures in the palace
were seriously injured.

Sunday Law in Louisiana.
NEw OrLEANS, Jan. 2.—Dispatches
from many points in the state show that
the Sunday law was very generally ob-
served to-day and that the people express
great satisfaction at the result in this city.
Four or five hundred people. mostly saloon
keepers, obtained an injuuction from the
civil district court forbidding the eity or
parochial authorities from interfering with
them in conducting their respective lines of
business as heretofore until the constitution-
ality of the Sunday law is finally passed

upon by  the courts. On  the

other hand the officials charged with the
duty of enforcing the criminal law asserted
that they would disregard the action of the
judge who granted the injunction and
proceed by filing informations against all
who violated the Sunday law.

Kinnaird, Sis John Hartman, Asst. Com-
missioner of Police Monro, Capt. Kirkpat-
rick and Mr. Saunders. After supper,
which was served in the ante-rooms and
galleries, the guests, each of whom were
supplied with a pretty bunch of flowers,
camne in and took seats in the chapel.

Thefn superintendent, George Hatton,
then read a report of the work done by the
mission during the past year in aiding re-
leased conviets and other prisoners. He
said of the 20,525 prisoners released from
the four metropolitan prisons in the year
ending last November, no fewer than 14,-
261 had accepted the society’s invitation to
breakfast, and of that number 4,671 had
signed the temperance pledge.
