astrous fire here yesterday morning from
2:20 to 5 swept the east side of Main street
from O'Reilly's block northward to Dafferin
street. Ten business places, besides pro-
fessional offices, were burnt out. The tire
originated between Cassels Bros.' barber
shop and Campbell's furniture store. R.
Campbell and wife and Colin Simpson and
wife had to escape by jumping through
upper windows to the sidewaik below.
Mrs. Campbell was seriously injured. One
block was saved after a desperate fight by
the bucket lire brigade. The engine baulked
at first and was only got into working order
as the firedied out." The thermometer reg-
istered 23 ° below zero, with a good stilt
breeze blowing at the time.

Washington. Jan. 2.— lt is not gener-

ally known, but is a fact, that when it be-
came certain that M. 11. Day could not be
made governor of Dakota, a quiet little
movement of considerable force was started
to secure the appointment ot Chief Justice
Tripp. The Dakotians in Washington felt,

humiliated and chagrined at the multiply-
ing intimations on the president's part that
an outsider was to be appointed, and they
were ready to do almost anything to pre-

vent this.

Day himselt was magnanimous
to the utmost extreme of self-denial, and
was willingto do anything in his power to
prevent what seemed like an insult as much
as an injury. Judge Tripp, it was known,
had the confidence of the president and was
regarded as an excellent man for the place
in every respect, and wnen a self-appointed
committee of Dakotians culled upon the
president to suggest his name they found
him ready to admit all they said in Judge
Tripos commendation, but were unable to

persuade him to withdraw from his deci-
sion to appoint another man. At that
time he did not stale who was in his mind
sis his probable choice, but it was clear
enough from all the signs to be seen that
Judge Church was to be appointed.

A REASON FOB IT.

Wliy the President Didn't Mention

Dakota in His jMessuge.

Special to the Globe.
Washington', Jan. 2.—The disappoint-

ment which many Dakotians felt at the
president's passing over in his message the
question of the admission or division of Da-
kota is accounted for by some from good
reasons. A man prominent in public life,

•who is able to speak from actual informa-
tion upon this point, says;

The president has not fully made up his
mind in regard to Dakota. He is such a fair-
minded man that Ipresume if the people of
Jiakota should vote to divide the territory and
*isk for the admission of South Dakota he
would recommend, even to a Democratic
house, that South Dakota should be admitted,
although that would be one of the greatest

disasters possible at present to his party in
congiess, strengthening the Republican ma-
jority in the senate, and diminishing the al-
ready small Democratic majority in the
house. But the president felt when he wrote

his message, and he took advice upon the
question, that if he made any allusion what-
ever to Dakota he would be in duty bound to

do as much by other territories that are now
rapping at the doors of couarress to
In- admitted into the Union. Montana,
"Washington Territory and New Mexico have
as much show of right as Dakota when you
come to average up population with square
miles of territory. " The strongest point, how-
ever, with the president is that he does not

know the actual situation in Dakota upon
this question. When a vote of the people

shall show positively, beyond all quibbing
and misrepresentation on either side, be they

Democrats or Republicans, that it is the will
of the people of that territory that it shall be
divided or admitted as a whole, you will find
the president taking a very decided position

from which nothingbut the strongest possible
arguments will cause him to move. I think
thai tne appointment of Judze Church was in
a large measure the effect of considerations
of this kind. He wanted a man at the head
of the territory with whom be had personal
acquaintance, and in whom he had strong
confidence, so that when tho time came that
lie should need to refer questions of fact, if
you please, to some one in- the territory of
"Dakota who could tell him the truth, he conld
turn to a governor whom he knew and rely
upon the statements given him.

retary and so completing his work in each
case that instant, and in some cases most
violent, action was immediately taken by
both the secretary and the president. Mr.
I.aniar places a bUb value upon Mr.
Bowers' services and regards him as one of
the most efficient men he has about him.
His success in this place, which was a new
one created by congress last winter, justi-
lies Mr. Lamar's judgment that there
should be at least two such confidential
special agencies established, through whose
\u25a0work the secretary of the interior could ad-
vise himself directly and independently of
the special agents of the general land office
in regard to trespasses upon the public do-
main and violations of the public land laws.

KIOH MEN OF LONG AGO,

A Thousand Xew Yorkers Who Had
Pretty Bis Fortunes.

Tlitjre Were a Dozen Millionaires
Thirty Years Ago.

New York Mail and Express.

In a certain library up town there is a
copy of a little book published in 1855, of
which the title is: "The Wealthy Citizens
of the City of New York." As it ran
through thirteen or fourteen editions it must
have been popular. The names of only
such persons as were known to be worth
3100,000 and upwards were printed, and of.
these there were only about one thousand
printed. In the preface the editor says:

"The usefulness and advantages of.a book
like this, apart from its power to satisfy a |
laudable curiosity and interest in matters
of the kind treated of, are obvious. To
the young, who are ever ambftious of for-
tune's favors, it unfolds the experience of
many who have preceded them in the path
to wealth or fame, offering examples of
success almost endless in variety. To
those who. having put their hands to the
plow, are yet looking back, it affords en-
couragement., and to those who have here-
tofore failed in their several undertakings,
itopens new pages of life histories calcu-
lated to stimulate them still more energetic-
ally to try again."

Doubtless to new and old citizens a few
extracts from this odd little book will be of
interest. Many of the men who are men-
tioned in the list are dead. In the cases of
some of their descendants, the increase of
riches properly handled is illustrated.
Thirty years ago H. 1). Aldrich, now dead,
was one of the richest men of tiie town, his
wealth being estimated at §500.000. Daniel
Appleton, the founder of the great publish- j
ing house, was set down at 6100,000. In
those days the millionaire from the
Western coast had not arrived.

Blatchford, the father of Judge Blatchford,
a fortune of £200.000 was given. The man-
ufacturer of pills. Benjamin Brandreth,
came in for a reward of §350,000. Charles
Astor Bristed was thought to be worth
8250,000, and the founder of the village of
Carmanville, Richard F. Carman, was al-
lotted §300, 000. Oliver Charlock was set
down as worth §100,000.

BIG FORTUNES FOX RIG MXX.
One of the planners of the Academy of

Music, Henry A. Colt, was put down for
§200,000. The founder of a line of steam-
ships. E. K. Collins, was placed in the
golden category for §250.000. and beloved
Peter Cooper, when engaged in erecting
the Cooper Union building, was rated as
worth a million. Half "a million was then
the popular estimate of Jacob Cram's
fortune. James Watson Webb married
one of his daughteis. John C. Crugar's
wealth was given at §250,000, and
Mrs. Harriet D. Crugar was awarded
§500, 000. Among the §400. 000 men was F.
B. Cutting. Henry E. Daviess was set
down for §250,000, while William E. Dodge
was credited for §500,000. Daniel Drew
was worth §250,000, and the editor ap-
praised the property of Alexander Duncan
at the same sum. Smith Ely. Jr., was
given §100,000. and Amos It. Eno §150,000.
Cyrus W. Field was then worth 8300,000,
according to this historian.

The famous speculator George
Law is one of the kingpins, being way up
toward the head of the list with a fortune
estimated at §1.000,000.

WEALTH THES AND NOW.

From his father James Lennox inherited

Over against the name of Jacob Little
there looms up §500,000.

IUKS. CLEVHii.ASu SHOPPING.
Recognized by but few People a*

She Walks Down the Avenue.
•Yesterday Mrs. Cleveland, accompanied

by .Mrs. Lainont, walked down Pennsylva-
nia avenue and up Seventh street on a
shopping expedition, says the Washington
correspondent of the Philadelphia Times.
Few people recognized the president's wife,'
notwithstanding the fact that her pictures
are spread broadcast over the city, and nearly
every resident of Washington has stood
before Bell's windows admiring them. Her
escape from observation might have been
due to the furs with which .she was envel-
oped, ; but her bright face and sparkling I
brown eyes were uncovered by a veil, and
might have been recognized at once by any
one who has seen her photograph. She
stopped. frequently to glance at the shop
windows, just like a less elevated mortal",
and from her admiring glances at the
pretty 'things it could be seen that
she has the usual feminine penchant for
shopping. She is rather a fast walker, and
Mrs. Lamout could hardly keep up with
her. They first entered a crowded dry
goods house on the avenue. There they
remained from 11 o'clock until nearly noon.
Then they proceeded down to Seventh
street to a large book store, where Mrs.
Cleveland is a frequent visitor. The clerks
know her well at this place, and. as there
was a large number of persons there it soon
spread about that the, mistress of
the White house was in the
store. The people did not crowd about
her and stare her out of countenance, as
some new York mobs have done, but they
stole, piety of furtive glances at the beutf-
ful lady.

This may seem but slight
kindness, but it is a great deal to the worn-
out shop-girls, who receive only harsh
words for their efforts to please customers.
If Mrs. Cleveland is admired everywhere
as much as she is in this btore. then she is
the most admired woman in the country."

ECONOrUITJb:* IXCOURT.

The Supreme Court of tlie United
Suites to Pass on a Queer ['emu) I-
vunia Sect.

New York Sun.
George Hoadly, former governor of

Ohio, is among the prominent lawyers
whom supreme court business has brought
to the city. The stories that his fortune
was wrecked by the defalcation of the
assignee of Archbishop Ptircell and by
the expenses of politics are refuted
by his happy expression and by his
statement that he has made more
money than ever before in his life during
the professional interval that has ensued
since his retirement from politics. Gov.
Hoadly appears in the supreme court to-
morrow in a case interesting not only in its
record facts, but from the millions in-
volved.

The case is that of the executor of Elias
Speidel against Jacob Henrici and
Jonathan Lenz, trustees of the Har-
mony society of Beaver county,
Pa. . It is an appeal from
the United States circuit court for the
Western district of Pennsylvania, where a
demurrer setting up the statute of limita-
tation was sustained against Speidel. The
case involves the whole history of the pe-
culiar community known as the Econo-
mites, who own the village of Harmony,
near Pittsburg. It is a suit to dissolve the
trust by which Henrici and Lenz hold all
the vast property of this community, and
to distribute the assets.

The bill sets out a remarkable record of
religious imposture. In the early part of
this century George Rapp, a vintner, loomed
up In the kingdom of Wurtemburg as a
clandestine preacher of great force, finally
obtaining such unlimited influence over more
than one hundred pious but uneducated
families, including the parents of Elias P.
Speidel, that they accepted him as their
priest and prophet, sold all their possessions
and emigrated, under his leadership, to Amer-
ica, settling as a colony upon a wild tract
in Pennsylvania, for the purpose of fitting
themselves tor and awaiting the second ad-
vent of the Lord, which Rapp said was im-
mediately at hand.

He prevailed upon them, by threats of
eternal damnation, to lay all their means at
his feet, in imitation of the early Chris-
tians, and to become members of a com-
munity in which they were .reduced
to a state of abject depend-
ence upon Rapp as their king, the
pretended mouthpiece of God and the medi-
ator of their salvation, lie afterward led
them to abjure matrimony and the married
persons to break family ties and live as sin-
gle. Speidel was born in the community
in ISO7. His parents had been among the
original emigrants. For twenty years his
labor contributed to the accumulations. In
IS3I he married and had to depart from
Harmony.

It is charged that Rapp, who was trustee
from 1804 until his death in 1847, secreted
$500,000 from the fund, and this amount
was omitted from the statement of assets.
The fund is said to have now reached
§8,000,000. Only a score of unmarried
people now reside in Harmony, and Jacob
Henrici and his huge carpet-bag is a spec-
tacle when he visits Pittsburg. Just how
much the sons of Speidel, who are the ex-
ecutors, would get if they won the suit is
quite a problem. His parents in 1804
brought 1,000 from Wurtemburg and
placed it in the community fund, but Rapp
destroyed all records of original contribu-
tions In ISIS.

An interesting feature of the litigation is
that itproceeds on a double basis.seemingly
involving a paradox. A dissolution of the
trust is demanded because it is predicated
on religious, fraud, and is illegal because
against public policy. Ifthe trust is valid
a dissolution is asked because there was no
consideration, and any benericiary can de-
mand dissolution of it at any time. Ifthe
court refuses to dissolve the trust where
will it go when the last of the communal
survivors dies'?

Is Jar Gould a Philanthropist?

VIEW OF A HEEMITAGE.
How the Country Seat ofa Great Gen-

eral Looks.

ALady Who Popped the Question to
Old Hickory.

Nashville Cor. Philadelphia Times.
The Hermitage is the name which Ten-

nessee's greatest hero, Andrew Jackson,
gave to his home, situated ten miles south-
east of Nashville. The isolated situation
of the place suggested its name, and, indeed,
it is quite secluded at the present time, sur-
rounded by a great forest of cedars. The
original Hermitage was a log cabin, which
was supplanted by a substantial brick
building, which being burned, the present
house was erected on exactly the same plan
of architecture.

On a frosty morning in November
nothing could" be more exhilerating than
to drive from Nashville to the Hermitage
behind a span ofour "blue grass region"
horses. The turnpike winds alternately
through beautifully cultivated farms, over
rocky hillsides covered with cedars, and
over clear streams whose beds are ofsolid
rock. As we cress Stone's river we in-
voluntarily shudder,

'
for it suggests the

horrible scene which is more familiarly
known to us as the battle of Murfreesboro,
and which Charles Egbert Craddock has
made famous. Just outside the city limits
is the city hospital, which was formerly the
home of William B. Lewis, an intimate
friend of Gen. Jackson. Itwas virtually
his city residence, as it was there he always
entertained his celebrated friends, Lafa-
yette being among the more noted ones.

Quite near the Hermitage is theDonelson
place. It was the home of Major A. J.
Donejson, President Jackson's protege and
private secretary. His wife, Mrs. Emily
Donelson, assisted by the wife of the pre-
sident's foster son, did the honors of the
White house during Jackson's administra-
tion. Apropos of the president's daughter-
in-law, she is living at the Hermitage, is
82 years old and is failing mentally as well
as physically. She said to a friend the
other day: s

"You know, honey, lam 127. years old
and am growing very feeble."

Near by the Hermitage is a small, square
brick church, which Jackson baa built for
his wife, who was said to be a devout
Presbyterian. Entering the Hermitage
yard through the large iron gate, one
notices immediately that the carriage drives
(which are outlined by cedars) form an
immense banjo. To the right of the large
lawn, which is in front of the house, is the
flower-garden and family bury ing-ground.
There are old-fashioned beds tilled with
old-fashioned flowers, although of course
many of them have died for want of care.
I believe the plants that predominate now
are tig trees and box plants. In one corner
of the garden is Jackson's tomb, sur-
rounded by those of his immediate family.
The base of the tomb in which he and his
wife are interred is about nine feet square,
with horizontal slabs of stone on which the
epitaphs are carved.

Rising between these slabs is a cone-
shaped shaft six or seven feet in height.
The whole is covered by a cemented brick
dome, supported by stone pillars. The
following are the inscriptions:

* \u25a0 *: Generel Andrew Jackson, :: Born March 15. 1707. ;
Died June S, 1845

* *
And that ofhis wife:

."Here lie the remains of Mrs. Rachael
Jackson, wife of President Jackson, who
died 22d December, 1838, aged sixty-one.
Her face was fair, her person pleasant, her
temper amiable and her heart kind. She
delighted in relieving the wants of her fel-
low-creatures and cultivated that divine
pleasure by the most liberal and unpretend-
ing methods: to the poor she was a bene-
factor, to the rich an example, to the
wretched a comforter, to the prosperous an
ornament; her piety went hand-in-hand
with her benevolence, and she thanked her
Creator for being permitted to do good. A
being so gentle and yet so virtuous, slander
could wound but not dishonor. Even
death, when he tore her from the arms of
her husband, could but transport her to the
bosom of her God."

The house and out-houses of the
Hermitage are in an exceedingly dilap-
idated condition. The place is owned by
the State of Tennessee, granting the
family who now occupy it the privilege
of living there during the life of the
elder Mrs. Jackson. They are in rather
reduced circumstances and are not able
to have the place repaired. They have
even been forced to the necessity of
selling many articles valuable both on ac-
count of their intrinsic worth and on ac-
count of their historic associations.

Passing from the cemetery into the
house the first sound we heard was the
crying of a baby. L'enlant terrible was
Andrew Jackson M. Fowe, the great-
grandson of the old hero. Col. Jackson,
the president's grandson, or rather, the son
of his adopted son. is a man of about 45
years of age, and is extremely courteous to
visitors, lie seems to be "hedged about"
with old-time formality (which well falls in
with his antiquated surroundings), always
speaking of his grandfather as "the gen-
eral." He was educated at West Point
and contemplated a military career, and
consequently the farmer's life which cir-
cumstances have forced him to lead is sin-
gularly unsnited to him.

The walls of the main hall of the Her-
mitage are papered with tcenes from Tele-
machus, which may be easily recognized by
one familiar with its adventures, although
it does seem rather funny to see Calyper
surrounded by her attendant nymphs on
the walls of an old country house. Possi-
bly "Old Hickory" considered the scenes
symbolical of his own hardships and dan-
gers.

In one corner of the hall sits a chair of
Washington's, which was given to Jackson
during his administration. The only pic-
ture on the wall is a portrait of Thomas
Jefferson, a monument of Jackson's par-
tiality to him. The parlor is filled with an-
tique pieces of furniture and the walls hung
with family portraits and elegant mirrors.
The portraits were painted by Earl, who is
buried at the Hermitage, the inscription on
his monument declaring him to be "artist,
companion and friend of Gen. Jackson."

There is one portrait of Gen. Jackson,
finished a few days before his death, which
bears an unmistakable resemblance to him,
but shows signs of great physical weakness.
The portraits of Mrs. Jackson represent her
as being a woman of rare beauty. There
are inlaid-pearl tables and chairs, and little
quaint three-cornered sofas which create an
intense longing forpossession in the breasts
of ladies who have the craze for filling their i
drawing-rooms with antique pieces offurni-
ture. A cabinet in the parlor contains
many curious things of historical interest,
which were presented to the president by
friends. •

There is a picture in wax of Mrs. De
Witt Clinton, an exceedingly beautiful
woman, who was so ambitious as to aspire
to the position of first lady, and so sent her
picture to President Jackson, and offered
her beauty in exchange for his name and
fame. He was too modest ever to boast of
it, and it was only after his death that the
letter and picture were found and the cir-
cumstance revealed.

No man's memory is more reyernced by
Southern people than that ofGen. Jackson,
and no place visited with more interest than
tue Hermitage. . ' •
