Portion of a £: :£>»!.itry Elevator
DFails and Scatters About GO,OOO

Bushels.
A terrible crash, with accompaniment of

cracking timbers and roar of falling wheat,
frightened the inhabitants of Southeast
Minneapolis soon after 8 o'clock yesterday
morning. The crash came from the Pills-
bury elevator at Ninth avenue and Ninth
street, the north side of which had given j
way, scattering 00.000 bushels of wheat i
over the. Manitoba tracks. Itwas the re- I
cent addition which gave way and the acci- j
dent was not unexpected. Supt. Everlng- !
ton had noticed a bulging of this wall on
Tuesday, and early yesterday morning men
were put to work to remove the wheat;
while so engaged, with a preliminary crack j
down came the wall. JTlih terrific weight of j
wheat flattened out several Manitoba cats i
as though they had been toys. A half hun- j
died men were put to work and soon had
the tracks clear. Supt. JSverington said:

This addition to the elevator proper lias
Just boon completed by L. C. lilsbce, the con-
tractor. In my opinion the iron brace rods
\u25a0which held the row of bins over the track to
the bins on the south Bide ot tho elevator were
not more than half strong 1 enough. They
should have at least bcou doubled. I told
Bisbee so at the time, fie thought they were
sufficient. The bius in this part of the addi- j
tion were oulyhalt full. The same trouble is j
lively to arise on the south side if the wbeut
is not moved at once. And 1 wouldn't be
surprised if it fell before nig-ht.

A matter of Vital importance to
in iv.-.«';« i>t»n > ItEillEiis S ti tort-Ms.

The object of the meeting of the traffic
managers on .Mommy nas at length devel- I
oped, and the indications are there is a very
pretty and decidedly interesting war in
grain rates on hand. It is a matter of the
highest interest to Minneapolis especially,
and the deep concern felt was manifest in
the flurry and anxiety at the chamber of
commerce yesterday. The points of the
difficultyprimarily are concisely stated by
the Market Record, as follows:

The Manitoba road has been hauliugr wheat
to Duluth at the same rate it charged to haul j
It to Minneapolis, the latter distance from |
the points of loading it being much shorter 'than from the same points to Duluth. Even
from points about Glcnwood the rates were
mud** the same to Minneapolis as to Duluth.
with but little more than half the distance to
reach Minneapolis. The Minneapolis & Pa-
cific, running, as it does, parallel to the I
Northern Pacific and to both lines of the j
Manitoba, and between them until it reaches
Elbow Lake, must make the same rate as the
Manitoba and Northern Pacific or create dis-
turbance between competinir points on vhe
different systems. The Mia eapolis &Pacific,
on opening its new hue a few days ago, made
a rate from Minneapolis to Glen wood and be-
yond 3Ji cents below the iate of the Northern
Pacific and Manitoba from competing: stations
to Duluth, graduating: down its scale of
charges east of Glenwood to Minneapolis.
West of Elbow Lake the Minneapolis & Pa-
cific crosses the Breokenridgo division of the j
Manitoba, but continuing between branches i
of both the Manitoba and Northern Pa-
cific is master of the situation,
making: a 3% cent lower rate to Min-
neapolis than the others quote to |
Duluth. In order to effect a compromise the j
officials of the Northern Pacific say they will
allow a small differential in favor of Minne-
apolis, but the 1 cent or so per 100 pounds
they would name is not so much as the actual
position demands, and wi.l not be accepted
by the Minneapolis & Pacific. The Manitoba
would concede nothing. The Manitoba and
Northern Pacific are invading with branch
lines the country that had been occupied by
the Milwaukee & St. Paul and the Chicago &
Northwestern roads in Dakota. The Minne-
apolis & Pacific, reaching out in the same •
direction, involves all these systems in the
contention. These Chicago roads express '
sympathy with the action of the Minneapolis j
& Pacific, and will undoubted!) stand by the
latter in the fight for a Minneapolis differen-
tial equal to its shorter haul from the section
in dispute. The hostile action of the Mani-
toba road to Minneapolis and St. Paul, as in-
dicated by their present attitude, originated
In the invasion of what they regarded as
their territory by the Milwaukee aud North-
western roads. In their struggle for posses-
sion they met in sections that arc nearer to
Minneapolis than to any other terminal ]
point, and all Minneapolis demands is the '
advantages her position naturally entitle her
to, and these tho attitude of the Minneapolis
& Pacific leads her to expect.

Further explanation is necessary to those
not familiar with the points involved: Th«
wheat market at Duluth will average 2
cents above the market at Minneapolis for
various reasons not necessary to enumer-
ate. Consequently, with freight iates the 'same, all wheat would go to Duluth as the
higher market. if the Manitoba and North-
ern Pacific the only roads with Duluth !
connections, shall haul to Duluth, one-third j
farther, for the same rates as to Minneapo-
lis, they would tret all the grain. The Min-
neapolis & Pacific holds the key to the situ-
ation. Gen. Washburn, who controls the
Minneapolis & Pacific is a miller and will,
of course, operate his line in the interest of
the milling business. Accordingly he makes
a rate to . Minneapolis always as much be-
low the Duluth rate as the Duluth market
is above the Minneapolis market. From

Km wood, for instance, where the rate is
14 ceuts, the Minneapolis &Pacific makes
it 10% cents, the result is that that road
will get the haul, as shippers will take the
3}4 cent reduction rather than the 2 cent
advance in wheat at Duluth. Col. Rogers,
•who is about as thoroughly posted as pos-
sible, said yesterday:

1 think the Minneapolis & Pacific will win,
as everything is in its lavor. It has the
Btralgktest line and the least elabo ac system
can better afford to meet and continue the cuts
than either or the otners. I should not be
surprised if the result would be to establish
transit rates through Mi ueapolis and Du-
luth. The entire difficulty grew out of the
invasion by other roads of the territory the
Manitoba called its own.

EXPERIMENTAL FARMING.

Silos and Ensilage at the State Ex-
perimental Station.

Prof. Porter, of the university experi-
mental farm, has sent out the second of a
series of advance sheets from his forth-
coming report. In this issue the profcssoi
discusses silos, ensilaee and silage, which
are matters of especial interest to cattle
feeders and stock men generally. The
report gives a careful description of the
silos on the experimental farm, the kind
of corn grown lor silage and on account of
its cultivation and yield, the process of cut-
ting and storing and a valuable table show-
ing the temperature of the silos, at differ-
ent depths, from the time of tilling to the
present date. Ensilage is largely practiced
by the dairymen in the East, where it has j
been found that the green food, which is !
the result of the process, is of great value
during winter feeding. Prof. Porter pro-
poses to open his silos during the present
month, and any one interested in cattle j
feeding is invited to visit the farm and wit-
ness the experiments in silage feeding.

BELIGIO.M AND ART.

Rev. Knapp Delivers the Third of
His Series of Art Lectures.

Rev. Arthur M. Knapp delivered the
third of his series of lectures at Dyer |
Music hall last night to a somewhat larger !
audience than had previously listened to
him. The subject of last night's lecture j
was the development of art under the influ- ;

ence of religion. The speaker said that
Egyptian art may be taken as the index of
physical life, its main characteristic being
strength; Greek art is a fair representative
of intellectual life, mind being everywhere
apparent in even its minutest details, and
equally so is Gothic art an exponent of
spiritual existence —the highest in life, as
Gothic is the most inspiring in architecture.

11l tracing the influence of religion on
art, Mr.; Kuapp said the early history of
Christianity is characterized by three per-

iods— four centuries of simple and happy
faith, in which She lovliness of God was the
uppermost thought, and the art ofthe time
indicated tne same feeling; from the fourth
to the eighth century the spirit ofreligious
power predominated aud the gieat Roman-
esque churches of the time bespoke that
idea; from the eighth to the twelfth century
was the dark age of the Christian church,
and the holy houses were more like prisons
or houses ofrefuge than places of worship.
Painting showed the same influences to
have been in effect. During the early days
there were no representations of Christ,
through the second period His Majesty
and power were portrayed, and
during the " Dark Aces" pictures
of hell, the judgment and kindred topics
showed the status of the popular mind.
When the year 1.000 passed without the
end of the world having come, a happier
view was taken of things, and was indi-
cated in the art of the time. From the
twelfth to the fifteenth century hopefulness
had succeeded the despair of the dark ages,
and it was in this time of great spiritual
awakening that the Gothic architecture sud-
denly came into being aud was quickly per-
fected. The lecturer explained the devel-
opment ofthe Gothic art at great length,
and clearly showed the intimate relation
existing between it and the high spirituality
of the time. Views of many of the great
cathedrals were given, and the subject was
so skillfully handled that the close attention
of the audience was held throughout. The
lecture was of unusual interest, and was
highly instructive to all who heard it.
