Charges of the Scandinavians Con=
tradicted by Men in the Service.
The Scandinavian article in the GLOBE

yesterday morning in relation to Chiéf Stet-
sorL. reprinted from the Folkebladet, created
a mild sensation in the fire department.
Haif a dozen firemen called at this oftice to
deny the charges contained therein, on gen-
eral principles. Several communicat ons
to the same effect were received. The
translated article charged that Chief Stetson
had just discharged a Secandinavian from
the Franklin avenue station, which is contra-
dicted by the following letter from the man
himself:

To the Editor of the Globe:

Engine Company No. 7, Jan. 8.—I notice in
your issue of Sunday a criticism on Cuief
Stetsou, of the Minneapolis fire department,
oopied frown the Folkeladet. It is my wish,
through your vaiuavle paper, to make a few
corrections, for the statcments are
very far from the truth. It is alleged
that Chief Stetson is an Irishman and a
Catholic. If am correctly informed
be was bLorn in the stale of Malne
#nd isof German descent, nnd every man in
the department knows he is not a Catholic;
neither is he a hater of Cathelies and Scundi-
pavinns. He makes his appointments on the
merits of the appliant, regardless of poli-
ties, nutionality or relizion; for to my cer-
tuin knowledge there are now four Scandi-
navians in the depurtment and more soon to
be appointed.

Red-Hot Socialistic Talk ata Mass
Meeting Yesterdny.

Martin’s hall held a large number of men
yvesterday afternoon, who seemed terribly
interested over something. It was a mass
meeting of socialists, presided over by a
Mr. Gunnison. Fritz Gellerup, the young
wan who recently went to a ball in a suit
of raiment loaned for the purpose, and
which afterward got him into trouble, was
the principal speaker, making a red-hot ad-
dress. e said:

We have met here to-day for the purpose of
speaking to you in reference to that class of
people who ure fast becoming the sovereigns
of this country. as well as all other civilized
eountries throughbout the whole world. Not
mauy years ago socialismm was a term of bit-

ter reproach. Now every man in our
country whose opinion is worth
noiice is turning a socialist.

We believe in the dignity
human nature when it is untrammelled by
degrading conditions. We resent as slander-
ous the statement that men are so depraved
tLat they require the zpur of want or avarice
to induce them to put forth reasonatle efforts.
The efficient cause of human misery, the
great obstacle to human progress, is the con-
filet of human interests, Competition, strife,

enmity, must e xist 2o long as this conflict con-
tinues. This confiict may be removed by the
magic of orgunized industrial and social co-
operation. Thisis the socialistic doctrine.

Sociulism is not, a8 you may presume, a
nicely invented plan, the realization of which
one muy acquire, it it were possible. Nay,

the social.zation of the means and instruments
of production, of communication, the

goil und so on, is not only desirable

but it is an imperative necessity, and we find
in history ever: where that when something
once became a necessity the next step was

the secomplishment of this necessity. Our

greatr factories, mines, railways, ships, ete.,

nave become too extensive to be exploited and

controliea by one man. On the other hand

we observe everywhere the abnormity, the
disadvantuges of unregulated private produc-
tion and enterprise. We see one Iman,or s

number of men, not only appropriating all

inventions of technics, but also all the natural

resources, such as water, steam, electricity,

ete. For a fact the world exists exclusively
for them. That they destroy their fellow

men they seem not even 10 perceive or care
to perceive. They manufacrture gold out of
the bodies of httle children by their machin-
ery. Itisthe coining of thes« little precious
bones into costly diadems to place upon their
ladies’ brows, which haye never been sullied
by the tear of want or care, and this tney
claim to be charity and Christian kindness.
They murder innocent chlidren and women

by bard labor, and on the other haud they

force able-bodied men to starve from want
of work. These facts and hundreds of others
are 1ndeed siriking enough, terrible and
damnable enough,for any ipan with heart and
feeling for humanity to become a soeialist.
You ask if socialism will not die out, like
other labor upstarts and organizations, and 1
tell you, no! For the very reason that social-
Ism was not organized by man; it was the
natural consequenc: of evil and corrupted
times. The road to co-operation und distribu-
tion is leveled by the centralization of the
means of labor under our present pravate cap-
itulistic system. We are already marching
upon this road. We cannot go back, even
ghould we ever so miuch desire to do so. The
power of circumstances is driving uson to
socialism. The speaker concluded his ad-
dress in fierce and flery language, saying that
ere ten ycars had rolled by the sun would go
down onone of the fiercest, bloodiest and
most terrible of wars—the social revolution.

The speaker was frequently interrupted by
outbursts of applause.

After Mr. Gellerup had finished, there
followed a lively and interesting debate,
the tollowing gentlemen making some able
remarks on the address by the leading
speaker: Mr. Ash, Otto Gellerup, C.
Gunneson, J. J. Healy, Mr. Gaughen and
Mr. Blumenberg. Mr. Nymanover closed
the meeting in eloquent and forcible lan-
guaege in favor of socialism and its doetrine.
The meeting was very animated and many
new names wereenrciled. After the meet-
Ing a business meeting was held to elect
officers tor the ensuing year. Fritz Gellerup
was elected chairman. The following of-
ficers were chosen: A. L. Gardner, organ-
izer; Fritz Gellerup, secretary; George,
Semeinhardt, treasurer; P. Petersen,
financial secretary. A collection was then
taken up to raise a fund for the imprisoned
anarchist in Milwaukee, Paul Grottkau.
Next Sunday afternoon at 3 o’clock another
weeting will be held at the same hall.

AN EXPENMVE STRUCTURE.

‘The NMillers’ Proposed Bridge at
Sixth Avenue South.

A recent meeting was held at the office of
W. D. Washburn and the plan for con-
stiucting a bridge over the Mississippi ab
Sixth avenue south was discussed. City
Engineer Rinker was invited to be present,
and after hearing the proposed pians was
requested to sketch the ideas. He declined
to do so unless it was tibe desire of the
committee on roads and bridges, which be-
ing signified, he has prepared the work,and
will submit it to the councii. 1t is scarcely
probable such a bridge will be constracted
in the immediate future. In the first place,
it is proposed to have it pass beneath the
Milwaukee tracks and Manitoba viaduct
and cross the river just above the bed of
the works on the falls. This will necessi-
tate making a cut beginning on  Sixth ave-
nue at Third street, and. of course, will
entail the cutting down of Washinzton ave-
nue, as the roadway must cross it at
grade. *“'I object to making avother great
hole in Washington avenue,” said  Ald.
Dwyer, when the matter came up. *It
w 1l not be another hole,” smiled Engineer
Rinker, **it will be the same old hole en-
larged. The idea is to exiend the eut
from Eighth avenue up to Fifth avenue.”

The bridge question is of not only inter-
est, but importance, just at this time. Both
sides of the river demand additional fheili-
tiesand this proposcd Sixth avenue strue-
ture strikes a heavily popu'ated territory on
either side, but it is doubtful if it should be
built st the expense of still further denor-
alizing Washington avenue. It is definiiely
settled that a bridge will cross at Christian
avenue and another at Franklin, while a
sirong effort will be made to secure another
at Lake street. These two or tiaree will
effectually crowd out the expensive Sixth
avenue strucoure.

THE MOTOR LINE,

Rumored Sale of tire Entire Plant
to Ssan Francisco Pariies.

1t is rumored that the motor line has
again changed hands, the purchasers com-
posing a synd:eate of California capitalists,
who expect to introduce a cable line similar
to the one in operation in San Francisco.
The consideration is said to be $400.000.
President F. C. Pillsbury was interviewed
last evening as to the truth of the rumor,
and denied that any sale has yet taken
place. When asked if there was any prob-
ability of a sale hLe evasively re-
plied that he must decline to un-
dertake the reading of the future.
Notwithstanding this it is suspected in
certain quaiters that a price has been agreed
upon, and that the sale is practically made,
although the actual transfer of the property
has not taken place. When the city coun-
cil undertook last summer to force the lay-
ing of a cable line, the motor company ob-
jected upon the ground that it was imprac-
ticable untif after the sewer had been laid
on First avenue south. At that time a
number of local ecapitalists, who seemed to
be well posted upon the cost of construc-
tion and maintenance of cabie lines. tovk a
great deal of interest in the matter, and it
is presumed have succeeded in interesting
California parties, who have had ampie op-
portunities for observation and experience
with cable lines, and know what can be
done. It is known. also, that the two
vears’ extension granted by the city council
of the franchise for the use of steam, is re-
garded as too short by the motor company,
which has expended a great deal of woney
in purchasing soda motors, and is therefore
unwilling to make any further outlay at

With the thermometer ranging from 10
to 40 degrees beiow zero all of last week, it
was a surprise to many that the real estate
transfers made as creditable showing as
they did.

The speculative
craze has now got under full headway, and
every clerk who has $100 has put it in real
estate and is waiting for a rise. FPerhaps it
18 just as well, for nothing can be lost, and
the chances are that the land will double in
value before spring.

THE INDIANA FIGHT.

A Week Which Promises
Political Bitterness.
Ixpraxarornis, Jan. 9.—The coming
week will be one of intense interest in the
legislature. On Friday Speaker Sayre, of
the house of representatives. sent a message
to the senate, informing it that on Monday
morning he would proceed to canvass and
declare the result of the vote at the No-
vember election for lieutenant governor,
the law requiring this to be done in the
presence of the two houses. The senate
received the message, laid it on the table
and adjourned until Tuesday. To-morrow
morning the Republican members of the
senate, nineteen in  number, will
appear in the hall of the house,
where they will be recognized by the senate;
the vote for lieutenant-governor will be
canvassed and announced. and Col. Robert-
son sworn in, after which he wiil preside
over the joint assembly. It is understood
that he will subsequently find means to
oflicially inform the senate that he has
been sworn into office, and is ready to take
his seat as presiding officer of that body.
The Republicans claim to be acting in
strict conformity with law and insist that
the claim of Senator Smith to the presi-
deney of the senate will be utterly voud
after such notification. If Col. Robertson’s
claim to preside over the senate is con-
ceded ~ by the Democratic majority
when he presents himself. the contest
aver the lientenant governorship wiil, of
course, be ended. 1If his claim is denied,
which is among the probabilities, it has not
yet been made public what steps will be
taken. In reference to the senatorship the
Republicens are still united in their support
of Harrison. Gov. Gray has withdrawn,and
the Democrats are not yet united upon any
candidate. Mr. Holman is still here, and is
pusiing his elaims. Mr. Bynum has gone
to Washington, leaving his interests in
charge of his friends.

MURDEROUS ROBBERS,

The Dastardly Deed of Three Penne
sylvania Toughs.

Exox VALLEY, Pa., Jan. 9.—A mur-
derous assault in connection with a bold at-
tempt to burglarize the victim’s house,
occurred near this village at 6 o’clock last
evening. At that hour Robert M. George,
a well known drover who is in the habit of
carrying large sums of money about his
person and keeping them in his house, left

the latter for an adjoining yard
to milk his cows. Immediately after-
ward ‘a party of three masked

and heavily disguised men entered the
house with drawn revolvers, and with a
threat to instantly kill Mrs. George and her
two children restraine¢ them trom making
an outery. Mr. George re-entered the house
in time to prevent a search by the robbers,
who on seeing nm opened fire. He re-
treated. but not rapidly enough, receiving
two shots, one bullet penetrating his mouth
and issuing from a point near. his left ear,
the other lodging in the unfortunate man’s
breast. The would-be murderers then left
the premises. Mr. George is dangerously
wounded but is still alive. The authorities
were at once notified, and are at present
making every effort to apprehend the guilty
parties.

What the National soclons Will Do
This Weelk.

WasniNGToN. Jan. 9.—Probably one,
perhaps two. of the appropriation bills
now before the senate committee ou appro-
priations wiil be reported back to the senate
and called up for action during the week,
but it is not yet possible to state which of
these measures will be ready first. With
the exception of the time so consumed, it is
expected that the week will be devoted to
the consideration of the interstate commerce
bill. If a vote is reached before the end of
the week, as Senator Culiom hopes, Mr.
Beek will ask that the bill to
prohibit members of coungress from acting
as railroad attorneys be taken up,
and thatit be not laid aside again until
acted upon. DMatters pertaining to the
Distriet of Celumbia will command the at-
tention of the house to-morrow after the
call of states for the introduction of bills.
The pendinz measure, coming over from
the second Monday of last month, for the
establishment of a school board, is a subject
of great local interest, and its cousideration
may consume most of the day. Itis the
purpose of the committee on the District

MORE THAN LOCAL IMPORTANCE.

It is the intention of Mr. Willis to ask
the house on Tuesday to consider the river
and harbor appropriation bill, but he may
be opposed by Mr. Belmont in behalf of a
consular and diplomatic bill. Should either
of these measures be taken up the debate
will probably run on for the greater part of
the week, as the diplomatie bill proposes
some radical changes of system, and the
river and harbor bill may get in the way.

Of the
special orders, the naval reorganization bill
and the bill for the creation of a department
of agriculture and labor are the two most
likely to receive early consideration. 1t is
understood to be the purpose of the friends
of the interstate commerce bill to postpone
action upon that measure in the house until
the serate shall have reached a conclusion
on the matter.
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STRENGTH IN UNION.

No Spilit Among Miners in the

Kuights of Labor.
HazentoN, Pa., Jan. 9.—The Miners
and Laborers’ assembly, Knights of Labor,
representing 1,000 mine employes of the
anthracite coal fields. which opened in con-
vention here last Tuesday, concluded its
proceeaings vesterday. The prineipal work
of the body was the formation of all the lo-
cal assemblies under one head. with P. T.
Brennan, of Girardville, H. MeGarvey. of
Beaver Meadow, and John J. Meehan, of
Drifton, as master workman, secretary and
treasurer respectively. The result of
the convention will be a source of
harmony, as it will strengthen the miners
in union as Knights of Labor. The mainte-
nance of existing districts, the roek on
which it was feared the assembly would
split, has been avoided, and the matter was
agreed to. recognizing existing districts and
local assemblies. This gives the tullest
satisfactior and the Knights are more than
pleased with the work performed. It was
resolved to prosecute one of the operators
for a violation of the mine laws, in order to
test the constitutionality ef the law.
