Dme Hundred and Forty Coopers

Thrown Out of Work.

What the Legisiature Can Do for the
Laboring Men.

The shop of the Hardwood Storage com-
pany. the largest cooper shop in Minneap-
“dlis, shut down yesterday, and is liable to
_‘stay closed.  One hundred and forty coop-
ers are thrown out of employment, but, as
they can get work at the otirer shop in pro-
- portion to the increase of the demand for
barrels, the effect will not be so damaging
- as it would seem. Concerning the cooper
situation. the Northwestern Miller says:
Indications point to serious difliculties
arising in Minneapolis cooper affairs. There
has been more or less dissatistaction ever
gince the shops agreed in Uctober to pay fif-
teen cent per . arrel for making, the most of
them being unauvle to clear themselves with
these wages. The burden was especially on-
- erous to the boss shops, and almost as much
50 to the co-operatiyve hand shops. The latter,
iR fact, in more than one instaace were forcad
to levy assessments on members to makz up
for losses. The bosses had no recourse to
such means for overcoming any d eliciency
which they suffered. As a resuit the two

smaller shops of the Ilatter class
have lately found it necessary to
curtail their business, Robert Parr, the
proprietor of one of these, this

week notified bis men, eight in number, that
he could oot afford to pay full wages any
longer, and closed up nis shop. James Ken-
nedy, p roprictor of a shop employing about
fifteen coopers. last week asked his men to
take some action which would obviate the
necessity of reducing his forece, and the mat-
teris in abeyance at the present tume. An-
other thing which cannot fail to bave a bear-
-ing on the situation is the probable shutting
down, Saturday evening, of the Hardwood
Storage shop. This will throw about 150
-journeymen coopers into temporary idleness,
and, unless considerable assistance is re-
ceived from their fellow workmen who are
employed, there will be a strong tend-
ency to muake concessions in  wages.
The working coopers are sirong and
well organized, and will doubtless make
a hard fight against any réduction in the
standard of wages fixed in October by con-
tract. This leaves local coopering aftairs
very much unsettied, with a prospect of a
g'ﬁdd deal of trouble resulting betore there is
auy satisfactory settlement. It seems to us
the only way the working coopers can ever
hope to enjoy fair wages 1n peace is by tak-
ing part in the regulation of the price of
barrels. If the millers pay enough for barrels
to warrant reasonuable wages being allowed
the cooper, the laiter is seenre; but if this is
not done, he must expect a fliculty in getting
just compensation for his moor. With stock
advancing as at present, the shops should re-
ceive more for their barrels, and it seems as
though the miller could aflord to pay more.

If the labor organizations do not obtain
much legislation desired by them this win-
ter, it will not be for the reason that their
representatives are not working indus-
triously to accomplish it. A large numher
of biils in the interest of organized :

Their Provis-

have been presented in either e
senate or the house, and some of them
have already been reported favorably

upon by the committee on 1abor. The con-
viet labor bill provides for the abolishment
of the conviet contract labor system in the
state prison as soon as the present contract
expires, and that the labor be under the
direct management of the state. There is
every indication that this biil will become a
law. A very important bill, and one for
which labor organizations have made great
efforts to secure the passage, is the me-
chanies lien law, which is, in substance, in
effect in many states. The prineipal points
in this law are as follows:

All labor performed by contract or by the
day on any building, article or utility, shall
e a first lien to the fullamount of the money
or other consideration agreed upon between
the owner or employer and employe, whether
the person performing the work be a con-
tractor, sub-contractor or worker for wages.
1n addiuon to the lien for labor there shall
be added all costs and also a reasonable sum
of money as an attornsy's fee—the amount
to be détermined by the court Having juris-
diction of such claims. All such amounts.
together with wages, shall be taken from the
property on which the lien is filed, whether
such property be real estate or personal.
The material furnished

SHALL BE A SECOND LIEN,

and any contractor receiving the full amount
of his contract'and failing to pay the person
periormipg the labor or furnishing the ma-
teriul, thereby allowing a lien to be filed on
such property, shall be deemed guilty of ob-
taining mwoney under false pretenses, and
uay be punished in the name of the people
under the statute provided for this otfence.
The record of ownership in the office of the
register of deeds shull be satisfuctory cvi-
dence of ownership.

A biil has also been presented making
eight tours a legal days work for all work-
men employed by the state. This is the
same as the United States law and will
probably pass. A bill is also before the
legislature making railroads reponsible for
injuries to employes whether caused by
negligence of other employes or otherwise,
This will meet with much opposition. Mr.
Donnelly has also introduced a bill in-
tended to prevent usury and reducing the
legal rate of interest. Thisis intended to

prevent  the usurious eollections of
wonthly  commissions by those who
loan money on chattel mor t-
gages, a point which has  been

found very difficult to reach. Mr. Merrill’s
bill providing that all employes be paid
weekly has been under consideration by the
house labor committee, where some of its
provisions met with opposition, and it was
Jaid over for further consideration. The
bill to abolish the board of immigration was
considered by the committee and recom-
wended for passage.

When alaw is quietly proposed granting ex-
clusive privileges to some monopoly to do so-
and-so, and charge as it picases, let him, if he
cannot  explostulate e.oquently, imi-
tate - the great objector (Hoiman) and
howl vigorously and ecall © for help.
When his furmer colleagues imagine that
the initial step of reform is to haud over the
charge of the legislature to the hands of a
banker, 1 need not remind you that a good
watch dog would bowl by instinet; also, if a
member of certain rings prefers measures
for the benefit of the suffering publie, howl
on general principles, iostinot being unnec-
essary.

'WINTER RATLROADING.

Dangers Incident to the Extremely Cold
Weather--The Ice and Snow-
Covered Cars.

Narrow Escapes From Accidents in Get-
ting on and Off--Statements
Made

By an Engineer and a Locomotive
Fireman to a Reporter
Wandering

Around After Items With the Ther-

mometer 34 Degrees Below
Zero.
