THE CARNIVAL TO-DAY.

Everything Ready for the Recep=
tion of the Ice King and His sSub-
jecis==Sireet Illuminations 7o~
Night.

Preparations for the opening of the win-
ter carnival are very nearly complete. The
comparatively moderate weather of the
past week has enabled outdoor work .to go
briskly on, and the time has been improved
by the carmival management. The ice
palace is complete but for the finishing
touches. Only the ornamental ice blocks
on top of part of the wall remain to be put
in place. Last year it was several days
after the opening before the main tower
was finished, but yesterday the central
tower was completed. and all the hoisting
apparatus and stagings removed. This
alone gives the palace a finished appearance.
Workmen were engagéd all day yesterday
in placing the electric hghts, of which there
will be thirty-three inside the tower and
about sixty more between the towers and
the outer walls. Tae first grand
illumination of the palace will be on Tues-
day evening. beginning at 7 o'clock. The
fences and toboggan slide at the grounds
have been nearly completed. Evergreens
have been placed about the park and fences
the sawe as last year, and booths have been
put in. The skating and curling rinks are
arranged on the left and right of the en-
trance, and the grand entrance is this year
brought south to Twelfth street. The work
necessary for the street illumination is prae-
tically complete, men having been at work
yesterday putting on the last globes. The
heaviest arches have been given a wooden
support at each corner,and on some of
these, although otherwise complete, the
gas connections have not been made.
Everything will be in readiness for the
grand street

ILLUMINATION THIS EVENING.

The Indians have already set up their
tepees in Carnival park, and among themn
are seen many faces familiar to visitors at
the carnival last year. 7The ice statuary in
bridge square and in front of the union
depot has been abandoned and will be
placed within the courts of the palace, as a
part of the programme is to have as many
attractions as possible within the grounds.

By no means this least important feature
of caritival preparations is the fact that not
less than 4,600 people have procured uni-
forms of different clubs. Carnival-goers
of last vear will scarcely recommze some of

ocal elubs on aceount of the changes in
orws, which have very generally
durability and in
ecombination of color. The maunagers of
the carnival are very desirous that ali peo-
ple having uniforms should wear them con-
tinuously during the carnival, and not keep
them simply for parade, as their constant
appearance on the streets adds reality and
lite 10 the whole carnival idea.

ADVOCATESN HIGH LICENSE,

Members will appear

Dr. Dana Thinks it is ¢ reparatory
to More Radical Legislation.

Dr. Dana, pastor of Plymouth church.
preached last evening on the question of
high license, and earnestly advocated the
passage of the bill now before the legis-
lature embodying that idea. His position
on the subject is as follows:

The ever absorbing question of the drink
evil and how to abridge its evil effects is now
up again for legislative treatment. Itisata
stage and in a place where the scrutiny of
the general public 18 necessary and where, if
nothing is now done, nothing can be done for
another two years. The eyes of all citizena
interested in good morals,in the advancement
of practical temperance,should now be turned
towards the capitol. Therein we have a right
to look for some well matured and prompt
legislative measure in reference to this grow-
ing evil of the age. We have now in session
a legislature chosen on the issue of high
license. It wusa distinctive question in the
recent campaign, and the result in-
dicates a decidedly preponderant sentiment
in this commonwealth in favor of adopting
some restrictive law which would curtail at
least the evils still lowing from the liguo
trafic. These representatives were sent up
to this legislature committed to the passage
in good faith of a stringent high license law
to be made uniform in its application to all
parts of the state. That this is all thata
business, which has become confessedly such
a disturbing factoriun the social and political
world. requires in the way of legal resiraint
no one affirms, but it was all that it was
thought expedient to seek in this election

and the verdict at the polis was
that this 1much should be secured
through our law-makers this winter.

More than this, in the platform of prin-
ciples adopted Ly the party that carried the
recent election, was a distinet indorsement
of high license and a public and solemn com-
mittal to that method of restricting the power
and prevalence of the saloon. If there was
any significance to the professions of the
party successful in the last political canvass,
then it goes with tbhe saying, that as such it
stands pledged to the passuge of a distinetively
high license law in the interests of practical
temperance. And yet let wo one suppose

hat a high license law can be secured at the
hands of this legislature
WITHOUT 4 HARD FIGHT.

The opposition to all restrictive laws bear-
ing upon the business of the =aloons is nro-
nounced, powarful and parseful. There is
no disguisinz the fact that the forces op-
posed to every kind of tomperance measures
are better organized to-iay than they were
two vears ago. Tasen they p cevailed. to the
shame and disgrace of wouus-be honest and
bonorable legisiators. Now, with alert and
subtle representatives of an association that
bas openly thrown down the gauntlet before

all fricnds of temperance, we may expect an |

opposition difiicult to eircumveut.

That the measure in question wi'l do ail
that friends of temperance wouid like
to sce effected is not  claimed. it
will, bowever, do much. and it is proposed
in the interesis of practical temperance. It
is restrictive in its features and curtails an
evil we are not able at presaut to extirpate.
[t is in reality moderate probibition and has
satis’actory result: on the whole
where adopted. It brings the salons and
their business under closer legal surveillance,
enubles authoritios to make them respect, as
now they do not, those conditions which have
wll ziong been preseribed. It will diminish
their numuoer. It will put an end to the sale
ol lignor to minors and irrespons:ble persons,
and will forever cripple the polltical power
of the saloon. It w.il prepare the way for
the more radical temporance iegisiation de-
manded by those unsatisfied with anything
short of tatal prohibition. I am not antago-
workers and meth-
ods by the advocacy of thisneans ot dealing
with the liguor business. That is not the issue
now before us. Itis worse than useless to
wrangle with any who, under the names of
remperance reformers, oppose this legisla-
tion, and deliberately prefer unhindered, uo-

The tailor who made the Co-
jumia emblem made it with eight red stripes
and seven white ones, which make the whole
appear too broad as well as inaccurate. The
Columbia badge also has stars upon the fleld,
which do not apj ear in the great seal, but
are imitations of the fiag. a style in which the
shield Is often made. Butif the shieid were
to repre-ent the tlag there should be seven
red stripes and six white ones. In either case
the Columbia emblem has too many stripes.

The Noted Minnesota Stallion, Lerd Nel-
son--A Good Sketch of Him and His
Breeding.

Mr. Grattan Receives a Very Hendsome
Compliment for Herod From a Ken-
tucky Breeder.

Sherwood’s Stock Farm--His Wood~
ford, Wilkes and Other Stock
Look Promising.

Judge Megibben, of Kentucky,
Thinks Maud s Can Never Lower
Her Record of 2:08 3-4.

The well known colt Lord Nelson is
wintering at Sherwood & Knights Oak
Lawn stock farm, in charge of his old
driver, C. Q. Weeks. He has developed
into a graud, big horse, weighing 1,150

. pounds, with the best of feet and legs as

clean as when foaled. He is said to be in
very fine condition, and if started in races
the coming season no doubt will make a
great five-year-old and will lower his record
to 2:20 or better. As a three-year-old he
was classed with colts of extreme speed.
and acquired a national reputation, obtain-
ing a record, in a jog, of 2:261, and pri-
vately showing a half in 1:10 and two dif-
ferent quarters in 34 seconds, a 2:16 gait.
From the time he was broken he had an
ungovernable mouth, which, at times,

. could scarcely be controlied, and he was

full of notions peculiar to stallions.  After
his three-year-old race in Chicago he ac-
quired a disposition to lug, especially when
trotting in fast company. which unsettled
his gait. At times when he did not lag, his
gait was as smooth and frictionless as ever.

a mile in 2:30, the last half in 1:12 without
a skip, and going entirely within him-
self, without a word from his
driver.. This proved that he had some of
his old-time speed as a four-year-old. This.
