He combatted the idea of the
subsequent double curse of God
faling heavier upon the woman and

hold there was no reasor, in the story orin
human nature, that this one sin in Eden has
alienated God from man. Thar past sinis a
lesson and comes as a warning to us. Follow-
ing it is the kunowledge between good and
evil and the consequent advances, bringing
the conviction that good will finally triumph
over evil, Whoever makes a stand against
iniquity: whoever resists temptation, bruises
the head of the serpent and fulfills the proph-
ecy. Among all the evils that attend the pro-
gress of the race or the individaal, walks the
radiant form of Hope. with promise of vie-
tory.

HE GETS IT NOT.

County Attorney Davis Says Com-
missioner Lennon Cannot Collect
His Contesting EXpenses.
Commissioner Swift was the only one absent

at the meeting of the board of couunty com-

missioners yesterday morning. County Attor-
ney Davis, to whom was submitted, for his
opinion, the bill of Commissioner Lennon last
week for §332.35, which he claimed was due
him as expenses in enforecing nis
right to a secat in the ©board, pre-
sented a communication, in which he held
that the county could not reimburse
Mr. Lennon. He says: *1 have read acd
considered the petition of Ambrose L. Lennon,
and [ find no iaw authorizing the payment of
such claim, as the mouey does not appear to
have been expended for the benefit of or on
account of the county of Hennepin. The
board of county commissioners would, in this
view, have no power by resolution or other-
wise to thus expend the funds of the county,
and the customs or rules adopted by legisla-
tive bodies by which contestants for official po-
sitious are sometimes paid their expenses,dis-
bursements or other, compensation, can form
no precedent for similar action on the part of

a board of county commissioners, or be in

any way & guide to their action. I would,

therefore, respectfully suggest for these
reasons that the claim of Mr. Lennon be not
allowed.””

The special committee,consisting of Messrs.
Barlow, Swift and Erickson, appointed at the
first meecting of the board to look after such
matters around the courthouse and jail,
made no report concerning the sanitary con-
ditions of these buildings, as was expected
they would do. The bonds of the National
Bank of Commerce, and Ace P. Abell, as
court commissioner, were approved. The
bond of Dr. W. P. Spring, as deputy coroner,
was also approved. The petition of J. 8.
Pillsbury, for the refunding of certain taxes,
erroneously assessed, was referred to the
cominittee on  taxes. The Minneapolis
Tribune was awarded the contract of pub-
tishing the proceedings of the board, and all
ott.er official matter, at 31 cents per inch.
Bills aggregating some $2.500 were allowed
and ordered paid. The board then adjourned
to Tuesday, Feb. 18, at 2 o'clock.

WHERE’S THAT COMMITTEE?

Commissioners Swift, Barlow aand
Erickson Treated to a Lively
Roast.

When the new board of county com-
missioners went into office a s pecial comm}b
tee, consisting of Commissioners Swift, Bare
low and Erickson was appointed to look into
the condition of the court house and jail,
which everyone of the commissioners knew
to be in a bad condition. This committee
went all over.the two buildings, and made
what they termed a thorough investigation.
On returning to the commissioners’ office
they declared that they had found things in
bad shape, and let it be understcod that at
the next meeting they would make some sort
of a report concerning their visit. Two or
three meetings have been held since then,but
no report of any kind has been made, but the
sanitary condition of the court house remains
in just the same condition as before.

*It strikes me,” remarked a gentleman yes—
terday, “‘that this commaittee is not doing its
dGuty, and should be hauled over the coals in
a lively manner. There is the court house,
which is not tit to work in, remaining just as
it was before this committec was appointed,
and in all probability it will remain so until
long after the county commissioners are
dead and buried. The stench from the water
closets in the basement is simply awful, and
yet this commitiee never pays any atteution
to it. What’s the use of having such a com-
mittee unless the members are willing to do
something for the public good. If they do
not know any betrer they have no right to be
on the board, and if they do know better they
should be fined for not artending to thei1
daty.”

THEY RUN THE OITY.

The Board of Trade Decides All About
the Police Commission,

But Come to Loggerheads Over the
Proposed Street Commission.

The board of trade was called to order at 10
o'clock yesterday morning, the extra hour
being necessary for the consideration of the
report of the committee on legislation, Gov.
Pillsbury presented the report on the pro-
posed police commission. The first arti-
cle, providing for the appointment of the com-
mission by the judges of the Fourth Judicial
district, provoked much discussion. The re-
port was finally adopted, section by section,
asread, and Judge Fish was requested to
draw up a bill for presentation to the legisla-
ture, based upon the report of the 2ommittee.
The report provides tor tne appointmert by
the judges of the Fourth distriect of four
freeholders of the city, who shall have re-
sided ia the city at least three y ears preced-
ing their appointment, and not more than two
of whom shall beiong to the same political
party. The gentlemen thus appointed shall be
known as the Minneapolis Police commision.
They shall give $10.000 bonds with two sure-
ties to be approved by the council. Asa
part of their official oath they shall promise
not to consider politicsas a cause for ap-
pointment on the police force. They shall
have entirve charge of the property of the police
department and shall have exelusive control
of the force,making all rules and regulations,
determining all questfons of discipline, ete.,
except at such times as in the opinion of the
couci) the interests of the city shall be best
protected by placing the control of the force
in the mayor's hands. The commission shall
appoint all officers and patrolmnen, and with
the co-operation of the council shall fix their
salairies and at its discretion shall remove any
man from the force. No person shall be
eligible for appointment on the force who
cannot read and write English, who has been
convicted of any crime, or who has not lived
in the city for three years immediately pre—
ceding his appointment. The commis-
sion can appoint special policemen; they
shall bave power to subpeena witnesses
and adwinister oaths, when necessary, in
investigating subjects connected with their
department.
make urrests and serve warrants, except in
civil processes, anywhere within Hennepin
county. The commission is empowered to
employ a clerk to keep their records: they
must make a report of their doings to the
council at least quarterly and they receive no
salary.

On the question of salary there seemed
some difference of opinicn. It was shown
that in Boston, Baltimore, Detroit and Cin-
cinnati the police comwmissioners were
paid from $1.500 to $4500 a year. An
amendment fixing the pay of the commis-
sioners at $1,000, with $200 extra to the chair-
man, was voted down and the report was
adopted as read.

The report of the legislative committee on
the scheme for establishing a new method of
doing the street work for the city was taken
up. The new scheme provides for the forma-
tion of a general street fund by levying a tax
on the whole city, and this fund shall be used
for the care and improvement of the sticets
wherever they may need it. Heretofore each
ward has had a separate street fund, and the
older wards have established and per-
fected their streets at their own expense.
The section was adopted by a vote of 13 to
12. The second section provides for the
election by the people of a street commis-
sioner and defines his duties. It was held
that such an officer would have more polit-
ical power than the mayor now has, for every
man working on the streets would be a
striker for the commissioner—it would need a
thousand men, and each one would control
five votes, so there were 5,000 votes which
one man could carry in his vest pocket: that
is the way J. T. Wyman figured it, and when
shown an error of 1,000 votes in his arith-
metic, be cheerfully accepted the correction.

Gov. Pilisbury arose, and to the amuse-
ment of his auditors assured the board that
the commissioner was to be non-partisan; he
was to be nominated at a non-partisan mass
meeting of citizens and was to be elected in
the same spirit that controls the election of
members of the board of education. The
governor jgnored a suggestion to the effect
that it was possible to pack his caucus, and
subsided, happy in the belief that this last
child of his imagination wus to be the greatest
gift he had yet bestowed upon his misgov-
erned city.

Other gentlemen talked until everybody
was hunery, and the board adjourned to meet
to-morrow afternoon at 3 o'clock, when the
street com missioner matter will be resumed.
