THE M1GBT ILLUmiNED.THE MGIITILLUMINED.

A UKagnificcnt Display off Fire-
Works at the Storming of the Ice
Fa lace.
At ten minutes past eight o'clock last

night it was dark in the park where the
Ice Palace stands, save the great ice
structure was illumined with colored lights,
and some thousands of uniformed men
stationed near the palace held torches that
flickered and smoked, and cast a sickly
looking light for a small space around them.
For an hour and a half every street and
walk leading toward the park from the
center of the city had been beaten with the |
feet of an eager crowd that hurried toward i
the ice castle to witness the warfare
between the king of the frozen region and
the monarch of the realm of tire. The vis-
itors in the city from far away points, the
large delegations from Minneapolis and
other neighboring cities and the residents
of the Saintly city, of all ages ami classes,
on foot and in every kind of vehicle, had
come to Central park and the points about
it from which the palace could be seen.
The ticket takers at the gateways to the

! park had worked with frost numbed lingers
for over an hour. From every window
that commanded a view of the glowing struc-
ture looked from three to a dozen pairs of
eyes. The palace grounds had been almost
blackened by little knots of visitors who
picked their way through the snow, among
the little evergreen trees that have been
planted there, and allowed their noses to
congeal. Good judges said that (50,000
people wcie looking at the palace and the
flickering torches around it before the
storming began.

IT WAS COLD.
The sharp winter air of the afternoon had

grown sharper in the evening. A bit of a
wind blew steadily, driving the cold
through everything but fur, and fluttering
the- Hags on the turrets of the castle. There
was no moot), and the sky seemed |
more black than blue, as poets :
usually paint it on clear winter j
nights, when the stars shine out clearly and I
the air is frosty. When the clubs marched ,
through the gates there were movements of j
the crowd toward their line of march. The
park was anything but quiet. The com-
manders were shouting to the men under
them, a half dozen hands and drum corps
were screeching and rattling, and there
were constant cheers as the favorite clubs
appeared. The Indians in their tepees were
making a considerable section of the park
echo with the monotonous thumping of
their alleged musical instruments and ac-
companying yells. Ifone looked away
from the palace it was dark and cold and
noisy. The forces of the two
contending kings had all come
within the grounds and been stationed —
those of the Ice King close up to the palace.
outside instead of inside as last year, and
those ofthe Fire King, who were to besrin
the assault, some rods away, lt was ten
minutes past the time set for the storming
to begin, and everybody was waiting for the

first sign of the general blaze and shivering
in the dark.

Suddenly, just ahead of the order for a
general firing, some one shot offa Roman
caudle near the rear of the Palace. Before
the red ball of light from this one had gone
out 10,000 others, from all around the pal- j
ace. shot into the air. The attack was
simultaneous all along the line, and the air
was red and green and blue, with streaks of |
fire that shot from all directions j
toward the summit of the castle. j
It made the castle grounds as light as day, ;

and those who had high watching places :
got their first grand view of the thousands
who were there. The bands at once begun j
to play, and the crowd

that echoed far out over the citv. Im-
mediately on the onslaught of the Fire
King's men the defending party returned j
the fire, and there was a criss-cross of rain- \
bows. The great mines, frozen in the ice
blocks of the palace, began to biaze and 'belch out great bombs that went up hun- j
dreds of feet, and bursting, flecked the air !
with myriads of many colored stars that \u25a0

fellpart way toward earth in showers and I
then melted out ofsight. The reports from
these mortars were like those of artillery.
and when they came, it seemed
as if the whole palace trembled.
To a spectator at a distance the appear-
ance was that of an immense thunder j
storm, where the thunder came before the j
lightning, which followed in a hundred j
zigzags at once. Before the storm the i
palace had been the only luminous thing, j
but now the brilliant lights from the fire-
works illumined the whole vault of heaven,
while the palace was concealed in a yellow-
ish smoke through which clouds of sparks
were floating. A great cloud of smoke
from the mortars poured from the summit
of the central tower and was carried to the
south by the wind, which at that height was
heavy. A more gorgeously brilliant, and yet
almost tragic, picture could hardly be im-
agined. The palace, wrapped in smoke
and , the thousand meteors shooting all
around it, the din of the drums and horns
and the wild cries of the crowd all through
the park, must have resembled, to the
spectator in the distance, a storming where
the opposing kings were after blood, and
where there were more solid relics left on
the battle field than burned out caudle
sticks.

At times the smoke partially cleared for
a moment from around the palace, and
then the red and green lights in the pal-
ace walls shone out with a mel-
low light as rich as the painting on the
rarest autumn leaves. For nearly half an
hour the grand display was kept up with-
out cessation, then gradually the firing
ceased. The mortars became silent and
the candles, one at a time, went out. The
crowd began to move back toward the city,
rubbing their noses and ears and hurrying
to gee warm. The line of parade was
formed, the bands struck marching music.
th<« armistice had been declared and the
storming was ended.

TUK ASSAULT AND DEFENSE.

The Fire King's Ciiariot Destroyed
by His Own Element-- How Fierce-
ly the Battle Kaued About the
Castle.
The forces commanded by the Fire King

formed on Tenth street with right resting
on Minnesota. His ciiariot was a novel
device and was the invention of General
Manager Van Slyke, It was built in the
form of a float surmounted by a crown four
feet in diameter made of copper, with an
immense torch overhead supported by four
rods. The float was lighted by sixty-four
burners, with thirteen lights to each burner,
the light being furnished by gasoline in a
thirty-gallon tank placed under the rear
seat. The ornamental work on the float
was designed by Emil Ulrici, while the
lighting apparatus was the work of Robert
Seeger. In the center of the crown sat D.I
A. Monfort, the Fire King, dressed in a -nut I
01 red ornamented With gold tinsel. The'
float was drawn by four horses, covered with
red blankets.- The Flambeau club, ninety-
five strong, acted as an escort and marched
directly behind the float, while a detail of
six from the same club acted as body
guard. The members of the body guard
were armed with flambeau torches. A few
minutes before S o'clock the procession
moved up Minnesota street, and as ins
fiery majesty sat within his shining crown,
confident of speedy victory, his sighs for
more worlds to conquer were plainly-
audible. But, alas! defeat came sooner
than any one had expected; for no sooner
had the procession become fairly started
than his majesty's ciiariot became envel-
oped in flame anil his majesty and attend-
ants, throwing aside all show of dignity,
descended from their perches and rolled
their royal forms in the snow. This was
not all —the flames momentarily crept nearer
the tank of gasoline and all thoughts of
victory by Ins majesty and followers gave
away to fears of an explosion, but the
flames were extinguished and the procession
moved on the grounds, entering the Robert
street gate. The above mishap will explain
the absence, of the Fire King's chariot from
the line of the attacking force.

AX AltMISTICE DECLARED. s
To those standing under the castle wall

the affair was not one of unalloyed pleas-
ure. Amid the deafening roar of the
bombs, the cracking of fireworks, and the
showers of fare, it seemed as though those
massive blocks of ice were trembling and
wavering as though about to fall. An oc-
casional splinter of ice, dislodged by the
explosion ot the bombs, would come tumb-
ling down from its resting place and fall at
the feet of. the castle's noble defenders.
The lire sparks fell in torrents, and eyes
and faces were constantly endangered. But
the legions of the glorious King of the Car-
nival never wavered. Before the main en-
trance of the castle stood the Knights of
St. George, and throughout that fearful
battle the cross of red, upon its field of
white, floated gloriously in the face of the
hordes of the Fire King. At the northern
postern the noble Columbias, led by that
loyal knight, Sir George Allen, held the
enemies of the king at bay. On the east
and west were such brave clans as that of
the Pioneer Press brigade, the Windsors,
the North Stars, the Xushkas, the Wa-
koutas, the Norwegian Ski and Kjelkas.
the Stillwater clubs, the Makwas, the
Ryans, the Little Crows, the Owls and the
St. Paul curlers. Furiously raged the
battle, but the brave hosts of Borealis, king
of the regions of ice and snow, lost not one
foot of ground, but stood fast against the
forces of the monarch of the caloric regions.
And the king, brave Borealis, where was
he? In a turret of his castle, with folded
arms and knitted brow, stood Borealis. His
Royal Nibs swept the field of battle with
his eagle eye. lie spoke no word save to
give an occasional order to be carried by ins
fleet-footed couriers to his generals in
battle. And still the battle waged.
The roar of the ponderous mortars shook
the castle to its very foundations. Neither
side gained or lost ground, but both longed
for a brief respite from the carnival of fire.
And it was then that Borealis, great and
noble king, gathered his wise men about
him to take counsel on what was best tobe
done. Men, brave in war and wise in
council, deliberate upon the situation.
Finally the king decreed that a flag, asking
for an armistice, should be hoisted from the
main tower of the castle, and it was done.
The Fire King responded with a flag of
truce and the king of the land of ice and
snow and the king of the regions of fire
declared an armistice of one week, until
the 27th day of the first month of the year
18S7..

I informed Organizations From St.
Cloud, Hastings, Stillwater, Min-
neapolis and Elsewhere Add to the
Carnival Uaycty.

The uniforms of visiting clubs were more
frequently seen upon the streets yesterday
than any previous day during the carnival.
A neat uniform of white, with red and
blue borders attracted much attention, from

its similarity to that worn by the members
of St. George. These were the uniforms
of the St. Cloud Cyclones, and the Cyclone
Belies, of the same place. The two clubs
number forty members and are quartered at
the Ryan. The Cyclones are under com-
mand of Capt. Charles Mitchell, while the
Belies receive their orders from Capt.
Henry Allbrecht. The St. Cloud delega-
tion willreturn to-night.

A crushed strawberry-colored uniform,
with blue trimmings, attracted the attention
of the sight-seers from its dissimilarity to
any other. It was worn by the Hastings
Toboggan club, which arrived in the city
by special train during the afternoon. They
descended upon the carnival city thirty-
five strong under the command of Capt.
Fred S. Gardner, and during their sojourn
made their headquarters at the Merchants.

"We are the Wa-Was, of Hastings.'' said
Miss Schaller. who headed a column of
forty ladies in dark blue, yellow trimmed
uniforms, with turbans to match. "Wa-wa
means wild geese." she continued, "audi
guess you think we chose name with
due regard for the eternal fitness of things.
1 am sorry to say that we return home to-
night. So far we have had a splendid time
and were warmly received and welcomed."
Here Miss Capt. Schaller took command of 'her company, and the way she rave her
commands and handled the company would
have done credit to a West , Pointer. The
ladies under Miss Schaller's Command were:

The Hastings delegation was met at the
union depot by the Noycs Bros. & Cuttler
Toboggan club and band, under command
of Capt. Lamb.

Forks, forty strong, with a band of fifteen
pieces, is at the Windsor. The North
Stars have a blue uniform with white trim-
mings, the officers wearing white with blue
decorations.

The Makwa Toboggan club, of Minneap-
olis, arrived just in time to take part in the
storming of the castle. They added sev-
enty-two gallant men to the defenders of
the castle, and was led by Capt, W. E.
Burwell. The Makwas wear a very pretty-
suit of light brown and made an excellent
appearance.

The Norwegian Ski club, the Metropolitan
Toboggan cub. and the Athletic Ski club,
of Stillwater, also arrived at a time when
they were most urgently needed for the
defense of the palace of King Borealis.
They were fifty in number. The local
clubs carefully cared for the comforts of
the city's visitors, and did not only them-
selves, but the city great credit.

Thej^orth Star Toboggan club, of Min-
neapolis, arrived at S o'clock, sixty men
and twenty ladies, under command of
Corporal Schultz. They wear a very
handsome uniform of white and blue, the
same colors as the Windsor, but differently
combined. .The club has a drum corps of
its own, and marched to the palace grounds
just in time to take part in the defense.
They make a very handsome appearance,
and a re well drilled.

THE INDIAN VILLAGE.
lied Men Who Itiinelc Matters of

Business With Their Visit to the
Carnival.
Over in the east end of the carnival park

rise the tepees of the Indian village. The
Indians are evidently not here for fun, but
to make money. Two rude amphitheaters i
have been constructed in different pans of
the camp, and on approaching, the curious
visitor is confronted vvt,\ the following bill
of peiformarice caricatured on a canvas,
being between two forked sticks:

If any more information is wanted, a

little farther along, standing near the door
of the entrance, and whipping his hands
(a la white man), to keep up the circula-
tion, stands a swarthy red man, singing in
a deep bass tones: "Right this way now—
Indian Exposition —only ten cents all the
nation dances of the tribe performance
has just begun walk in —walk in—only
ten cents!"' Thus the untamed aborigine
stalks back and forward, letting out big
Hoods of tobacco juice over the crystal
snow, as lie mutters some jumble to his
companion selling tickets, winding up al-
ways with the customary "Ugh!" Some
people were credulous enough to doubt the
nationality of this worthy who called his
show an "Indian Exposition." A boot
black swaggered in near the entrance, and
depositing his box on the ground, looked
carefully at the crier, and remarked to a
companion: "Be gosh, Jim; but that 'ere
buck do look a lot like the fakir what used
to be selling suspenders down on Seventh
street last fall." But there could be no
doubt about the genuineness of the Indian's
inside. A beer keg with the head knocked
in and a skin stretched over the top and an
old tin boiler constitute the musical instru-
ments of the Indian band. With a contin-
uous and monotonous hum, two of the
older men the tribe, stretched upon the
ground, pound a sort of tune on these, and
the rest of them in war dress and paint go
through the various mazes of the different
Indian dances, lt is a novel entertain-
ment for most of the visitors.

Hi: GO THE LIMIT.

A Brute Who Assaulted a Ann Given
Twenty Years in Slate Prison.

Greenfield, Mich., Jan. 20.—A large
crowd entered the court house to-day when
George Hazard, colored, was arraigned lor
attempting to outrage Sister Mary, sta-
tioned in the Catholic convent. The as-
sault was a dastardly one, and the mis-
creant got very nearly his just deserts,
twenty years in the penitentiary. He will
be taken to Jackson during next week.
Sister Mary lias been in the convent
for • a number of years and
is well known throughout the state
as a philanthropic and worthy woman.
Had Hazard been caught an hour after the
occurrence Judge Lynch would have at-
tended to his case, lt was a week ago
when Hazard entered the town. He went
straight to the convent but was barred from
the grounds by the watchman. When
night came on, however, he jumped a
fence and by a balcony managed to reach
the corridor. Sister Mary's room door
was open and when she saw
the fiend she fainted. He failed to accom-
plish his purpose. Sister Margaret leaped
from the window to the ground and
broke both her wrists. Both appeared
in court to-day and testified. Hazard had
lawyers, and an effort was made to prove
an alibi. lt did not work. The court
upbraided the ruffian, and when sentence
was pronounced intimated that it was too
light, but that the statutes would not per-
mit him to go further. However, he got
the limit.

SHOT DEAD.

Pinkerton Men Fire On ar Party of
Boys and Kill a Spectator.

Jersey City, X. J., Jan. 20.—At 5
o'clock this afternoon while a party of boys
were playing in an open lot adjoining the
yards of the Delaware, Lackawanna &
Western Railway company, a fracas oc-
curred between the boys and Pinkerton's
men. Thomas Hogan, 10 years old, a
looker-on, was shot and killed by one of
Pinkerton's men. The boys were jeering
the Pinkerton men who were stationed in
the company's yards to protect property.
Occasionally they rained a shower of snow-
balls and other missiles upon the men hear
by. A crowd of strikers and their
sympathizers were assembled, and
they lent encouragement to the boys.
At length the leader of the Pinkerton men
stepped forward and ordered the coys to
stop throwing missiles at them. The boys
did not obey and almost immediately three
sharp cracks of a revolver rang out and
Hogan fell dead. The

excitement was intense
and the lookers on fled in every direction.
The leader of the strikers, as soon as he
could get his men together ordered them
back to their headquarters. In anticipa-
tion of attack, the Pinkerton men were at
once drawn up in battle array. The Jersey
City police reserve stationed at the yards
hurried to the scene. An ambulance was
summoned and the body of the dead boy
was removed to the morgue. Hogan was
not one of the party of boys throw-
ing missiles at the men, but
stood on the opposite side
of the street, and Inspector Lunge immedi-
ately collected a number of witnesses of
the shooting and marched the Pinkerton
men out in line. He then ordered the wit-
nesses to identify the men who shot. They
at once selected Patrick Sheeny, Daniel
Caliill and Samuel A. Xeff from the line
and identified them as the

THREE MEN WHO fired
at the boys. The inspector examined their
revolvers and found every chamber loaded.
The men were taken to police headquarters
and held. About 9 o'clock to-night the
police arrested Murphy Molarity, one of
Pinkerton's men, as another of the
shooters. One of his eyes was horribly
discolored and swollen where lie had been
struck with a snowball. Another of Pink-
erton's men had a tooth knocked out by a
snowball. The ball that struck Hogan
pierced his brain directly above the right
eye.

A IIOHIMBLEAFFAIR.

A Woman Kills Three of Her Chil-
dren, Mortally Wounds Tiro Oth- j

ers and Commits Suicide. *
Cleveland, O., Jan. 20.—A horrible

murder was committed here this morning
between 7 and S o'clock. James Calbalek
is a well-to-do carpenter living on Inde-
pendence street, near the city limits. He
has had employment all winter, and his
oldest son has worked with him. This
morning lie and his son went to work
shortly before 7 o'clock. The mother,
Antoinette, had been out of temper at the
breakfast table, and had refused to talk
with her husband. Directly after break-
fast she sent Henry, her 15-year-old son,
to a grocery near by and still another son
to a milk depot. When they returned they
could not get into the house. Going into
the back yard they saw James, 13 years
old, in the water closet bleeding from
sixteen wounds in his left side. They
hastened away and called their oldest
brother who had gone off with the father,
and returning the three boys forced an en-
trance to the house. They discovered Tony,
an 8-Year-old girl, bleeding from a dozen
cuts in her left side. On the floor near by j
were Mamie, 5 years old, Antoinette, 3
years old, and Willie, three months old, all
dead from dreadful stabs near the heart. I
Abloody pair of shears told the story. A
hunt was made for the mother. She was
found in the cellar, hanging from a rafter, :
dead. She had killed her three children, j
mortally injured two others and had then j
suicided. The two children who were still j
alive were removed to a neighbor's house,
but they will die. Xo cause for the terrible

deed is given. The husband does not think
that his wife was insane.

The two injured children, James and
Antoinette, were removed to the city hos-
pital where the doctors say that they will
surely die. Each was stabbed thirteen
times. The shears were nine inches long.
The bodies of the three dead children and
that of the mother were removed to the
morgue. Xo inquest will be held. The
coroner and doctors believe the woman
was crazy. Cabalet was a drunken fellow,
although lie worked, and with his son
earned $75 a month.

Atrocious Murders.
Santa Fe, X. M., Jan. 20.—The report

that Jack McLane and Fred Aberdeen had
been murdered at a farmer's ranch near
Hudson, in Grant county, was confirmed
to-day. A neighbor going to the ranch
found McLane lying dead on the ground
near the house with three bullet holes in
his body. Just inside the house Aberdeen's
corpse was found on the floor. He had a
bullet hole In his head from which blood
and brains had oozed. The bodies of both
men had been stripped of all valuables, in-
cluding clothing, boots and weapons. The
murderers had also ransacked the house,
carrying offeverything of value. After

i completing their work the thieves stole a
I horse owned by McLane, and then went to
i Indian Springs, where they gathered in six
mote horses belonging to Mr. Dane. The
excitement caused by the affair is intense
all through Grant county. The perpetra-
tors of the outrage are believed to be a part
of the same gang of Mexican thieves and
robbers who were concerned m the killing
of Deputy Sheriff Hall some time ago, and
if they are caught they will certainly be
lynched.

A Procurer Convicted.
Xew York, Jan, 20.—The trial of

Astrologer De Leon, charged with kidnap-
ing girls and sending them to Panama to
be forced into lives of shame, was con-
tinued to-day. Further inculpating evi-
dence was heard. Then the defense sought
to impeach the testimony' of Reporter Bon-
sall, who yesterday testified to hav-
ing secured De Leon's confidence
and secrets. The witness was
Anna Johnson. the author of
"The Astrology of the Bible." and a friend
of De Leon. She declared that Bonsall
tried to get her to swear that she was one
of De Leon's victims, threatening that if
she did not do so lie would have her sent to
jail. The jury returned a verdict ofguilty.
The maximum penalty is fifteen years' im
prisonment.

ROLLING SULIj ACCIDENT.

The Bursting of a Wheel Kills
One Man and Injures Others.

Chicago, Jan. 20.—An accident ac-

companied with loss of lifeoccurred at the
South Chicago rolling mills this morning.
The dead man is Charles Weislogle and the

j badly burned are Peter Lungt, John
Wright. Jacob Scheppard, Thomas Hall,
and Thomas Davitt. The rail mill is about
twenty yards from the main works, and it
was in the former that the catastrophe oc-
curred. Kails were being turned out at the
time, and the engine was running at a high
rate of speed. Weislogle, the engineer.
was standing in front of the fly
wheel, and the others were close
beside him, when, without warning, the
belt flew off the fly wheel. The wheel
turned on the axle at a terrific rate. The

j men endeavored to escape, but
i before they could do so the mam-
j moth wheel broke into fragments.

| Then an explosion followed. The missies
j flew in all directions and frightfully

I mutilated the occupants of the room. A
i chunk of iron weighing at least S00 pounds

was found in the engine room. The engine
ran away, so to speak, and within two
minutes the place was wrecked. The
other employes on hearing the detonation
rushed to the rail factory, ami on entering
the room found the place to be
virtually a slaughter house. The engine
was still running, but the lever was turned
back and it soon stopped. Weislogle was
breathing his last when found. He leaves
a wife and live children in poor
circumstances. Wright had both legs
broken and may not live. Hall
was badly burned by molten
metal about the face and body. Davitt and
Sheppard are not dangerously hurt. Phy-
sicians were at once sent for, and did every-
thing possible to alleviate the sufferings of
the unfortunates. The body of the en-
gineer was taken to the morgue, and the
burned to the hospital. The damage is
placed at $20,000.

Burned to Death.
St. Louis, Jan. 20.—Two women

were burned to death in their homes in the
backwoods region of St. Louis county last
week, without exciting more than a casual
reference from the indifferent people of the
locality where the unfortunate victims
dwelt, and the facts of the casualties have
only just been learned. One victim was
the wife of an old trapper named Castener,
who lived in the Creve Coeur bottoms.
The family Saturday left her alone in the
house, and while they were gone the house
caught fire. Mrs. Castener was a helpless
paralytic, and when the family returned
they found the house in ashes and the poor
woman's body burned to a crisp. The
other victim was a colored girl, tiie daugh-
ter of Johnson Clarborne, who with his
wife and six children, occupied a hut near
Eureka. All of the family slept in a single
room on the ground floor except the unfort-
unate girl, who occupied a room in the loft.
the only entrance to which was through a
trap door in the floor. On Saturday night
the house caught fire, and before she could
make her escape the entire structure was in
flames. Nothing was found of her remains
but a few chaired pieces of flesh and bones.

A DYNAMITE EXPLOSION.
It Wrecks a Train and Imperils

the Live!* of Those on Board.
Pittsburg, Pa., Jan. 19.— baggage

car attached to the New York limited ex-
press, which arrived in this city at 10:80
o'clock last night, was almost blown to
pieces by dynamite or some other terrible
explosive, a few miles east of Altoona,
Pa. Baggagemaster Harry Mingus, who
was in the car at the time, was pretty
badly hurt. A trunk was put on the
train at Duncannon, near Hairisburg,
and was checked through to Pittsburg.
Mingus was arranging the trunks in the
car. Ho picked up a small ordinary trunk
and threw it on top of some other baggage.
An explosion followed which lifted the top
off the car as though it was made of paper,
and scattered fragments in all directions.
The shock was terrible and startled the
engineer and trainmen. It also attracted
the attention of the passengers, and when
it was found that the baggage car had been
almost blown to pieces the greatest excite-
ment prevailed. The train was stopped
and the baggage transferred to another car.
Mingus was quite seriously in-
jured, but will recover. A brake-
man, who was in the car at the
time, escaped by being thrown behind a
stack of trunks. The damaged car was
side-tracked and the train then proceeded
on its way. The Pennsylvania railroad
officials are determined to sift the matter to
the bottom. The owner of the trunk was
arrested when he presented his check for
his trunk at the baggage room this morning.
