DIED IN THE WOODS.
Arthur Johnson's Friends Suspect

Foul Play.

The body of Arthur Johnson was received
at Vail it Johnson's morgue this morning.
Mr. Johns n was a sealer of logs in the em-
ploy of Neal & Co., near Grand Rapids and
last Sunday was found in the woods dead,
it was supposed he had frozen
to death, but the appearance
of the body, ami its position when found was
not such as to warrant the supposition. Mr.
Johnson was born in Minneapolis and has
many relatives and friends living here. His
wife is the daughter of Mr. Hanscombe. a
well-known farmer living on the Chicago
avenue road. On viewing the remains, Mr.
Hanscombe'S suspicions were aroused and he
had Coroner Rill notiiie!J> The coroner de- j
cided to hold an examination this morning. I
The body, as seen yesterday, was still frozen
.-tilland the position was the same as when
found. The right arm is drawn up and the
list closed as if ready to strike some one.
The knuckle of the third finger of the right
hand is skinned and the left hand is drawn to
the side near the heart. On the face, begin-
ning at the rigiit angle of the chin and ex-
tending across tho lower part of the cheek
aud the nose

A BHOAD WELT,
is plainly visible. The nose is flattened . to-
ward the left cheek, and the mark looks as
though it might have been made by a blow
from a round stick about an inch thick. The
skin is uot broken on the face and th -re are
no other indications of violence on the body, j
No particulars concerning the finding of the
body have been received, except that the man
was lyingon his back when found, with the
feet drawn up, so as to make quite an angle
at the knees. It may be that death ensued
from freezing only, but the mark on the face
and the position of the body when found in-
dicate that the man had been knocked sense-
less and fnezen to death before recovering.
Mr. Johnson leaves a wife and two children.
Arrangements for the funeral have not been
completed.

Judge
Young's room was thronged with persons who
had been arrested by deputy sheriffs, and the
lawyers present were kept busy making out
bonds for the hapless ones. It was thought
when the grand jury met in December that
enough '-reform" had been accomplished, and
the idea was freely expressed that the gentle-
men composing tho grand jury completely
exhausted their courage, but recent develop-
ments show that they are determined to per-
severe and still the "good work" goes on.
The principal witness in all the cases thus far
has been one William J.Murray. Just who
ho is no one appears tonnow, except the men
who employed bim lo do their work. His
name does not appear in the directory, aud
perhaps it is just as well for him that it does
not.

While the grand jury was in session

there was handed to them a lot of pamphlets
bearing the name ofTranscript. The reading
matter was devoted to attacks on Mayor
Ames, and the few persons who have
seen the little sheet have no hesitation in
saying that the "truly good Deacon Net-
tleton" wrote nearly all the matter. Be this
as it may, when court convened yesterday
morning the room was nearly full of saloon-
keepers and lodging-house keepers, all look-
ing anxious and wondering what it all meant.They were soon enlightened, for one after
another they were called up to plead to the
charges against them. The majority of the
men present had been arrested for selling
liquoron Sunday, and ifJudge Voting keeps
his word and gives them the full penalty of
the law, as he said he would when they were
up before, they had good reason to look anx-
ious, for the sentence will be five days in the
county jail.

Wonders of El metric
The lecture of Vernon Bell before the Me-

chanics' institute on electrical generators,
last evening, was not. largely attended, but
was interesting in 'the extreme. The speaker

; gave a complete and detailed account of the
discovery and perfection of galvanic bat-
teries and generators, and by illustrations
made his theory clearly apparent to his audi-
ence. Every molecule, he said, was a nat-
ural magnet and was always in motion, in
order to show this clearly to the audience.
Mr. Bell produced a glass tube, filled with
iron filings, and a piece of common gas pipe.
By tapping lightlyon the gas pipe with a
small hammer, he changed the positive and
negative currents at will, and by tapping it
inthecentei* set the molecules at rest, mak-
ing the pipe perfectly neutral. The influ-
ence of the earth's magnetism was illustrated
with the glass tube filled with coarse iron
filings. This he presented to the needle, and
it refused to move. Taking the tube by one
end, and pointing the other end toward the
north pole, he set the molecules in motion by
a sligh* tap of a pencil. Then the tube was
presented to the needle, which was attracted
or repelled, according to the manner in
which the tube was held. A number of ques-
tions touching upon electricity and magnet-
ism were answered by Mr. Bell.

CURRENT COMMENT.
It is said the bill amending the city charterby constituting the board of publicworks has

been drawn and placed in the hands of a
member of the Hennepin delegation. Iftrue,
this is a singular and summary method of
procedure. It will be represented to the leg-v
islature that the bill comes from the council
of Minneapolis, bearing its indorsement, and
nothing is further from the truth. Outside
of the committee on legislation, there is no
member of the council that is familiar with
the provisions of the bill, which is the work
of a few men who propose to ride it through
the state congress before any one shall be the
wiser. Aid. Johnson made a report from the
committee, but itwas simply an oral one, in
which he told, in his not particularly lucid
style, some of the points on which the com-
mittee had. agreed. For instance, he went
along something like this: "We thought the
board had better consist of two Democrats
and two Republicans to be named in the bill."
Some one suggested that perhaps the bill
should read that not more than two members
should belong to any one political party, to
which Johnson responded: "Yes, we might
make it that way." Now who knows and
who decided which way it should read? With
such proceeding it is small wonder the people
should arise, regardless of party, to protest.

There is one provision of the bill, as pro-
posed, that would make a donkey smile. It
did make every member of the council smile
when he heard it, and yet none objected, pos-
sibly because he expected a chance at tbebill
itself. This provision is that the four mem-
bers of the board shall elect the cityengineer,
who shall east the deciding vote in case of a
tie. This makes the engineer, who is the
creature of the board, really its master. It
was humorously suggested that in case the
board should be a tie on the question whether
or not to re-elect the engineer, that that offi-
cial, with the deciding vote, need not hesitatelong how to cast it. But the sweeping objec-
tion to the bill is that it makes very radical
changes which have not been canvassed, are
not thoroughly understood, and are the work !
of a few men.

Another well-rooted objection is found in
the proposition to put these new schemes
into immediate operation. Every man
clothed with power fora limited time, by the
voice of the people, should, at the end of his
term, return that power unimpaired to those
who gave it. So far as he is concerned, the
power should neither be decreased or in-
creased while in his possession. The people,
forinstance, clothed the mayor with certain !
powers aud responsibilities. The proposed I
police commission will rob him of some of |
those powers and he cannc J*, at the end of his
term, return to the people -the full power
they gave him. Those who vote to deprive
him of this power really deprive the people
of the power, taking out of their hands rights
and privileges which now belong to them. .

The police commission idea has some few
friends— not many, however. Its origin is a
little amusing. Col. C. W. Johnson; Deacon
A. B. JNeu'cion and a few others decided to
spring it. which they did. uuder the guise of
a non-partisan meeting at the West hotel. It
was about as non-partisan as all of the other
political acts of those gentlemen: or about as;
non-partisan as that delectable little sheet
known as the Transcript. After the idea was'
hatched, it was sprung as -new matter upon
the board of trade, which venerable organiza-
tion took it up and prepared a bill. Judge
Fish drew the bill, but did it in his official ca-
pacity only. ,-\u25a0 He does not favor it in its pres-
ent shape, and who that will read it cuiefully

I could? This bill must not be confounded with
that introduced in the legislature by E. F.

| Comstock. Who drew the Comstock bill will

be developed later, ] but it is quite as objec-
tionable. - ' .

WAS BEATEN SEVEN VOTES.
The Official Record of Goschen's De-

feat at Liverpool.

Parliament's Opening—The Queen's
Speech —Churchill's Defense.

Liverpool, Jan. 27.— official count
of the vote in yesterday's parliamentary
election iv the Exchange division of Liver-
pool shows that Mr. Goschen, chancellor
of the exchequer, was defeated by just
seven votes. The vole was as follows:
Xevill, (Gladstonite) 3,217; Goschen, 3,210.

PARLIAMENT OPENED.

The Queen's Speech to "my Lords
and Cientleuteu"->Scencs and Inci-
dents.

Loxdox. Jan. 27.— Parliament was
opened to-day. Following is the queen's
speech:

My Lords and Gentlemen: My relations
with all foreign powers are friendly. Affairs
in Southeastern Europe are still unsettled,
but Ido not apprehend that any disturbance
of the European peace will result from the
unadjusted controversies which have arisen
in that region. While deploring the events
which compelled Prince Alexander to ie tire
from the Bulgarian throne, Ihave not judged
it expedient to interfere in the proceedings
for the election of his successor until they
reach a stage at which my assent is required
by the Berlin treaty. The task undertaken
by my government in Egypt has not yet been
accomplished, but a substantial advance has
been made towards an assurance of external
and internal tranquility. Operations in
Burmah have been conducted with bravery
and skill for the purpose of extirpating the
brigandage which has grown during recent
years of misgovernment.

THE BANDS OF MARAUDERS
bywhom upper Burmah has long been in-
fested have been dispersed, many of the lead-
ers have laid down their arms.and Ientertain
a confident hope that the general pacification
of the country will be effected during the
present season. Commercial treaties have
been concluded with Greece and Roumania.
Gentlemen of the house of commons, esti-
mates will be submitted to you framed with
careful regard to economy and the efficiency
of the public service. My lords and gentle-
men, the condition of Ireland still requires
your anxious attention. Grave crimes in
that country have happily been rarer in the
last few months than during the similar t
period of the preceding year, but the rela-
tions between the owners and occupiers of
the land, which in the early autumn exhib-
ited signs of improvement, have since been
seriously disturbed in some districts by or-
ganized attempts to incite the better class to
combine against the fulfilment of their legal
obligations. The efforts of the government to
cope with this evil have been seriously
impeded by the difficulties incident to the
method at present prescribed by the statute
for dealing with such offenses. Your early
attention will be called to proposals for the
reform of legal procedure, which seem nec-
essary to receive prompt and efficient admin-
istration of the criminal law. Since Ilast ad-
dressed you the commissioners directed to
inquire into certain subjects ofgreat import-
ance to the

MATERIAL WELFARE OF IRELAND
have been actively prosecuting their labors.
The report of the commission ou the opera-
tion of the recent acts dealing with the ten-
ure and purchase of land will shortly be laid
before you, and will doubtless receive from
you the early and careful attention which
the serious importance of the subjects de-
mand. Bills for the improvement of local
government in England and Scotland will be
laid before you. Should the circumstances
render it possible they will be followed by a
measure dealing with the same subject
in Ireland. A bill for improving and cheap-
ening the process of private bill legislation
for England, Scotland and Ireland will be
submitted. You will be asked to consider
measures having for their object the removal
of hindrances which exist to the cheap and
rapid transfer of land, to facilitate the pro-
vision of allotments for small householders,
and to provide for the steadier sale ot glebe
lands. The commission which I issued in 1885
to inquire into the lamentable depression
under which trade and agriculture have been
sufferimr for many years, have presented a
valuable report which, with important evi-
dence collected, will be laid before you. A
bill of altering the mode of laying tithes in
England and Wales will be submitted. With
regard to Scotland you will be asked to con-
sider measures for the reform of the univer-
sities, for completing the recent legislation as
to the powers of the secretary of Scotland and I
for amending the procedure of. the criminal !
courts. Measures dealing with the regula- j
tion of railway rates and preventing the
fraudulent use of merchandise marks will be
brought under your consideration. In the
performance of these and all your '„\u25a0 momen-
tous duties, Iearnestly pray that the blessing j
of Almighty God may attend your labors.

As early as 8 o'clock this morning members
began to arrive in the house of \u25a0 commons so
as to

SECURE GOOD SEATS.
The first to make his appearance was Mr.

Selwyn, Conservative member forCambridge-
shire. The scenes at the opening of parlia-
ment to-day were duller than those which
usually attend this event. The crowds about
the buildings showed little, if any, enthusi-
asm and the members were evidently uncer-
tain as regards the future. Lord Randolph ,
Churchill, when he flrst entered the house of
commons, tried to take the coveted seat
below the gangway which he formerly occu-
pied. He found though that he had been
forestalled \u25a0by Right Hon. Henry Chaplin,
whose hat was on the seat. Lord Randolph
lifted the hat, examined it critically, read
Mr. Chaplin's : card for a full minute, then
smiled and took a back seat. It is notorious
that a feud exists between Lord Randolph
and Mr. Chaplin. The speech from the j
throne excited: but little interest. The
weather. was damp and foggy. * .

THE PARXEI.I.ITES, \u25a0 :.*
after the reading ofthe queen's speech, held !
a conference and discussed the advisability
of offering an amendment to the address in
reply to it. They adjourned without com-
ing to a conelus.on.; \V. "_ H. Smith, :jjfirst !
lord of the \u25a0 treasury, gave . notice , in the I
house ofcommons of the government's in-
tention to introduce measures for" the re- 1

form of the rules of parliamentary proced-
ure, and said he would ask facilities for
giving precedence to the consideration of
the measures so that they be at once dis-
cussed from day today. Mr. Gladstone
reched the house at 4:30 o'clock. He was
greeted with great enthusiasm by the people
on the way from his residence. Mr. Par-
nell entered the house and reached his seat

'.unobserved.' The Marquis of Salisbury re-
ferred to.the death of Lord lddesleigh in
the house of lords this evening. He said:

His death left on my mind an impression
which can never be effaced. It has brought
home to me keenly the

TRUTH OF THE REFLECTION
of what shadows we pursue. He was prob-
ably more beloved than any statesman of our
time. His gentle temper, unfailing courtesy
and spirit of cheerfulness made him uni-
versally appreciated. ;"

Lord Granville followed Lord Salisbury.
He referred to the arduous labors performed
by Lord lddesleigh while a member of the
house of commons and his great service to
the state. The earl then moved the address
in reply to the speech from the throne. Mr.
Smith said that discussion of the procedure
measures would be subject only to such in-
terruptions as might be necessary for the
conduct of urgent business. Lord Ran-
dolph Churchill entered upon an explana-
tion of the reasons which led him to resign
the chancellorship ofthe exchequer. Hesaid
lie retired because the government's naval
and military estimates exceeded £11.000.000
without counting the large supplementary
estimates. He insisted on having these es-
timates reduced, but his colleagues refused
to cut them down, "although," added Lord
Randolph, "I had been urging economy
ever since August," Lord Randolph then
referred to the government's foreign policy
and declared amid loud opposition cheers:
"Ialso objected to the government's policy
of needless interference in the affairs ofother
nations." Continuing, Lord Randolph said
he wrote to Lord Salisbury complaining of
the excessive estimates. The premier
answered that he deemed the estimates
moderate, and referred to the danger of
war and the necessity ot protecting the
coaling stations of the empire. In conclu-
sion, Lord Randolph, whose speech of ex-
planation lasted forty minutes, quoted from
his last letter to Lord Salisbury the state-
ment that he left the cabinet with regret,
but without misgiving or hesitation.

LORD KAXDOLPII CHURCHILL
dwelt upon the statement that he resigned
because lie was unable to acquiesce in the
government's army and navy estimates on
account of their extravagance, from his
point ot view, having pledged himself to a
policy of retrenchment and economy. He
was convinced, lie said," that such a policy
could be safely carried out. Therefore he
could not, he felt, retain a place in the
government when he found his colleagues
refused to try to retrench.. The policy of this country, he said, should
be peaceful everywhere. [Cheers.! The
government's estimates were too great for a
time of peace. It has been said that I re-
signed in haste. The fact is there were diffi-
culties between myself and my colleagues in
the cabinet almost from the beginning of the
present government. [Cheers and laughter. [
As I did not desire to remain
wrangling in the cabinet, I asked
to be allowed to retire, unless the
government expenses were reduced within
absolute peace limits. .The Marquis of Salis-
bury wrote in response to my request, de-
fending the estimates in face of possible war,
as he said. There was no course left open for
me but to write my resignation, stating that
Ideclined to be a party in the game forhigh
aud desperate stakes the other nations were
playing for, and 1 have seen no reason since
to regret the step I took. [Cheers.]

Mr. Gladstone applauded what he called
Lord Randolph Churchill's sacrifices in be-
half of a sound economic policy and the
judicious mode in which he proposed to ap-
ply the principles he advocated.

The debate on the queen's speech in-
cluded a criticism by Mr. Gladstone, de-
livered with the aged orator's usual fireand
force, and a defense by W. 11. Smith, the
present government leader in the house of
commons.

Cairo, Jan. -Henry M. Stanley, the

explorer, is here.

Chicago Meetings.
Chicago, Jan. 27.— freight agents of

the lowa, Minnesota and Dakota roads met
to-day with a view of establishing differential
lumber rates to points throughout their ter-
ritory, but adjourned without taking any
action. An intimation was received that the
general managers would hold a meeting at an
early date to consider the interstate com-
merce law and fix uniform rates under the
bill, which would make it time
wasted to go on with the present work.
At a meeting of the ticket agents aud
rate clerks of roads between Buffalo and Chi-
cago and St. Louis, held here to-day, it was
agreed to abrogate all second-class rates west
of the state of Ohio. That state is exempted
because of the large traffic of the Lake Shore
road in carrying sailors to and from ports,
and because of the local competition from
Cincinnati to St. Louis. To-day at an ad-
journed meeting of the freight agents of the
Western roads the Burlington&Northern sub-
mitted a list of shippers' passes issued since
Jan. 1. The Minneapolis & St. Louis also
promised to do the same. This leaves only
the Minnesota & Northwestern outside the
agreement, and the officials say its capacity
to disturb rates is limited, and that it can
do but little damage. Messrs. Faithorn,
Midgley and Carman, the board of control,
were instructed to construe the rgreement
and settle any disputes that may arise.

Manager Hart,
of the local team, has signed
James McDonald, of San Francisco, as
right fielder and change catcher, Joseph
Stauss, of last year's Brooklyns and Louis-
villes to catch, Tom Morrissey (an old-time
Milwaukee favorite) to play first base and
pitch, and Leach Maskrey, of last year's
Louisvilles, to cover left field. He also
writes that he is trying to sign Donahue, of
the Haverlys, to play third base, and Sweeney,
of the same team, who is a fine player. He
is also after Peter Meegan, of last season's
Pittsburgs.

Miss Van Zand t Again.
Philadelphia, Jan. 27.—Daniel Dougherty

has received a letter from Mrs. Van Zandt,
the mother of Miss Nina Van Zandt, of Chi-
cago, asking him to act as counsel for the
anarchists before the supreme court. He
declined to lend his services in the matter.
Mrs, Van Zandt arrived in this city Tuesday
eveuing and started for New Yorkyesterday
to make arrangements to take her daughter
to Paris next week. She also expected to
confer with Grand Master Workman Powder-
ly, and, ifpossible, get him to issue an order
rescinding his former one, which forbade the
Knights of Labor to aid financially in the de-
fense of the doomed men.

Ducey accompanied the body to perform the
last absolution at the grave.

with the approval of the Catholic church,
with the object of collecting a fund for the
relief of creditors of the late Archbishop
Pureed.
