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THE LEGISLATIVE ROW.

When Gov. McGirn and his associates
stood up in the opera house Sunday night
and charged the Republican legislature
with being a gang of boodlers, the GLoBE
said it was going to raise a riot in the Re-
publican eamp. And, sure enough, it did.
1t was pretty cold weather out doors vester-
day morning, but, for all that, the tempera-
ture was warm enough inside the legislative
halls. When the members gathered to
their seats in the early forenoon it was ap-
parent they were hot, and the atmosp here
grew to a white heat before the thing
was over. Representative RoGERS arose
and presented his resolution direct-
ing an investization, and then proceeded
to give the governor the most effective
drubbing a poor fellow ever got. Having
belabored the governor until he was in
black and blue spots, Mr. RocGgers .then
directed his attention to the attorney gen-
eral and wiped the earth with him for
awhile. It was very cleverly done, Mr.
RoGers, and you did not hit a blow amiss.
When the governor of a state so far forgets
his station and becomes so- unmindful of
the dignity which attaches to his office, as
to become a member of a lobby engaged in
an attempt to- influence legislation, he de-
serves a reprimand of the severest char-
acter. And it is- all the more gratifyiug to
find that some one prominent in his own
political - “household - has the manly
independence to give it to  him.
Governors have been impeached and
removed from oftice for less offenses than
ihe one Gov. McGiLL has been guilty of.
Not satisfied with converting himself into a
lobbyist, Le descended still further from his
high station by reviling a co-ordinate branch
of the government and heaping calumny
apon it, by charging the members of the
legislative departmwent with being corrupt-
fonists and bribe tokers. 1t was tolerably

strong ianguage that Senator WARrD used
when he denominated the men who had
preferred  the charge  of  corruption

against the legislature as ‘‘blackguards.
detamers and liars,” but it was severe pro-
vocation that the senator had for saying it.
When an honest legislator is to have his
reputation assaiied by a gang of politicians
forexpressing his convietions and for exer-
cising his individual judgment on a measure
of publie interest, it is time that a halt was
calied. It is therefore all the more gratify-
ing to observe that the members of the Min-
nesota legislature have the spirit to resent
the offensive conduct of the executive de-
partment toward then.
A SNAPY GAME.

If it had been the desire of the advocates
of high license to have had a fair expres-
sien from the chamber of commerce on
that subjuet the proper thing would have
been to have brought it up when there was
a full attendance of the members and at a
time when they were expecting it. In-
stead of that it was sprung at the tail end
of a long morning session when more than
one-half of the directors were absent and
ecarcely any of the members outside
of the directory were present. Con-
sequently, the resoluticn adopted yes-
terday is in  no sense expressive
of the sentiment of that body, norisit en-
titled to respect as an authoritative ex-
pression of the business sentiment of this
city. The Grose has no quarrel with
those who advocate high license, but it
does condemn the underhand practices that
some of its advocates are resorting to in
order to manufacture a fictitious public
sentiment in its favor. If high license is
carried on a fair,square deal, that is all right,
but if it is to be whipped through by un-
manly arts, then we propose to expose the
crookedness of the methods.

] anti-monopoly forces until finally they are
equalized. It is well worth remembering
that with each transfer thereis a weakening
process, and that when the two are at last
brought upon a common plane there has
been such a general toning down of their
respective views and opinions that a most
wholesome conservatism will be the result.
The original virus will all have disappeared
and the conditions will be perfectly harm-
less. How would it do for the legislature
to utilize this new discovery in science by
setting apart a day for bringing HiLr and
DoxNELLY together and applying the mag-
netic pnmp? After a whole day’s applica-
tion of the contrivance it might be possible
to get them to acree upon a budget of rail-
road legislation that would be so fair and
so just to all interests that the railway laws
would nee d no future tinkering.

VEXATIOUS DELAY.

A marked feature of the injustice done
the people of Dakota through the senate’s
delay in confirming Gov. CHURCH is in the
confusion and hindrance it brings to the
legal business which as judge Gov. CHURCHT
must pass upon. Without any guarantiee
that, should he bring a case to trial, he will
be able to ecnclude it, delay is inevitable.
Thus the people of an entire judicial dis-
trict who may be seeking the law’s relief
are compelled to submit to galling annoy-
ance in order that the schemes of a few
ambitious politicians may be furthered, for
it is now pretty well understood that the
delay has been brought about at their in-
stance, that they may have time to endeavor
to persuade Gov. P1Erce to make the ap-
pointments which rightfully belong to
Gov. CuurcH. 1f there ever was a more
pronounced and disgraceful scramble tor
office, a more humiliating effort to
hang on to the flesh pots of Israel, the
annals of Dakota at least do not record it.
It is high time for the Republicans to stop
talking about the army of Demcratic office-
seekers besieging Washington, when in one

such a marked exhibition of the very vice
which they pretend to inveigh
And ail for a few paltry offices
the ageregate are hardly worth the strife
and contention now being made over each
one of them. Gov. PIERCE does wisely in
fleeing from the scene. He is but huinan,
and the pressure that is being brought to
bear on him is well nigh intolerable.

GOING TOO FAR.

While the New York newspapers have
done excellent service in bringing the
boodle aldermen to trial, and their efforts
in this respeect are deéserving publie recog-
nition, still there is danger of their stepping
beyond the bounds of propriety and of coii-
verting a publie prosecution into a persecu-
tion. When they secured the arrest and in-
dictment of the boodlers the newspaper
work was done. It is therefore with regret
that we observe a tendency on the part of
some of them to prejudice the juries against
the arraigned aldermen. When a man is
placed on trial he should have a fair show.
That is a principle of magna charta which
has been incorporated in our American
institutions. During the pendency of the
trial of a causein court the press should be
silent respecting it. In fact, it is a duty
the courts owe to the prisoners that they be
protected from newspaper criticism. The
theory of our judicial polity is that a man
is presumed to be innocent until he is
proven guilty. These reflections are sug-
gested by recent eriticisms in the World and
Herald concerning Alderman O’NEIr, who
has been indicted. It is the duty of every
good citizen to aid in bringing a eriminal to
trial, but when once placed on trial he
should be tried by a jury and not by the
newspapers.

WHEN a trioof Chinese gamblers is found
to possess £17,000 in their clothing, as was
found in the case of a raid on a Brooklyn
gambling house, the white gamblers of the
country might reasonably be expected to de-
mand the enforcement of the law designed 10
prevent the importation of Chinese cheap

The Oil Inspector.
To the Editor of the Globe.

There is an effort on the part of some of
the members of the legislature to aboli 81 the
office of oil inspector. It will be readily un-
ders @.,d that I have no more interest in this
mutter than any other citizen in the state,
but aliow me 1o express the hope that the bill
may fail to pass. Before the creation of the
office explosions and conflagrations were of
frequent occurrence, but as soon as Mr.
Hoffman, thefirst inspector, entered upon his
duties. these accidents became very rare in-
deed. He was succeeded by Capt. H. A.
Castle, who proved himself an efficient in-
spector, and for some years I have not heard
of a lamp explosion. Ordinary regard for
the saiety of those who are compelled to use
oil demands an oil inspector. As to his com-
pensartion, fees or salary, the legislature is
abuun dantly able to decide, bLut let us not be
deprived of our only safeguard against im-
pure oil. The Standard Oil company is a re-
liable corporation and would not willingly
impose an inferior article upon our people,
but that the officers of the company are liable
to mistakes as well as others is shown in the
faet that over one hundred barrels were re-
Jjected during the adwministration of Capt.
Castle. The country and the swmall towns
where they have no gas is more deeply In-
terested in this matter than the cities, and the
members of the legislature represeating this
class of persons would do well to stop and
consider before they vote to abolish the
oflice of oil inspector.

this legislature on the question of high
license, and that his excellency, the governor,
WHaS £0NZ 1o preside, I thought it was all &
huge joke. In all my life I never saw an in-
stance of the governor of the state presiding
over a meeting to influence the legislature of
the state, aud over s mseting, too, that in-
sinuated that the members of this legislature
would take bribes aud boodlle. and were to be
compared 10 the boodle alderman of New
York. (Vide remarks of Biethen). Execu-
tive officers have been impeached before now
tor Jess than this. I am sorry that his excel-
lency got down so low as to preside over such
a poiitical body, and on the Sabbath day,
which ought to have been given up to holy
devotion und rest. I regret that the governor,
for he is my friend and a Republicean, con-
sented to preside over such a meeting, and
take part with a
SET OF BLACKGUARDS,

as  their speeches made at that meet-
ing imply, if they are  rightly
quoted, and any man who  dares

to insinuate that I would accept a bribe or
“boodie.”” Thurl it back at him. He is a
scoundrel and a liar. [Thae speaker's eyes
flashed anger, and his voice was hoarse with
indignation as he uttered these words.] When
the government was instituted it was divided
into three distinct branches—the executive,
legislutive and judiciary. It is not the right
nor the privileze of the executive of this
state to interfere with or attempt 1o influence
this legislature. T am sorry the governor so
far foreot himself, that's ail. Mr. Presicent,
1 would not teel mvself called upon to speak
as I have done, but my honor and mv reputa-
tion is at stauke, both as a senator and as a
citizen.

Senator Comstock. of Clay, took, an-
other view of it, and a ecalmer one. He
said:

1 regret that this resolution has been intro-
duced. We know that loose talk of this kind
is frequently indulred in, and it is unworthiy
of consideration. It cannot be said that the
governor was trying to do anythinz to influ-
ence the lezislature. More feeling has been
worked up over this, 1 think, than is necces-
sury. [The speaker here alluded to the ac-
tion of the house.| The right of the people
to gather and discuss matters of legislation
is unquestioned. I do not see that the gov-
ernor. attorney geoeral or any other gentle-
man in that meeting in any other light than
that of a private :tizen. His election as
governor does not deprive him of the

RIGHTS OF SPEAKING

and doing as a private citizen. If he had ex-
oressed or intimated any charges in an ex-
ecutive communication the case would have
been different. Whatever he has done he has
done as a citizen of the state of Minnesota.
In the other case I would go as far as any
member in rebuking him. He may have been
overzealous in his remarks. We ull know that
when we get up to tulk the tongue does not
always express the calmm thoughts of the
brain, or true feelings of the heart. We, too,
are going a little too far and condemning him
impliedly.

Sepator Ward—When a man has been in-
vested with the powers of an executive
officer, and when he sets forth in an opening
speech that an effort was to be made to infiu-
ence this body to adopt high license, does not
that impiy that a co-ordinate branch of the
government is seeking to unduly infiuence
another?

Senator Comstock—I can see the point, but
I fail to see how the exdcutive has sought to
unduly exert anitiuence over the legislature.
Areun't we going too far? I have been in the
legislature ten years, but there never came
an attempt unaer my nose that savored of
corruption. It is true lobbies have been or-
ganized and their influeace has been right and
legitimate. But aren’t we unduly sensitive?
It may not have been discreet or wise on the
part of the speakers to have made those 1nsin-
uations, but is it of sufficient note for a com-
mittee to be appointed to investigate it? My
constituents at home have a perfect right to
gather in public meetings and eriticise my
actions. Besides, what will the public say of
any report the committee might make? They
will say it is whitewashing. 1 do not say that
I will vote agninst the resolution, but I would
rather have it passed over in dignified silence.

Senator Brown—The people at that meeting
did no more than people who sign petitions.
It was simply to show what was the will of
the public.

Senator Daniels—Mr. Chairman: Since my
name has been mentioued with considerable
freedom. I desire to say that I said nothing
that would impugn this body or uny member
of the legislature, nor do I intend to impugn
any member, for I do unot believe that
money enourh could be brought here to cor-
rupt any member of this body. I don’t think
anythiog was said in that meeting that cast
any insinuation at this legislature, unless it
was what was said by a minister of the gos-
pel, who said that he believed that $10,000
had been raised to influence the members of
this body.

Senator Durant—No individual was named
in thut resolution. 1. too, have been a mem-
ber of the legislature for ten years also, and
never do I remember during those ten years
such a public meeting to have been called nor
heard such imputations east. We must stand
upon our character as public men, and it is
the duty of this senate to purge itself if
those insinuations are true and to vindicate
itself if they are false.

Senator Comstock—In order that we may
act calmly—not to delay the resolution at all,
but simply that it may have calm and caretful
cnsideration, I give notice of debate.

Accordingly the resolution of Mr. Durant
lies over until to-day.

After the question as to whether it should
be an open or a secret caucus, also if only
Republicans were to be admitted, or
members of both parties who would support
high license. had been settled in favor of
excusing all except Republicans and re-
porters, the business of the meeting com-
menced in earnest. Representative Lum,
of Crow Wing, offered a resolution that the
roll be called on a proposition for the
minimum license of $500 for cities having
10,000 inhabitants and over, and $300 for
cities of less population.  Senator
Crandall amended to have the roll called
upon a $1.000 license.

Mr. Rogers—The main argument of gentle-
men who favor stringent liguor laws is that
they opposc prohibition. They say prohibi-
tion does not prohibit. There 1s a great deal
of doubt in my mind whether this question
was made so exclusively a party measure last
fall. I attended several political meetings and
it was not mentioned. So it can't be so bind-
inz. Now as to the point: if prohibition does
not prohibit let us consider the matter fairly,

| it will virtually prohibit. At the last election

1 did not hear
the sum of $1,000 mentioned in the canvass—
in the last legislature $500 was thoucht to be
enough. This Prosser bill—where did it
come from? Why, a legal gentleman in this
city—I don’t know whether he was paid for it
—but he drew up a bill and it was introduced,
and forsooth! we must vote for it or be
recreant to our duty 8s Republicans. T
repel the insinuation. I believe it will
be poor policy, poor party policy, to put a
license upon these people who do not want it,

Representative Mattson—Certain gentlemen
up uat the Grand opera house have seen fit 10
cast a slur upon the members of this house.
It is always so on the part of fanatics, politi-
cal, religious, and all other kinds. Such are
devoid of charity, and there is a great deal of
that spirit shown. They assert that the Re-
publican ecandidates ran upon & high license

platform. 1. deny this. It might have
been s0 with some of the ecandidates

DR. SMITH iS LLOADED.

The Reverend NMan Says He Can
Back Up All He Has Said as to
Bribery of Legisiators.

Reyv. Samuel G. Smith was called upon
at his residence last night, and asked by a
GLoBE reporter if he was prepared to pro-
duce proofs in support of his statements
made at the Grand opera house Sunday
night, and particularly in regard to the
charges brought against certain members of
the legislature.

Rogers made a personal defense ot himself in
the legisiature to-day, and in view of that
fact I should think that he would feel great

delicacy in acting as a chairman of the com-
wittee of invegtigation. I think the bill will
pass the legislature, and-I am glad this com-
mittee of investigation has been appointed.
as T think it will result in much good betfore
the labors of the committes are conculded.”

Safeguard for Banks.

The senate practically settied the question
yesterday afternoon as to whether private
banks were to cease doing business under
corporate names when it almost unani-
mously in committee of the whole recom-
mended the passage of Senator Keller's bill.
As soon as the document was read Senator
Welch had a proviso ready to be attached to
it. to prevent its appheation to banks at
present existing.  Mr. Keller had dug him-
self out of the snow on purpose to be present
and fight his bill through, for he expected
some opposition, a great deal of lobbying
having almost bored the buttonholes out of
Irs coat. When he had the bill recom-
mitted to him recently, it was with the un-
derstanding that he should introduce another
bill also, a graded one, to allow banks in
villages of 1,000 inhabitants to incorporate
with $10.000 capital stuek. This has been
done. But to prevent continued opposition
Senator Keller made a strong and very
effective speech in favor of the bill under
consideration. ‘There would be $3,000.000
added to the assessed valuation of the state,
he said. which would bear its proper share
of taxation. He also argued that a proper
safeguard would be thrown around the in-
stitution by the passage of the measure,
which would secure the depositor, and
would prevent unreliable persons from
using a banking name for swindling pur-
poses. Senators Pope and Nelson urged
that the bill be recommended to pass, and
the committee acted accordingly.

For Prohibition.

Senator Goodrich, of Blue Earth City,
introduced a bill for the submission to the
people of a prohibitory constitutional
amendment, to be known, if itis approved,
as section 18 of article 1. It is similar to
the Iowa amendment and reads as tollows:

Section 18. No person shall manufacture
for sale, or keep for sale a3 a beverage, any
intoxicating liquors whatever, includiog ale,
wine and beer. The levislature of the state
of Minnesota shall by law prescribe regula-
tions for the enforcement of the prohibition
heérein contained and shall thereby provide
suitable penaities for the violation of the
provisions hereof.

The votes upon it are to be returned and
canvassed the same as for state officers.
Senator Goodrich savs he introduced the
bill simply to force high license through.

Reform Schoo! Removal.

At a joint meeting of the senate and
house commnittees on state reform school, at
which City Attorney Murray, represent-
ing the institution, was present, it was de-
cided to recommend the removal of the
state reform school whenever it was prac-
ticable. Senator Clark thinks Farmington
would be a good place. The idea of re-
removing the institution is that it is a
hindrance to the development of the
Jand between the two cities, and retards
the tendency of the two cities to com e to-
gether. Incidental to the matter under
discussion. Senator Clark said Duluth
would yet become the Chicago of the North-
west. “*Well.” promptly repiied Mr. Mur-
ray, *if Duluth is to be the Chicago of the
Nortiwest, St. Paul and Minneapolis will
be the New York city.”

Facts and Surmises,

Mr. Rogers appreciates a report of a meet-
ing that is full and accurate. Mr. Kries
wanted to know why he didn’t read the ac-
count of the high license meeting from a Re-
publican paper, and Mr. Rogers responded
that the GLOBE was the only paper that re-
ported the speeches, and he couldn’t get it
i1om any other paper.

Mr. Donnelly keeps on a hot trail after the
railroads ard gives them no time to cateh their
second wind. He introduced a bill yesterday
relative to the issuiny of false, fraudulent
and part paid and unpaid shares of the stock
of raiiroad companies, and providing a pen-

'slty therefor, which was referred to the
comm:ittee on railroads.

The representatives of the forestry and hor-
ticultural societies were to meet with the lez-
islative committee on forestry last night, but
the Republican caucus interfercd with the
meating and no definite conclusion wus
reached. The meeting will be held at an
early date.

The flood of petitions relating to instruction
in public schools, the physiology and hygiene,
with special reference to the effects of stimu-
lants and narcotics on the human system, has
at last borne fruit. Mr. Potter introduced a
bill to that effect yesterday, which went to
the committee on education.

Mr. Mattson presented a petition from citi-
zeus of Becker county—and afterwards intro-
duced a bill—asking Tor an act to detach cer-
tain territory from Becker county and attach
the same to Hubbard county. Referred to the
delegation from the Forty-sixth district.

Mr. Doannelly introduced a bill to establish
a state department of forestry, to provide for
the management of the forests upon the lund
belonging to the state, and to re-forest uew
lands not suitable for cultivation, which was
referred to the committee on forestry.

Senator Keller was caught in a snow drift
on his way home Saturday. The train left
Lere at 5 p. m. and he reached home at 4 a.

Consequently he was not in a
very robust condition to rnight for his bill, he
having been up two nights so as to get back
1o St. Paul to work.

The comwittee on towns and counties re—
ported favorably on the biil to detach the un-
organized county of Itasca from the county
of Crow Wing tor 2il purposes and attach the
same to the county of Aitkin, which was
adopted.

Mr. Rogers declared that the
should iegislate in the interest of the people,
and Mr. Donneily wanted to know whethep
the farmers and laboriig men or the money
lenders are the people.

Paul in correcting a clerical error in a titie to
property, which was read a third time and
passed.

Mr. Freeman introduced a bill to appropri-
ate $2,500 additional to defray the expenses
of the state normal school ai St. Cloud.

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KENOCKED OUT.

The Light=-Weight Champion of
Minnesota Gets Done Up at Bangor,
Me.

BANGOR, Me., Jan. 8l.—Over 1,000 people
guthered in the largest hall in Bangor this
evening and witnessed the biocdicst glove
ygght which ever occurred here. The contest-
ants were Mike Daley, of this city, champion
light-weight of New England, who has
wiipped Marcellus Baker James Mitchell and
Billy Frazier, and James Mehand,
champion light weight ot Minfiédgota. After
the usunl preliminury set-tos, Referee Frank
McNamara introduced the leading attractions.
both men were in gooa form. D ley weighed

32 pounds and Mehan  was slightly heavier.
There had been consgiderable bud blood be-
tween the men and both tell to work in dead
earnest. In the first round Daley
forced the fighting and knocked Mehan
off his feet the first minute. Duley secured a
second knock-dowa a few seoonds later and
the round ended before Mehan could rise. In
the second the Westerner was knocked down
and dazed at the start. He staggered badly
on rising but kept his wind by clever dodging-
At the end of the rouud Mehan bled badly.

The Minnesota
champion cawe to the scratch for the fourth
time, with one eye closed and sightless. He
began to do more execution,and ouce knocked
Daley onto his knees. Mehan now resorted
to clinehing, and kept it
during the rest of the fight.
He fought still more gawmeie during the fifth
bout. but blocd ran in streams from bis
his face, and Daly was working hard at the
other eye. The sixth round was a repetition
of the fifth, with Meban weakening. Daly
opened the seventh by knocking his
opponent  over the ropes. Vigorous
fight-ing followed. Mehan again Lit
thie dust, and was lifted into bis corner with
both eyes elosed. He eame to time for the
eighth bout. but was laid straight at the first
blow t om Daley’s right. He staggered to his
feet, only to be piled up in anotner heap in
the corner. This time he was unable to rise,
and was fairly bathed in blood. Daley was
given the fight. He was as fresh as a daisy
and made a speech, saying that he would
fizht any man in the world of his size. The
crowd bore him from the hail upon their
shoulders. A six-round fizht between Daley
and McCauliffe is announced.

The Public Debr.
WaAsHINGTON, Jan. 31.—It is estimated
that the public debt statement to be issued
to-morrow will show a decrease of about
$9,000.000 on the debt since Jan. 1. The
receipts during January were $28,700,000,
being about $4,000,000 more than the re-
ceipts for the same month of last year.
The expenditures for January, 1887, were
$20,000.000. being $3,000,000 less than the

expenditure for January, 1886.

Interstate Commerce.

WasmiNGToN, Jan. 31.—Attorney Gen-
eral Garland called on the president this
afternoon and returned to him the interstate
cowmerce bill, together with his report
thereon. The measure will probably be
considered at the next regular cabinet meet-
ing to-morrow. The ten days within which
the president can legaily act on the bill will
expire Saturday evening. 1t is not likely
final action will be taken before Thursday,
at the earliest. It is impossible to obtain
authentic information as to the nature of
the attorney general’s views on the bill.
