Miss Nina Van Zandt Unites Her Fortunes

With Anarchist Spies in a Novel
Manner.

The Won!d-Be Groom Furnishes His
Brother Henry With a Curious Legal

Document,

Authorizing Him to Marry the Impa-
tient Girl in the Prisoner's

Name.

The Ceremony Performed by a Jus-
tice Complications That May

Arise.

Chicago. Feb. I.—When Sheriff Mat-

son, about two weeks ago, issued an order
to the officials of the county jailnot to ad-
mit Miss Nina Van Zandt to her lover,
Spies, nor let any other unauthorized peo-
ple in. it was thought that the matter was j
settled, and the couple would have to wait
until Spies was given his liberty, if he j
should get it, before they could be married. j
Miss Van Zandt. however, remembered the ;
sheriff's remark that if she were Spies' wife 'she might be allowed the same privileges .
that were given to the wives of the other Jprisoners. She did not want to submit to I
separation from her lover, and linally de-
termined that

SHE MUST RE MARRIED
to him. The law about marrying by letter or i
by proxy was looked up and Justice Engel- '
hardt, in the town of Jefferson, whose
name figured in the papers during the last i
months of the past year as denouncing the
verdict ofthe anarchist trial, was consulted. I
He gave it as his opinion that a marriage j
by proxy would be binding in law if the
proxy was made out in legal form. He was
commissioned to draw up the form of proxy ;
and spent considerable time in making it j
conform to what he thought was the law in •
the case. The document was njtready \u25a0

until last Friday. Early Saturday Miss
Van Zandt and Gretchen Spies, sister of |
August, went out to Jefferson and called j
on Justice Engelhardt to get the proxy and
having procured the document went down ;
to the county jail.with it. They met the I
wifeof Spies' brother, Ferd, and a Mrs. j
Wendland and these ladies witnessed the '
signature of Spies to the document by j
which he gave

Henry W. Spies, to represent him at the
time. Mrs. Ferd Spies and Gretchen Spies j
signed the paper to witness the signature. !
Then the whole party went down town and j
Mrs. Ferd spies called on her husband at !
his office. She told him about the affair |
and asked him to accompany them to the
town ofJefferson to Justice Engelhardt's j
office on Milwaukee avenue. Ac was sur- j
prised, but seeing that the matter had gone !
too far to be stopped, consented to go j
along. The party was reinforced by Miss |
Van Zandt's parents and Henry and Chris ]
Spies. They went on foot the whole dis- I
tance up Milwaukee avenue and beyond the
limits to Justice Engelhardt's oilice. Henry !
Spies answered to the name of August ;
Vincent Theodore Spies and under this
Dame was married to Miss Nina Van Zandt |
It is said by oiib very intimately related to

the contracting parties that the ceremony I
was performed at the earnest and pressing i
desire of Miss Van Zandt and that August j
Spies simply let her

HAVE HER own sweet will
about it. The main object was to be able |
to see her lover, or rather her husband. j
The same person is authority for the state-
ment that Mrs. Van Zandt is very well sat- I
isfied and that- Mr.Van Zandt thinks very j
highly of Spies-, but is too seriously affected \u25a0

and nervously exejted just at present to !
give any opinion of the matter. Mrs. )
Spies, the mother of August, is well satis-
fied, inasmuch as she has a very high opin- !
ion of Miss Van Zandt. There is said to be j
the best of feeling between the Spies and |
Van Zandt families, and the Van Zaudts
and Mr. and Mrs. Ferdinand Spies fre-
quently interchange visits. The same in-

formant is authority for the statement that
LEONARD SWETT,

counsel for the anarchists, does not' think
the marriage legal, and was opposed to the
whole thing. So were some ofSpies' rela-
tives. They objected to the engagement
while Spies was in jail, and feel very ill-sat-
isfied over this particular part of the pro-
ceedings. They did not object to the
match, but to the marriage under the ex-
isting circumstances. The marriage by
proxy is something new and gives rise to a
number of questions which the first pro-
posal did not touch upon. Ifpeople can be
thus married it would seem that it opens
the gates to marvelous complications. Take
tiie view of the question that a man can be
married by proxy, it would require the
most unbounded faith in human nature,
for if, being married, the proxy commit
larceny as bailee, it is difficult to say what
recourse tlie presumptive owner of the
bride would have to recover his property,
or if
THE BRIDE SHOULD CHANGE HER MIND
and prefer the proxy to the original, it then
places both the proxy and the original in
embarrassing positions, as it would be difli-
cut to tell whose wife she actually was. If
the bridegroom became sick of his bargain
the same would hold true, and the bride
would be in doubt whose widow she really
was. in case the bridegroom did not come
to time. Another consideration is the fact
that Henry Spies is married. Should the
proxy be declaired void, and the courts
hold that the man and not the
name was married, as has been
held in cases where men tried to
deceive women by marrying them under an
assumed name and shirk their responsibili-
ties, an action of bigamy might lie. It will
thus be seen that the fact established last
Saturday opens the flood-gates of uncer-
tainty and gives to the novelist a field that
has been little dreamt of, and which will

I
give him most unbounded riches for future
efforts. The license for the marriage was
issued about three weeks ago. Ithas not
been returned to the county clerk yet with
a certificate that the ceremony has been per-
formed. The law requires the license to
be returned within thirty days after the
ceremony.. SPIES DECLINES TO SPEAK
of the ceremony, and Miss Van Zandt re-
fuses to be interviewed, or even to be seen.
Her father also declines to talk, but does
not deny the fact of the ceremony. Sheriff
Matson expressed great surprise, and then
promptly said:

1would not consider a farce like that a
marriage unless pronounced so by competent
legal authority. The alleged ceremony will
not, in my judgment change the relations of
the parties. Ifthis action was taken for the
purpose ofcompelling me to consent to the
visits of Miss Van Zandt to the jail,it is a
mistaken course, and will not avail. There is
no obligation, even if she were his lawful
wife, to let her visit Spies, who is my piis-

oner. Allowingwives to visit their impris-

oned husbands is merely a matter ofcoutesy.

The Curse of Rome.
Louisville, Ky., Feb. I.—The facts in

a case which illustrates the rigid rules of
the Catholic church concerning divorced
people, have just been made public here.
Michael McCoy, a grocer of this city, has
been excommunicated from St. Patrick's
Catholic church owing to his marriage with
a Miss Emma Long, after having secured a

divorce from his wife. Miss Long lived
next door to the McCoy family and Michael
became infatuated with her, so much so

that he is accused by his neighbors of hav-
ing maltreated his wife in order to compel

her to secure a legal seperation from him.
On the night of the nuptials with Miss
Long, the neighbors and his former church

(associates
surrounded the house and threat-

ened him with violence until quelled by the
police. In reading McCoy out of the church,
Father Lawler denounced him and the mar-
riage and declared that he wouid not. tender

the man his services though he were upon !
his dying bed. He also forbade any of the
members of his church to speak to or in any
way recognize McCoy.

THE FISHEUIESROW.
A Little more Bluster From Canada—Pennsylvania's Action.

Buffalo, N. V., Feb. I.—The discus-
sion of the retaliation bill by congress has
apparently stirred up the residents of the
Dominion of Canada. A member of the
DuffeiinGuards (Eighty-eighth regiment),
a volunteer military organization, is now in
this city, and last night said, regarding the
preparations . being - made through Lower
Canada in expectation ofwar being declared,
that a few days ago every pensioner of the
imperial service was ordered underarms,
to go to the front at a moment's notice.
AtBrantford there are 1,000 of these vet-
eran and they are drilling daily. At Ham-
ilton there are GOO, and at various other
points throughout Lower Canada there are
enough men to furnish a standing army of
5.000 men at an hour's notice. The excite-
ment, he says, is great, and through all of
the lower peninsula the miiitia is getting in |
readiness for active service. The large !
number of Canadians who have for years j
been making a good living on the Ameri- I
can side, will, it is feared by the Cana- !

The peculiarly exposed situation of Buf-
falo has created a great deal of interest
here as to the outcome of the fisheries' dis-
pute. . Among the sailors the feeling is In-
tense, the many difficulties they have to en-
counter on the lakes in dealing with vessels
wrecked on the Canadian shore making
them anxious to aid in bringing Canada to
terms. A trip through the eastern part of
this city, along the water front, shows that
a strong feeling is cherished. Many of the
veterans are' in readiness to volunteer in
case their aid is necessary, but nothing will
be done by them until it .is seen that war
cannot be averted. Buffalo's safety will lie
in a quick movement to secure the lower
peninsula of Ontaria. and enough men from
this region can be obtained when it is found
necessary to protect this city.

Harrlshurg, Pa., Feb. The house
last night adopted a concurrent resolution
requesting the Pennsylvania representa-
tives and senators in congress to give all
possible assistance by their votes and their
influence to promote a proper scheme for a
sufficient defense of all our sea coast, and
for the building of such a navy as will com-
mand the respect ofthe world and be able
to protect our seaports in case of necessity.

Keagan Wins in Texas.
Austin, Tex., Feb. I.—The legislature

assembled in joint session at noon to-day
for the purpose of resuming the balloting
for United States senator. lv accordance
with the determination reached last night
at a secret caucus of the supporters ofex.
Gov. John Ireland, his name was with-
drawn from the contest. As soon as the two
houses assembled, the twenty-fifth ballot
was ordered amidst a good deal of excite-
ment. Itresulted as follows: Reagan 49,
Maxey 49. Alexander W. Terrell 36, ex-
Gov. O. M. Roberts 2. The twenty-sixth,
twenty-seventh and twenty-eighth "ballots
for senator resulted in no material change.
When the" twenty-ninth ballot was or-
dered Senators Douglass : ami Aber-
crombie announced that they would
vote for Regan, after having voted
all along for Maxey. Itwas expected that
this would produce a stampede for Reagan,
but the ballot stood as follows: Reagan,
52; Maxey, 46; Terrell, 35; Roberts, 1. On
the thirty-first ballot Reagan lacked but
three votes of an election. The final ballot
stood: Reagan. 71; Maxey, 59; scattering,
6. Subsequently Reagan's election was
made unanimous.

AN ARMY WIPED OUT.
The Unconquered Arabs of the Soudan

Meet and Almost Annihilate the
Italian Forces.

Ninety Wounded Invaders All That Es-
caped to Tell the Tale of Defeat

and Slaughter.

Passengers On the Umbrla Denounce
the Steamer As a "Gam-

bling Hell."

Sensational Story of a Girl Who
Was Ruined By a French

Priest.

Rome, Feb. I.—-Premier Depetis in-
formed the Italian chamber of deputies to-
day that there had recently been severe
fighting in that part of the Soudan whose
occupation was being attempted by Italy in
an understanding with England He said
fighting had resulted in almost complete
disaster to the Italian forces engaged, in j
conjunction with the Abyssinian troops, in '
the work of attempting to relieve Kassala, ;
which has been besieged by hostile Arabs ;
ever since the beginning of the Soudanese
war by the late El Mahdi.

GOING INTO DETAILS,
the premier said that Has Aloula, the gen-
eral commanding the Abyssinian troops,
accompanied by a small number ofItalian
soldiers/attacked Saatie on Jan. 20 last.
A hotly-fought battle ensued. It lasted
three hours, and the army of Has Aloula
was repulsed. The Italian loss was trifling,
and that of the Abyssinians was unknown.
Next day three companies of Italian troops
left Monkullo to carry provisions to Saatie.
The Abyssinians again made an attack,
and a desperate battle was waged.' The
Abyssinians were defeated, and the Italian
troops were simply annihilated. But
ninety: wounded reached Massowah after
the battle. This statement made

A PROFOUND SENSATION
in the chamber. Premier Dipetis then
added that the Italian commander had re-
called .troops for the advance and con-
centrated them at Massowah. The Radi-
cals laughed ironically at this. The gov-
ernment now proposed a bill for an appro-
priation of 81,000,000 with which to send
Italian reinforcements to Massowah. The
chamber at once approved the bill by.an
almost unanimous vote. Some Radicals
having cheered sarcastically in allusion to
the valor of the Abyssinian troops, the whole
house rose and cheered the government.
The Radicals cried out: "We must retire."
Tile majority rejoined with cries of
"Never," "Cowards," etc. The city is to-
night in a high state of excitemeut border-
ing on frenzy over the news from the Sou-
dan.

A Stock Panic.
London, Feb. I.—Apanic prevailed on

the stock exchange to-day, slightly abating
toward the close. Throughout the day
orders to sell poured in from the continent,
and only buying by English operators pre-
vented an extreme fall in rates. Business
after the official close was active. The
street was excited over reports ofimpend-
ing failures of many Paris dealers which
would involve English houses. The latest
quotations showed a decline for the day of
3>_" in Hungarian securities. 1% in Italian
ss, \.% in Spanish 4s, and ij£ in Turkish,
Russian and French securities.

Paris, Feb. I.—On the bourse to-day
there was intense excitement, and at settle-
ment the market was almost paralyzed.
The panic was partly due to distrust of the
position of• dealers. Those whose credit
was not of the highest class were only able
to carry over rentes at ruinous prices. The
latest quotation of 3 per cent, is 77f SOc.
against 79f GOc yesterday. Italian rentes
declined If95c. Credit Foncier 65f, Otto-
man bank 211 and Suez canal 25f.

Davitt Welcomed.
Queenstown. Feb. I.—On the arrival

of the steamship Alaska here this afternoon
the mayor of Cork, accompanied by a large
deputation of prominent members of dif-
ferent branches of the Irish league, went
aboard and presented an address of wel-
come to Michael Davitt and his bride. Mr.
Davitt replied briefly, thanking the deputa-
tion for the heartiness of their reception.
He left the ship at Queenstown and pro-
ceeded to Cork, where he was received with
enthusiasm by the people. The municipal
council of Cork will give a banquet to-mor-
row in Davitt's honor.

(.ambling at Sea.
London, Feb. I.—Thirteen persons who

were cabin passengers on the steamer Um-
bria, which arrived at Liverpool yesterday
from New York, have sent a letter to the
Times protesting against the manner in
which the smoking room of the vessel was
used on the deep. The writers say the
room was a regular "gambling hell," the
resort of decoyers of the unwary, etc. One
youth, they say, lost all the money he had,
and in despair attempted to jump over-
board, and the passengers were often dis-
turbed at nightby the profanity and threats
of murder arising from the gambling dis-
putes.

The Austrian Credits.
London. Feb. I.—The Standard's Vi-

enna correspondent telegraphs that he be-
lieves that the special military credits to be
asked forby the emperor ofthe delegations,
which have been summoned in extra ses-
sion for the purpose of voting on them, are
to be 60.000,000 florins for the regular army
and 30,000.000 florins for the landsturm.
The military credits to be submitted
to the delegations, do not include any for
outlays in organizing the landsturm or in
the equipment of the landwehr, which to-
gether will amount to $8,500,000 for both
Austria and Hungary.

A Wolf in Sheen's Clothing.
Paris, Feb. I.—ln the case of the Abbe

Roussel, director of a young ladies' board-
ing school at Auteuil, against Miss An-
nette Harchox, one of his former pupils, for
forgery, the plaintiff was condemned to pay
three-fourths of the costs. The verdict is
considered ". a virtual condemnation of the
priest. The girl after leaving the school
led a fast life. One day she offered a check
for 1,000 francs, signed with the Abbe's •
name, to her-upholsterer in payment of a
bill. He sent it to the priest for verifica-
tion and the latter at ? once pronounced it a
forgery, and the girl was arrested. In her
defense Annette claimed that while a pupil
at the abbe's school he ruined her; subse-
quently supported her in private apart-
ments for two years, and then becoming
jealous of her, dismissed her with a sum of
money and the check.

OEDERED TO LEAVE.
The Gambling House of Chin A Mor-

gan Closed Up

And Its Proprietors Ordered to Leave
Minneapolis.'.

The efforts of Chin & Morgan to estab-
lish a gambling house"' in Minneapolis
within the past week have attracted con-
siderable attention among the people of
sporting proclivities. The policy of the
municipal administration has been to con-
fine gambling to a limited number of estab-
lishments, that have been allowed to run
under police surveillance, the small fry
places at which brace games were oper-
ated with the aid of cappers be-
ing weeded out. Efforts heretofore
to suppress gambling have simply re-
sulted in shutting up the "square"
houses, at which people were given some
show for their money, while the skiti games
flourished under lock - and key. " The
alternative of allowing a few* places,
properly conducted, from which no com-
plaiuts ere heard, seems to have been
chosen by the mayor. Chin &
Morgan, who hail from Louis-
ville, announced their intention of
starting a house in Minneapolis some three
weeks ago. A location over the Jumbo
saloon on Washington _ avenue south was
chosen and rooms fitted up. Tuesday
night of last week a full equipment of
poker and faro tables, roulette wheels, etc.,
was moved up from St. Paul. Notice was
served at once by the police authorities that
the firm would not be allowed to do busi-
ness. Chirm & Morgan;then made

OVERTURES TO LOCAL GAMBLERS,
supposing that with their consent every-
thing would be all right lt is understood,
that, an offer to divide 40 per cent, /of the
earnings of the house. bi..., the proprie-
tor of the other houses was made. \u0084-,- This
arrangement would have probably satisfied
all concerned, but the local gamblers found
out that they could not control the
authorities and that another house
would not be tolerated. Chirm & Morgan
next changed their tactics and tried to in-
fluence the mayor through his personal
friends. This method failed also. The
next step has been to threaten that the
house would be opened, come what might,
coupled . with a broad insinuation to
the effect that trouble for the other
houses would ensue, and certain
damaging disclosures would be made. The
police, acting under instructions from the
mayor, gave notice that as soon as the doors
were open to the public the place would be
raided and the proprietors arrested. This
has had the effect of postponing the open-
ing until last night, when is was announced
that the event was to take place
without fail. Shortly before midnight Col.
Hill, the chief of police, appeared and
there was a livelyscattering ofthe room full
of men who had assembled to be present at
the bibulous dedication that the resort was
to receive. No games were found to be in
operation and no arrests were made.

ORDERS WERE GIVEN
by the police, however, to put out the light
and lock the doors, which were obeyed.
Notice was also served that the furniture
must be removed, and that the people con-
nected with the establishment must leave
the city. This probably ends the career of
Chin & Morgan in Minneapolis.
They evidently expected to oper-
ate on a large scale and had
imported quite an army of Cincinnati and
Louisville gamblers to work for them. A
sensational aspect has been given to the
affair by the report that Col. Glenn and Al.
Schaf er had championed the cause of Chin
& Morgan, and had denounced the mayor
on the streets in unmeasured terms for
his action. Certain rabid and indiscreet
remarks made by Glenn Monday night seem
to constitute what foundation there is for
the rumor of a falling out between himself
and the mayor.

The legislators made
their way -to the r capitoi this afternoon
through a . blinding storm of snow.

A
few routine mutters ot but little importance
were disposed of, when Frank Washa-
baugh, of the Black Hills, who had been
trying to keep warm by hugging a steam
radiator, moved an adjournment, which was
taken, and in five minutes the chamber
was empty. -The. house of representatives
fared better. The chamber happened to be
on the windward side ot the building and
the room was very comfortable. But little
business of importance to general readers
was transacted. A dozen bills were intro-
duced. J. W. Bnraham, of Cass county,
introduced a bill with a view of benefitting
financially justices of peace in the territory.
lt provides that they shall receive the fol-
lowing fees: For docketing each cause. 50
cents; issuing order of sale, order of at-
tachment, order of replevin or execution
and entering the return therein in each
cause, Si; each day's attendance upon a
trialor hearing of any cause or motion, S3;
transcript and certificate of any action to
the district court, 8125. Mr. Burr-ham also
introduced a bill

MAKING IT UNLAWFUL
for a citizen to hold the office of treasurer
or sheriff more than two consecutive terms.
The house went into committee of the
whole and reported favorably the bill
authorizing county commissioners to employ
counsel to assist a county attorney in at-
tending to business. This bill caused con-
siderable discussion among the farmers,
and some of them claim that they will in-
troduce a bill before the close of the session
abolishing the office of county attorney.
The session up to the present time has been
remarkably tame and devoid of incendiary
features, but it is anticipated that the first
life will be inducted into the house next
week, when the railroad and temperance
bills will come up for disposition. Work
has already begun on railroad legislation.
General Manager Oakes, his assistant, Mr.
Odell, and Attorney Clough. of the North-
ern Pacific, are here, as well as Attorney
Smith, of the Manitoba, and they this
morning held a conference with the joint
railroad committee of the legislature,
in the parlor at the Sheridan. The matter
under consideration was the bill of Dr.
Collins, of Grand Forks, which is a vo-
luminous document and demands consistent
freight rates and reasonable discrimination
between long and short hauls. The bill
seems to suit the fanners, and is giving
the railroad people some uneasiness, and a
somewhat lively fight over it before the
matter is settled is looked for. At ; noon
the committee adjourned until this evening.
The members of the legislature. Democrats
and Republicans, were down to-day con-
srratulating acting-Gov. McCormack. Itis
generally conceded here by political leaders
that Gov. Pierce will not return to Bis-
marck until the matter of his successor is
settled. His movement yesterday has ele-
vated him in the estimation of both Repub-
licans and Democrats, and those who sus-
pected that he had a hand in tho delay in
confirming Judge Church's appointment
have changed their minds. It is hinted
that Gov. Pierce has gone to Washington,
where he will take a hand, if necessary, in
hastening Judge Church's confirmation.
