Of all the Sunday night orators who
made the opera house ring with their de-
nunciations of what they denominated the
boodle legislature, Dr. Syith seems to be
the only one who has the spunk to stand
ap to the rack and eat his fodder.

McGiLL to take advantage of the
opportunity to tell why he did not make
high license speeches before the election?
If it was such a distinctive party issue as
he now claims it to have been, the people
are a little eurious to know why he did not
tackle it in the canvass.

WE WILL ARBI[!RATE.

There really isn’t any occasion for all the
congressional bluster and individual bun-
combe that has been aroused over our dif-
ferences with Canada. No one doubts the
entire willingness of this country to fight if
necessary to maintain its rights. The brav-
ery of the American nation and the won-
derful extent of its resources has been
proven too often to admit of any difference
on that point. But the point in dispute is
neither beyond the reach of diplomacy nor
worth the loss of life and property that
would ensue in case of war. No reflection
las been cast upon the national honor, and
no great international principle is involved.
The hot heads who proclaim war as the
only solution of the difficulty are either
blind to the real facts of the case or have
selfish reasons for maintaining the agita-
tion. Itis a question which England and
this country, through an impartially selected
board of arbitration, can easily settle
in a spirit of good feeling, and
one in which either country can accept a
decision that will not humiliate national
pride. There is no reason why the rela-
tions between the two countries should be-
come strained, and they probably will not
become so. We can afford to disregard
Canadian bluster, just as the mastiff can
afford to disregard the annoying yelping of
the terrier, and when England and the
United States, through their aceredited rep-
resentatives, discuss the matter, free from
vprejudice and with the simple desire to see
justice done, the problem will undoubtedly
be found surprisingly easy of solution.

BECK®S PERSISTENCY.

With the characteristic Scotch trait for
holdingon, Mr.BECK is still pegging away at
his bill for barring railroad attorneys from
holding seats in the United States senate.
If Mr. BECck was trying his case before a
jury of average American citizens he would
have no difliculty in winning it. But as it
has to be passed upon by a body largely
composed of the very class that he wants to
shut out of the senate it is hardly probable
that he will make much headway. At the
same time he wants to keep hammering
away at it, for by so doinz he is keeping
the matter fresh in the minds of the people,
and after awhile there will be a senate that
will pass the bill.

THE SEAL FISHERIES. *

If this government, as intimated, intends
¢o acknowledee the right of vessels to take
seal in Behring’s sea beyond the three-mile
limit, and, further, if it intends to give an
invitation to the vessels of all countries to
come and take all the seal they wish, as it
will do by releasing the schooners seized by
the revenue cutter Corwin for illegal seal
fishing, then it might as well be prepared
not only to lose the revenue which it has for
nearly twenty years derived from these
fisheries but to see the seal disappear en-
tirely. Itis only because of the govern-
ment brotection, hitherto enjoyed, which
prevented the seal from being indiserimi-
nately slaughtered, that the wvalue of the
fisheries has been maintained. The gov-
ernment will. of course, retain its present
rights over the breeding grounds selected
by the animals, but there will be no seal
there to secure. 1t will be the easiest thing
in the world for the wvessels to
which it is said this government
intends to extend such an injudicious invi-
tation, to station themselves along the
route usually pursued by the seal as they
come to the breeding grounds in the spring,
and in the eager rush to secure each its
share of the plunder it will take but one or
two seasons to entirely exterminate them.
The position maintained both by Russia,and
ritherto by this country, is that the sea in-
dosed by the Alentian islands is inland
vaters and not subject to the rules and

egulations applying to the high seas. By
ae maintenance of this position, which has
Iways been recognized, the value of the
eal fisheries can be retained, and at the

same time there will be no inconsistency be-

t
ween the action with reference to them

and that regarding the Canadian fisheries.
But the application of the three mile limit
to the seal islands lying in Behi-ing’s sea,
would at once insure the annihilation of the
seals. The government can’t afford to
take such action.

WOM AN’S RIGHTS.

The proposition pending before the legis-
lature to invest married women with full
legal rights is one that should meet the
unanimous concurrence of that body. The
old-time idea that a2 woman’s legal identity
is merged into that of her husband’s on
marriage is a relic of a darker age which
should find no place in this enlightened
civilization. It is not necessary to discuss
or even consider the gquestion of female
suffrage in connection with the pending
proposition. Woman suffrage is an issue
that is a good ways off yet, and there is no
use in attempting to cross the bridge before
we come to it. But woman’s legal emanci-
pation is a live question. It is one which
appeals directly and forcibly to the best
instinets of our manhood and one that de-
serves immediate attention and prompt ac-
tion on the part of our legislators, A mar-
ried woman should be just as free to make
contracts and hold property in her own
right as a man. She should have the same
right to sue and to be sued on contract. In
fact there is no legal privilege which a man
enjoys that a woman is not entitled to
enjoy. People who hesitate to confer these
rights because of their apprehension that it
will be an entering wedge to woman suf-
frage mistake the signs of the times.
Woman suffrage will never become a
formidable issue until all the women of the
counfry demand it. And if the time should
ever come when the women of this nation
should combine in a movement to obtain
the bailot, there is no earthiy force which
can prevent it. But that time hasu’t come
yet, nor is it likely to arrive during this
generation.

A MIDNIGHT CONVERT.

Our Third street neighbor seems to have
undergone the experience of what Senator
DAaxIELS calls a midnight conversion on
high hicense. In Monday morning’s issue
the Pioneer Press says:

If evidence were needed of the depth and
intensity of the public feeling in favor of
high license, even in saloon-ridden St. Paul,
it was furnished last evening in the crowds
which packed the opera house to give the
encouragement and support of a public
demonstration to the senators and repre-
senatives who are Dbattling tfor that salutary
measure on the floors of their respective
chambers.

Then in Tuesday’s issue it turns around
and says that the Republican members from
Ramsey county “*happen to represent local
constituencies which are opposed to high
license.” One day it represents the people
of St. Paul in an intense state of excitement
for fear that a high license bill will not
pass, and the next day it cooly asserts that
the St. Paul constituency do not want high
license, leaving the reader to pay his
money and take his choice. Our neigh-
bor’s high license straddle is just about as
consistent as its tariff record. It advocated
a low tariff and commended above all
others that plank in the Republican plat-
form, and then turned right around and
advocated the election of a man to the
United States senate who was committed
against tariff reduction.

NOVEL 8UT EFFECTIVE.

‘While to some sensitive minds thie meth-
ods employed by the New York detectives
to extract a confession -from UXNGER, the
murderer, might seem questionable, still
they were so successful that it does seem
the plan ought to come into general use.
UNGER is the man who murdered his busi-
ness partner and then sawed up his body,
and, having packed it in a trunk, shipped it
to Baltimore. A chain of circumscantial
evidence was woven around the guilty man
which clearly pointed to him as the mur-
derer, and yet there was no positive proof
of it. He stoutly protested his innocence,
and claimed that he was the innocent vic-
tim of circumstances which caused suspi-
picion to rest upon him The chiet de-
tective in charge of the investigation re-
sorted to the plan of bringing the prisoner
from his cell at stated times. and each time
confronting him with some article that was
a mute witness of the murder. In one in-
stance he was seated at a table on which
lay the saw and knife with which the dead
man’s body had been dismembered. At
another time he was made to sit down on
the sofa where the victim was sleeping
when he was murdered. Again he
was asked te hold in his hands
the blood-clotted cloth which had been
wrapped around the remains of the dis-
sected man. And ir this way he was con-
tinually being reminded of the horrid deed
and its ghastliness continually impressed
upon his mind. The brain could not stand
up under such a continuous strain. The
bravado spirit exhibited at first began to
vield to nervous irritability, then to tremb-
ling apprehension, and on to a condition of
shuddering horror, until finally, in the very
agony of fear, the prisoner could find no re-
lief for his troubled conscience except in
confession. He made a clean breast of the
crime and all of the horrible incidents as-
sociated with it. This case is a striking
illustration of what some one has said con-
cerning murders, that the folly which
causes men to commit such monstrous
crimes is next of kin to the folly
which deprives them of the power to con-
ceal them. The reason why CLUVERIUS
and some others who have recently been
arraigned on charges of murder, and against
whom ciEcumstmnial evidence made out
clear cases of guilt, did not confess was
probably owing to the fact that they were
treated and pampered with so much dignity
and respect during inecarceration that they
had no time to think over the erime.

THE ARMY IS ALL RIGHT.

The strained relations existinzg between
this country and Great Britain just at this
time have started a general lamentation
over the fact that we have no standing
army worth speaking of, and an appeal is
being made to congress to take immediate
steps to strengthen the army. There is no
necessity for anything of the sort. The
army is large enough for all practical pur-
poses at present. Outside of the protec-
tion necessary for the frontier. the only use
foran army is asa nucleus for our great vol-
unteer militia organization whenever an
emergency arises calling outa volunteer
force. The national guard organizations in
the various states probably embrace 100.000
well-drilled soldiers, who could be placed
in the field on twenty-four hours’ notice.
Within thirty days after a declaration of
war there would be no trouble in having an
army of half a million of men in the field.
In the light of these facts there is no neces-
sity for congress to bother itself about
strengthening the standing army. A little
attention to our seacoast fortifications mizht
be well enough, and a few more war ships
‘might not be out of place. But, when it
comes to a dry land fight, the American
people are always ready and willing.

MR. MANNING’S SUCCESSOR.

Speculation now naturally turns to the
question of Mr. MANNING'S successor as
secretary of the treasury, for it is a pretty
well understood fact that this time the
rumors of that gentleman’s approaching re-
tirement have a substantial basis. He has
made an admirable secretary, possesses the
confidence of both the president and the
business communiiy to an enviable degree,
and his resignation will be a decided loss to
the administration. The variousgentlemen
who have been mentioned as likely to suc-
~ceed him are no doubt able enough each in
his respective,way, but there seems to be
especial reason why the choice should fall

upon one alone, Acting Secretary FAIr-
cuiLp. Mr. Faircuinp has been for ten

months, ever since the breaking down of

Mr. MANNING, the virtual secretary of the
treasury. Under his administration that
department has been thoroughly well man- |

aged, and the confidence of the people .

has been retained. He is perfectly ac-
quainted with Mr. MANNING’S policy. and
would probably continue to act on the lines
laid down by the latter. The country is
satisfied with that policy.and would be glad
to see Mr. FATRCHILD given an opportunity
to keep it in force. He is familiar with the
routine work of the office, where another
man would require months to familiarize '
himself with the work, and is not unae- |
quainted with the broader principles of |
finance. His appointment would be directly
in the line ot the best kind of ecivil service
reform, and would be one which the public
at large would unhesitatingly commend.

OUR WINTER RESORT.

One advantage of our winter earnival has
been in creating an 1mpression awmong the
American people that St. Paul is really a
more attractive winter resort than the sunny
South. People who have been in the haht
of going South to spend their winters, have
Jearned from harsh experience that the
South, asa winter resort, is not the thing itis
cracked up to be. When they get there
they find some warm, sunny days, it is true,
but they find mnore damp, elondy days, with
a disagreeable chill to them that keeps the
pleasure-seeker indoors most of the time.
Taen he finds mud ankle deep all the time.
These disagreeable conditions are not found
in St. Paul in the winter time. There is
an almost continuous sunshine and no sus-
picion of dampness. What if it is cold, the
erisp, bracing atmosphere of our winter
days is just what the visitor enjoys the
most. He doesn’t want to stay in the
house. He wants to get out in the cool,
exhilerating air. and fill his lungs with
ozone. He doesn’t have to wade through
mud a foot deep, either, when he does get
out. He has a solid foundation for his
teet to rest on during all the winter days.
He finds here more out-dvor amusement
and enjoyment in one week than he finds at
a Southern winter resort during the whole
winter. That is what our carnival visitors
have learned. The tide has turned, and
hereafter,instead of Minnesota people going
South in the winter season in search of
pieasure resorts, the Southern people will
be coming to Minnesota to spend their
winters.

The number of saloons has not in-
creased in proportion to the population, but
they are handy for every one who drinks,
have an air of respeetability ahout them and
are as bad as ever. Gambling hells are open
at §25 a month, generally in connection with
the tony saloons.

No Record for Economy.

WasHiNGTON, Feb. 1.—Inits adverse
report upon the senate bill granting a pen-
sion to Mrs. Logan. the committee on in-
valid pensions, of the house, says that
should congress pass the bill,and the prece-
dent set by it be carried out,it would increase
the pension rolls $345,000 annually. In a
majority of the cases, as in this case, no re-
lief from actual embarrassment or poverty
would be afforded. 1t was well known
that thousands os poor and aged widows of
brave and worthy soldiers were denied the
pittance of $12 per month because of their
mability 0 connect the death of
their husbands with their mslitary ser-
vices, and in this cast no sort
of claim was advanced that the death ot
Gen. Logan was attributable to his military
service. 1t was a well known fact that
Mrs. Logan was in possession of an ample
estate. and while the committee entertain
the highest regard for her, both on account
of her high character and personal werth,
as well as on account of the brave and gal-
lant record of Gen. Logan as a soldier, and
his useful and spotless record as a civilian
and statesman, they believe that the pass-
age of this and all similar bills would be in
the direction of building up in this country
an aristoeracy contrary to the very prin-
ciples of an equal government for all, for
which Gen. Logan so

and so ably contended in times of peace. A
similar report was presented in the case of
the senate bill to increase the pension to the
w.dow of Gen. Frank Blair, and while it
has a high appreciation of the gallant
services of Gen. Blair, it is unwiliing to
recommend the passage of the bill because
it is not in harmony with our system of pen-
sion laws. The Republican® members of
the committee present a minority report
recommending the passage of the bill.
Briefly describing Gen. Blalr's eareer, the
minority say:

We but echo the voice of history when we
say that Gen. Frauk P. Blair saved Missouri
to the Union. To place a money value on
such services is not possible, and the com-
mittee only asks that his cherisned compan-
ion, who was made a widow by his sacritice of
himself to his country, shall be tenderly
cared for as long as she lives.

The Republican membvers of the commit-
tee also presented a minority report. earn-
estly recommending the passage of the bill
to pension Mrs. Logan. The report, after
reciting the brilliant career of Gen. Logan,
says that it is reasonably ceriain that his
death was a direet result of his military
service, and that his transcending achieve-
ments were the voluntary contributions of
his splendid military genius inspired by
convietions of duty and patriotic 1mpulses
seldom equalled and never excelled.

WasmiNgTON, Feb. 1.—Nine senators
were present this morning when the gavel
fell. Two more entered the chamber dur-
ing prayer. A message from the president
was laid before the senate vetoinz a bill
granting a pension to Mrs. Margaret Dun-
lap, of Missouri, the ground of the presi-
dent’s objection being that the death of the
soldier for which the pension is given was
not caunsed in the line of duty, but ina
guarrel with a comrade. Referred to the
committee on pensions. The credentials of
Algernon S. Paddock, as senator from
Nebraska, for the term commencing March
4, 1887, were presented and placed on file.
The senate then resumed the consideration
of the sundry civil appropriation bill.
MecMillan offered an amendment appgopri-
ating $3.000 for the purchase of Carl Guth-
erz's picture entitled **Farming in Dakota.”
Adopted. On motion of Mr. Mahone
amendinents making appropriations for
public buildings were adopted as follows:
At Denver, Col.. $25,000, the limit of cost
bemg fixed at $175.000; at Nebraska City.
Neb,, 831,000. Mr. Spooner offered an
amendment appropriating $50.000 for the
publie building at La Crosse, Wis., in addi-
tion to $100,000 heretofore appropriated.
Agreed to.  Without disposing of the bill,
the senate adjourned. Senator Manderson
to-day introduced a bill to appropriate
$100,000 for the enlargement and improve—
ment of the public building at Omaha, Neb.

The House.

W ASHINGTON, Feb. 1.—The speaker laid
before the house a resolution requesting the
sena.e to furnish the house with a duplicate
engrossed copy of the senate bill forfeiting
certain portions of the Northern Pacitic
land grant, the original having been lost or
mislaid. Adopted. Mr. Bynum (Ind.),
from the committee on commerce, reported
bills authorizing the construetion of bridges
across the Missouri river at Kansas City,
and across the Mississippi at Memphis.
Committee of the whole. Mr. Herbert
{Ala.). from the committee on naval atfairs,

reported the naval appropriation bill. Com-

mittee of the whole. Mr. Lovering,
(Mass.), from the committee on
invalid pension reported a bill

granting a pension to Walt Whitman.
Private calendar. Mr. Taulbee, Kentucky,
from the same committee, reported ad-
versely the senate bills granting pensions to
the widows of Gen. Logan and Gen. Blair.
Private calendar. In reporting favorably
the bill to pension Walter Whitman at the
rate of $25 per wonth, the house commit-
tee on invalid pensions says the poet dedi-
cated himself during the war to the Unions
care, as a volunteer nurse of our sick and
wounded soldiers, and his almost devotional
ministrations were well known to the eiti-
zens of Washington and of the nation.

At the evening session the following bills
were passed: The senate bill authorizing
the secretary of war to adjust and settle the
account for arms, ammunition and accou-
trements between the United States and
Montana territory. The house bill author-
izing the secretary of war to credit the ter-
ritory of Dukota with $27.650 for ordnance
and ordnance stores issued to said territory.

A Clerk’s Fees.

WasniNgroN, Feb. 1.—The supreme
court has decided a test case which governs
the chargze made a year or more ago by
Comptroller Durham that Clerk Spencer,
of the United States district court, had
taken excessive fees. Mr. Spencer and kis
friends at the time denied that such a
charge was made or was true. Now, in
exactly a similar ease, involving the ac-
counts of District Court Clerk Hill, of Mas-
sachusetts, the supreme court holds that the
clerk was entitled to the fees taken.

Interstate Commerce.

WasmixagTox, Feb. 1.—Senator Cullom
has called the attention of Attorney Gen-
eral Garland to an 1llinois decision and Mr.
Garland finds that it wholly satisties all the
objections he had to the mterstate com-
merce bill. 1t is understood Mr. Garland
has given his opinion in private to the
president and from what
others it is supposed that it was favorable
to the aporoval of the bill. It is well
known that the president desires to sign
the bill.

Will Re succeed Manning?
NEW York, Feb. 1.—A gentleman with
close relations to the administration says
that Hon. George H. Pendleton was sent
for, and that he does not as yet know for
what purpose. This fact strengthens the
opinion in political circles that Mr, Pendle-

ton will be tendered a cabinet position.

MINISTER « ENDILETON.

He Discusses the PFrobabilities of
Warin Furape.

NEw Yorg. Jan. 381.—Hon. George H.
Pendleton, United States minister to Ger-
many, who arrived here on the steamer Suale
yesterdsy, was seen by a reporter at the
house of his son, Frank H., to-day. Mr.
Pcndleton said he had come on a short
visit. He intends to rest two or three days,
and will then go to Washington to report to
the secretary of state. After that he will go
to his home in Cincinnati. where he will re-
main for a brief period before his departure
for his post of duty. Mr. Pendleton was
asked as to his views of the possibility of a
war in Europe aund the general feeling
in regard to it atthe German capital. He
replied tbat he had been on the ocear for
neunrly two weeks, hence he was not informed
as to recent developments in the matter.
Since he landed Mr. Pendleton had not been
able to cateh up on the news.

“The situation,” he remarked, “when I left
Berlin was very much strained. The powers
of Europe, trom a genperal feeling of in-
security. have been making immecse
preparations. There are tremendous mil-
itary works and armaments on every side.
1 heard Von Moitke say that it was
a condition of affairs that must have a solu-
tion. 1t may have changed since then. The
reichstag was dissolved on the question of
the military bill on the Friday before 1 left

Berlin. Nothing new occurred before 1
sailed.” Mr. Pendleton said that he could not
see that anyone in Germany desired
a war. In fact, every effort was being

made to avoid it. The old emperor was ex-
tremely anxious to have peace during his
time. Bismarck was not ready for war now.
He would not be ready until the military bill
bad been passed and the army reorganized.
*In fuet,” added tho ambassador, ‘it seems
to me that Bismarck would accord heartily
with any proposition for peace with honor.
The emperor will in a short time celebrate
his 90th birthday. Bismark is 72, nearly
as old. Both wish for p eace.

. The middle classes are not anxious for war,

as the burdens wili fall heavily on them.
There are. however, certain classes in all
countries whose condition would be advanced
by war, but the great muss of people desire
peace.”

Attempted Poisoning.

JAcCKsoN, Mich., Jan. 31.—The sensa-
tional divorce case of Mrs. I. F. Whiteman
against her husband, a prominent business
man. was brought to a climax to-day. Mrs.
Whiteman objected to the presence of
Sarah MecLean, the woman in the ecase, in
her (Mrs. Whiteinan’s) home and went to
her brother’s house. Jan. 13. at breakfast
time, a box of candy was received by the
children of Fred Welling, Mrs. Whiteman'’s
brother, and they ate of it. Welling also
ate some of it. At noon the children re-
turned from school very sick, and Welling
came in later also sick. A physician was
summoned and found arsenie poisoning was
the cause. The children came near dying.
The eandy was taken to a pharmacist and
analyzed and found to contain arsenic. A
note in the box was in Sarah MeLean’s
writing. She has been arrested and jailed.

Bis Accounts Short.
CiicAco, Jan. 31.—Benjamin J. Cham-
berlin, cashier of the stock yards commis-
sion firm of Combes, Hannah & Co., is
short in his acecounts. The exact amount
is not known. The firm say they are posi-
tive of a deficit of $3.000 and that the
shortage may reach $7.000 or $8.000.
Chamberlin is about 30 years of age, mar-
ried and lives in excellent style on Prairie
avenue, near Forty-seventh street. The
family is highly connected, his father, R.
H. Chamberlin, being superintendent of the
Chicago & Rock Island. Chamberlin was
arrested and beld in bonds ot $2,000.

A Doubttul Ntory.

WILKESBARRE, Pa., Jan. 3l.—Ald. G. S.
Groff, of this city, received intelligence this
afternoon that his family has just be-
come heirs to an estate in Holland
valued at $76,000,000. In 1707 the
great, great grandfather of the alderm:in was
exiled from Holland and his estate eontiscated
by the government. He came to this
country, and his descendants are now
scattered over the Western states, except a
few who are in New York. The Duteh gov-
ernment has just passed a bill restoring the
estate with interest and improvements to the
family. The estate is said to be worth the
abuve mentioned sum.

THE GREAT STRIKE.,

Railroad Employes Join Hands
With the Longshoremen.

NEw Yorg, Feb. 1.—The longshore-
men, truckers, pilers and the other numer-
ous branches ot workmen, who are members
of the Longshoremen’s union, employed on
the railroad piers of North river, turned
out at 1 o'clock to-day. The men on the
Lehigh Valley Road Pier 2, the Pennsvl-
vania Piers 1, 4, 5 and 16, the Delaware,
Lackawanna & Western and the New
York, Lake Erie & Western, numbering
nearly 5,000, quit work by order
of the Longshoremen’s union. The Lehigh
Valley shut down the pier gates. and about
a score of men remained at work on the
pers of the Penunsylvania and New Yori
and Lake Shore & Western, The agents
of the companies state that the inconvenie
ence will be but temporary, that they will
put other men to work at once and thad
traffic will not be much impaired by th®
strike. A number of railroads entering tha
city have notified shippers along their lines
that they will not receive perishable freight
for New York pending the strike.
The strike of the freight handlers on the
railway piers this afternoon added nearly
3,000 men to

THE RANKS OF THE IDLE.

The temporary stovpage of freight throws
out several hundred truckmen. On the
Pennsylvania railroad piers only ten men
were left at work. All the men on the
piers of the Lehigch Valley road struck.
Supt. Whitman told them that their places
would be filled at once. Later in the after-
noon 150 out of the 200 strikers on the
Penusylvania piers returned to work,
according to the statement of Supt.
Bowman. The strikers elaim that
only twenty went back. The men on pier
8. of the Southern road of New .Jersey,
stopped work and the pier was closed. At
the New York Central pier the agent said
he had all the men he wanted. Most of
them were Italians, but handled freight
rapidly. On the Erie pier oniy ten men re-
mained at work. Agent Hoffinan said he
would fill the places of the strikers to-mor-
row. Over 100 of his men struck. At the
headquarters of the Longshoremen’s asso-
ciation to-night it was said that Cooper
Union No. 2 had

OFFERED TO STRIKE
to aid the freight handlers as soon as de-
sired. This union includes all the coopers
employed on the piers, repairing and tight-
ening up barreled freight before stowing it
on vessels. The El Paso, of the Morgan
line, is being slowly unloaded. 1t is ex-
pected the vessel will be ready to sail on
its advertised date. The cargo of the New
York has not been touched. The Eldorado
arrived to-day and is at anchor opposite hey
pier. There are about 160 men at worlk
on this pier. The City of Paris, of
the Pacific Mail line sailed on time to-dayv.
The Republic, of the White Star. will be

ready, it is said. to sail on Saturday. La
Bretagone. of the French line, is being
loaded. The City of Chicago. of the In-

man line, will sail on Thursday. On the
West river front the places of strikers are
very neary all filled. but
NEW MEN WORK SLOWLY

making good progress in loading the Alamo.
The vessel will be ready to sail Saturday.
The other companies are not making much
progress.

Workman Quinn was re_uested by some
of the Brooklyn people. to-day. to permit a
barge of coal, which was destined for free
distribution among the poor people, to be
unloaded. He an once went to Brooklyn
to make the necessary arrangements and
put pickets on the coal to see that none of
it was sold.
