BRIDGES AND NAVIGATION

To be Discussed-=Hoard of Trade’s
Bad and Good Provisions.

The bridge question will come before the

council this evening, and there are indica-

tions that the flood-gates of oratory will be |
opened upon the unfortunate counservators |

of the city’s welfare. The board of trade

will send a committee to protest against the ,

bridges, and the Franklin avenue commu-
nity will send a committee to protest against
the board of trade. Everybody knows the
council has ordered the bridges in response
to the general desire of the communities in-
terested, and that the bills authorizing the
issue of the necessary bonds have become
laws. Itisnot probable that the protest
of the board of trade will be of any avail
when it is known that the organization sat
supinely by and offered no word during the
discussion. The committee is not a unit
against the bridges, 2nd it is believed that
I the board could assemble one-balf of its
directors a different sentiment would be
found to exist. The Tribune also opposes
the bridges, as it generally 1s to be found
arrayed against the people, and
Blethen is expected to thunder forth to-
night before the councii; but that, too, will
avail nothing.

In the matter of navigation the affair
takes a different phase. By all means the
biidge should be so constructed, at the
Franklin avenue crossing, as to offer the
least obstruction to navigation.
be suicidal for the e¢ity to place obstacles in

'There
is safety in public knowledge and public
discussion, and to-night’s mass ineet-
ing should be a rouser. Let everybody
turn out.

TOUNG GIRLS’ FOLLY.

Lucy Stulhi Again**Enticed” Away
and is Again Captured.
Detective Hoy vesterday returned from
Neenah, Wis., having in charge Luey Stuhl
and another young girl, whose disappear-
ance two weeks ago cansed something of a
sensation. Luey Stuhl is 16 years old and
this is the third time she has run away
from her mother, wholives on Nicollet ave-
nue. Her first trip was to Dakota with her
sister last summer, and disappearance num-
ber two was in December, when with her
sister and another girl she spent several
days in the company of a
couple of saloon-keepers, whose place
of business is on Nicollet island.
Her sister was sent to the house of the
Good Shepherd, but Luey professed repent-
ance and was taken back. For some time
she behaved herseif, working steadily with
her mother at a restaurant. Suddenly she
disappeared again, this time taking with
her a girl three years her junior. It was
at first supposed they were still in the city,
but 1ater it was learned they had taken a
Chieago express upon the aiternoon of their
disappearance. A few days agzo Capt.
Hunkman got word that they were in Osh-
kosh. Detective Hoy was sent to that
place, but learned upon his arrival they had
rone to Neenah. A telezram to the chief
of police there resulted in the ar-
rest of the runaways and their return
to this eity. The Stuhl girl will probably
pe sent to the House of the Good Shepherd,
and the other girl, whose name is sup-
pressed that she may have a chance to re-
fori, was received back by her parents.
The girls' story is that they were met at
Oshkosh by a man who is a member of the
Wisconsin state senate. He telegraphed
for a friend, and they were the *‘guests” ot
ihe two men for several days, when they
were sent to Neenah. Little reliance can be
placed upon Luey Stuhl's story, which is to

the effect that she went to the St.
Paul ice palace with her compan
ion, where they met two men,

who drove them to a house kept by an old
woman on the outskirts of the city, where
they remained for two days. Their ruin
was accompiished by means of drugs, and
they found themselves on the train to Osh-
kosh when they awoke, ete., etc. It has
been learned, however, that while employed
at the restaurant she was in the habit of
going out in the afternoon, ostensibly to
visit a married sister. She was seen with
men on several oceasions, and spent her
time gadding about the oireets and visiting
places of amusement. The truth of the
story probably is that she made the ac-
quaintance of the **senator,” who probably
furnished her with either a ticket or a pass
for herself and a friend. Her mother is
determined that she shail be placed where
she will not be liable to be ‘‘enticed” away
again uutil she is several years older, and, it
is to be hoped, considerably wiser.

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TROUBLES OF THE COOPERS.

A Doubt Whether Benefits Should
be Given Certain Men.

There continues to be more or less dis-
quietude among Jocal coopers, the most se-
rious bone of contention being the idleness
of the Hardwood Storage men. These

employed coopers have opposed allowing
any except in cases where the persons were
in needy circumstances. It has apparently
been a difficult matter for the fraternity to
satisfactorily define the stoppage of the
Hardwood Storage shop, not knowing
whether to call it a Jock-out or a shut-down.
Some call it by the former term, and others
by the latter. One point made by those op-
posing an assessmeut on the coopers at
work in the city for the benefit of the idle
men is that if the stoppage of the Hardwood
Storage shop was a legitimate lock-out from
the Knights of Labor standpoint, all the
trades forming the district assembly should
contrlibute tothe assistance of the men out
i of work; and that if it was not a lock out.
the coopers of the other shops shouid not
be expected to maintain them in
idleness. The employed coopers also
object to being ascessed on the
i grounds that many of the persons
| asking benefits are in better circumstances

than those expected to give the mnoney. An
! assessment of $2 was in process of coliec-
tion Saturday, but how generally it was
' paid is not known, as there were not a few
| who said they intended to decline to pay it.
i 1t is reported that the co-operative com-
| panies, to obviate the assessment difiiculty,
will shortly take action on the matter of

| allowing the Hardwood-Storage employes !

| an opportunity to work some each week in
i place of their members. The co-operative
| people evident!y realize the necessity for
| getting more for barrels in order to insure
| present wages, and the rumor is current
| that a meeting will be held before the week
is out with this purpose in view.

{ members of the co-operative shops are free

to aamit that, on the basis of the present

value of stock, their companies are not able
| to get out whole on the barrels they are
I selling, and itis quite well known that
| more than one of these shops are forced to
f assess their members in order to pay full

wages and not run behind. This. it seems
to us, amounts to a cut in wages, and that
view of the matter is taken by many coon-
| ers.—Exchange.

! A DEAD MAN’S MONEY

Being Fought For By Heirs=-The
Celebrated t.ayman Will Case.

{ The Layman will trouble, begun in pro-
bate court some time ago, came up in Judge
| Young’s court room yesterday afternoon
in the presence of a large number of wit-
nesses and interested parties. It will be
remembered that when Mr. Layman died
his will was contested, and that when Mrs.
Lavman died her will was aiso contested
by the same persons who contested the
will of Mr. Layman. The contest begun
yesterday was on the will of Mr. Layman,
and in this case is made by Mrs. Lizzie
Haley, a daughter of Clarissa Parker, de-
ceased, who was a daughter of Martin
Layman. She contests the will so far as
it relates to her interests, on the grounds
that Martin Layman, at the time the will
was executed, was not of sound mind. and
was mentally incapable oy making any will
or disposing of his property in any man-
ner whatever; that, if he did sign the will.
he was induced to sign the illegal will by
fraud and undue influence while in a fee-
ble state by one Blecken and his wife,
Etta, and one Van Valkenburg and his
wife, Aunna, and that the instru-
ment 18 not the will of Martin Layman, be-
eause of his enfeebled mind and mental in-
capacity, and because of fraud and undue
influence used upon him in procuring his
signature. The work of selecting a jury
was slow and tedious—if one of the lawyers
did not object toa man another one was
sure to on some ground or other, and in
this way the greater part of the afternoon
was consumed.

Mrs. Haiey, a handsome young woman,
perhaps 20 years of age,sat across the roomn
from her relatives and talked freely with
her lawyers. It was claimed that she
never was a favorite of Mryr. Layman, and
that he had intended to leave her nothing.
The whole property is valued at about
$150,000. and there are in all twelve heirs.
Mrs. Haley was given $250 by the will.
while the rest of the property was to be
equally divided among the remaining eleven
heirs. This seeming injustice disturbed
Mrs. Haley, and she accordingly brought
this suit. When the will of Mrs. Layman
was made public it was found that Mus.
Haley received nothing, and therefore she
determined to contest this will also.

Dr. Lang, one of the witnesses to the
signing of Mr. Layman's will. was first
called to the stand. He merely stated that
he had seen the will signed, and that M.
Layman was of sound mind at the time of
signing it. Mary E. Wey, the second wit-
ness to the will, was also examined and
gave substantially the same statements as
Dr. Lang. After introducing the will in
evidence, the counsel for the defense closed
their case, and counsel for the plaintiff
began their arguments. Mrs. Haley, when
placed on the stand, said that Mr. Lay-
man had had two or three paralytic strokes
during his lifetime, and added that during
the latter part of his life his memory failed
him in numerous cases. She gave her tes-
timony in a pleasant manner. aud more than
one juryman caught himself gaziug intently
at her pretty face. which was partly shaded
by a large. jaunty biack hat. The case
will be continued to-day.

GUARDING THE STREETS.

Council Commitiees Deciile Upon
Several Imporiant Measures.

Some important work was done yesterday
by the council committees in relation to the
streets of the city. The committee on rail-
roads agreed to a resolution, to be prepared
by Ald. Haugan, calling attention of the
council to the fact that the Northern Pa-
cific railway company is laying and operat-
ing lines of railway in East Minneapolis
unchecked by any restrictions as to grade
or manner of crossing streets. 1t will be
remembered that last summer an ordinance
was passed in regard to the road which was
vetoed by the mayor. Since then nothing
has been done and the railroad has
improved the opportunity to lay its tracks
as it has pleased with but little regard to
the wishes of property owners, or damage
to the streets. The resolution to be pre-
sented by the alderman calls upon the city
attorney to begin proceedings at once to
compel the railroad to bridge Pleasant,
State, Church and Union streets; also to
instruct the city engineer to establish a
grade for University and Como avenues,
which will provide for either overiead cr
underground crossings, as may seem to be
the more practicable.

The street railway company came in for
its share of attention. 'The committee
agreed upon extensions of the lines on
Washington avenue north from
Second = street to Thirtieth! street
street, and on Franklin street from Lyndale
avenue to the river, It was also decided
to call the attention of the city attorney to
the section of the ordinance relating to the
piling up of snow along the lines of track.
The committee will also suggest to the
council the propriety of asking that the
company furnish  transfer tickets
without extra charge, which will
ailow passengers to ride on more than one
car line without paying two fares. A com-
munication from the Trade and Labor as-
sembly asking that better crosswalks
should be provided at the intersections of
railroads with streets was referred back to
the organization for a specific statement as
to where the walks are needed.

The committee decided that the engineer
should be instructed to procure estimates
for the change of grade on Nicollet street
and Nicollet island so as to admit of the
bridging of the tracks over the Manitoba
road. When the amount of money cover-
ipg cost of the change of grade and damage
to property owners is deposited by the pe-
titioners, the committee agrees to recom-
mend passage of the ordinance restoring
the street to its former grade, which was
for an overhead crossing.

The; committee on roads and bridges de-

instructed to have a survey made and a plan
prepared for changing the direction of
Broadway so asto intersect Thirteenth
avenue north and connect with the Twen-
tieth avenue bridge. The committee also

STARFCED AT LAST.

Mihnenpolh Needs to Be Attended
==Court House Commission.

Tiie Hennepin members of the legislature
explain the delay in the introduction of
bills for the enactment of such legislation
asis desired by Minneapolis cannot be at-
tributed to them, as they have not been fur-
nished with drafts of the measures pro-
posed. However this may be, action look-
ing to the introduction of bills is to be
taken at once. The legislative committee
of the council meets to-day, when the bills
prepared by City Attorney Cross will be
submitted for inspection. Mr. Cross has
embodied in ome bill all measures upon
which it is admitted there is no political or
local differences. The revolving fund,
board of public works, genera! street fund
and bonds asked torare covered by separate
bills. The bill creating a court
house commission, which provided that
the city and county should act separately
in acquiring a site proved unsatisfactory,
as the city attorney has drawn a bill which
vests the title jointly in the commission
until the building is finished. This has
been submitted to Judge Babcock, chair-
mar. of the committee, and County Attor-
ney Davis, and will be introduced to-day,
probably by Senator Pettit. The following
is an abstract of the bill:

Section 1 designates block 77 (Washington
school block) as a site fora combined court
house and city hall. Sec. 2 creates a board of
five members to purchase or condemn the site
(names will be inserted by legislative delega-
tion). Sec. 3 compels the members to take a
stringent oath, before one of the judges of
the district court, not to commit or permit
anyone to commit any fraud or dishonest
practice in the purchase or condemnation of
the site or the construction of the building.
They clect one of their number to act as
treasurer &and to give heavy bonds, also
the secretary and ocher agents or employes.
Sec. 4 gives the board power to z2cquire in
itself the title to block 77. Sec. 5 gives it
power and the board of education power to
contract for the school house grounds, or to
condemn it. See. 6 gives same machinery to
condemn as the law for board of park com-
missioners. Sec. 7 gives owrerright to elect
to take off buildings. Sec. 8 gives right of
appeal on law points to district court, and on
amount of damages toa jury. Sec. 10 re-
quires the board to plan and devise and build
a building suitable for county court house
and city bhall. Also, forbids use of any prison
labor or product of prison labor. Allows
county court house te be built first, and the
beginning of the work of construction of the
city hall to be delayed not to exceed three
years. Sec. 11 provides for issuing ‘*Henne-
pin and Minneapolis court house and city hall
bonds,”” county series and city series, not
over $£750,000 of each not to exceed 414 per
cent, interest. The county series to be coun
ter-signed and recorded by county auditor
and city series by city comptroller, and
malkes the same a lien on the respective parts
of county and city. Sec. 12 requires county
and city to raise by tax the interest and 1
por cent. of sinking fund. Seec. 13 requires-
the bond to deed to county its part and to
city its part. Sec. 14 prohibits going over
the 5 per cent. limit of indebtedness.

In Montreal au the
first heavy fall of snow the cars are placed on
runners, and there is no piling up of ridges
of hardened snow in the streets. Boston
used to run its cars in the same way, but I
don’t know as 1tis done now.
