Ly a Vote of Twenty-Six to Nineteen the
Senate Decides the License
Question,

Nciwithstanding Numerous Protestations
Against Givinga Saloon Monopoly
to the Rich.

A Quiet Time in the Ifousze, But a
Large Amount of Business
Disposed of.

LreMamsey County Delegation Makes
a Good Record=-Reducing Sale-
aries of State Officials.

When the senate reassembled at 2:40 p.
m. the galleries and floor were ecrowded
with spectators anxious to see what would
be done with the high license bill. Senator
Daniels moved a call of the senate. Messrs.
Hixson, Sampson and Scheifer were absent.
Mr. Hixson soon appeared and the other
gentlemen were excused. Mr. Pope asked
unanimous consent to have the bill amended
to make it a straight $500, and $250 license
bill. Mr. Daniels objected. Mr. Pope
then moved reference of the bill to Senator
Comstock. chairman of the judiciary com-
mittee, with instruetions to incorporate the
proposed amendments. Mr. Daniels raised
the point of order that it was an intention
to amend the bill under the pretense of re-
committal. Mr. Durant explained that it
was simply a motion to refer. The chair
refused to entertain the point raised by

Mr. Daniels, and in answer to Mr.
Ives read the rules. Mr. Durant
seconded Mr. Pope’s motion, and - Mr.

Brown opposed it. Mr. Pope called for the
ayes and poes. Mr. Comstock said that
such a motion would be equivalent to adopt-
ing the amendment. The chair explained
that if a majority were in favor of the mo-
tion. the bill eould not be passed, unless it
was referred. with the instructions, accord-
ingly. The motion was lost by 25 to 20.
Mr. Brown then applied the gag law by
moving the previous question. Mr. Durant
said it was raiber unnusual to move the
previous question on important auestions ot
a social and moral nature, thus shutting off
all debate, but the previous question was
voted and a vote on the bill passed it as fol-
lows:

Messrs. Bowen, Hail, Nachbar, Nelson,
Ward, Whiteman and Wooed explained
their votes, saying that they believed it was
a measure that would give a monopoly of
the saloon business to the richer saloon-
keepers, and deprive the poorer saloon-
keepers of their means of existence.

High Licemse Bill.
Good speeches, full of protestations

against *‘oppressing the poor saloonkeeper
by depriving him of his rigtts and busi-
ness, and giving the monopoly of the liquor
traftic to the rich saloonkeeper, whose
gilded palace tempts and ruins the best
youth of society.” were made by Senators
Bowen, Hall(Rep.). Nachbar, Nelson, Ward,
(Rep.), Whiteman and Wood (Lep.)- in
explaining their votes against the bill, Sena-
tor Brown’s motion for the previous ques-
tion having shut off debate while the bill
was vending. That of Senator Whiteman,
of Duluth. contained argument abund-
antly conclusive, and its best feature was
in arraying against each other the plausitle,
but inconsistent, theories ot the public
moralist and political economist who advo-
cate the bill. Tbeir propositions arve:
Public morality—that it will decrease the
number of saloons and thereby promote
public morality; political economy—that it
will increase public revenue by raising the
license. If the saloons be decreased, ac-
cording to the moralist, public morality
may be promoted, bat the revenue will not
be inereased; if the revenue be increased,
according to the political economist, the
nuwber of salvons wiil not be lessened. and
the morality of the community is not better
promoted. He said:

1 bave refrained irom taking part in this
discussion, but I deem it my daty to my con-
stituents and to mysclf to explain at this
time my position on this question. Tae
{riends of the bill advocate its passage for
two gistinet and principle reasouns, vis: First,
because it will promote moraiity; second, be-
cause it will increase the public revenue.
This is not the first time that friends ot a
measure have given reasous not consistent
with each in order to secure votes. Itis
clear to all that the moral side of this ques-
tion is in warfare with its revenue side, for
whut will increase the one will necessarily
decrease the other, for if the selling and
drinking ot liquor are imnmoral, as the moral-
jsts say. then the less sold and drank the bet-
ter, but without sellers and drinkers the
source of revenue, which is to pour such a
stream imo the public treasury, would be
drained. No license being taken no revenue
would acerue. Ou theother hand the larger
the revenue. the greaier the number of
drinkers and seliers, and the worse the con-
dition of the people. So it ic clear the moral-
jst and the public econowist cannot take
shelter under this high license bill. Can
either? If it guarantees both a larger rey-
enue and better morality, it should be care-
fully considered and in

Passed.

Routine was light yesterday, among the
important things being the passage of Sena-
tor Daniels’ high license bill and Senator
Edwards’ bill restricting the ownershis of
real estate in Minnesota to American £iti-
zens only. The former bill was passed be-
yond reconsideration, but Senator Neison
gave notice of reconsideration upon the
latter. Other bills regularly passed were:
Day’s, changing school sites; committee on
insane’s, establishing third insane asylum at
Fergus Falls; Eatou's. destruetion of Can-
ada thistles; judiciary committee’s, relating
to county superintendent of schoois and re-
lating to adoption of children, and Clark’s
preservation of game. The third insane
asylum bill was reconsidered and then re-
ferred to Senators Compton and Nelson for
amendment. Local bills passed under sus-
pension of rules were: Authorizing Le
Sueur to issue bridge bonds, and Waseca to
issue bonds for parks and water works. au-
thorizing Minneapolis to appropriate $500
per month for the Bethany home. The St.
Paul extension bill and Ellingson’s bill re-
lating to jurors in Minneapolis, both from
the house. were passed under suspension of
rules. Bills introduced were:

Thacker—To require civil actions to be
tried in the county where the defendant re-
sides.

Comstock—To appropriate $1,500 for fur-
nishing Minnesota reports to the district
judges.

Eaton—Amend chapter 66, laws of 1879,
relating to rate of interest.

Whit-man—Amend section 35, chapter 145,
laws of 1485, relatlng to judgments.

Halvorson—Amend section 3, chapter 61,
laws of 1878, relating to marriage.

Daunieis—Inereasing number of trustees of
Rochester as: lum from seven to nlne.

On the first reading of house bills, Don-
nelly’s constitutional amendment went to
the judic.ary committee; Keyes' longf Bnd:
short haul to the committee on railroads;
Emery’s powers of mnsurance commissioner
to the committee on insurance, and his
joint resolution relating to the Hatch
experimental station bill to the
commiitee on geological and nat
ural history survey. Donneliy’s Dakota
county officials’ salaries bill is in the hands
of Senator I'ruax, Slaven’s Winona school
bonds bill. Senator Hayden, and Parrott’'s
St. Charles sehapl bill was sent to the com-
mittee on education. Estes’ St. James
town meetings and election bill was passed
under suspension of rules.

Senator Bowen’s joint memorial asking
for the cancellation of excessive land en-
tries made by the Winona & St. Peter was
recominended to pass by the judiciary com-
mittee and passed under suspension of rules.

During the afternoon the senate, in com-
mittee of the whole, recommended passage
of Child’s bill relating to incorporation of
villages; Edwards’ MacDonald fire escapes;
and Edwards’ relating to the bequeathal of
personal property and of house bills; Van-
dervelde’s, relating to Anoka; Knox’s, to
Wadena, Costello, Morris bonds, and
Vandervelde’s, Anoka cewmetery. The sen-
ate adjourned until 2:30 p. m. Monday.

PDay Was There.

It was generally understood that the high
license bill was not to come up in the sen-
ate until yesterday afternoon, and a lead-
ing article in a Republican evening paper.
published in another city, misrepresents
the absence of Senators Dav and Sampson,
both Republicans, when it informs the pub-
lic that during the forenoon they were ab-
sent to avoid voting on the bill. Mr. Samp-
son has been sick during the greater part
of the session, much of the time contined
to his bed. Senator Day has not been ab-
seat more than a day, it even that, during
the session. He was promptly at his post
yesterday afternoon, and voted withsthe
high license people on everything.

The lull came after the storm—as was to
be expected—and the session of the house
yesterday was as quiet and uneventful as a
convention of deaf and dumb delegates.

AMENDING TIHE CHARTER.

The bill amending the charter of St.
Paul passed the house vesterday under a
suspension of the rules. T'he important
features of this act are that it changes the
fiscal vear of the city departments to Jan. 1
instead of Noveber as now; grants the
common council increased powers; makes
necessary changes in the police departiment;
regulates the plumbers and affects City At-
torney Murray. In the act amending the
city charter and passed at the session of
1885, Mr. Murray’s term of office was made
lifelong by a clerical error. it is said- This
new bill repeals that act and fixes the term
at two years from the first Tuesday in
March and makes him, asin the past.
elected by the counecil. In consequence of
this change Mr. Murray will have to be re-
elected to his present oftice on the first
Tuesday of March of this year. A sum-
mary of the provisions of the act is as fol-
lows:

City comptroller shall on or before Oct. 1 of
each year make an estimate of the expenses
of the ensuing year.

The fiscal years of all boards and depart-
ments of the city shall commenco Jan. 1, and
annual reports shall be made on the first
Tueszday in Apriiof each year.

Tue common council shall have in addition
to its powers the right to control the con-
struction of buildings, chimneys. stacks,
emission of dense smoke, prevent the erec-
tion or emission of the same, and to declare
them nuisances. To provide for the killing
of dangerous and vicious dogs within the city
limits, to regulate and license porters. run-
ners and ageats for steawmboats, railways,
public houses, ticket brokers, ete. To license
intelligent employment offices, and to compel
them to give bonds for not more than $5,000.
To prevent the cutting of ice in the Missis-
sippi river, Lake Como and Lake Paalen, and
to prevent the sale in St. Paul of any such ice.
Touppropriate not 1o exceed $20.000 in any
oue year frow the city treasury for such pur-
poses as it may deem proper to advance the
interests of the city, and to authorize the
issue of certificates of indebtedness therefor,
if there be no money in the treasury applic-
able to the payment of said approprigtion.
Fines, penalties and punishments imposed by
the council mav extend to $100 and imprison-
ment in the workhouse for not more than
nincty days.

Fines for prosecutiozs by the city and im-
posed by the municipal court, shall be paid
before any appe:l is talen from that couvt.

Thbat seciion x1, chapter 7, special laws of
1885, be amended by inserting in the sixteenth
line, after 1885, the words **and on the second
Tuesday of March every two years there-
after.”” This relates to the term of the city
&llﬂl‘ll(}y.

The terms of service of convicts in the
workhouse shall be diminished accordiug to
their goosd behavior while so imprisoned.

Owners of lots or parcels of land fronotiog
on any street or alley in St. Paul shall, within
twenty-four hours after a fall of snow or the
accumulaition of ice, clear it from their
walks. Failing todo so, the city is to remove
it and the cost of the work to be taxed against
the property owner.

The police department of the city is to con-
sist of the mayor, a chief, four captains, five
lieutenants. eight sergeaunts, one chief detec-
tive, four detectives, and as many patraolmen
as the council may authorize. No person can
be a captain, sergeant, detective, ete,, unless
he be u citizen, under 35, abie to read and
write English, a resident of St. Paul for two
years, and of good health, ete.

No person shall carry on plumbing until
licensed by the building inspector, and in
taking such license said plumber is to com-
ply with all the rules of the council snd the
water board, the bealth board aud the in-
spector of buildings. A plumber’s bond shall
be for $5,000. The building inspecior can
suspend the license for neglect of work or
violations of the law. N

THE PLAT COMMISSION. |

The biil to create a plat commission pro-
vides that it shall consist of four wmembers,
one of whom shall be ex-othicio the city en-
gineer of St. Paul. They are to be ap-
pointed by the chairman of the county com-
missioners and president of the couneil,
The members shall hold office for one, two
and three years respectively, exceptthe city
éngiieer whashall hold during his incum-
beney of the office of city engineer. Com-
pensation of the commission will be as fol-
lows: The city engineer will be allowed
expenses incurred by him in the examina-
tion or survey of any territry within the city
limits of St. Paul or Ramsey county which
the board may deem necessary to require
being examined or surveyed, The other
three commissioners shall receive for their
services ten cents for each lot or parcel of
Jand contained within the boundary of each
plat or map subwmitted having thirty or
more lots or parcels laid out thereon, and 83
for each plat or map having thereon a less
number than thirty lots or parcels, to be paid
for by the owners of the land. Provided,
all fees shall be paid in advance at the
time of the submission of the map or plat
to the board, and in case of rejection of the
plat or map by the board the fees are to be
returned. The appointment of commis-
sioners, after the term of the first expires,
will be for three years.

The extension of limits bill takes in all
of McLean township on the east, except
one-half mile, which is a farm owned by
W. R. Merriam. This farm is attached to
White Bear township and McLean town-
ship is wiped out entirely. The bill in de-
tail has been published in the GLoBe. The
territory in the limits under this bill in-
cludes all of Reserve town on the west. ex-
cept the state fair ground, following the
Mississippi river from St. Paul to Minne-
apolis, and then north along the Hennepin
county line: on the north in addition to
Reserve town, one-half of Rose town is
taken in.

The bill authorizing the city of St. Paul
to issue certificates of indebtedness for
$160,000 to fund water bonds, was passed
under suspension of the rules,

The bill was passed, under suspension
of the rules, ceding to the United States
jurisd’ction over the tract of land now oc-
cupied by the city buildings and fronting
on Rice park.

Other Matiers Disposed OfF.

The passage of the high license bill was
annoutced to the house as passed in the
seiiate by Secretary Cutter.

Alr, Potter moved that the message be
counsidered at once.

‘I'his alarmed Mr. Hendrickson, and he
rushed out and brought in Mr. Rogers. The
latter wanted Mr. Potter to explain. He
did not want any snap judgment taken, and
he asked Mr. Potter if it was his intention
to toree a vote on the high license bill.

Mr. Potter assured him that be bad no
such intention. He simply wanted to get
the bill on general orders so that it could
be acted upon.

A substitute for the bill for an act for the
preservation of water fowl and other game
was read a third time. It provided tnatthe
season for hunting for this game should not
begin until Sept. 1. The present law stip-
ulates Aug. 15. There wasa long discus-
sion. Mr. Grezory wanted the law as it is
—as did Mr. Baker. Messrs, Reese, Pow-
ers and others favored the 1st of Septem-
ber. A motion to recommit the bill to the
committee on agriculture finally prevailed.

OCMinor Thinus tcted Upon.

Mr. Potter introduced a bill proposing an
amendment to the constitution relating to
sessions of the legislature. This is Potter’s
awendment to Donnelly’s bill, providing for
biennial sessions of 1 nety days. The bill
was placed on file for third reading.

Mr. Potter introduced a bill relating to
sessions of the legisiature, which was re-
terred to the judiciary committee. 1t pro-
vides that the sessions shall be biennial and
begin on the first Wednesday in December.

The bill to authorize the vilage of North-
ern Pacific Junction to build a court house
was passed.

DAN MANNING'SSCALP,

The Ultra Silver Men Propose to Have It
Dangling at Tteir Belts Ere
Long,

And to Compass That End Talk of Im-
peaching the Recretary of the
Treasury.

They Claim He Has Violated the Law
in Several Importiant Par-
ticulars.

The President Signs the Interstate
Commerce Measure--Railway
Attorney’s Bill.

WasHiNeToN, Feb. 4.—This evening or
to-morrow a number of members of both
parties in the house intend 1o hold a confer-
ence for the purpose of drawing up resolu-
tions of impeachwment against Secretary
Manning for violating the laws of congress
in his official acts. This movement is being
promoted by the ultra-silver men and grows
directly out of what they eonstrue into a
virtual acknowledgment in his reply to the
Weaver resolution that he had violated and
intended to violate the Iaw requiring that
mutilated notes presented -for redemption
shall be redeemed in notes of the same de-

nomination. The information as to
the movement comes from several
members of the house who declare

that there is no buncombe in it, but that it
is the result of a serious determination to
resent the violation of the law. In addition

to the case with relation to cancelling,
treasury notes 1t wili be cbarged that the
law has been repeatedly violated by failure
to purchase $2,000.000 worth of silver each

wonth. It wil be charged that. while the
law is mandatory that that amount shall be
purchased *‘each month,” the treasury de-

partment failed to make a purchase during
any month when the price of silver had ad-

vanced, and buys a supply for two months
or more when they have *‘beared” the mar-

ket and brought the price to a low point.

Manuing and Jordan.

WasHINGTON, Feb, 4.—Treasurer Jor-
dan admitted to-day that Secretary Manning
is to be president, and that he (Jordan) is
to be vice president of the Western Na-
tional bank of the city of New York. The
resignations of both officials are in the
hands of the president, and will be acecepted
in due time. It is expected that Mr. Man-
ning will be relieved soon after the adjourn-
ment of congress. It is also stated by some
that his successor will be nominated before
the adjourument. Department oflicials say
that everything now points to the promotion
of Assistant Secretary Fairchild to
the head of the department. Treasurer
Jordan will not leave the department before
April 1, as there are certain matters he de-
sires to dispose of during the intervening
time. and it will be necessary for himto
initiate his successor into the duties of the
office. Mr., Jordan says that applications
have already been made for over $4,000,000
of stock in tae bank, and that many people
will have to be disappoeinted, as the capital
is limited to $3,000.000. "L'he bank will be-
gin business about May 1.

WasHINGTON, Feb, 4,—The president
has signed the interstats. coiumerce bill.
The signing of the interstate co rce
bill 9y the president was n full accug, cwith
the opinion of Attorney General Garland
rendered to him on last Monday, and it is
well understood to be in accord with the
views of the cabinet. The attorney general
was asked to-night to give his views in re-
gard to the bill and explain wherein it dif-
fered from the senate bill of two years ago.
which be opposed on the ground that it
was unconstitutienal., He declined todo
80, saving that he rega‘fded the opinions he
had given to the president on the sub-
ject as strietly confidential. . 1t is
learned, however,from trustworthy sources,
that the attorney general, as well as the
president, considers the bill which has just
become a law free from all the material
features which were objectionable in the
senate bill of two years ago. According to
this information, the attornev general’s ob-
jection to the old bill was to the vast pow-
ers of a legislative and judicial character
that were given to the cowmmission. The
attorney general is said to hold that the
present biil does not confer judicial powers
on the commission ~but puts them in the
courts on report from the commission.. and
that it does not coufer legislative power
except in the fourth section (the long and
short haul clause), and that this is war-
ranted by numberless precedents in the leg-
islative history of the government.

NICHOL WANTS A JOB.

Spectial to the Globe.

WasHINGTON, Feb. 4.—The latest can-
didate for one of the interstate commission-
erships is no less than Tom Nichol, Gar-
field’s Indian commissioner. He is backed
by John Sherman and - Congressman
Grosvenor and others of the Garfield ele-
ment in Ohio. Nicholis a singed eat in
appearance, and takes keen delight in sur-
prising people who judge him by his looks
with copious draughts of information from
his almost inexhaustible well of facts. In
the campaign of 18580. Nichol was a sort of
Lamont behind the throne, and the good
things he declined to accept are said to
have been numerous. Ile gained his first
prominence in polities in Wisconsin in
1878, when the Greenback sentiment ran
high. He was then on the road selling
plows, and one night at Racine he heard
Robert Schilling, the :anarchist, talk on
Greenbacks., What was said so enraged
him that he hired a hall on his own account,
and billed the town for a speech on money.
He had a full house and made a telling
argument. The news of it coming to the
ears of Horace Rublee, then chairman of
the Republican state committee, and Niehol
was forthwith retained for the whole cam-
paign, and was soon recognized as one of
the best stump speakers in the state,. Had
he staved in the state he wouid have been
in congress long ago.

THE RAILWAY ATTORNEY BILL.

The Senate *asses the Measure in
An Amended Form--its Text.

WasHiNgToN, Feb. 4.—The senate
took up and passed the railrond attorneys’
bill by a vote of 39 to 14, after a debate,
which included a passage-at-arms between
Beck and Teller. The former said that the
measure had been emasculated by amend-
ment, but he hoped the house would put
some life into it, The following is the
text of the bill:

That it shall be unlawful for any ‘member
of either house of cougress to accept em-
ployment as attorney-at-law, or payment for
services of any kind in-opposition to the
United States in any case to which the
United States muy be a party or in which its
interests may be concerned, or from any
railroad company it such member shall have
reasonable cause to believe that measures
specially affecting the interests of said com-
pany are pending before eongress or are
about to be so pending during his term of
oflice. Any person who violates the provis-
ions of this act ehall be guilty of a misde-
meanor and may be punished by imprison-
meut not exceeding one year, or by a fine not
exceeding $500, or both, in the discreticn of
the court.

The senate adjourned until to-morrow.

A WRONGED NATION.

The Woes Broughion Egypt by the
English Invasion.

Loxpox, Feb. 4.—In the house of com-
mons this afternoon Mr. Raikes, ‘post-
master general, announced that the present
agreement with the steamship companies
for carryinz the American mails would ex-
pire at the end of February. Mr. Cremer,
Radical, moved au amendment to the ad-
dress in reply to the queen’s speech de-
manding the immediate recall of all the
British forces in Ezypt. Sir Wilfred Law-
son, Radical, in seconding the motion said:

**We Lave raised the funded debt of Egypt
from £9¢,000,000 to £100,000,000; slaughtered
many thousands of the natives, crippled the
national chamver, bombarded the principal
city of the country under circumstances of
the greatest horror, increased taxation, pro-
moied horrible debauchery in the capital,
sown dissensions between the khedive and the
people, and crushed out the first little sparks
of independenc: that had been seen in East-
ern nstions for ages past.”

Sir James Ferguson, parliamentary sec-
retary to the toreign oftice, condemned
this

‘‘OVERDRAWN PICTURE"
of the English occupation of Egypt. He
said the occupation was initiated at the in-
stance and under the mandate ot Europe to
prevent Egypt from falling to pieces on ac-
count of intestine troubles. Thegovern-
ment, he declared, were doing what they
could to reduce the force in Egypt, and it
would shortly be limited to 5,000 men. Mr.
Caine, Radical, argued that the Europeans
who get the most out of Egypt ought to
bear the chief burden of taxat.on. If liquor
shops were allowed to carry on business
they ought to be heavily taxed. Eugland
ouzht to ask the powers to consent toa
proper system of taxation for ruling the
country, and it they refused she should
evacuate and leave Egypt to itself. Hon.
V. H. Smith defended the government’s
policy. He said the evacuation of Egypt
by England would throw that couuntry into
a state of anarchy. Mr. Cremer’s amend-
ment was rejected by a vote of 263 to 97.
Mr. Parneil adjourned the debate.
ITALY’S TROUBLE.

-RoME, Feb. 4.—The debate on the credit
of 5,000,000 francs asked for by the govern-
ment for the sending of reinforcements to the
Soudan was resumed in the chamber of dep-
uties to-day. Count Dirobilant, minister
of foreign affairs, urged that whatever
might be the 1talian position at Massowah,

the country ought to consider it an
episode  of secondary importance,
and . that the action of Italy in

European affairs should be in nowise ham-
pered. He further said that the cabinet
would not accept a vote unless it implied
full confidence in the government. Signor
Bondini moved that the house pass to
the order of the day, whereupon Premier
Deretis announced that if the motion was
adopted the government would resign. The
motion was rejected 215 to 181, and the
credlt bill was afterward passed by a secret
bailot, the vote being 317 to 12.

Fire in a Dissecting Room.

Coicaco, Feb. 4.—Last night the fire
department was called to extinguish a blaze
in ithe dissecting room of “the Chicago
Homeopathie college at the corner of Wood
and York streets. The room is in the
southeast corner of an upper floor and lad-
ders were necessarily used in reaching the
flames. Asthe foremost fireman stepped
into the room he saw what appeared to be
a man, overcome by the smoke, lyving on a
table. Calling his companions, the fireman
seized the body and had succeeded in lug-
-ging itfrom: the room before he discovered
that, instead of asuffocated man, he was
carrying away a partially dissected cadaver.
Investization showed that there were thir-
teen other bodies in the room. On the
fourth tioor of the building were a number
of patients, who up to the arrival of the
city force, had known nothing of the fire.
On hearing the noise of the engines they
became greatly excited and could be quieted
only after the department had gone. One old
lady in particular became completely
frenzied and force was necessary to prevent
her from leaping from a window. The
physicians in charge fear that the excite-
ment will have a permanent effect upon the
patients, some of whom were in a most
critical condition.

The Episcopalians.

Loxpox, Feb. 4.—The service in Lam-
beth Palace chapel to commemorate the
consecration there in 1787 of the first bish-
ops of the Episcopal church in America
was held to-day. Among those who took
part were the archbishop of Canterbury,
the bishops of London and Winchester and
Bishops Potter and Laywman, of America.
The dean of Windsor performed the ser-
vice. Instead of a sermon Bishop Potter
delivered an eloquent address, sketching
the history of the church in America and
its connection with the English church.
The archbishop of Canterbury celebrated
communion. United States Minister Phelps
and many other Americans attended the
service.

Will Not Attack France.

PAris, Feb. 4.—The Journal Des De-
bats has a telegram from St. Petersburg
saying that Emperor William, in reply to
a message from the czar, has stated that
Germany has no intentiou of attacking
France, and that Prince Bismarck has sent
a similar dispateh to M. De Giers, Russian
minister of foreign affairs. The contents of
both dispatches, the Journal’s correspond-
ent says. were communicated to M. La
Boulaye, the French ambassador at St.
Petersburg.

A Big lL.ot of Roast Pork.

GALESVILLE, Wis., Feb. 4.—At1p. m.
to-day fire broke out in the round house of
the Chicago & Northwestern railroad here.
The spo: being quite a distance from town
the alarm was not made general for some
moments. and the fire spread to J. B.
Canterbury’s warehouse, containing 350
hogs and grain of all kinds. Both build-
ings were destroyed. The only thing saved
was 100 hogs from the warehouse. A loco-
motive in the round house was about
ruined. Canterbury’s loss is $7,000; in-
surance $5,000. The railroad loss is not
ascertained, but is from $5,000 to $10,000.

Daring Rescue of a Thief Wanted at Oleve-
land, 0., for a Redent Big
Robbery.

Friends Board a Train on Which He Was
Being Conveyed to the Scene of
His Crime,

And Literally Riddle the Detectives
Having Him in Charge With
Bullets,

After Which They Make Their Es-
cape--The Wounded Men Prob-
ably Dying.

PITTSBURG, Feb. 4.—The most daring
and successful attempt that was ever made
f in this vicinity to rescue a prisoner occurred
tearly this morning on the Cleveland &
Pittsburg express, which left this city at
11:25 o’clock last night for Cleveland. So
desperate were the conlederates that two of
Cleveland’s detectives were fatally wounded.
Capt. Hoehn and Detective Hulligan, of
Cleveland, having received a requ?sition,
determined to return to Cleveland last
night with their prisoner, Harry McMunn,
who was accused of having been concerned
in the recent extensive fur robbery in that
city. They took every precaution to prevent
any attempt that might be made by the
pals of McMunn to rescue him. Securely
handcuffed, the prisoner was placed on
board the train at the outer depot in Alle-
gheney. He took everything very cooly
and seemed anxious to cause the detectives
as litttle trouble as possible. The express
sped on and at 4 o’clock this morning Alli-
ance, O., was reached. At this point five
men boarded the train and passed through
several of the cars. Finally they saw the
officers and their prisoner sitting in the
smoking car. No sign of recognition
passed between McMunn and the men, and
they sat down a few seats fromn the pris-
oner, and in a few minutes the express con-
tinued on its course. When Ravenua was
reached the five men arose suddenly from
their seats and without warni: g

DREW THEIR REVOLVERS
on the officers. There were but a couple of
other passengers in the car and the confed-
erates of McMunn were complete masters
of the situation. Their quick action gave
them the drop on the officers. One of the
men demanded their prisoner, but instead
of complying with their request the officers
jumped to their feet and tried to draw their
revolvers. They were too late. The
five men opened tire on them, Capt. Hoehn
reeled and tottered over into the aisle with
bullets in his shoulder and thigh. As he fell
one of the gang jumped on him and kicked

him until he lay still as dead.
When the firing first commenced
Detective  Hulligan received several

builets in his body. He still attempted to
defend himself and another volley was fired
at him, until seven bullets had pierced
his body. He tottered and fell insensible
in the seat. He was then kicked until

HIS HEAD WAS SPLIT OPEN.

The few passengers that were in the
smoking car became terrorized and hid
under the seats. The alarm spread to the
other cars, and the train men and other
passengers hurrled forward. A {rightful
scene met their gaze. Stretched out but a
few feet apart were the bodies of Detective
Hulligan and Capt. Hoehn. The floer was
covered with blood and the seats in the car
near where the shooting had oceurred were
pierced and shattered by the bullets that
had sped from five revolvers. The
prisoner and his rescuers had disappeared
in the excitement, having jumped from the
train. All traee of them was lost in the
darkness. The Ravenna police were noti-
fied and a posse started out at once to scour
the country. The injured men were made
comfortable and then taken to Cleveland
arriving there about 6 o’clock this morn-
ing. A large reward has been offered
for the apprehension of their assailants, but
the latest dispatches from Ravenna state
that they have not been captured. It isbe-
lieved that they escaped without injury.

THE VICTIMS AT CLEVELAND.

CLEVELAND. O., Feb. 4.—The train
bearing the two wounded men arrived in
Cleveland about 7:30 o’clock this miorning.
At the depot the ambulance and a large,
easy springed, covered wagon were in wait-
ing. Capt. Hoehn was placed in the wagon
and sent to the clty hospital. The ambu-
lance took Hulligan to his home, corner of
Bond and Lake streets. On arriving at the
hospital, the house physician examined
Capt. Hoehn’s wound. The brave officer
was shot in the hip, the bullet having
passed lengthwise down his leg and being
imbedded in the flesh. Another bullet took
effect in the left arm and passing trom the
waist upwards came out at the elbow. He
also received severe cut in the head. Hulli-
gan had four cuts in the head. One was
made by the coupling pin and this, itis
feared, has fractured the skull. One ear
was also half cut off. The physicians think
that Capt. Hoehn may recover although
his injuries are verv serious. Detective
Hulligan’s condition is very critical. 1f in-
flamation sets in he will die. One of the
burgiars was shof, but his pals carried him
from the train and made their escape. Chief
Schmidt was notified of the awfnl affair
upon receipt of the telegrain from the con-
ductor of the train, and going to the central
police station he sent a number of tele-
grams to different parts of the country,
giving a

DESCRIPTION OF THE DESPERADOES,
and asking that a lookout be kept for them.
The residence of Detective Hulligan, corner
of Bond and Lake streets, was visited . this
morning shortly after the detective was
taken there by the ambulance. He was at
the time lying on a hastily improvised cot,
and was attended by Dr.- Swmith, who was
dressing his wounds. He was so badly in-
jured about his head thatina reply to a
question from the reporter he begged to be
spared from any effort to relate the occur-
rence, as every exe:$ on occasioned him se-
vere pain. Dr. Smith, the attending physi-
cian, said that he could hardly give an
opinion as to how serious the injuries of the
detective were, as he had hardly had an op-
portunity to examine them. A large cut
over the right eye, extending almost to his
ear. appeared to be the most serious one,
and looked as though it mignt have been
caused by a coupling pin or some other
blunt weapon. A smaller and somewhat
similar gash was also over his left eye. The
right eye was swollen and entirely closed.
The doctor thought that from "the easunal
examination he had made that another
wound looked as though-it was

PRODUCED BY A PISTOL SHOT.

Every upward move of his body was at-
tended with vomiting of blood. The' pa-
tient was wholly conscious and made as
comfortable as possible. Two officers were
in attendance giving him all the ®Ssistance
needed. When Capt. Hoehn arrived at the
city hospital he seeied to be near the brink
of death. His face and clothes were cov-
ered with blood that had flowed from his
many wounds. He was immediately un-
dressed and placed in bed. Dr. Sawyer,
the house physician, sent for Dr. Parker,
and the two surgeons proceeded to wash
and dress the wounds. 7The captain was
suffering from a concussion over the right
eye, his head being laid open to the skull,
He had aiso received another bad cut over
the right ear.  Both wounds were made by
the coupling pin. The brave officer was
shot in the tleshy part ofthe thigh, The
ball took a downward course and then
passed into the muscular part of the leg.
It was located. but the physicians thought
best not to attempt to remove it.  Another
gzunshot wound was in the right forearm.
The bali struck above the wrist,
and following the muscles came -out oppo-
site the elbow. The third finger of his
right hand was also lacerated by the teeth
of ene of the assassins. After the wounds
were dressed the doctors darkened the room

and ordered that no one should talk with
Patrolman Irwin, who
had been stationed at the hospital, went te

' the central station and reported to the

superintendent, giving that official a de-
scription of the assassin as made by Capt.
Hoehn. The captain in his statement of
:ﬂ:tmurderous assault, said that he learned

boarded the train at Alliance. He took the
precaution to walk through the car and look
out on the platform. Seeing ne one he re-
turned to his seat. At Ravenna three men
entered the car from the rear door, racing
the captain. They walked through the
aisle until they reached the seats occupied
by the two officers. Hulligan’s back was to-
ward them and drawing a coupling pin
wrapped in white paper one of the men
struck the detective a terrible blow on the
head, knocking him almost senseless into
the seat.

: In a moment the car was in total darkness

| assailants ensued. Twice the thieves
] knocked the captain senseless to the floor,
| and both times he recovered consciousness
i almost immediately and returned to the
! combat. The first time he fell one of the
| murderers said: *“‘We've killed him; lef
" him lay there.” He did not lie, however,
but jumped to his feet and pluckily contin-
ued the fight. All this time Halligan was
unconscious and the assassins dragged him,
handcuffed to the prisoner, to the ground.
Hoehn finally fought his way to the plat-
form of the car, where the baggageman and
freight conductor found him.

The county commissioners and the nolice
board have offered a reward of $2.000 for
the capture of the burglars, Both of the
wounded officers are resting quietly to-
night, but the chances of recovery are
strongly against them. The country about
Havanuna is being scoured by detectives and -
policemen in the hope of capturing the des-
peradoes.

THE STATE Of TRADE.

In Spite of Strikes and War Rumors
Business 3till Goes On.

NEw YORK, Feb. 4.—R. G. Dnn & Co., in
their Weekly Trade Review says: Panics
abroad and strikes at home have tested the
strength of all the markets during the past
week. News, in the strict sense, does not
afford much evidence that war impends; but
rumors and apprehension have depressed
stocks and lifted grain. Thus tested, the
markets have shown unexpected solidness.
Foreign unloading of American stocks has
caused but a moderate decline in prices,
while even in the grain market
the advance has been conserva-
tive and limited, and other markets have
changed but little. Probably grain would
have risen more had not the great strikes ex—
erted a restraining influence. Transporters
are making freight more freely than a week
ago. The dry goods trade, though affected
by uncertainty as to transportation, still im-
proves with respsct to oottons, while the hes-
itation in woolens increases. Boston sales of
woolare 20 per cent. larger than last year,
with prices barely steady. The imports for
1886 were 313,263,108 pounds, besides 4,131,~
639 pounds waste and 4,830,203 of yarn. Iron
is helped by a revival in ship building, $22.50
being quoted at Philadelphia for No. 1, and
an advance is expected

at Pittsburg.
Coke has advanced 58 cents per
ton. Western nailmakers will ad—-
vance the price from $2.60 to $2.65

and the window glass association has raised
prices 5 to 7 per cent. Oil production was
26,381,506 barrels last year, against 20,776,041
in 1885. The Trunk line eastbound ton<
nage last year was 11,236,102, against 11,
854,001 in 1885, and the westbound was 2,032,
576, against 2,045,025. The money market
is a little higher as to rates than a week ago,
but well supplied, aud foreign exchange
moves up to $4.88. The sales of cotton
last week were large., with prices de-
pressed, but fully recovering. Wheat
advanced 1}4c and cern 1)4c with moderate
dealings. Pork and lard slightly advanced
and the New York cattle market was a shade
stronger. The business failures during the
last seven days numbers, for the Uniied
States 229, for Canada 382, a total of 261, com-
pared with 3271 last week. The failures in
Canada are numerous and important; in
New York Cliy few and insignificant, and in
the other sections of the country about up to
the average.
