MEANS A UNION DEPOT.

Reported Purchase by the Milwaunkee Road
of the Property of the Hardwood

Storage Company.

The Facilities Grand for a Union Depot,
and That is Said to ba the Object
of the Deal.

The Burlington Buying Ground for a
Freight Depot--The Marketis
Otherwise Quiet.

Little Deals Throughout the Week
and a Summary of the Transfers
and Building Permiis.

Minneapolis was rife yesterday with
rumnors touching great railroad schemes in
connection with heavy purchases of real
estate. The most important of these was
the reported purchase by the Milwaukee
Railroad company of the property of the
Hardwood Storage company, on Third ave-
nue and First street south. Only a few
real estate men were aware of the deal, if
deal it be, but these were confident it meant
a union depot, and they dweiled volubly on
the magniticent facilities it would afford.
The price paid is not given, but it isknown
the Hardwood company last year refused
an offer from the Milwaukee of $2350,000,
and the conclusion is reached that the con-
sideration was not less than $300,000. By
this purchase the company not only con-
trols the large and now connected tract ex-
tending south to Sixth avenue, but also
owns the most eligible site for a union pas-
senger depot the city contains. The Min-
neapolis Eastern 'l‘mn%fer line cuts off one
corner of the property, and on these tracks
the Northern Pacitic and Minneapolis & St.
Louis Short line trains run. The Milwau-
kee is directly connected with the same
tracks, while nothing would be easier for
the Minnesota & Northwestern to make its
connections from its property at Tenth ave-
nuae south. It is contidently asserted by
those in position to know that an elegant
union depot will shortly be erected at this
point by the four roads mentioned, and the
Milwankee will dispose of its strip along
Washington avenue, reserving the Second
street side for freight and yard room.

ANOTHER RAILROAD SCHEME
was found in the reported purchase by the
Burlington & Northern of a strip through
block 9, at the corner of Fifth street and
Fifth avenue north. 1t was said to have
been sold by Frazer & Sheppard, but the
consideration is not known. This block is
three blocks distant from the freight yard
and tracks of the Northern Pacific. The
Burlington now owns a similar strip through
each of the other blocks and the object of
this purchase is said to be the erection of an
immense freight depot. This story is not
confirmed, but is believed, in real estate
cireles, to be entirely reliable. The Bur-
lington is eontemplating other purchases,
and it is among the current stories that its
passenger station will not long remain with
the union depot. >
A FIRST AVENUE SALE
that created considerable talk through the
week was that of a piece of the S. C. Gale
property, corner of Fourth street and First
avenue south. The price paid for 66 feet
on First avenue was $1,000 per foot, and
the purchasers were George H. Rust and
E. A. Horman. They will erect a seven
story office buiidimg to cost about $100,000.
The price paid is held to be away up and
shows that First avenue property is not the
drug on the market that some interested
people would have tnhe city believe. Mr.
Gale was one of those who charged the mo-
tor line with having confiscated the street
ana entirely ruined property. but this sale
shows the utter absurdity of such a state-
ment. There is no beiter property any-
where than this same First avenue prop-
erty, motor or no motor.

Signs of a Dreadful and Lingering
Disease.
When catarrh has existed 1n the head and
the upper part of the throat for any length
of time--the patient living in a district where
people are subject to catarrhal affection—and
the disease has been left uncured, the ca-
tarrh invariably, sometimes slowly, extends
down the windpipe and into the br 'nchial
tubes, which tubes convey the air intothe
different parts of the lungs.

The pain may come and go—last a
few days and then be absent for several
others. The cough that occurs in the firsg
stages of bronchial catarrh is dry, comes at
intervals, 1s hacking in character and usually
most troublesome in the morning on arising
or going to bed at night, and it may be the
first evidence of the disease extending into
the lungs.
At first there may be nothing brought up
by the cough; then theie is a little tough,.
tenacious mucus, which the patient finds
great difficulty in bringing up.
Sometimes there are fits of coughing, in-
duced by the tough mucus—so violent as to
cause vomiting. Later on the mucus that i
raised is found to contain small particles of
yellow matter, which indicates that the small
tubes in the lungs are now affected. With
this there are often streaks of blood mixed
with the mucus.
In some cases small masses of cheesy sube
stance are spit upy whichfwhen pressed be-
tween the fingers, emit a bad odor. In other
cases particles of a hard, chalky nature are
spit up. The raising of cheesy or chalky
lumps indicates serious mischief at work in
the lungs.
A weak stomach and a dislike for food,
which seems to have lost its taste, causes the
patient to think he has a disease of the
stomach iustead of the lungs. With these
diarrheea usually occurs, and there is some
disturbance of the kidneys. In bronchial oa-
tarrh the voice of men becomes weak, husky
and hoarse. There is a burning pain in the
throat, with difficulty in swallowing.
