County Commissioner A. L. Lcnuon says

all reports have been very meager of the
East side roads which the county com-
missioners propose taking under their con-
trol, by act of the legislature. For the
benelit of East side residents, he furnishes
the following description in full:

Harrison Street— Begiiiuing at the SE
coiner of section 2, in town 29, N of range 84,
W of 4th principal meridian, and running
thence N along or as nearly as practicable
along the E line of said section 2 to the N line
of said Hennepin county, at the NE corner of
said section 2.

Marshall Streetßeginning at the intersec-
tion of Marshall street, so called.in the cityof
Minneapolis, with the N line of said city, the
same being the S line of section 3. in town 29,
N of range 21. W of 4th principal meridian,
and running thence N'ly and NW'ly across
said section 3, to the N line of said section,
the same being the N line of said Hennepin
county. ,

Broadway—Begining at tho West % post of
section IS, town 29, Nofrange 23, W of the
4ih principal meildiau and running
thence east across said section 18 to the E
line of said Hennipen county at the E % post
of said section 18.

Division Street—So much of the following
described road or highway as is not included
in the city limits. Begining at the NW cor-
ner of section 19 in town 29 of range 23 W of
the 4th . principal meridian and running
thence on N line of said section 19, to E
line of said Hennipen county at the NE cor-
ner of said sec 19.

Eighteenth Avenue NE—So much of the
following described road or highway as is
not included in the city limits: Begining at
the N}i post of section 13 in town 29; N
of range 24. W of the 4th principal meridian
and running thence E along the N line of
said section 13 to the NE corner of said sec-
tion 13. thence E along the N line of sectiou

IS. in town 29 N of range 23, Wof the 4th
principal meridian to the E line of said Hen-
nepin county at tho NE corner of said section
18.

Which tailed A Child's Death—A
Young- Mother's strausre story.

Wednesday the dead body of an infant
was found in the vault of an out-house in
the rear of the Skiles block, on the corner
sf Washington and Thirteenth avenues
south. An examination was made at the
instance ofCoronor Hill, which developed
that the child had been born alive. Detec-
tives Quinlan and King, who were given
the case, succeeded in finding that the
mother of the child was • a servant girl
uanied Christina Larson, and caused her
arrest Friday afteruoon upon the charge of
infanticide. She acknowledged the parent-
age of the child readily enough, but claimed
that its death was accidental. Her story
was that she had been stopping with Mrs.
Bucklers, who runs an employment agency
in the Skiles block, at 1222 Washington
avenue south, aud early Monday morning
was taken sick. The birth of the child oc-
curred unexpectedly in the out-house and
the fall was accidental.
At the inquest held yesterday at the un-

dertaking rooms of Gleason & Byorum
Drs. Spring and Lantz testified that the
child was a fully matured male and had un-
doubtedly been born alive. That- while
there were no marks of external violence
the skull had been fractured as though by a
fall, and that a large clot of blood had been
found up the vase of the brain. Bertha
Nokken, livingat 1226 Washington avenue,
testified that she heard the voice of a child
in the yard Monday morning. - Mrs.
Buckles aud three girls who slept in the
same room with Christina testified to her
being sick that morning and said she had
left the, house that day. • The detectives
testified to finding Christina at the house of
a Mrs. Smith, 73 Ninth street south,
where she was doing some washing. She
confessed to having given birth to the child
but denied that she had purposely thrown
it it into the vault. The jury after hearing
the evidence brought in a verdict that the
babe came came to its death through the
criminal neglect of its mother. The county
attorueydid not think the evidence sufficient
to warrant conviction and Christina was
discharged from .custody last evening. :In
appearance she is quite prepossessing. She
Is 22 years old. and came to America-from
Norway six years ago. She says the father
ofthe child is a man Inbusiness on Nicol-
let avenue, who has married since, her inti-
macy with him.

Workingmen to Go and Do Like-
\u25a0viae.

To the Editor of the Globe.
One of the labor papers has the following:

"Knights employed in a large woodworking
establishment in Rushville, Ind., who were
discharged two years ago because their em
ployers didn't like the Knights, started a co-
operative concern in opposition, and are now
doing a large and profitable business." And
that is the way to do. Ifemployers do not-
want us, if they undervalue us, why not show
them that we are men—that is, have the mind,
the muscle, the plucK, the independence
Of men, and that we dare to do or try to do
all that men i can do. Why not, In a self-
respecting way, go to work on our own hook,
run our own risks, pocket our own profits or
losses, and thus show our wouid-be bosses
that we can do without them. Why not? Wo
have now hundreds of successful examples
of co-operative production to stimulate us,
besides thousands of well known instances of
co-operative mercantile enterprises; and all
over this country the trade is running iv the
direction of self-help: that is, mutual help-
that is, help for you and me
at the same time. And here I
could stop to sermonize for an hour, but will
only interject a text for a sermon.: The man
who believes in the possibility of good times
for the masses under any other motto than
"union" iv all the work of life is "off"to an
extent that disqualifies him as a judge or re-
liable authority In this matter. "United wo
stand, divided wo fail," and if the union be
partial, if it does not extend to trade and
manufactures as well as to government, edu-
cation, building societies, etc., the results
will be partial and unsatisfactory. Why not?
I ask again. Because selfishness blocks
the way. Almost every man in this
mammon-worshipping age and country hopes
to be rich before he dies, and is unwilling to
tie up his few hundreds or thousands In an
honest business that would, with sufficient

! certainty, justify confidence and support.
Each man is waiting for an opportunity to
speculate in lots or stocks, dreaming all the
time of mounting, iv this way, above his fel-
low men. Ifit were not for that delusion—
for in nine cases out of ten, even in this new
country, it is a delusion and a snare—
would be sufficient capital massed and used
in co-operative enterprises to take great fields
of labor out of the hands of bosses and trans-
fer them to the rightful owners— and all this
without strikes, loss of time or any form of
violence.

But the day of hope is here and the day of
glory is dawning, for every week notices of
new co operative enterprises appear, and,
though some of them fail, many succeed, and
the growth is sure and steady. Let us rejoice.
