How the Republicans Would Redistriot
the City to Retain Control of
the Council.

Members of the Liquor Dealers’ Associa-
tion Assert They Have Been
Misrepresented.

The Druggists Discuss the Bill Aflect~
ing Their Interests Now Be=
fore the Legislature,

Sinking a Caisson-=The Walsh Slan-
der Suit--A Sale of City
Bridge Bonds.

A LOP-SIDED PLAN

By Which Certain Schemers Hope
to Control the Councii.

The latest scheme of the Republican
managers, in regard to the redistricting of
the city, is not only nefarious but so un-
Teasonable and transparent that, partisan as
is the legislature, the idea of it ever becom-
ing a law is absurd. The ostensible plea
for redictricting the city is the dispropor-
tionate population of the wards, by which,
for example, the Eighth has about 7,000 and
the Sixth over 30,000 people, yet with the
sawme representation in council; but the real

reason is to secure, if possible, a Re-
publican  majority in  council. 1t
is only necessary, in showing
the absurdity of the new pian, to

puin.L to the fact that it is not contemplated
1o divide the Fourth or Fifth wards, large
as they are, because a division of either
would be impossible without making one
Democratic and one Republican ward out
of each; yet it is proposed to add another
ward to the East side, which has a popula-
tion (1885) not to exceed 24,000. it isalso
proposed to include the Washburn home
district south of the Eighth ward in a new
ward which will haveless than 5.000 popu-
lation. The new ward on the East sideis
to be formed by a linedrawn—not atright
angles to the river, but parallel to it, mak-
ing the ward comprise the scattered eastern
population  which will number less
than 5,000. This is characteristic of the
whole plan, which is so palpably partisan
and so disproportionate that it 1s little more
than amusing. The entire idea is to create
new wards out of thinly settled Republican
districts, and mass the Democrats in over-
whelming numbers in closely settled local-
ities, thus increasing the Republican and
diminishing the Democratic wards.

The proposed plan divides the city into
thirteen wards, as follows: The First ward
is to be di¥ided into two wards, to be num-
bered First and Ninth; the Third ward into
two wards, the Third and Tenth; the limits
wo be extended above Shingle ereek. Two
new wards between the Seventhand Eighth
wards are to be created, beginning at
Thirty-fourth street and extending be-
yond the Washburn home, to be
numbered the Eleventh and Twelfth
and to have one alderman each. The
extention is also to be made to Minnehaha
falls. The Sixth ward is to be divided, the
Washington avenue side to remain the
Sixth and the other half the Thirteenth.
It is thought by this arrangement, that the
First, Third, Sixth, Seventh and Eleventh
werds wonld be Demoeratic and the others
Republican, giving the Democrats ten alder-
men and the Republican sixteen. By such
an arrangement the Fourth and Fifth wards
will remain intact, each with over 22.000
people, while the average population of
the others will be only about 12.000. An
equitib and neat arrangement, truly!
Mr. Comstock shows his fine Italian hand
in this. He wants to be alderman and
knows he can never be, under the present
system, so he proposes a plan that will
slice a new ward, for his special benefit,
from off the East side of the First. Such a
plan would never be tolerated by the people
and will never be legalized by the leglsia-
ture.

SEFFECTIiVG REFORMS.”

Saloonkeepers Complain of Misrep=-
resemntation and Malicious Abuse.
The Retail Ligquor Dealers’ association

held a meeting yesterday afternoon at
which there was a fair attendance. As the
meeting was closed to outsiders, and the
mwewmbers are decidedly close mouthed, few
details as to what transpired could be
learned. One of the leading officers stated
that nothing had been done further than to
discuss the situation, and denounced vigor-
ously the reports in an evening paper as
untrue. A..J. Rosander, another leading
niember. said:

There is no split among the saloonkeepers
that I know of, Certainly not among those
who belong to the association. We have not
at any meeting deciced upon any course to
be pursued, further than in relation to the
cases in the distriet court for viclation of the
Supday law. The statement of some hair-
brained reporter that we had raised $75.000
to defeat high license with is about as true
as the rest of the lies that have been pub-
lished about our association.

1t is quite evident that the saloonkeepers

willnot attempt to cross any bridges until
they cowe to them, and that they will not
decide to either obey or fight the high li-
cense law until it is settled whether the law
is to remain in its present state or is to be
changed. Nothing will be done until after
the legislature has adjourned, and no atten-
tion need be given to rumors that are started
for the purpose of ereating false impressions,
which seeins to constitute the plan for
¢effecting reforms,” as an evening paper
characterizes the recent endeavors in that
direction.

THE DRUGGISTS TALK.

The Sunday Question and the New
Bill Considered.

There was a large attendance at the meet-
ing of the Druggists’ association at the
rooms on Nicollet avenue last evening, and
the Sunday selling question and the bill now
before the legislature providing for the pun-
ishment of any druggist who shall recom-
wend any medicine, were discussed. at con-
siderable length. Many opinions were ex-
pressed, fand the general opinion
was that the bill was a gross injustice, and
would cause more trouble than the persons
who drafted the bill would care to be mixed
up in. The association took no action in
regard to the matters, further than to leave
the matter of the bill in the hands of the
state legislative committee of druggists at
St. Paul. This committee will be instructed
to put forth its best endeavors to have the
bill modified to a great extenf. The Sun-
day question was handled in a somewhat
gingerly manner, and was left over until
the next meeting.

SINKING A CAISSON.

The Elaborate Work Watched by
Colid and Curious Crowds.

The work of sinking the caisson for the
sentral pier of the steel-arch bridge is pro-
gressing rapidly, and was yesterday gazed
at by a large crowd from the suspension
pridge. The caisson itself has already been
elaborately deseribed in the GLOBE, but the
sinking process is decidedly interesting.
The caisson is like a double box with the
top and bottom out, and was built resting
on the ice. with the additional support of a
row of piles driven around it. Projecting
where the bottom of the double box would
come in isa row of stout timbers, under
each of which is a jackscrew, resting upon
a pile of ‘timber supports, whivch in turn
rest upon the row of piles. W h;n all was
ready for the sxuklxxg. the caisson was
jacked up until its weight was lifted from
the ice. which was then cut from beneath
it. Gradually, then, the jacks were screwed
down, the timbers beneath them being re-
moved one by one as the huge structure
sunk. When the jacks rest on the ice m.xd
the last thread is taken up, the caisson will
rest on the river bed. 'This will probably
be accomplished to-day.. The_ Dpipe connec-
tions and pump are in readiness, and as
soon as the caisson is sunk compressed air
will be forced in and the laymg of the
masonry begun. The silt a}xd sandrock
will be cut from beneath the air chalnpgr.
and the caisson will be 'suuk t.he requisite
depth; the concrete {illing \t‘l“ be placed
and the work be coipplete. The buoyancy
of the caisson is estimated at 2,000 tons,
and that weizht of masonry will be piled
upon it as it descends. It is the expectation
to have the masonry of the pier rise above

the water line by April 15, about which
time the ice may be expected to go out.

'SCANDINAVIAN ART

To be Encouraged for the Expesi-
tion--Rev. Jansen’s Lecture.

Olaf Ellison, a Norwegian gentleman, was
present at the meeting of the Exposition
directors yesterday morning, and made
quite an address to the gentlemen, in which
he clearly set forth the advantages of secur-
ing a fifst-class collection of Scandinavian
art for the forthcoming show. In order to
arouse general interest in the subject the
Norwegian art society had requested Rev.
Christopher Jansen,one of the most learned
Scandinavians in this country, to deliver a
lecture upon the art works of his native
land, a subject which the gentleman is
qualified to handle icteiligently. Mr. El-
lison then explained the plan of operations
necessary to secuer a creditable display,and
said much had already been accomplished.
He also suggested the feasibility of securing
from Sweden a choir of twenty male voices
to sing during the Exposition; the choir in
question has taken a gold medal for the best
chorus singing in Europe. This would be
a novel feature, andif it can be secured
will be a great drawing card. The board
warmly approved the work of the Nor-
wegian Art society, and pledged its support
to the lecture of Rev. Jansen. The choir
matter was referred to the committees on
entertainment and building, the members
present seeming very much pleased with
the idea ot securing the singers.

W. E. Steele was added to the committee
on exhibits, and requested to be on the
look out for anything that may be of inter-
est during his Pacific coast tour, and se-
care-everything of special merit. After a
few financial and legislative matters had
been discussed the board adjourned.

BOARD OF TRADE PLEASED

And Commends the Bill Providing
for the County=Road System.

The pending bill providing for the new
county-road system came before an ad-
journed meeting of the board of trade yes-
terday morning and was immediately
pounced upon by Judge Bassett. He held
the burden of taxation already great
enough in Minneapolis. and did not con-
sider the resuits to be obtained great
enough to warrant the expense. The bene-
fits would generally go to the small towns
to be connected with Minneapolis and not
to the latter city.

J. N. Niud poured out considerable in-
formation on the subject, the prineipal
point being that the bill contemplated-no
additional tax, but only a change in the
method of applying it. According to his
views all of the surrounding counties were
merely waiting for roads and bridges over
which to pour their produce into this city.
Col. King favored the roads, but was
doubtful of the propriety of giving this
power to the board of commissioners. J.
S. Pillsbury favored the plan and Judge
Atwater opposed it, the former calling the
expense—2,200—a mere trifle, and the
latter doubting the expediency as well as
the results of the plan. Finally a resolution
was adopted, formally indorsing the bill
now pending.

THE WALSH SLANDER SUIT,

Demurrer Sustained=-Another Di-
vorce==District Court Notes.

In the libel suit of Matt Walsh against
John H. Nevins a demurrer was recently
filed by Mr. Nevins’ attorneys. This de-
murrer stated that the complaint did not
state sufficient facts to constitute a cause
for action. Judge Youung filed an order
vesterday sustaining the demurrer, and al-
lowing the plaintiff twenty days in which
to amend his answer.

Juage Rea filed a decision ycsterday grant-
ing Carl F. J. Goebel a divorce from Elsie
Goebel. The parties were married in Buffalo
county, Wis., in 1879, and lived together for
some time, when the plaintiff discovered that
his wife had a former husband living, one
Hans Paulson, who resides in Chicago.

Judge Von Schiegel yesterday considered
the application of Louis Nuland for letters of
administration of the estate of Hans P. Ha-
wald, one of the men killed by the falling of
the Brackett block. Itis said that his heir
will begin suit for heavy damages.

In the appeul casc of C. H. Pettit and J. W,
Day against the Minnesota & Northwestern
Railroud company, a motion for a new trial
was made yesterday, and Judge Young
granted it on the ground that the proceedings
in the case had been irregular.

An order was made by Judge Rea yvester-
day calling for n new trial of the case of
Michael Pierro against the St. Paul & North-
ern Pacific Railroad company unless the
plaintiff would consent to have the verdict re-
duced to $1,5C0.

In the divorce case of William Robert Ebell
against Josephine Ebell, in which desertion
was allezed, a decree was filed yesterday
granting the plaintiff his liberty.

A motion for a change of venue to Grant
county, in the case of Sarah J. Kelly against
Walter Prescott, was denied yesterday by
Judge Younf.

In the matter of the assignment of John F.
Cohn, an affidavit was filed yesterday stating
that the value of the assets would nct exceed
$600.

The letter also suggested that
no active steps be taken in the matter of
the Franklin avenue bridge till the scheme
had been approved by the secretary of war,
lest it interfere with the river improvement
project. The matter has been referred to
the board of trade, whose committee on
navigation will prepare and circulate the
petition.
