A PLEA OF rOVERTY

ish Burial.
An uncivilized manner of burying the

lead which borders upon the brutal lias
beeu developed by the death of a child in
North Minneapolis. Its mother died a
week ago, and the child, which was only 14 j
days old, was given in charge of a |
woman, who took care of it until
Thursday last, when it died. Its father
came for the remains and, with the as-
sistance of another man. made a rough
coffin from a lemon box. The preparations
for the burial consisted iv holding the body
up and pouring a couple of pails of water
over it, after which it was dressed.
The corpse was carried to one of the city
cemeteries, where a hole was dug. at the
bottom of which the body was laid. It
was then covered by the box and filled in
with earth. The father of the child, who
resides on Ninth avenue north, is said to be
extremely poor, and this serves as a slight
excuse for what seems almost heartless and
heathenishthe consignment of the body
of a child coffinless and shroudless to the
earth.

-HAT REM. RISEION

Explained by a *'s*y-»»ci-.".--Possible
Trouble to Result.

The end of the recent resurrection sensa-
tion on the East side has not come yet, as it
is understood the authorities will take steps
tofix the blame for the removal of the body
from the vault. A city ordinance pre-
scribes the regulations for the reception and
removal of corpses, and this removal is be-
lieved to have been a violation of that ordi-
nance. A prominent physician, speaking of
the resurrection part of the sensation, said
yesterday:

The case is only pitiable. Of course there
is absolutely not a word of truth in the report
of the partial return of animation. I can
readily believe the lady thought so, but she
was highlywrought up and easily deceived.
You know how when a pitcher of cold water
is brought into a warm room the condensa-
tion will cause moisture to appear upon it.
Itwas probably the same with that body. The
sexton says it was frozen stiff, and when it
was laid out in the warmer atmosphere of
the house, the condensation produced moist-
ure that was taken for perspiration. The
relaxation of tho frozen condition internally
would have produced the sounds mistaken
for breathing, and it is very natural that
gases were given out aud the odor of brandy
E_u.ht be perciptible. as that taken by the
girlbefore her death would have remained in
the system. The phenomena reported by the
mother were all the result of natural causes,
and her credulity was not unreasonable, but
there was no life there. lam sorry to see
the readiness wilti which people take hold of
these "ghost" stories.

THE BIG LAND SUIT.

Wadsworth Indignantly Decline-
to Make Any Statement Before
Trial.
Harry H. Wadsworth, who was, in a dis-

patch lrom Lowell, Mass., in yesterday morn-
ing's Globe, mentioned as the defendant in
an action brought by Mrs. Bridget McNanmra
and Mrs. Catherine Scully, who sue to re-
cover "1*3,000,000," the value of land in the
"town of St. Anthony," which they allege
that Mr. Wadsworth obtained possession of
by false and fraudulent representations, was
somewhat indignant yesterday when asked by
a reporter to make a statement. "No, sir,"
f Bid be, "I have no statement to make in re-
gard to the matter until it comes to trial. I
do uot make a practice of tellingall about my
cases until I am ready to try them."
Itwill be remembered that some time ago a

complaint was filed in the district court by
the two women mentioned, but it was dis-
missed. Since then a new suit, almost ident-
ical with the first one, has been begun, but
the complaint has not yet been filed. The
answer of Mr. Wadsworth, published at
length in the Globe of Tuesday, was to this
second complaint. The dispatch from Lowell
is erroneous in st .ting that the value of the
property in controversy to be $3,000,000. In
•.he original complaint it was stated that the
land consisted of lot 2, section 28, and Jots 7
and 8, in section' 33, township 29, range 24.
The value was Riven as 8250,000, and the
value ofMrs. Scully's interest was placed at
_>12,000. In the answer filed Tuesday Mr.
Wadsworth declares the value of the land
to be $150,000.

COLORED THIEVES.

A Quartette Commit Four Burg-
lar in One ""light.

Several stores on Washington avenue south,
between Third and Fourth avenues, were en-
tered Wednesday night by thieves and goods
carried off.

At Xerxa's
grocery store cigars and tobacco were carried
off, and at Tom Shaw's place on Second ave-
nue a jug of whisky was taken. Entrance
was obtained in each instance by cutting out
the panels of rear doors. Detective John
Hoy early yesterday morning arrested
Franklin Roberts, a colored man. who
"squealed" and told who were his accom-
plices. With the aid of Detective Quinlan
Hay gathered in Jeff Chandler, Isaac Thorn-
ton and a fellow known as Vankey, all col-
ored, who bave practically acknowledged
their guilt.

Trying to Dis__g_h.s the Case Against
. Lemuel If. Miepard.

Before Judge Young yesterday morning a
demurrer to the indictment against Lemuel
N. Sfcepard, charged with grand larceny in
the first degree, was argued and submitted.
The indictment was demurred to on the
grounds that the doctrine of caveat emptor
made it imperative for the buyer lo look up
the records and satisfy himself if there were
any incumbrances,. without relying on the
representations of the defendant, which were
thus neither fulse nor fraudulent within the
meaning of the code; that a warranty deed
having been given by the defendant for his
property, the buyer was thereby confined to
a civil action, no criminal action being main-
tainable on a false warranty, according to the

" authority of some English cases, which hold
that the buyer is presumed to have relied on
the warranty and not on the representations;
that realty is uot the subject of larceny. It
was also held in the demurrer that the in-
dictment ; did . not charge a public
offense, and that therefore it was
not the duty of the state to proceed against

Mr. Shepard. It is expected that a decision
In regard to the matter will be filed during

the present week, unless Judge Young sends
the decision to the supreme court to have it
passed upon there, as he intimated he might.
The indictment was found under section 415
of the penal code, and charged that o:i June 1,
1886, Shepard went to D. ti.. Adams, repre-
sented that he was the owner of lot 10, block .
1, Jackson's addition, and that the same was
free from all incumbrances. This land he
offered to trade to Adams for 8350, and lot 10,
block 30, in Windom's addition. A trade was
made and a few days later Shepard went to
Adams and tellinghim that he had conveyed

the Windom addition proDerty to A. C. Paul,

asked that the deed of the property given to
him be destroyed and a similar deed made to

Paul Adams, believing what Shepard said to
be true, did as requested, and paid Shepard

the $350. Soon after this he found that in-

stead of the property received from Shepard
being free from ail incumbrances, there were
liens'and "judgments against it for near
81 000 The indictment alleges that Shepard

knew this, and that he intended to defraud
and swindle Adams.

The case is considered an important one by

tbe district attorney, as there ure many s.mi-.

lar cases arising all the time and heretofore
he has been somewhat at sea as what to do in

• The case of Carl H. Douglas; against N. G.
Leighton et al., to recover $1,532.27, Vbegun
in the Eleventh Judicial district, has-been
transferred to Hennepin county by the con-
sent of all the parties "to the action. The
complaint alleges that in February, 1.86, the
plaintiffand the defendants entered into an
agreement whereby Douglas was to cut logs
for the defendants and receive 1.7 per thou-
sand for so doing. The complaint further
says that the surveyor general scaled the logs
cut, after they were banked, and found that
they amounted to 1,811,100 feet. The defend-
ants paid the plaintiffbut $11,1-5.85, and, ac-
cording to Douglas statement, refuse to pay
him the $1,532.27 still due. In the defendants'
answer, which has also been tiled, it is denied
that the surveyor general scaled the logs, and
alleged that the total amount they have
received is 1,357,950 feet, for which they have
fullypaid.
