We are wintering 117 bead#of horses and
colts, which includes about twenty-five head
belonging to outside parties, mostly mares in
foal to Woodford and Baymont. . We have not
lost any, and the colts are in better condition
than ever. Wo have twenty-one mares due
to fcal in March and April, eleven due to
Woodford (which includes L. K. Heed'sJ Swi-
gert mare. Welcome, and a mare belonging to
Mr. Schutte), one to Nutwood aud the rest lo
Baymont 1027, and Memory 1366; with one
exception this will be Woodford's first early

foal. We are breaking some Woodford's
coming 2—his first; crop. it looks as though

the - colt that wins; the : two-year old stake
would have to reduce the Minnesota and lowa
record. ' We are ' also breaking a Baymont
gelding ,coming 3, out'of Butler's pacer. He
trots square and is very promising. We find
colts foaled before May 15, or after Sept. 1,
do the best. The latter we let run with their
mothers all winter, and feed both grain, tying
the mare up, and feed • the colt in a separate
box. Colts foaled between May 15 and Sept.
1 get a bad set-back.as the Hies are very hard
on them. Woodford and Baymont are. in
splendid , condition, > and feel very lively.
Lockwood—the Nutwood—Dictator (Maud S.
and Jay-Eye-See) has wintered nicely; he is a
handsome, strong-built colt, and very sweet-
gaited. A. E. S.

HOWNAPOLEONUI. FLEECED.
'

Enormous Peculations CarrieU on
(7.7 7; nt tho Close of His Reign.

Iwas lately told by a Southern gentle-
man a very curious story, writes Lucy
Hooper from Paris, going to prove how
thoroughly duped and deceived was Na-
poleon 111. at the close of his reign, and
how gigantic were the frauds and pecula-
tions then being carried on by the imperial
officials.. This gentleman's ..father had
been on intimate terms with
Louis ' Napoleon when he re-
sided in the United States, and
the future emperor had often been his guest
on his plantation in Louisiana. My friend
was traveling iv Europe in IS.U, and on
arriving in Paris, '\u25a0 and wishing to be pre-
sented'; to the emperor. wiiQfti^ie'well re-
membered as having, when a boy, seen at
his 'father's house, he wrote to one of the
imperial chamberlains, setting forth his de-
sire and also the facts of the case. The
emperor, whose kindly feeling for the
friends of his adversity was well known, at
once granted him a private interview. The
French * sovereign and the American
citizen conversed long . and pleasantly, and
when the latter rose to take leave Napoleon
asked him. as to his next point. of destina-
tion. "Iam on my .way to England, sire,"
was the reply.' "Then," said the emperor,
"Iwish you would go to the establishment
of Messrs. M-—, the great guumakers,
and ask them how the order sent them
from our war office for 250,000 guns is pro-
gressing. They ought to be nearly
completed by this time." ' The Amer-
ican undertook. the commission, and
called as requested at the office of the firm.
The clerk to whom he first addressed his
question simply laughed in his face. "You
must* be out of your senses," he said.
"Such an order has never been given, and
the guns do not exist." My countryman
became indignant and insisted upon seeing
one of the members of the firm. Mr.
M-r---*--, the senior partner, was summoned.
but could only ' confirm the state-
ment of the clerk. "1 assure you,
sir," he said courteously, "that we
have never received 7an order of any
kind from the French government for so
much as a single gun." Yet those guns
had been paid for, though unordered and
non-existent. . A striking proof was this
incident of the vast peculations that took
place during the latter years of the empire.
My friend forwarded a statement of the
facts to Napoleon 111., but doubtless as

' precautions had been taken to prevent any
such information fromreaching the deluded
sovereign, whose bright days were then fast
drawing to.their close.
