THE STATE OF TRADE.
The Regular Weekly Review of the

Situation.
New York, March 4.— R. G. Dun &

Co.'s weekly trade review says: Congress
has finished work, so that an important
cause of disturbance of values is out of the
way. The relief felt has been measurably
anticipated in the markets, which generally
score higher prices. than a week ago. For-
eign exchange is distinctly less favorable to
gold exports. The course of the stock
market indicates for the future foreign buy-
ing rather than selling. An increase in
west-bound shipments of goods, and greater
activity in some branches of the dry goods
trade may be traced to the interstate bill,
which will go into operation April 1.
and will affect . special rates and
contracts. The favorable classification for
cotton goods shipped westward will be
affected. For instance, tiie trunk lines
have adopted new classes of rates, whichare in effect a substantial advance, so
that the first result ofthe measure is some
increase in charges for transportation.
Some improvement is noted in the woolen
trade, but the orders are still smaller than
last year, so that fine and territorial wools
are lower, though worsted wools are scarce
and strong. It is significant that shoddy
also rises in price while wool weakens, the
demand being largely forcheap grades of
cloth. Cottons have been more active, and
middlinguplands rose to 9.s<c, with more
more foreign buying. Boots and shoes
move more freely, but dullness is felt in
the leather trade. The pause in iron busi-
ness is now noticed, but prices yield
only for speculative or largely im-
ported articles. In spite of a slack
demand for raw iron and important pro-
ducts there is a confident tone. The wheat
speculation takes the form of a struggle be-
tween a powerful combination here, at Cin-
cinnati and in California, which is said to
hold 30,000,000 bushels, and foreigners who
are selling. Prices are a shade lower than
last week. Pork speculation, after passing
§15 per barrel, has been killed by the Chi-
cago board, which fixes that price as a basis
for margin deals and thus saves legitimate
traders from the clutches of a combination.
The labor difficulties look less threatening.
The business failures during the last seven
days number for the United States 20.1 and
for Canada 20, a total of 229. against "200
last week and 246 for the corresponding
week of last year.
