The most sensational feature about it was
the Juue option, which a week ago was at l%c
premium over May, and was this morning lc
under May. This is indicative of a squeeze.
Howard Jackson said: "The biggest buyer
in this market for weeks has been Armour.
He has bought steadily and without regard

to price." T. Baker said: "A week or
two ago when wheat dropped back to 84c,
everybody thought it very cheap. Now, be-
cause it dropped to 78c, everybody thinks
ii was a deal at 84c. lam a bnll on wheat."
"Mr.Savor, of C. W. Brega & Co., said: "The
wheat is manipulated. There is no doubt

about it. The Liverpool, California and New
York markets are manipulated as well as this.
There is to be a squeeze. There is no doubt
about it." George Baldwin, said: "Wheat is
going to sell higher." Arthur Orr, said: "I
don't believe Armour has a bushel of wheat,
and lam a bear on the market." Pork was
traded in sparingly at $20.70. There was
really very little speculation in provisions of
any sort, but such as it was was in lard.
That advanced almost to 8c forMay.

THE routine report.

Chicago, March B.—Tho speculation in
wheat which has been steadily increasing for
a week past leaped all bounds to-day and the
scene in the pit during both sessions was very
wild. There was a continuation of the up-
ward movement from the start, the first sales
for May delivery being made at 83%®83%c
higher than last night's closing, followed by
a quick advance to 84%cwith free buying all
the way up. This was followed by a sharp
decline t083%c. followed by another upward
move which was not stayed until 86c had been
touched. The dealing was confined almost
entirely to May delivery and other options
being neglected aud the outward evidences
were such that a "squeeze" in that month
was to be attempted. The excitement in the
pit during the advance was very great.
"Sorts" were thoroughly alarmed and "short"
interests now acknowledged to bo so large

that this advance of B%c from the low prices
current last week, meant tremendous profits
and consequent large losses among the
speculators. It was conceded thai. THE BULL leaders
.vho could push wheat In the face of heavy
selling and generally bearish tone of market
formonths must be very powerful and well
equipped for a fight. The advance of May
from 83%cto 86c was almost instantaneous.

The options as to the power under the ad-
vance were as many almost as the operations

in the pit. After the top was touched, and
eveu before it, there was heavy selling by
some of the parties identified with the bull
side.' The - market sold off to 85%cand
closed there at 1 o'clock. In the afternoon
May rose to be very large. For a time the
market was but one remove from -a panic.
May started in apparently strong, but im-
mediately began breaking under enor-
mous s offerings, and dropped by %c
to 83%c. There was a combined
solid rush to sell out. Ifa broker could not
get what he wanted forit he took what he
could get. Around 83%cthe feeling became
solider, and prices recovered to 84%c, finally
closing at 84%c. Everything except wheat
was entirely neglected, the market, notwith-
standing the violent fluctuations, closed lc
higher than last night. On tbe "curb" late
in the afternoon, the price was 84%c. There
is a very broad suspicion that a moneyed
combination contemplates a "squeeze" in
wheat, but an interesting problem for a
speculator to decide now is, "Who is under
wheat?" The truth probably will be found
that there is a number of cliques under it.
There is a Cincinati, a San Fran-
cisco, a New York and a Chicago
clique under different sections of it. May and
June were quoted at the same figures at the
opening, but May at one time commanded a
premium of l%c over June, but this was re-
duced to %c at the close. The best prices in
corn were had early, when May was 40%0.
Later it got down to 39%c. but toward tbe
close recovered a little from this fljrure,
selling at 40? go. There was no special features
in the market. Pretty much all hog products
developed into a slow and featureless sort of
a deal.but prices were firm and made a little
advance.

WEEKLY REVIEW.
During the past week there have been com-

paratively few changes in prices, aud the
general conditions remain substantially as at
our last review of the market. The demand
is satisfactory for the season, and indicates
that the stocks throughout the country are
unusually light. The fact that within the
last week or two there have been fewer ad-
vances than previously is referred to as a
healthy feature, indicating a conservative
disposition on the part of manufacturers, and
an unwillingness to make an unnecessary ad-
vance, which the course of trade might not
justify. The general firmness of prices, and
the difficultyofobtaining prompt shipment of
some goods, are also referred to as
showing the tone of the market. In
dry goods trade is better, the mild weather
having a good effect. There has .been an in-
creased number of merchants in town, and
purchases, as a rule, have been very liberal
in all seasonable goods, while the order de-
mand has shown daily improvement. The
roads are now in condition so that traveling
salesmen can get about and see customers.
Collections are satisfactory and everything is
looking very favorable for a good business.
The drug market is very active, especially in
the line of spring goods, paints, oils, lead,
glass, seeds, etc. The demand from the far
West is noticeably good. With an increasing
territory, and increasing development of the
territory the city commands, it is expected
we shall have the best years' business we
have ever had. Prices are firmer, and qui-
nine, lard oil and carbolic acid have advanced;
gum arable is also up a little. Groceries are
steady and without material change. Hard-
ware is firmer, with onlymoderate collections,
while business is active. Leather, boots and
ho es, and finished iron are without change.
