SFCRETARY ENDICOTT.

But Litrle €redence Pinced in the
Report That He Intends to Ree»
sign.

were to-day thrown into a flutter of excite-
ment over a report that Secretary Endicott
is to retire from the cabinet, and that al-
ready his resignation is in the hands of the
president. The Boston Herald, supposed
10 be friendly to Secrstary Endicott, yester-
day published a long article stating that the
president and the secretary of war have had
an open rupture growing out of the ap-
pointment of Dr. Moore to be surgeon gen-
eral of the aruy, which resulted in certain
changes in the medical corps not agreeable
to the secretary. It is further alleged that
Mr. Endicott has frequently been ignored
in the consideration of business relating di-
rectly to the department over which he pre-
sides, one of the notable instances being the
president’s action on the riverand harbor bill.
While several members of the cabinet were
aware that the president objected to cer-
taiu features contained in the bill, Seecre-
tary IEndicott knew nothing of the *‘pocket
veto” until he reached the capitol with the
president on the last day of congress.
Numerous instances are cited to show that
the president and the secretary of war do
not dwell together in that harmony which
siould prevail in the presidential family,
yet no one, at either the White house or
war department, is willing to assume the
authority of affirming the story. It is true,
however, that the president has acted on
several matters relating to the department
without consulting Mr. Endicott, but the
latter appears to have worried himself very
little on that score and seems to have been
contented to take official life easy and de-
vote his best energy to enjoying
THE SOCIAL DISTINCTION

which his cabinet position gives him. Soon
after the inauguration ot Mr. Cleveiand a
well-kilown pelitician was present during
an interview between the president and a
leading Massachusetts Mugwump. The
latter, in commenting upon the gentleman
whom the president had called into his
cabinef, remarked that the people of Massa-
chusetts felt highly gratified that a citizen
of the Old Bay State had been chosen,
“‘But,” said he, **Mr. President, although
Judge Endicoti is a memhber of a dis-
tinguished family and an estimable gentle-
man in every partienlar, yet heisnot fami-
liar with pnblie men and measures,and there-
fore not calculated to give vou much
assistance politically.” It seems that the
president has followed this advice in vari-
ous New England appointments by neg-
lecting to take Mr. Endicott into his confi-
dence and seeking counsel from Repre-
sentative Collins and other New England
Democrats. Your correspondent talked
with a number of the cabinet on the subject
to-night, and the latter, withont wishing to
be quoted, said that if Mr. Endicott con-
templates retiring from the cabinet he has
contined his seeret to the president alone, as
the subject was not considered seriously at
the cabinet meeting to-day. The newspa-
per accounts of the atfair were ot course re-
ferred to, but the president characterized
the statement as ‘‘nonsense.” Secretary
Endicott went to Boston last Friday and is
expected to return to Washington the latter
part of the present week.

Wearing a dilapidated slouch hat and
mufiled in a dark blue overcoat the attor-
ney general was slowly wending his way
through the departmment of justice to-day
when your correspondent met him.

‘*Nothing was hinted at even to-day,” he
gaid, *‘that could give color to the report of
the retirement of Secretary Endicott. Al-
though the latter was not at the cabinet
tavle there was nothing unusual in that cir-
cumstance. T am certain that it Mr. Endi-
cott purposed leaving us we should have
known something about it. It may be that
the old gentleman is getting tired of officifl
routine, but he has not taken any of his asso-
ciates into his confidence.

Will Stand By the Indians.

WaAsHINGTON, March 15.—*I was very
much shocked while conversing with a high
official last evening,” said Indian Comuis-
sioner Atkins, *‘to hear him announce his
belief in the theory that the ounly good In-
dian was a dead one. According to his
idea, all of the Indians should be driven
out of the United States, and he even went
so far as to advocate putting them on des-
ert islands and allowing them to perish by
starvation. 1 find this idea becoming very
prevalent, and especially among those
who want to pre-empt claims on
the Indian reservations. Their argu-
ment is that the Indians can never be
of any possible good to the United States,
and that their room is better than their
company. As long asIam in charge of
this bureaun,” said the commissioner. em-
phasizing his remarks with a vigorous blow
of his fist on the desk in front of him. *'I
ghall stand out against such policy, and 1
think the best people of this country are in
accord with me in this view of the ques-
tion. To be sure, the Indian problem is a
troublesome one, but there should be more
charity shown these original owners of our
soil without turning them over to the ten-
der mercies of a crowd of land sharks.”

Manning Starts for Enrope.

NEw Yorg, March 15.—Ex-Seceretary
Daniel Manning sailed for Europe on the
gteamer Arizona this morning. He was
accompanied by his wife and daughter.
Mr. Manning said the voyage 'was taken in
the hope that the tonic of the sea would
benefit his health. He was feeling strong
and the cold caught in Washington had al-
most entirely left him. His old complaint
had not troubled him for six months.
While in Europe he might do a little for the
new bank by looking out for snitable places
to locate agzencies or branches, but that
would only be in his private capacity and
not as an officer of the bank.

March 15.—Representa-
tive John J. O’Neill, of Missouri, chairman
of the house labor committee in the last con-
gress, said te-day that he regarded the
renomination of Prrsident Cleveland in
1888 as a foregone coneclusion.

**The Democrats could noi find & man as
strong as he is with the people,” continued
the Missouri cougressman, *‘and no one
doubts that he is sincere in making this a
popular administration. It is only necessary
to be with the president a few minutes to be
couvinced of his sincerity of purpose, and, &s
far as T can help it, I am in for a second term
for the incumbent of the White house. Noth-
ing has ever been said by Mr. Cleveland to my
colleagues in congress or myself on the subject
but he is content to allow things to shape
themselves, but be assured of one thing: It
he is nominated he will not decline., and he
will be re-elected, too. The mugwuwmps will
never be induced to support Blaine, and L
doubt if any man in the Republican party to-
day can come anywhere near the Maine
statesman, with the masses, besides Cleve-
land, There is a good deal ot sentiment in
congress about dealing with public measures,
but when they reach the White house they
are submitted to the test of wvracticability,
and this will account for many ot the vetoes
of President Cleveland. I have voted myself
to pass bills over his veto that were demanded
by my constituents, and I considered my duty
to them paramount to anything that the
president may say or think.”

A MASONIC SCANDAL,

Noted Toughs Manage to Secure
Initiation and Advancement.

NEW York, March 15.—The Sun this
morning says: Three commissioners ap-
pointed by the state grand lodge of Masons
to investigate the character of members of
the order who were iustrumental in intro-
ducing into the order Tom Gould, the dive
keeper and Jere Dunn, the gawmbler and
slayer of Jimmy Elliott, completed their
work vesterday by expelling the last of
nine men. Gould and Dunn were admit-
ted into Prudence Lodge No. 632, of this
city, nearly a year ago, and they found
there many other men who had no reasons
to feel aggrieved at their admission. Bunco
steerers and confidence men, it is alleged,
had gained admission to the lodge,
not one or two of them, but a formidable
minority. It was the ambition of
Gould and Dunn that brought them and
seven of their friends to grief. They rushed
through the degrees of Prudence lodge, and
then went a step higher and were admitted
to Palestine Chapter, Royal Arch Masons.
This was in last June, and only after the
names of the men had been favorably re-
ported upon by a committee even there was
no scandal, but both Gould and Dunn
wanted to go higher still, and about a
month later they applied for admission into
Ivanhoe Commandery. Here they were
black-balled and the scandal began. Many
men threatened to leave the order. William
A. Whiting carried the news to Lawyer E.
P. Wilder, master of Citizens’ lodge, and
he wrote a statement of the matter to
Grand Master Frank R. Lawrence. Mr.
Wilder was requested to investigate, but
he was about going to Colorado for his
health and so the work was turned over to
Mr. Whiting and Edward Dodd. When
their report was handed in the grand lodge
suspended both Prudence lodge and Pales-
tine chapter and took their charters from
them, tkis preventing them from holding
any more meetings. Besides Dunn and
Gould, Hugh Denin, the master of Pru-
dence lodge. is expelled for letting them in
and these others for being worthy associates
of the first two: H. W. Raymond, William
O’'Brien, Y. Tibbetts, Jack Conway, H.
Minchin and H. W. Withraw. Conway
was high priest of Palestine chapter and
was charged with having known the char-
acters of both Gould and Dunn when they
were accepted as members. The investiga-
tion consumed nearly six weeks, the com-
mission sitting six nights a week. The
grand lodee will meet in this city on the
tirst Tuesday in June, when the question of
restoring the charter to Prudence lodge
and to Palestine chapter will be discussed.

HE GATHERS THEM IN.

The State's Attorney of Oook Oounty, Ill,
Begins Work on the Ohicago
Boodlers.

Four of the Supposed Bribe-Takers and

Swindlers Lecked Up Late
Last Night,.

A Georgian Has a Tough Tussle With
a Gang of Masked
Thieves,

Who Prove to Be Neighbors and Rel-
atives--A Brother’s Right-
eous Anger.

Special to the Globe.

Cuicaco, March 15.—States Attorney
Grinnell was the author of a coup d’ etat
this afternoon, and the blatant Cook county
boodlers are now wishing they had never
been born. At 8 o’clock this evening, atter
the grand jury had been sitting all the day
in the county boodlers’ cases, and after
every witness had been examined. it was
decided to arrest the principal of-
ficials connected with the several in-
and the sheriff’s officers ar-
warden of the
insane asylum. W. J. McGarigle, warden of
county hospital, Ed Driscoll accountant at
county hospital and Ed McDonald engineer
of the hospital. The grand jury claim to
have evidence enough to indict twenty-
seven people connected with the frauds in
Cook county, but these parties here named
have all been indicted under the charge of
conspiracy. The grand jury had about
thirty witnesses before them to-day. and 1t
was stated that several of the high-toned
merchants of Chicago who had failed to se-
cure contracts for furnishing the county in-
stitutions with supplies, were among the
most anxious complainants.
¢ AN ARMY OF DETECTIVES
and deputy sheriffs is scouting the city for
others of the boodlers. They ard their
friends were beside themselves with fear
and excitement all evenmg. Mike Me-
Donald, John Crawford and a host of
others were reported te be flying all over
the city hastily devising means of relief for
their indicted friends. Cabs were dashing
at break-neck speed from the sherifl’s
office—the headquarters of the prosecution,
to the county hospital, the insane asylum,
and other places where the conspirators
were wont to meet. Warden McGarigle
was the first game bagged. He wasat
once driven to the sheriif’'s office
from the Thospital. Mike MecDon-
ald was promptly on hand and had E.
S. Dryer, a prominent banker, and
real estate agent there in a moment. Dryer
quickly furnished bail. Warden Varnell
was at the theater when he heard the news
that officers were after him. Varnell coolly
walked to the sheriff’s office and gave him-.
self up. He and the others,like McGarigle,
were bailed almmost the moment they
reached the office of the sheriff. About

-midnight, when the suspects were being

brought in, crowds of curious citizens gath-
ered about the county building, where in-
gress was sternly barred to all but officers,
their prisoners and persons about to sign
bonds.

The arrests are understood to be upon
indictments returned by the special grand
jary, which has been in session but two or
three days.

A Sensational Affair,

MAcoN, Ga,, March 15.—A report has
just reached here of a sensational affair in
Laurens county, this state. An old man
named Perry, who was generally thought
to have money in his house, was aroused
Friday night by two masked men breaking
into his bedroom, He grappled with one
of them and was getting the better of him
when the - burglar - called on his
comrade to shoot, which he
immediated did. The bullet, how-
ever, missed Perry and pierced the heart of
the accomplice, who staggered out into the
yard and fell dead. The murderer then
fled. Perry was afraid to leave the house
till morning. He then found the dead man
to-be his next door neighbor, a constable
named Tipton. His accomplice, identified
as an escaped convict named Weaver, has
not been captured. Hobbs, a county official
and kinsman of Weaver, is also implicated.
Perry was Weaver’s uncle.

A NEST OF CRIME.

The Series of Murders Disgracing
the Name of Edgefield County.

CHARLESTON, S. C., March 15.—The
court of sessions or criminal court of Edge-
field county is now sitting in Edgefield, and
the docket is loaded with cases, most of
which are for offenses against the person.
During the past week S. D. Timmerman.
who some months ago shot and killed a negro
boy 17 years of age in a spirit of malicious
mischief and declared ‘‘not guilty,” wasset
free. Robert T. Jones, an artist in Mur-
dock, having killed three men in one day.
and all relatives, has just been found guilty
of manslaughter, the jury having given
what they termed a *‘compromise verdict.”
Jones shot two brother-in-laws and his
father-in-law, all named Pressly. In one
ecase the jury disagreed, and now he es-
capes the gallows by the above verdict.
The most notorious, however, is the
Culbreath lynching case, which began yes-
terday morning. Thirty-one men are ac-
cused of the murder of O. T. Culbreath on
Sept. 21, 1885. These men, when first ar-
raigned on the 13th of November, 1885, all
pleaded *‘not guilty,” add on the 14th of
that month were adinitted to bail for ap-
pearance at the next term of court. It was
then thought they would never be brought
to trial. On the night of Sept. 14 one W.
H. Hammond, a relative of several of the
accused, was killed in the yard of Mrs. O.
T. Culbreath’s house. Culbreath, who had

TREATED HIS WIFE S0 CRUELLY

that she had separated from him, was ar-
rested, as he had charged Hammond with
undue familiarity with his wife, and threat-
ened to kill him. On Sept. 12, while in the
office of Gray Evarts, at Edgefield, waiting
the preparation of a bail bond, two masked
men entered the office and dragged him into
the street. There the mob took possession
of him, riddled his body with bullets and
lett him for dead. He lingered, however
until next morning, when_ he made an ante-
mortem statement, positively identifying
Williamn Park and Wyatt L. Holmes,as two
of his murderers. Many of the defendants
are representatives of the best families in
the state, among them being State Senator
Talbert. One of them is a prominent phys-
ician. Another is the brother of Mrs, Cul-
breath, who married a sister of the mur-
dered man. Half of the men charged with
the crime are married, and have over a
hundred children between them. Some of
them are white haired and have grandchil-
dren and some are still in their teens. The
trial of the lynchers has been postponed
for onereason or another, unrtil the present
time and there is no likelihood that they
will be convicted, although the state is
making a strong effort to secure the pun-
ishment of the murderers. Attorney Gen-
eral Earle secured a severance of the cases
yesterday and the trial of two of the lynch-
ers was begun. During the last thirteen
years there have been 112 murders commit-
ted in the county. The record of the year
1886 shows 14.

A Suspicious Death.

CHICAGO, March 15.—The body of the
man whom Albert Kosisick shot in the
basement of No. 582 Blue Island avenue,
early yesterday morning, has been identi-
fied as that of Thomas Burns, who lived at
55 West Taylor street. The clew to his
identity was the letter signea by May Doug-'
las, who lives in the same house. Burns
two brothers consulted with Police Captain
O’Donuell to-day, and told him that their
brother had been in Chicago about five

months and intended to have gone beck to
St. Louis to-day. One of the young men |
was out drinking with his brother Sunday
night and parted with him at the corner of
Twelfth and Taylor streets. When he last
saw his brother he had a larze roll of
money, but when found he only bad $2.40.
Kosisick is still in custody and the case
awaits the action of the coroner’s jury.
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Quite a snortage.

NEW York, March 15.—The expert ac-
countant employed by C. L. Webster & Co.
to examine the books kept by Frank N.
SC_ott, who is accused of having misappro-
priated more than $20,000, has made a
statement to the firm. The statement says
that the sales books were found to be cor-
rect. The cash books showed that Scott
received in cash, bilis and checks amounts
aggregating $1,207,564 from July, 1885,
to March 5, 1886, and that during the same
time paid out $1,105,719, thus leaving a
balance of $101,845 to be accounted for on
March 5. On that date there was in the
banks and in Scott’s cash box $81.060,
leaving a deficit of over $20.000. The ex-
pert claims to have discovered that Scott
attempted to conceal the alleged shortage
by false entries in the cash book. There is
a further item of $5,000 under scrutiny.

A Brother’s Anger.

CiNcINNATI, O., March 15.—This morn-
ing, when the prisoners were brought into
the police court for trial, an athletic young
man, who had been standing by the staze
for some time, sprang at the line, struck
one of the prisoners a blow that sent him
staggering across the room. He attempted
to follow up the assault, but was over-
powered and by direction of the court, was
locked up for contempt of court. A vicious
shoe knife was found in his pocket, and he
declared thav he would have vengeance at
the first opportunity. His name was
Patrick Sheehan. The prisoner, Teddy
Cunningham, was about to be tried for
having forcibly carried from the street to
his room on Saturday last the 13-year-old
sister of Sheehan as she was returning from
church and keeping her a prisoner in his
room, subject to his lust, until Monday
morning. Cunningham’s trial was post-
poned.

Charlier Convicted.

NEW YorK, March 15.—The jury in the
suit of the Panama railroad against Elie
Stacey Charlier, the son of Prof. Charlier,
which has been on trial for the past week
before Judge Donahue and a jury, in the
supreme court, brought to recover $50,000
which it was charged Charlier had failed to
account for during the time that he had
acted as bhookkeeper for tie company at
Aspinwall, brougiht in a sealed verdiet,
finding against Charlier in the sum of $39,-
185.523, together with interest from Janu-
ary, 1886, making a total of $41,875. To
this an allowance of 3 per cent. was added.
Counsel for Charlier made a motion for a
new trial, on the ground that the verdict
was against the weight of evidence. The
motion was denied, but a stay of proceed-
ings was granted pending an appeal.

A Dopraved Lad.

NEw York, March 15.—Albert Parr, a
16-year old messenger boy empleyed by the
Wall street firm of Obrigg & Winter, was
seized with a desire to bccome a tramp a
few days ago. Accordingly when he was
sent to the bank Monday with $24.650 in
cheeks and sowme cash to deposit, he did not
go, but started out on his travels. He got
as far as Williamsburg, when he met some
tramps of the real kind. They soon spent
all the cash Parr had, and then discovered
that they could not cash the checks. The
boy accordingly tore them into small pieces
and threw them away. He and his com-
panions have been arrested, and the Wall
street firm is trying to get duplicates of the
checks.

An Incendiary Fire.

RaALEIgH, N. C., March 15.—F'ire broke
out in Johnson’s warehouse at Oxford at
11:30 o’clock this morning. There was a
highr wind and the flames spread rapidly in
a southerly direction, jumping Commercial
avenue and burning houses on both sides
of the street for some distance. Half of
the business part of the town was destroyed
and twenty-three tirms were burned out.
The loss is about $100,000; insurance
scarcely half that amount. The general
belief is that the fire was the work of in-
cendiaries and great excitement prevails.
The white people think they can lay their
bands on those responsible for the con-
flagration and further trouble is feared.

Treasurer Vincent’s Capture.

MoNTGOMERY, Ala.,, March 15.—The
capture of Vincent, the defaulting state
treasurer, has caused a great sensation. He
was arrested Sunday morning at Big Sandy,
Howard county, Tex. He agreed to come
without papers. None knew of his arrest
until he arrived here. His wife and child
are in Mexico. There are thirty indictments
against him.

Semtenced to Hang.

St. Lovis, March 10.—Henry Landgraf,
who was convicted in the ecriminal court
last week of murdering his sweetheart,
Anna Tisch, in Mareh, 1885, was sentenced
this morning to be hanged on April 30
Prox.

More Indiciments.

NEW YorE, March 15.—Two additional
indictinents, making four in all, were pre-
sented to-day in general sessions against
President George F. Parker, of the Brit-
ish-American Claim ageney, arrested for
swindling.

Keeping Up a Monopoly.

CHiCcAGO, March 15.—It was reported
on’Change and in business circles generally
to-day, on what appeared to be good au-
thority, that the West Division Railway
company had purchased a controlling inter-
est in the Chicago Passenger Railroad com-
pany. The terws on which the transfer of
stock was made have not so far been ascer-
tained. The officials of the company are
very reticent about the matter. Mr.
Weeks, president of the passenger com-
pany, said this evening that he knew noth-
ing of the alleged transfer, and as far as
he knew, no transfer had been made.  The
West Division company for many years had
a monopoly of the street car passenger
traffic in the west division of the city.

The Fisheries Campaign.

OrTAWwWA, March 15.—The fisheries de-
partment has completed the plan of cam-
paign for the coming season, and it was
submitted to the cabinet council last even-
ing. After full diseussion it was adopted.
Speaking with regard to it Sir John Mae-
donald said to-day: ‘*‘The protective fleet
will, if anything,be even more efficient than
that of last vear, and the Yankee sinack
that succeeds in trespassing within the
three-mile limit without molestation will
have to be commanded by an uncommonly
cunning old sea dog.”

She’s Not Married.

Cuicago, March 15.—The county elerk
to-day returned the alleged wmarriage certi-
ficate of Nina Van Zandt and the anarchist
Spies to Justice Englehardt, who claimed
to have performed the ceremony. The
clerk reminds the justice that as Spies was
in the county jail at the time of the alleged
marriage he could not have been at the vil-
lage of Jefferson where the justice certities
that the marriagze occurred.

A Fool With a Gun.

MorEHEAD, Ky., March 15,—J. T.
Witcher, formerly a conductor on the
Chesapeake & Ohio railway, was talking
this morning with his friend, John Trumbe,
and playfully remarked: *'I could cut
your throat, Trumbo, were you and 1 to
get into a fight, before you could draw
your pistol to save your life.” ‘“‘Well,”
said Trombo, *‘I will just show you that
you couldn’t.” Thus saying, he pulled his
pistol. pomnting it at Witcher, when the
deadly weapon went off and Witcher fell to
the floor dead. It was purely an accident.
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THAT BROKEN BRIDGE.

8o Far It is Known to Have Been Re-
sponsible For the Loss of Twenty-
four Lives,

While 114 Persons Who Escaped Did Se
in a More or Less Mangled
Condition.

The Work of Clearing Away the
Wreck Prosecuted All Day
Yesterday.

A Schogner Ashore on the Massas«
chusetts Coast--An Extensive
Bufralo Fire.

BostoN, Mass., March 15.—A revised
list of the injured in the railroad accident
yesterday shows that 114 persons were
wounded. Owing to duplication and mis—
spelling of names it is now believed that
the reports of the number of persens killed
have been considerably overestimated. Up
o nooun to-day Dr. Draper had signed
twenty-one death certificates, and Dr. Har-
ris three, making the entire death total up
to noon twenty-fcur. The names thus in-
correctly reported were: Barrack, found
to be injured: Miss Swallow, escertained to
be Mrs. Swallow, found to be wounded;
Jawmes Gates, mistaken for Ha:ry Gray;
Mr. Stone and Charles Swan mistaken foz
Mr. Snow; Willam Houghton identified
with S. J. Houghton: Frank A. Hewins,
alive and uninjured, not even on the train,

A Mrs. Kennard was  reported
killed but the name was con-
fused with that of Mrs. Cardinal.

All night long a force of laborers was en-
gagedin clearing up the debris of the
wreck at the scene of the bridge disaster.
It was slow work and but little headway
was made. Yet the men worked hard and
when the light of the morning was suffi-
cient for the continuation of the work,
without the means of artificial light, the
work progressed more rapidly. An engine
pulled the forward car from the embank-
ment to the track where it remains, one
end resting upon the ground. while the
forward trucks are still attached. Strewn
along the southern embankment are quanti-
ties of car seats, railings. iron braces,
window panes and doors, which had been
gathered from the debris and which were
loaded this morning and brought to the
city. A large force of policemen
GUARDED THE SCENE
and kept the curions from entering the
lines and thus the laborers had sufficient
opportunities to carry on their labor unim-
peded. Ropes were stretched around the
scene and all persons who were not actively
engaged 1n clearing the wreck forced to
keep outside theline. At an early hour
this morning more laborers reinforced the
tired men who had swung the axeand
pulled and tugged on doors and other por~
tions of the wrecked cars, and a large force
was put to work in taking the broken
bridge apart. The baggage car and one of
the regulars of the train had been
completely demolished, and all that marks
the spot where these two cars were, at the
base of the embankment, is a heap of kind-
ling wood, some of which has the appear-
ance of having been through a grain hop-
per, and was bolted so fine that the wood
was crushed. The wreck is a more ap-
palling sight than the recent ruins at White
River Jnnetion and Deerfield, and this
points strongly to the fact that the train
was running at a speed of fully twenty-
five miles an hour. The forward cars,
which lie on the embankment and in the
roadway, remain in the same position as
when they fell. There were undoubtedly
nine cars in the train, as the the tin tops of
nine are to be found, but the remains o1
two of the cars are in such a state of demo-
lition that it isimpossible to discern whethes
there were two cars or one. This was
caused by the
FALL DOWN THE EMBANEMENT,

and consequently the rumor has prevailed
that there were but eight cars on the train.
‘Several of the stoves of the cars have been
removed, and in every case the iron rods
which serve to hold them in position have
been found to be secure, while not a stove
door was burst open,although one stove was
badly broken. At an early bour this morn.
ing there began to be a constant stream of
visitors to the scene, and before 7 o’clock
several hundred persons had looked upon
the frightful evidences of the disaster.
Everybody who visited the scene carrie@
away portions of the wreck as mementoes.
At 10 o’clock Railroad Commissioner Kins
ley airived on the scene and made a detow
of the embankments with a view to investi

ating the cause of the accident. Chief

ngineer Davis, of the Boston & Provi-
dence railroad, says it is impossible to tell
when the wreckage can be sufliciently re-
moved to allow of the erection of a struct-
ure which will permit the resumption of
traffic over the route.

A Schoouner Ashore.

NorTH EAsTHAM, Mass., March 15.—An
unknown two-masted schooner went ashore
this morning about 9 o'clock two miles
south-of the life saving station at Nausett.
All attempts to reach her by the crew of
the station have failed. The sea is making
a clean sweep over the schooner. and the
hull is almost under water. Three men
can be seen from the shore lashed to the
foretop,- and one man is elinging to the
bowsprit. The life saving station has fired
fifteen lines at the vessel, out of which
only one reached her, but the sea is too
heavy to do anything. ‘There is not much
prospect of saving the crew unless the
weather moderates. The schooner lies
head on ovér half a mile from shore. The
wind is blowing a gale from the northeast.

Burned to Death.

PiTTsBURG, Pa., March 15.—The half-
consumed body of Henry Warnken, a night
watchman on the Pittsburg, Cincinnati &
St. Louis railroad, was found near Crafton
station, six miles from this city, early this
morniing, lying on a pile of burning ties. It
was at first supposed that he had been
murdered, and the remains placed on a fire
to be eremated. but the physicians who ex-
amined the body state that there is no
evidence of violence. They are inclined to
the belief that the man was seized with a
hemorrhage and fell into the tire from ex-
haustion. ‘

A Buffalo Blaze.

BuFrFAro. N. Y., March 15.—At 8:50
o’clock this morning a fire broke out in the
second story of the large brick building of
Miller, Greiner & Co. It was caused by
hot coals dropping on the floor. Half an
hour iater the walls began to fall. The
building with its contents is a total loss
reaching $260,000,insurance $250,000. The
two upper floors of the building were occu-
pied by Masonic hall which is also a total
loss.

The Lake Front Fight.

CuicAco, March 15.—Federal Judee
Blodgett to-day informally secured juris-
diction of the Lake Front case, involving
the claim of the Illinvis Central road to
nearly the entire harbor frout of Chicago.
Much curiosity has been telt as to whether
Judge Blodgett would take su¢h action arter
the attorneys for the 1lllinois Central had
expressed a marked preference for
him and had publicly objected to Judge
Gresham. The railroad was represented
before Judge Blodgett to-day by ex-Senator
Lyman Trumbull, Benjamin Ayer and
John H. Jewett. A short-hand clerk in
the employ of the city corporation counsel
was the only person present for the city of
Chicago. The state of Illinois had two as-
sistants of the attorney general. Mayor
Harrison last night vetced a resolution of
the city council, which had in view the
employwent of Roscoe Conkling to look
after the city’s interest. It is estimated
the water front in dispute is worth $100,=

000, 000.
