The Knights of Labor are not doinga
wise thing in establishing a daily paper as
the organ of their order. Particulariy is
the projeet injudicious when it is contem-
plated to vest the control and management
of the paper, not in skilled newspaper men,
but in a board of editors, to be elected, and
which will be chosen, in all probability,
more on the score of personal popularity
than of pecubar fitness for the exacting
duties which they will have to undergo.
The Knights of Labor treasury will have to
be a deep one and it will have to be fre-
quently replenished in order to successfully
stand the drain upon it which such a paper
will necessarily make. It may well be
doubted whether, despite the canvassing
machinery which the order ean bring into
piay. if the orgzan can ever be made self-

supporting to such a degree that
it will at any time be independent
of the society’s treasury. While most ot

the members of the Knights of Labor are
reading men, but few of them subseribe to
more than one paper. Being intelligent
people they desire to keep well informed
upon the news of the day as well as the
matters which affeet their interests particu-
Jarly. For this reason a paper devoted ex-
clusively to labor and the society’s work
would hardly obtain a general circulation
among the Knights, and failing that, its
only means of support would be the order’s
purse, which could only be refilled by fre-
quent assessinents, an operation whieh,
bringing them no benefit, the knights
would soon tire of. The regular daily pa-
pers furuish the Knights of Labor as wuch
news concerning subjeets in which they are
especially interested as they care to have.
and in addition provide them with current
news from the four quarters of the globe.
And, besides, from any paper conducted
with fairness and impartiality, such as the
GLoBE. for instance, the knights can be
sure of receiving considerate treatinent and
warm advocacy of their actual rights. They
could obtain nothing more from the most
partisan organ.

GOOD FOR SILVER.

Our Western people, who have courage-
ously stood up in defense of the silve
dollar in opp¢pition to all the brow-beating
and bulldozing methods of the Eastern gold
bugs, find the wisdom of their course amply
vindicated in the present condition of the
treasury vaults, All the talk about gold
being driven out of the country by a con-
tinuance of our silver poliey has turned out
to be just what the GLOBE said it was, the
veriest bosh. There is locked up in Uncle
Sam’s strong coffers to-day more than
$185,000,000 of gold coin and bullion.
Against this reserve there is outstanding
only 310,000,000 of gold certificates, leav-
inz a net balance of $175,000,000 in gold.
The silver account shows that ont of a totai
of 256,471,647 coined under the BLAND
law, there is a balance of only $75,966,745
not in cirenlation and unrepresented by
silver certificates. All of which goes to
show that the mass of the people are
usually as good financiers as the professional
brokers, and a deal more honest.

SCANT SYMPATHY.

The scant sympathy which the general
public has shown for the czar of Russia be-
cause of the recent attempt upon his life is
easily explained. There is no need for that
most autocratic of all monarchs living in
constant terror of the assassin. Theremedy
lies with himself alone. By a simple stroke
of the ven he could bring about tranquility
and zood feeling where now exist disorder
and deep rooted hatred. The demands of
the so-called nihilists are simple enough,
and, so far as their justice is concerned, are
recognized as fair by all intelligent people
who are not contaminated by the prejudice
of monarchism. They only ask for a gov-
ernment that will treat them as reasoning,
sensitive human beings, instead of mere
sounters in the game of war. They will be
aatisfied with a constitutional govern-
ment and a reformation of the laws
which will enable them to have
their rights and liberties no longer subject
to the whim of a capricious aristocracy,
aided by corrupt judiciary, 'T'hey only ask
what so many other nations are enjoying,
freedom from galling oppression, and the
granting of their demand lies with the czar
nimself. The seeret methods of the revo-
lutionists are the only means by which they
can enforce the compliance to their de-
mands, so often refused. If then the czar,
with the haugbty obstinacy of his class,
refuses to be guided by principles of right,
he can expect nothing less than a reign of
terrorism. And when the day comes, as it
doubtless will, that will see his violent tak-
ing off, just as that of his father betore
him, there may be condemnation of the
methods used, but there will be very little
general sympathy for the vietim among lib-
erty loving people. The czar should take
warning in time.

THAT TELEGRAPH DEAL.

Nothwithstanding his assertion is re-
ceivéd with doubt and suspicion by the pub-
lie, Manager NORVIN GREEN’s statement
that the Western Union Telegraph company
has no intention to swallow up the Balti-
more and Ohio Telegraph company, is prob-
ably correet. 1Its correctness lies more in
the fact that it is not to the interest of the
Western Union to do so, than in a
lack ot disposition on the part of
that mainmoth corporation if the proposed
swallowing up scheme -was likely to be
profitable, The Western Union is already so
heavily laden with watered stock that there
is no more profit .in waterine. It has no
surplus money to expend in buying up
rival companies and if it had there would
be no profit in the investment. Mr.
GovLD has learged from experience that
in the telegraph business he can’t kill com-
petition by buying out rival companies.
As soon asone is out of the way another
springs up. There is no limit to the growth
of new companies, so that the best thing
the Western Union can do isto hold its
own ground and let rival companies look
out for themselves.

A BIG PLAY HOUSE.

Of all the publie benefactors among Am-
erica’s rich men none seemed to have more
practical ideas of genuine philanthropy
than the late Senator Smarox. And of all
hisjbenefactions there was none more bene-
ficient than the donation of $50.000 to build
a great big play house for the benefit of the
children of San Francisco. The building
will be 1,300 feet square and it is to be a
publie resort for the little folks of the city,
who are to be indulged in all sorts of inno-
cent amusements under the direction of
proper and capable superintendents.

NeEw Yorg, March 17.—A letter from
Havana dated March 12 says: Kidnaping
has been carried on by the wholesale during
the past week at Guira in Vuelta, Abajo.
Oue of the persons seized was Don Esteban
Hernandez Dominguez, who was after-
wards released on the payment of $2.000.
The other persons kiduaped were of less
importance. Fires on sugar plantations are
of most frequent oceurrence, and reports
are daily received of losses to plantations
by this means. Although in individual
cases the damage is not great the ageregate
loss foots up a considerable figure. James
Anthony Froude, the English historian, has
arrived here from the Little Antilles, where
he has been visiting.

The Ceremonies Witnegsed By a Distin-

guished Oongregation of Church
Notables and Laymen.

The Nihilist Plot Against the Russian
Czar--General Foreign
Intelligence,

Rome, March 17.—Ata consistory  to-
day the new cardinals were hatted. The
pope also preconised the new archbishops
and bishops in Canada, the United States,
India and Austria. The pope has tele-
graphed to the czar congratulating him on
his escape from assassination.

A PUBLIC CONSISTORY
was held to-day in the Sala Regia. It began
at 20 minutes past 10 o’clock and concluded at
noon. The procession was headed by the con-
sistorinl advoeates with attendants arrayed in
erimson robes. They were followed by the
cross bearer, cameriers, prelates, bishops,
archbishops and cardinals. Then came the
pope, who was borne on the sedia gertators,
flanked with flabelli, or white peacock
fans. He was accompanied on each
side by the Noble guards, in
blue; the Swiss guards, officers and
purple and crimsoned robel attendants.
When the pope descended from the sedia he
ascended the throne, which had been covered
with purple cloth and cloth of gold for the
Lenten season. The canopy over the throune
was backed by a tapastry of Perino del Vaga,
depicting Faith, Hope and Charity, At the
base of the throne were two lions couchant
bearing red banners with cross keys. The
curdinals occupied benches arranged in a
long parallellogram in front of the pope. The
consistorial advozates advanced to the throne
and vead the instance for the bentification
of the persons under consideration. This
concluded, sixteen cardinals left the hall to
bring from the Sistine chapel the
EIGHT NEW CARDINALS:

Archbishop Gonzales, of Toledo; Mgr.
Aloisi Masela, ex-nuncio at Lisbon:; Arch-
bishop Taschereau, of Quebec; Archbishop
Gibbons, of Baltimore; Archbishop Berna-
dou, of Sens; Archbishop Place, of Ren-
res; Archbishop Langenteun, of Reims,
and Archbishop Gierdani, of Ferrara. Each
new cardinal was accompanied by two
others.  Cardinal Taschereau was accom-
panied by Cardinals Bonaparte and Zeig-
liar, and Cardinal Gibbons by Cardinals
Melehers and Mozzella.  They proceeded,
and bowing they kissed the pope’s foot and
hand, received the pope’s double embrace
and then retired. They agaiu advanced to
the pope to receive the hat, which was
brought in on a silver salver.  Each cardi-
nal knelt as he came before the pope. and
the hood of the robe was placed over his
head by an attendant. Then the pope,
taking the large red hat, placed it on the
kneeling ecardinal, resting his hand on it
while he read the following words in a
slow, distinet voice:

Ad Laudem omnipotentis Dei et sanctm
sedio apostolicae ornamentum aceipe galerum
rubrum insigne dignitatis cardinalatus per
quod designatur quodusque ad mortem et
sanguinis effusionem inclusive pro exalta-
tione sancte fidei pace et quieti populi
Christiani angmento et stan sancte romanie
ecclesie intrepidum exhibere debeas. in
nomine Patris et Fili et Spiritus sancti.
Amen,

The cardinals then made obeisance to the
pope, concluding with a double embrace or
kiss of peace. The pope received Cardinal
Gibbons with marked affection. Cardinal
Taschereau was calm, though he showed
signs of great emotion. ‘T'he cardinals then
gave the kiss of peace totheir colleagues of
the sacred collegze. When Cardinal Gib-
bons came to Cardinal Mozzala he offered
very hearty congratonlations. Cardinal
Mozzala was once a professor in the Jesu-
its’ college at Woodstock, and is an old
fiiend of Cardinal Gibbons.

THE POPE THEN DEPARTED,
followed by his escort. Crowds lined the
Zala Ducale, through which the procession
passed. Finding no places in the Zala
Regia, the diplomats to the Holy See and
their families occupied the large gallery,
and the Roman princes and their families
were in another gallery. There were also
present Bishops Ireland,Keane and Watter-
son, Monsignor O’Brien, who was the able-
gate to Cardinal Taschereau, Mousignor
Dillon. of Australia, Lieut. Williams, of
the United States army in uniform; the rec-
tor and the students of the American prop-

aganda, the rectors of the Scotch and
English colleges and others.  Monsignor

Kirby,the venerable rector of the Irish col-
lege, gave a dinner this evening to Cardin-
als Gibbons and Taschereau, Bishops
Keane, Ireland and Watterson, Bishop
Carr, ot Melbourne, the rector of the Sul-
picians, and of the English and Scoteh col-
leges, Abbott Smith and others. A student
read a Latin poem expressing joy over the
promotion of the cardinals, and a Latin
chorus praising them was suug. Cardinal
Taschereau responded in Latin, expressing
his approval ot the honor conferred on hin.
Cardinal Gibbons spoke in English. He
said the reception of the haton St. Patrick’s
day was a pleasing circumstance. He
hoped that all their work would be har-
monious for the peace of mankind a=»d the
spread of the truth under the banner of the
cross. After the consistory the new car-
dinals thanked the pope, who in reply re-
ferred chiefly to Canada and the United
lSt:\tes. especially to the new American col-
ege.

The Nihilist Plot.

St. PETERSBURG, March 27.—The plot
to assassinate the czar, which was to have
been carried out last Sunday, was arranged
by members of the terrorist section of nibi-
lists, and no connection with it has been
traced to the faction which is causing the
constitutional agitation, although this fac-
tion has assumed the character of a secret
society with wide-spread ramifications.
Several hundred persous who afliliated with
the constitutional agitation have, however,
been recently arrested.

e Lesseps in Hot Water.

PAaRris, March 17.—M. de Lesseps to-day
visited President Grevy and Count von
Munster, the German ambassador. The
radical press makea bitter attack on M. de
Lesseps for calling France the nation friend
of Germany. and advises him to stay at

The Ocean Yacht Race.

PHILADELPHIA, March 17. —Capt. Now-
ell, of the steamer British Prince, from
Liverpool, makes the following report:
On Monday, the 14th inst. at 9:15 a. m..
in latitude 40.01, longitude 64.01, we
passed a schooner yacht seven miles to the
northward. At 10:10 a. m., the schooner
yacht Dauntless displayed her signals
abeam in latitnde 39.55, longitude 64.12
There was a strong breeze and she had all
canvas set. Every stitch of canvas was
being used on both boats. There was, at
the time the yachts were sighted, a strong
breeze blowing from west to northwest.
They were about twenty-two miles apart.
This would indicate that the yachts are
taking amore southerly course than that
pursued by transatlantie sreamships at this
season.  When the observation was made,
the Coronet had made about 600 geograph-
ical miles and the Dauuntless about 559
miles. Though the Coronet is eleven wmiles
further to the eastward, she is, on account
of her more northerly position, more than
this number of miles in advauce of the
Dauntless.
