I.a Crossg, Wis.,, March 31.—A very
painful event occurred at 8 o'clock this
evening, being the attempt of Mrs. Angus
Cameron, wife of the ex-United States sen-
ator, to commit suicide by drowning. Some
gentlemen who had just stepped out of
the International hotel, which stands half
a vlock from the river. saw a woman going
down the street towards the levee. They
paid no heed to her at first, but as they

walked in that direction, one of them
remarked on the sudden disappearance
of the woman. They looked up
and down the levee, but she was nowhere

to be seen. They then began looking in
the water, and finally. after what seemed a
long time but was probably but a minute or
two,
SAW SOMETHING AFLOAT

which they siepped into the water to grasp.
Just as they sécured it, not then knowing
. who it was, the white face of a woman be-

came visible in the dim light. She was
taken to the hotel and by the usual
means  resuscitated. The fact was
not disclosed that the lady was

Mrs. Cameron until after she was able to
talk. About fonr years ago Mrs. Cameron,
while crossing the New York and Brooklyn
'y, was thrown back upon the seat by a
light collision. striking her back agzinst
the iron arm of the setiee. She suffered a
good deal thereafter, and her mind became
affected, but she seemed at one time to be
fully recovered. For the past year she has
not been out, and friends knew her mind
was failing. There have been rumors of
previous attempts at suicide. Mrs. Cam-
eron is a beautiful and estimable Ilady, and
her misfortune is deplored by everybody.

She came up;from Lake
Crystal on the afternoon train, intending to
secure work of some Kind to support her
during her trouble, but an aecidental fall,
caused by jumping from the railroad track
before an approaching train, hastened the
birth. She refuses to name her betrayer
and declares she will shoot him if an op-
portunity eccurs. The infant died before
aid could be summoned, and the woman is
now in charge of the authorities.

A MURDER TRIAL.

Henry Baker Accused of Raving

Killed a2 Relative With Poison.

BismaArck. Dak., March 31.—The trial
of Henry G. Baker for the murder of Peter
Olsen has occupied the attention of cowrt
during the day. The evidence of the pros-
ecujion, which ceased at5 p. m. to-day,
was all the evidence of witnesses to whom
Baker told the story shortly after the kill-
ing, and is in substance as follows: Baker
married Olsen’s sister, and lived on
an adjoining farm in Emmons county. Deec.
11, 1886, Baker met Olsen and wanted to
borrow some money to make his wife a
Christmas present. Olsen didn’t have it
with him, but told defendant to come over
to his piace that evening and getit. De-
fendant went home and his wife fixed
up a dish of pie and cake
for Olsen, and when he went over after the
money he took it. He at the same time took
a bottle of poison which Olsen had bounght
at Bismarck for killing wolves. Olsen told
defendant to put up his horse and he would
set the table and have supper; when de-
tendant got back Olsen had everything ready
and they sat down. Defendant

and instantly discovered a peculiar pricking
sensation through his tongue and smelt
something like ether. He instantly sus-
pected that Olsen was trying to poison him
and excused himself from eating. Olsen
ate his piece of vie, and when defendant
got up to go Olsen told himm he intended to
kill him, and struck &t him several tlmes and
followed him out of the door. Defendant
ran and got out of reach and escaped. The
same story was told by defendant to several
witnesses, but the strong point against him
is that the same morning he went to Will-
iamsport and told the coroner he thought
Olsen was dead. The defendant went with
the party to find the body and when all
were about to pass by the place defendant
stopped and the body was discovered only a
few paces distant. The trial will be re-
sumed at 9:30 to-morrow morning.

To-night the assembly Killed the bill pro-

viding that prison conviets print school text

books. The assembly to-day passed the
bill relating to aliens holding land in this
state. The bill provides that any alien, not

a resident of this state, or of the United

States, may hold land' in this state not to

exceed 320 acres, except that he may ac-

quire more by descent of will or by due
legal process, or as in the case of
foreclosure of mortgages. The  Dbill
also applies to all ecorporations of which
over 20 per cent. of the capital stock is
owned by aliens. Another bili was passed
which is aimed at the secretion of explos-
ives by anarchists, and their ilk. It mmakes
the manufacture, sale, purchase or seere-
tion of any explosives of greater violence
than ordinary gun powder, unless for law-
ful purposes, punishable by a fine not to
exceed $5.000 or imprisonment mnot to ex-
ceed two years. It also reguires all persons
wishing to handle such explosives to secure

a license from the city or village clerk. The

joint committee on apportionment to-day

decided on a scheme for apportionment of
the senatorial districts. It will make the
senate about 21 Republican and 12 Demo-
cratic. The representation is one senator
to 47,200 of population. The assembly ap-
portionment will not be made until next
week.

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THEY TAKE THE OATH.

The Five Members of the Interstate Com-
merce Commission Duly Sworn
Into Office.

A Remark by Judge Cooley Which Already
Raises Doubt About the Pus-
gling Law.

WasHINGTON, March 81.—The inter-
state commissioners presented themselves
at Secretary Lamar’s office at 3 o’clock this
afternoon and were duly sworn in and their
commissions presented to them. Messrs.
Cooley, Morrison,Schoonmaker and Walker
at 11 a. m. proceeded to the White house
and called upon the president. Commis-
sioner Bragg did not arrive from the South
until this morning, and did not reach the
White house until after his eplleagues had
left. He had a short talk with the presi-
dent and joined the other commissioners at
Willard’s hotel: where an informal session
was held in Col. Morrison’s rooms. **The
commission will not organize until Aoril 5,”
said Judge Cooley, “because we shall not
be commissioners until then. The law will
not take effect until that date.” Here at
the very outset is a most pronounced differ
ence of opinion, which seems to be ominous
as to the future interpretation of the
more doubtful features of the act. 1t has
not been supposed that there was any dif-
ference of opinion as to the time when the
act would take effect.  "The question arose
and the argument was made among those
who were concerned in the matter that if
Judge Cooley’s view is correct the offices

DO NOT YET EXIST,

and then came the query, how could Presi-
dent Cieveland make appointments to ofiices
not yet in existence? A year ago he ap-
pointed the assistant commissioner of In-
dian affairs before he had signed the bill
creating the office, only a few hours before,
and he afterwards rectified the mistake by
a renominativn. The senate, which had
confirmed the nomination almost as soon as
received, promptly confirmed the renomi-
nation when it was wade. Itis evident
that either Judge Cooley is mistaken or the
president must appoint all the commis-
sioners over again, and it is not thought
that the president has acted prematurely in
this case. The law itself seems to be per-
fectly clear on the point. Section 24, the
concluding section, enacts:

That the provisions of sections 11 and 18 of
this acr relating to the appointment and or-
ganization of the commissioners herein pro-
vided for shall take effect immediately, and
the remaining sections of this act shall take
effect sixty days after its passage.

The act was approved Feb. 4.
11, which took effect immediately,
on Feb. 4, enacts:

That a commission is hereby created and
established to be known as the interstate
commerce commission, which. skall be com-
posed of five commissioners, who shall be ap-
pointed by the president by and with the ad-
vice and consent of the senate.

COOLEY IS CHAIRMAN.

After the five commissioners had taken
the oath of office they held a short session
in the private room of thesecretary. Com-
missioner Morrison at once nominated
Judge Cooley for chairman, and.this motion
was promptly seconded by Commissioner
Bragg, and the election made uhanimous,

Second Class Rates Abolished.

Mr. McCullough, of the Omaha, and Mr.
Dixon, of the Milwaukee & St. Paui road,
returned from Chicago yesterday, where
they went to attend the meeting held there
of the Western States association. This
meeting was commenced on Tuesday last
and has been continued every day since and
there is no certainty that it will be able to
conclwle its labors te-day. Mr. MeCul-
lough says that one of the most importaat
actions taken was the making of an agree-
ment to make a uniform rate of baggage at
12 per-cent. The Eastern trunk lines fixed
upon this amount some time ago, but the
Western roads refnsed to accept it and in-
sisted upon making a 1625 per cent. rate.
The following resolution having been
adopted, second class rates were practically
abolished: ;

Resolved, That all second-class rates not
affected by the second-class rate between
Chicago and St. Paul, Minneapolis and Lake
Superior points, shall be withdrawn April 1,
and asupplement to theChicago and other dis-
trict rate sheets shall be immediately issued
canceling the same,and that a meeting of rep-
resentatives of lines interested, with their
rate clerks,be held at the office of the Chicago
& Northwestern railway April 1, at 10:30 a.
m., for compilation of such supplement.

The Manitobaand the Northwestern

The whole country around Pipestone
county and throughous the distriet down to
Sioux Falls and Yaunkton is a great deal
excited about where the Manitoba and the
Northwestern are intending to run their
roads. The Sioux Falls Press of Wednes-
day last announces that the Northwestern
proposes to rur from Pipestone southwest
an extension of its Heron lake branch of
the St. Paul & Omaha, and tap the Worth-
ington and Sioux Falls lines at Brandon,
seven miles east of Sioux Falls, and run
over that track to Sioux Falls, thence south-
west to Centerville, and from there over
the line already buiit to Yankton. North
from Pipestone it would have to build only
twelve or fifteen imiles to reach its Dakota
Central line, thus linking its several
branches in that section by a diagonal route,
which would practically parallel the pro-
posed Duluth, Willmar & Sioux Falls ex-
tension to the Manitoba system for a dis-
tance of nearly 150 miles.

CUT RATES,

A Commission Broker Derides the
Action Taken by the Associated
Reads.

NEw Yorg, March 31.—The railroad
ticket Agents or brokersin this city do not
seem to be at all apprehensive that their
business will be ruined, or even seriously
injured, by the circular issned yesterday on
behalf of the Trunk Line executive commit-
tee, and the Central Traffic association an-
nouncing that on and after April1 “no
commissions or rebate or other drawback,”
will be paid for the sale of passenger tick-
ets *'to any agent. finn, broker, scalper or
other person.” This decision was put forth
from Cowmnmissioner Fink’s office as **one of
the greatest reforms ever inaugurated in the
railway passenger service of this country,”
but when a reporter to-day, made inquiries
as to its probable effect, one of the best
known ticket brokers, G. G. Lansing, did
not hesitate to declare that it was *‘all a
dreamn .” A business such as he had
built up in the last sixteen
years, was not, he said. to be abolished
in that way. 'I'he railroad companies had
often before declared that they would abol-
ish commissions and cut rates to brokers,
but the result had been like that of the sim-
ilar efforts in the insurance business. There
were more roads in the present movement
than in the former ones, because there were
more railroads in the conntry, but the os-
tensible unanimity was not any greater in
this case than in previous attempts of the
sort. Moreover, after April 5, when the
intérstate commerce law takes effect, the
strong railroad companies would have less
control over the weaker ones than formerly

because they would lose their
reward and of punishment,” of
pool receipts and of punishment
connections.

If the ra
continue to pay commissionst they would
pay salaries, and the ticket brokers would
be agents of the companies.

It is stated that on April 5 the Chicago,
Burlington & Northern will put into effect
between St. Paul and Chicago a 10 cent rate
on grain and its products. This is an ad-
vance of 2}4 cents over its present rate, but
8 cents below the agreed rate which is to go
into effect on the other linés. It is thought
that this is done merely as an experiment, as
in practice the Burlington & Northern will
regulate its through rate by the price at
which transit sells at Minneapolis.

The Minnesota & Northwestern has issued a
circular to all agents, shippers and connec-
tions, in which it states that all jomat and
local tariffs, special rates and circulars relat-
ing to rates now in etfect, to or from all sta-
tions on that line, wiil be void after April 4,
1887, and that new tariffs conforming to the
interstate comnmerce law will be furnished
for use from that date.

THE LAW AND LIQUOR.

The Two TFlowed Oontinuonsly All
Through Last Night in the Court
House at Chicago.

Tired Workers Engaged in Making Out
New Boodle Warrants Amply Re-
freshed With Beer.

A New York Postal Thief Failed in an
Attempt 1o Steal
$10,000.

Further Details Regarding the Ex-
press Robbery and Shooting of
the Messenger.

CuicAGo, March 31.—At 2 o’clock this
afternoon the special grand jury came into
the criminal court, where Judge Anthony
was sitting, and returned three batches of
ndictments against persons impiicated in
the county frauds, there being a total of
twenty-three presentments. At 3 o’clock
JudgeAnthony left forhome,saying he would
not come back, even if sent for. He ar-
ranged with the clerk of the court as to the
amonnt of bail in each case, and bonds will
be taken just as they ‘were in the case of
Dan Wren, by the clerk acecepting the word
of the bondswmen for the appearance to-mor-
row of the indicted parties. The grand
jury has put in just twenty-one days of ac-
tive work in the boodlers’ cases, and yet the
investigation is unfinished. Nearly every
hour furnishes something in the way of a
new clue, and the frauds upon irands em-
braced in

THE GREAT CONSPIRACY

to plunder Cook county seem to multiply
as the inquiry advances. The magnitude
of the work and the difficulty encountered
in mustering the facts into a presentable
narrative may be understood when the
jury’s duties  are considered. Frequently
they have remained in continuous session
from 11 a. w. to 7:30 p. m., and having
“kept this up almost without interruption
for twenty-one days, it would seem to be
about time for final presentments. Instead
of the last batch of true bills being forth-
coming and the name of every boodler on
the indicted list, there is an imminent likeli-
hood that the inquiry may be extended and
that the session of the special grand jury
may be prolonged ten days or two weeks
more. State Attorney Grinnell told a re-
porter to-day that he had reached no con-
clusion as to what steps he would take rel-
ative to keeping up the present investiga-
tion, but acknowledged that another week
or more might be profitably expended in
getting at the bottom facts.

He Attempts to Steala Package Con=
taining $10,000 and Gets Caught.
NEw Yorg, March 31.—At an early

hour Wednesday morning the superintend-

ent of the pouch room of the registry di-

vision of the New York postoffice was

startled at discovering thata package which
had arrived last Tuesday night in pouch

No. U 606 from Portland, Or., containing

$10,000 in currency, was missing. He had

checked the package off some time before
and he could not imagine where it could
have gone to. as no one was in the office
except the clerks, sixteen in number. The
superintendent telegraphed for Inspector

Dosser and detained the clerks until
Dosser arrived. Dosser took the -clerks

have been stolen, the inspectors being
unable to entrap the thief. Clarke is a mar-
ried man and lives in Brooklyn. He was
accused of stealing several of these pack-
ages, but he stoutly denied his guilt. At
noon to-day Inspector Adsit made a search
of the registery office and found the pack-
age secreted beneath some rubbish in the
bottom of a closet. l& was from the First
National bank, of Portland, Or.,, and was
addressed to the Chemical National bank,
of this city. It was delivered to the
bank officers and the contents found
intact. The inspectors had Clarke
locked in a room with them and
told him the package had been found, and
that they had enough evidence to convict
hii of the theft. Even then Clarke would
not acknowledge that he had taken it. Fi-
naily in the afternoon he ealled Inspector
Dosser to him and told him he had stolen it,
and that he had also stolen the other sixty
packages that had been missing from time
to time for the past three years. He said
that he had committed the thefts to
pay his debts. He was addicted to drink-
ing, and had gambled some. He could not
say how mueh he had stolen, but it is sup-
posed that he has taken between $4,000 and
$5.000. Clarke, after he made his confes-
sion, was taken to Ludlow street jail. He
will have an examination to-morrow before
the United States commissioner.

The Experience of an Express
Miessenger on a New York Road.
FrANKFORT, N. Y., March 31.—Ex-

press Messenger Lake, who was robbed be-

tween Clark’s Mills and Frankfort last
night, arrived here about midnight and was
able to proceed to the office of Drs. Skiff
and Richardson, where his wound was
dressed. He was shot in the upper part of
the right armn, the ball passing around the
shoulder, causing an ugly wound. The
doctors probed for the ball, but were unable
to locate it. lake endured the operation
heroically without chloroform. He was

weak from the shock and the loss of blocd,

but walked to the station and took the 3:30

tered his car through the side door, saying
as he entered:

Lakedid not realize fora moment what
was up. and failed to comply with the de-
mand. The intruder thereupon levelled his
revolver at the messenger and shot him.
Lake fell to the tloor of the car and his as-
sailant said: **Now, damn you, when 1
tell you to hold up your hands again you
will do it, won’t you?” The assassin then
proceeded to bind the hands and feet of
Lake and put a gag in his mouth. One of
his legs the robber tied to the safe. The
desperado then took a bunch of keys from
the poeket of the wessenger and unlocked
the safe, which he rified of its money pack-
ages. Tiie amount secured is believed to
be between $700 and $800. The robber
left the car at the Delaware, Lackawanna
& Western railroad crossing. Before leav-
ing the car the robber said: *I' an you,
if you say anything about this 1 will come
back and kill you.” The messenger re-
plied: “You wouldn’t rob a man and then
kill him too, would you?” Lake tried to
free himself, but did not succeed.

sition at this place. It was decided that he
had better stop over and have his wound
attended. The messenger says his assail-
ant was a large, strong man, wearing a
mask that hung down over his chest. ~ His
hair was cut short at the back and his
hands were callous, hard and dirty.
Local express oflicials decline to state the
amount of loss, Agent Bushnell reached
Utica to-day at noon. He was reticent,
but admitted the loss of $1,000. Other
statements fix the loss at $3,000. It is be-
lieved the robber entered the car near
Oneida, where the grade is heavy. The
messenger’s statement that the robber en-
tered by the side door is not believed. The
platform door of the car was not fastened
by a chain, as it should have been, when
the train reached Utica. Mr. Bushuell left
for Albany at 12:52 p. m. to interview Mes-
senger Lake. The messenger said to some
one that he was sitting at his open safe
when attacked. His description of the rob-
ber tallies perfectly with that given by
Night Agent Barger of the masked man
who robbed his drawer of about $18 March
14, walked him down the track and gave
him back a watch-and a revolver that had
been taken with the money.

A BRIGHT GIRL'SSTORY

The Little Daughterof “Bismarck” Tes
tifies in the Haddock Murder Case
at Sioux City.

She Tells the Measures Which Arensdorf
Took to Get Her Mother to
Leave Town.

He Bought Their House and Furnfte
ture and Paid in Gold
and Notes.

The Prosecution Temporarily Rests—
Evidence Put in for the
Defendant.

Stoux Crry, Ia., March 31.—In .the
H}lddock case to-day the state recalled
Bismarck, and drew out a statement that
he went straight home after the murder.
Then Bismarck’s little daughter was called.
She walked to the witness stand with all
the innocent bearing of childhood, and de-
ported herself in a pretty childlike manner
_while being subjected to severe cross-exam-
ination. Her testimony was listened to
with marked attention by the jury, attor-
neys and spectators. She is the only child
witness so far introduced, and she answered
numerous questions asked in a bashful and
rather timid mauner. Her story of the
purclmsp by Arensdorf of her mother’s house
after Bismarck left was well told. and no
amount of cross-examination eould con-
fuse her in the least. She knew just
why her mother wanted to sell, how much

was and how much cash was paid, there
being a small balance dne on thell):t.d' After™
she concluded at 10:30 the state rested the
case, and the defense asked and was
granted a recess to prepare the order of its
witnesses. The attorneys for the defense
were as much surprised by the announce-
ment on the part of the state thar it rested
its case as they were by the testimony»of -
Minnie Kasnitski. That she proved a
formidable witness no one can deny. Thera
1s a certainty that the state has other wit-
nhesses to produce, and more important evi-
dence, but they ean getitin later, and
maneuvered to-day to compel the defense
to expose its hand. That the state did the
unexpected thing, the request of the de—
fense for a recess until afternoon is con-
clusive evidence.
