@Gov. McGill Names the First Board of
Trustees of the State Soldiers’
Home.

What Some of the Well Known North-
westerners Were Talking About
Yesterday.

Work Being Pushed at the Stock
Yards in the Southern Part
of the City.

STATE SOLDIERS' HOME.

The Trustees to Locate the Home
Appvointed Yesterday--Funds ifor
the Home.

Gov. McGill yesterday made the appoint-
ments of the trustees of the Minnesota Sol-
diers’ home. They are: For two years,
A. E. Christie, of Austin; Thoras F.
Cowing, of Fergus Falls; A. A. Brown, of
Alexandria. For four years, W. P. Dun-
nington, Redwood Falls; L. A. Hancock,
Red Wing. For six years, Reese Hender-
son, Minneapolis; Heury A. Castle. of St.
Paul. All these gentlemen are well known
throughout the state. These trustees have
imposed on them by the recent act of the
legislature the duty of selecting and locat-
ing the site for a soldiers’ home. Under
the law the land on which the home is to

be located is to be not more than
160 acres, and there was appro-
priated to pay for this and for

the construction of the home 350,000, with
the provision that not more than $10,000
shall be paid during the fiscal year, ending
July 81, 1887. On ur before June 1, or as
soon as practicable thereafter, operations
most comumence in the seleetion of a site.
Elevation, sewerage and drainage, plenty
of good water, fertility of soil and faeilities
of access must all be taken into considera-
tion. Only the actnal expenses of the
irustees will be at the expense of the state.
An architect is to be selected to prepare
plans and estimates of cost and amount,
quality and deseription of all material to be
used in erecting the soldiers’ home. As
soon as plans are adoptdd bids for con-
struetion will be advertised for, and thirty
days after advertising for bids the trustees
will meet and award the contraet to the

lowest bidder, provided the appropriations |

become available. All bids must be accom-
panied with bonds of £5,000. When the
contract is let a superintendent of construe-
tion will be appointed, to serve for $§5 per
day. Incase of any dispute arismg be-
tween contractor and the superintendent
one arbitrator will be
SELECTED BY THE TRUSTEES,

one by the contractor, and one by the gov-
ernor, which board of arbitration shall
settle the controversy according to the con-
ditions of section 11 of the biill. No trustee
or officer of the institution must be n any
way interested in the contracts under pain
of a fine of $5,000. In the appointment
of all officers and employes connected with
the howme, preference must be given to
honorably disharged soldiers. A com-
mar dant is to be appointed by the board of
trustees, his salary to be fixed by the board,
and the commandant wili nominate all his
subordizates, and employes. The aunnual
meetings of the board of trustees shall be
held on the seeond Tuesday in August, and

the semi-annual meetings on the
second Tuesday in Febrnary. The
executive counnnittee shall meet monthly.

Xach trustee must give a bond of 35,000.
A soldiers’ home fund of $10.000 1s appro-
priated for the year ending July 51, 1888,
for the benetit of all ex-scldiers, ete., ad-
mitted to the home, and $20,000 annually
thereafter. A levy of one-tenth of a mill
will be anuually added to the state tax levy
tor a soldiers’ relief fund, to be distributed
by the trustees to soldiers, ete., outside of
the home who served in the Rebellion,
Mexican war, or any of the [ndian eam-
paigns, and all widows and Union orphans
of deceased veterans and dependant parents.
An appropriation of §20,000 is wade for the
soldiers’ relief fund until the additional tax
levy becowes available. All surnlus moneys
are to be transferred from the relief fund to
tiiesoldiers’ howe fund. des T4

AN ARMY AT WORK.

The Stock Yards at South St. Pau)
About the Liveliest Flace in the
Caty.

Anybody who has not visited the stock
yards in South St. Paul within the past
month will be surprised to see the change
that has taken place in that quarter. Ev-
erywhere may be seen men with teags fill-
ing in the ground either for new buiidings
or for side tracks. About 250 men are now
at work on the foundations of the beef and
pork packing houses. Work is being pushed
rapidly on the new stock exchange, all the
men being worked that can be handled to
advantage. The elevator and feeding
houses have been finished for some time,
and all of the buildings under contract must
be gnished by Aug. 15. There will bein
all about twenty miles of side track in the
yards, five milesof which have been already
laid. The cattle and sheep pens, contracts
for which have just been let, will require
about 2,250,000 teet of lumber. Men are now
at work laying the sewer and water pipes
for these pens, and the contract calls for
8,000 feet of each. Contracts have been
already let for $700,000 worth of work, to
be completed between now and Aug. 15.
A great deal of thismoney will be expended
in grading and filling, but there will be a
number of new buildings on which work
has not yet begun.  About seven hundred
men are now at work on the various con-
tracts in and about the yards, and within
two weeks fully 1,500 men will be employed.
It 15 not an easy matter to get men just
now, and all who apply are pretty apt to
get a job of some sort.

BUDDHA TIRANSCENDENT.

Amn Interesting Lecture by Gen.John~
son Unon Buddhism aud a Com-~
parison With Christianity.

Gen. R. W. Johnson lectured before a
good audience at the Y. M. C. A. rooms
last evening on Buddhism. He was fre-
quently humorous and made several inter-
esting comparisons. That the religion of
the Buddhist was a spiritless imitation of the
Christian religion, he was convinced. The
story of the birth of Buddha, and the cir-
cumstances attendant upon his advent, and
the incidents of his life were so like the
narrative of the birth and life of Christ,
that he was constrained to believe that
Buddhism was copied after the Christian re-
ligion. 1f Buddha did indeed exist 543
years before Christ, and this could be
groved, then he would feel like presuming
that the Christian religion was an imitation,
although a great improvement, of Budd-
hism.

The fact of the name of the mothergof
Buddha corresponding to that of Mary. the
virgin mother of Christ, the similarity be-
tween the statements that at the age of 12
years Buddha confounded the priests in the
temple, and the words of the evangelist that
at the same age Christ made the doctors in
the temple marvel greatly, showed a corre-
spondence and great simiiarity between the
two. But as authors had disagreed regard-
ing tbe time of Buddha's existence, there was
good reason for believing that Buddha must
have existed after the gospels had been writ-
ten. They have a triune god,the *Buddh” in
heaven, the “*Buddh’ incarnate upon carth,
and the spirvit of *Buddh’” as the reflection

left upon earth of Buddha, corre-
sponded to the Christian trinity.
But while the Buddhist's philosophy

bears material resemblance to the Christian
religion, it is withcut the virtue of the gospel
of grace. It has no Redeemer. It is a body
without a spirit—cold and dead. Every be-
liever must work out his owa salvation, It
depraded women, for Buddba, hiwmself baving
got into-trouble with his wife, left her, and
then started a systemm of -nunneries for
woinan's benefit, believing that the greatest
ambition of woman should be, to be horn
again—tobe born of man, The speaker was
of the opinion that the prireiples of Budd-
hism existed long before Buddha, but he was
a sort of Martin Luther, and gave it form.
It wasthe best of all Asianisms, had much
in it to condemn, und much to praise.
Certainly it had done much towurd
civilizmmg the very savage natjons
which bhad been Lbrought wunder itsin-
fluence. There are now about 400.000 00C
belieyers, yet fn all its history there has
never been known a Buddhist priest to be-
come an apostate, and the religion had
spread with enthusiasm and toleration. He
thought Curistians might borrow some of the
enthusiusm of the Buddhist, There were two
branehes ot Buddhism, Northern and South-
ern Buddhism, the Mongols being under the
ifipence of the former, and the {nhabitants
pf India underthe latter, They implicitly be-

ave.tbat Buddha went through 5530 different
s.aze: ol existence be{ore he beeame a man,be-~
g-oning ut the very lowest of all epeation, und
that at the end of his life he was recliniug
under g true, meditating upoun the seven de-

grees of heaven, until lost in the
lofty heights of the great beyond,
when he pgave up the ghost and

went upward to heaven. Modern astronomy
and geology seems to go back to Buddbism,
The Buddhist believes that this world is made
of the dead worlds, and that 1t will be buried
at some future time—a thenry which both the
modern astronomer and geologist acquiesce
in, since by the aid of a telescope flery mete-
ors are trequently seen flying through space.
Buddbim is a system of traditions of the lite
of Bgidba, & wonder theory of evolution and
a philosophy based upon certain broad and
egrand principles. Gen. Johnson, however,
emphatically believes that Buddha did not
ante-date Christ.

Some of the Gwners Want a Re-
“¢eiverto Sell the Hotel and Divide

ithe Proceeds=-Fraud by Tetegraph,

Action for partition of interests in the
Metropolitan hotel was eommenced by O.
0. Culien et al., vesterday, against John
Farrington et al. The objeet 1s to secure
an order from the eourt for the sale oif the
hotel and division of the proceeds. Far-
rington owns about one-fourth interest de-
rived from the old Culver estate. Aceord-
ing to the complaint the building and real
estate aye worth $65,000, At present it is
occupied only by a watchmap, and its
rental yields but $40 per month, while the
building is in constant need of repairs. bur-
dened with heavy taxes, and the interests
of the various joint owners are so simall
and  their opinions so diverse that it
is impossible to put the property to any
profitable use. As a hotel, it can be sold
only as one piece of property. The taxes
on - city assessments for public improve-
ments, and the taxes for 1885 and 1886 on
their share of the property have been paid
by the plaintiffs. A receiver to sell and
divide the proceeds is asked for.

THE WESTERN UNION INVOLVED.

A very interesting suit has been com-
menced by Thomas W, McCord, of Minne-
apolis, against the Western Union, to re-
cover $1,500 with interest. In his com-
plaint he sets forth that op Feb. 1, a
fraudulent message, purporting to be sent
by Dudley & Ca., of Grove City, Minn.,
was received by defendant and aceordingly
delivered to the plaintiff. MeCord, 1 el'ev-
ing the message to be genuine, comp.ied
with its terms and sent $1,500 to Dudley
& Co, by the American Express company.
But in reality the message had been

sent by Albert J. Bwansopn, agent
of the American Express company
at Grove City, and when, as such

agent. he received the money addressed to
Dudley & Co., he appropriated it to his own
nse, The charge in the complaint is that
through the carelessness and neglizence of
the defendant telegraph company’s em-
ployes they aceepted the message, which
they knew to be fraudulent. Mr. MeCord
neyer received baek one cent of the monsy,
! Very similar is the complaint filed yester-
day of the St. Paul Roller Mill company,
also against the Western Union. to recover

$2.000. which the same Swanson, at Grove
i City. the Awmerican Express agent, appro-
priated. Dudley & Co, are the wheat buy-

ers of the St. Paul ‘Roller Mill comupany at
Grove City. Plaintiff charges the tele-
graph company with negligence through its
operator, thus enabling the fraud to be ac-
complished.
