Wasusury, Wis,y, Mareh 81.—In the
short space of three years Washburn has
sprung from the pine forests bordering on
that grandest of our great lakes, Superior,
and assumed the dress of a thriving city
full of energy, push and ecapital, which,
together with its natural resources, is all
that is required to make it the foremost
lake city of the Nogthwest. Surrounded
as it is by boundless inexhaustible forests
of the finest pine and its close proximity to
the rich iron ores of the west range, it can-
not be kept back. 1t must forge ahead.
Commerce demands it

THE CITY AND ITS GROWTH.

In July, 1883, the original townsite was
platted by the Bay Land & Improvement
company. The sale of lots commenced
Torthwith, and many fine and substantial
buildings were erected. most prominent
among which were the Opera block, costing
over $8,000; the Congregational church,
$1.300, and the Sheridan block, $7,000.
During the following year a handsome
strueture for a scheol building was built at
a cost of 36,000, an enormous coal dock was
added to the shipping facilities already es-
tablished by the Chicago, St. Paul, Minne-

apolis & Omaha railway, and a million-
bushel elevator was also constructed at a
cost of $250,000. The year 1856 was

marked by rapid strides in building opera-
tious and a large growth in population.
In the early spring a mill was
built with a capaeity of 150,000 feet per
day by Reed & Maxwell, and the largest
sawmill inthe Northwest was completed by

from twenty to twenty-five feet. The loca-
tion of the town is simply perfect. Rising
from the shore it gradnally ascends toa
height of 200 feet three-quarters of a mile
back from the bay, thus insuzing perfect
drainage. With its southeastern exposure
and surrounding hills covered with
forests of pine intermingled with
oak and maple it is known as
the sanitarinm of the Northwest. As a lo-
cation for business men and eapitalists
Washburn offers wonderful advantages, for
it is forty miles nearer Buffalo by water
than Chieago, and eighty-five miles nearer
than Duluth.

It has tiibutary to it the finest
and most extensive body of pine lands in
the northeast, there being over 3,000, 000,-
000 feet untouched, and in addition to its
present saw mills offers the best induce-
ments for sash and door manufacturing,
planing mills, shingle mills, woodenware
factories, barrel factories, match factories,
paper mills and all kinds of machine shops
and factories necessary to keep in repair
and furnish supplies for these other indus-
tries. There isin this vicinity sufficient hem-
Jock and oak to tan 3,000,000 of hides, and
rawhides can be shipped fromm the west
to this point as cheaply as any other. This
vieinity has inexhaustible deposits of clay
suitable for the manufacture of brick and
tile, and therefore can supply all its own
building material.

LUMBERING INTERESTS.

Six hundred thousand feet per day is the
present capacity of the three mills,divided as
follows: Rood & Maxwell, first mill, 150,000
feet: A. A. Bigelow & Co., 300,000 feet;
Rood & Maxwell, second mill, 150,000 feet.
Allowing twenty-six days to the month
and six months for the manufacturing sea-
son we find a total- of 93,600,000 feet of
lumber as the preduct of a single season.
This industry alone furnishes employment
1o not less than 1,000 men both winter and
summer, and there is enough pine in the
township of Washburn alone tn furnish
100.000,000 feet for thirty years to come.

000,000 feet by the following firms: Viles
& Riley, A. A. Bigelow & Co., Fisher &
Wing, Lewis & Prenticeand F. E. Scott.

THE IRON INDUSTRY.

All the iron mines of the famous Gogebic
range are tributary to Washburn, and
particularly the ore from the west range,
where fifty working crews are already
developing mines. A large ore dock will
be completed this summer, and others will
be constructed in the near future. Sites
for blast furnaces abound and every facil-
ity for obtainining fuel gnd oil at-the
cheapest rates are at hadnd. The west
range is only thirty miles distant, and is
being connected to Washburn by the
Chicago, St. Paui, Minneapolis & Omaha
railroad. The estimated cost of the rail-
road terminal facilities is the enormous
sum of $1,000,0000. This is what the
Omaha road has done for Washburn. The
other roads are pushing on to-
wards this goal. The Northern
Pacific is only six miles distant,
The Wisconsin Central and the Lake Shore
have only thirteen miles to reach here, and
the Chicago, Burlington & Quiney and
the Chicago, Rock Island & Pacific roads
are now seeking an outlét to Lake Superior.

BUSINESS FOR 1886.

One may judege of the large business done
by Washburn when over 30,000 cars of mer-
chandise were handled during 1886, almost
100 cars a day: the number of boats arriv-
ing and clearing during last season being
471, and the number of men employed on
the docks, 200. The amount of freight
handled at the Washburn docks amounted
to the enormous sum of 180,000 tons. The
assessed valuation for the town last year
was over three quarters of a million dollars,
and this year, with all the coming improve-
ments, it will b2 much larger.

For a town as fully developed as Wash-
burn, the price of real estate is not high.
The best business property is worth from
$20 to 850 per front foot, and fine residence
property from $150 per lot up.

COAL BLACK MR. COLE.
He is From Africa, and Opposes
Secret Societies.

Cuicaco, March 31.—Rev. J. A. Cole,
of Sierra lLeone, Africa, was the central
figure at the convention of Churches and
Christians to-day. Stout and squatty, un-
attractive, black as night, thick lipped, low
browed, heavy featured, Cole is the typical
African. There was little intelligence in
his face, but before he had spoken five
minutes this morning he showed such an

, extensive command of the English langunage,

such a pieturesque use of words, and a wit
so bright that the convention was carried by
storm. Mr. Cole is the son of a Mohom-
maden priest, and is a convert to
Christianity. He believes that most of the
evils his race is suffering from are attribu-
table to secret societies and Free Masonry,
and he intends to inaugurate against these
evils a erusade among his own people.

**A native chief,” he said this morning,
*‘once wrote to Queen Victoria, asking to
know the secret of British greatness. The
queen sent him a Bible saying: *‘This is the
secret.” If I were to be asked what was
the secret of the prosperity of America, I
should make answer, that it was the free-
dom to worship God. But we must do away
with secret societies. They are the curse of
Africa. Many ministers there are FreeMa-
sons, and 1 tell you that if I had my choice
between a Mason and joining a heathen ko-
fonyg lodge, 1 would take the latter alterna-

tive.”

The discussion this morning was ‘“‘Are
Masonic Covenants Irrevocable?” Rev.
Hawley thought not. The law recognized

the oaths of Masonry, but heaven did not.
He did not think that a man would be pun-
ished by the divine power by violating a se-
cret oath. Rev. H. French followed with
a paper on *‘Secret Societies and the
Chureh,” in which he maintained that Free

Masonry was unchristian. Father Clark,
the *old liberty singer,” and who made

things lively in ante-bellum days by singing
against slavery, had a seat on the platform
behind the organ and tried to sing down
secret societies. e s nearly 80 years old,
but his voice is clear and sweet yet, though
naturaily not so strong as when he traveled
through New England with Wendell Phil-
lips.

CARDINAGL MANNI NG.

He Expresses His Views Regarding
the Knights of Labor.

Bavrniore, Md., March 31.—A special
from Rome gives the following as the text
of the letter of Cardinal Manning, regard-
ing the Knights of Labor, to a prominent
divine of that city:

My Dear Lord: 1 bave read with great as-
sent Cardinal Gibbons' document in relation
to the Knights ot Labor. The holy see will, 1
am sure, be convinced by his exposition of
the state of the new world. I hope it will
open a new field of thought and action. It
passes the understanding that officious per-
sons should be listeneda to rather than church

officials. Surely, the episcopate of the
whole worli is the most powerful and
direct instrument i the hands of the

holy see for gathering correct local knowl-
edge and enforeing its decisions. Who can
kuow the temper of America, England and
Ireland as they who have a finger upon the
purse of the people? The more clearly and
fully this is percieved the stronger Rome will
be. Never at uny time bas the episcopate
been so detached from civie powers und
united in itself and so well able to see, to
realize and to use its powers. Failure to see
and use these powers will breed much trouble
and mischief. My thanks are due to the car-
dinal for 1etting me share in the ur-
gument. If I can find & copy of my lecture
on the **Dignity and Rights of Labor.,” 1
will gend it to him. 1t will, I think, qualify
me for knighthood in the order. Brenfans,
some years ago, published books on the
guilds, 1n which he proves that the associa-
tion of labor and erafts goes back to anti-
quity, but there is this notable fact: In the
Engilish and Teutonic laws they wege recog-
nized, favored and chartered, in the imperial
and Latin laws they were rigorously pro-
hibited. We are at this day as a church the
mother, friend and protector of the people.
As the Lord walked among them. so His
church lives among them. The cardinal’s
argument is irresistible. Your affectionate
servant in Christ.

THE BUILDERS.

They Appointa Board of Directors,
Adopt Resolutions and Adjourn.
CuicAGo, March 31.—The builders” na-

tional convention finished the business be-
fore it early this afternoon and adjourned
until the next annual meeting, which is to
take place in Cincinnati next February. In
accordance with the constitution adopted
yesterday a board of directors was chosen,
and is composed as follows:

R. Phillips, Providence.

Names were not received from St. Louis,
Rochester and Albany, N. Y. but they
will be added later on. The rasolutions
provided that a uniform system of appren-
ticeship should be adopted by the various
fnechanical trades, manufacturing schovls
should be established as a part of the public
school system and trade night schools
should be organized by the various local
trade organizations for the benefit and im-
provement of apprentices; recommends all
its affiliated associations to secure, as soon
as possible, the adoption of a system of
payment by the hour for all labor per-
formed, other than piece work or salary
work. and to obtain the co-operation of as-
sociations of workmen in this just and
equitable arrangement. The resolution re-
lating to lien laws of the different states
was considered a matter of grave import-
ance to builders and was recommended to
the further consideration of the board of
directors. The next resolution provided
that architects and builders should be re-
quired to adopt more effectual safeguards
in buildings in process of construction, so
as to lesson the danger of injury to work-
men and others.

Three Monthxs? Failures.

NEw York, March 31.—The business
failures of the three months ending to-day,
as reported by R. G. Dun & Co., number
3,007 against 3,203 for the same quarter of
1886. The comparative liabilities for the
corresponding period were: 1887, $32,181,-
000; 1886, $29,681,000. The geographical
distribution is somewhat unusual, the lia-
bilities in the Middle states amounting to
$12,000.000, showing an increase of over
$6.000,000 compared with 1886, and in New
York city they were $5,000,000 against
$2,700,000 last year. In all other sections
of the country except the Middle states, the
failures are fewer and much less in amount
than the average, and the total result is
much less than in previous years. In Can-
ada the failures for the first quarter of 1887
are 393 against 389 in 1886; liabilities $3.-
602,000 against $3,442,000 in 1886.

To Astonish the Engilish.

New Yorg, March 81.—The Buffalo Bill
Wild West combination sailed for London
this morning on the steamer State of Ne-
braska. Hon. W. F. Cody and Nate Salis-
bury have chartered the vessel, and only a
few theatrical people outside the company
are passengers. There are 140 Indians,
squaws and children, 100 horses, a herd of
buffalo and a number of elk, bear and other
animals on the deck. The combination
opens at the international exposition in
May.

FAIRCHILD GETS THERE

He Will To-Day be Appointed Secretary
of the Treasury to Succeed
: Manning.

A Bketch of the Life and Public Services
of the New COabinet
Minister.
Isaac H. Maynard to Take the Place
Hitherto Held by His
Chilef.

‘*Boss’* Chandler Ilas Lost Some of
His Old-Time Love for Jim
Blaine.

WAsuiNaToN, March 81, —It isofficially
announced to-night that Assistant Secretary
Fairehild will become to-morrow the sue-
cessor of Mr. Manning at the head of the
treasury department, thus continuing him
in a position which, as Col. Lamont said
this afternoon, he had virtually filled for the
past vear.

Charles Stebbins Fairchild was born at Caz-
enovia, N. Y., April 30, 1842, and bis position
as a cabinet minister finds nim in the prime
of life and well fitted for the enorwmous labors
as head of the financial departmwent of the
government. His father was for many years
the nttorney for the New York Central rail-
road, and is one of the eminent men of Cen-
tral New York. The new secretary of the
treasury received his early education at the
Methodist seminary at Cazenovia, and he en-
tered Harvard in 1859, graduating from that
institution with the class of 1863. He then
attended the Harvard law schoul and
was admitted to the bar in 1885, and subse-
quently became one of the firm of Hart, Hale,
Schwartz & Fairchild, one of the most suc-
cessful legal combinations in New York. In
187¢ he was appointed deputy attorney gen-
eral, and in this, his first political position, he
8o distinguished himself that in the ensuing
year be wus nominated by the Democratic
convenuon for the attorney generalship and
was elected. He served in the capacity tor
two years, and they were eventful ones for

the people of New York, because the ring-
sters were receiving the attention of Gov.

Tilden, and his able attorney general cor-
dially seconded his efforts to rid the state of
them and their methods. Upon the expira-
tion of his term as attornev general, Mr.
Fairchild in 1878 visited Europe for the sec-

ond time, his first trip having oc-
curred in 1871 While on the con-
tinent the future secretary made a

careful study of the monetary systems of the
old world, and when he returned to New York
he had acquired a valuable fund of informa-
tion. From 1880. wien he returned from Ea-
rope, up to the time that he was called to
Washington as assistant secretary of the
treasury, Mr. Fairchild was engaged in the
practice of his profession in New York city.
Personally, the new cabinet ministeris a
very straight-forward man of business and
easy ot access. It has been his boast since
coming to Washington that his door has
always been open to callers, no matter what
their business, and in this respeet he has
shown a marked difference from other ofli-
cials of the new administration. His face1s
round and smooth shaven, a ¢losely clipped
black mustache being conspicuous above the
firmm closed mouth. In stature he is slightly
above the medium height, compactly built
and weighs aboat 180 pounds. Secretary
Fairchild is a firm believer in the efficacy of
equestrian exercise. and every afternoon at
the close of business hours he mounts a stout
bay roudster and takes a canter through the
suburbs of Washington as an appetizer for
dinner. Socitlly he and his wife are very
popular, and his hospitable mansion has
always been thronged during the gay season
just closed by Lent.
TO SUCCEED FAIRCHILD.

Isaac H. Maynard, of New York, will be
the assistant secretary. Mr. Mayvnard is
the present second comptroller of the treas-
ury, having bgen appointed to that position
by President Cleveland on June 1, 1885.
He has made an excellent record in that
position. At the time of his appointment
Judge Maynard was first deputy attorney
general of New York. Two years prior to
his appointment to the federal service he
was the Demoeratie cand:aate for secretary
of state of New York, but was defeated,
owing, it is said, to his prohibition reecord.

No! Much of a i3iaine Mamn.

Chandler, for many years a staunch sup-
porter of ' Bfaine, said to-day:

There $8''8 great deal of talk about Mr.
Blaine and the next nomioaticn, but you will
find that the Republican leaders will study
over the choice of their candidates very cave-
fully before they commit the party to the
chances of another deteat. If Mr. Blaine's
friends think that they can walk into the
nowination simply beeause he wants it they
will be mistaken.

Col. Cvrus B. Comstock, at
Willet’s Point, N. Y.. the latter officer to
take station at New York city. Theleave
granted First Lieut. Wm. Crozier, ordnance
corps, is extended to Nov. 1, 1887, with
permission to go beyond thie sea.

New NMilitary Post.
WasmiNgTON, March 31.—Lieut. Gen.
Sher.dan has returned to Washington from
the West. While absent he visited Forts
tussell and Riley, accompanied by Inspee-
tor Gen. Baird and Col. Sheridan, for the
purpose of inspecting them. and at Denver,
Col., selected the site for the new military
post to be located in the West. A number
of sites were proffered to Gen. Sheridan by
the citizens’ committee, from which he
selected a tract of land within seven miles
ot Denver.

The Public Debt,
WASHINGTON, March 31.—A revised es-
timate of the public debt reduction for
March makes it about $11,500,000.

Drounth in Texas.

SAN ANTONIO, Tex., March 81.—In
mauny portions of the territory tributary to
this city the suffering from drouth is se-
vere. In Atascosa county the people have
been robbed of bare necessaries. All
crops are a failure. Milk and butter are
scarce. Lean kine are as common as fat
ones once were, and unless it rains soon
the people will be brought to starvation.
North and west in Madina county the cat-
tie are dying fast, so tast that their owners
cannot skin them, and though in sections
further west the mortality is not so great,
it is very large. The number of dead and
dying cattle can be best appreciated by
comparison of the hide market here. It
was always a large one and active, but now
it is overstocked and prices are dropping
hourly. The country folks bring in the
skins piled high in wagons and all east-
bound freights bring invoices. There is in
many portions of the country absolutely no
range and would not be for some weeks
though it should rain to-night. Texas grass
is hard to devitalize, but the months of
drouth has proved too much for it.

Anti=Oleo Decision.
ALBANY, N. Y., March 31.—The court
of appeals has affirmed the judgment of the
general term convicting Lipman Arensberg
of selling oleomargarine in violation of the
statute. - Judge Rappallo, in delivering the

opinion, says*

We think that the evidence justified the
court in submitting to the jury the question
whether the article sold was an imitation
calculated to deceive. It was sufficient to
authorize a finding that it had been artifi-
cinlly colored so as to imitate the most
valuable kind of dairy butter; that such color-
ing was not essential or necessarily incident
to its manufacture, and that its only object
was to make it resemble dairy butter and in-
crease its market value. We are of the opinion
that such artificial coloring of oleomargarine
ior the mere purpose of making it resemble

not be determnined |

| dairy butter comes within the statutory pro-
| hibition against imitation, and that such pro-
hibition is within the power of the legislature
and rests upon the same principle which
would sustain & prohibition of coloring fine
dairy butter for the purpose of enhancing its
market price by making it resemble summer
dairy butter should the legislature deem such
& prohibition necessary or expedient.

The Strike Ended.

NEw York, March 31.—~The strike
which began yesterday among the work-
men employed in rebuilding the Equitable
building on Broadway was concluded this
morning. The men complained of the
presence in the building of a number of
non-union electrie fitters and the latter
were withdrawn by their employers on the
representations of the building contractors.
