GIVING IP ITS DEAD.

.The Remains ofSamuel Moss Found,

in the River Hardly Recogniza-

ble.
Tho Bohemians satherlng driftwood in the

river just below the Mendota boom yesterday

camo upon the remains of a man's body,,

which bad been washed up near the shore.

The remains were later almost positively

identified as those of Samuel D. Moss, who
disappeared so mysteriously from his home
11 Union Park last autumn. Sam Moss was
a respectable and intelligent man of 31
years, a brother of A. P. Moss and A. B.
Moss, of the grocery firm of A. B. Moss, 181
West Third street. Ho conducted a grocery
store at Union park, which he owned in part-
nership with A. P. Moss. He was a man of
good habits and well liked among the largo

circle of society associates in which he
moved. He married the girlof his choice not
long before his sudden disappearance and
they lived happily together at Union park, In
September last Mr. Moss bad a severe attack of
typhoid lever, during which his mind was de-
ranged. He had recovered from this, and
was attending to business as usual, when
one day in the first week of November he left
his home and did not return at the usual
hour. A search was made and his coat and
bat found lying on the river bank adjoining
the park close by what are known

\u25a0a the Shacow Falls. That was the
ouly trace of Mr. Moss which could
be found, and his relatives, hoping
against hope for his return, finally concluded
that bis mind had again become deranged

fromtbe effects ot the disease, and that he -
bad brown himself into the river In a mo-
ment of temporary insanity. A reward was
recently offered by A. B. Moss for tho recov-
er-, of his body, or knowledge of his where-
abouts, and the discovery made by the two

Bohemians yesterday is tho first evidence
whether he was alive or dead. The location
of the oodv* when fouud was about two miles
down tho river from where his coat and hat

were left. There can be no doubt about the
identity of the body found. Although the

features are greatly disfigured and destroyed,

tbe shoes, trousers, vest and shirt which still
held to tho corpse are recognized by his
frieuds as those worn by him at the time.

The body was conveyed to Gross' under-
taking rooms, and Coroner Markoe will con-
sider the advisability of an inquest.
