This will be a great day in Chicago and
hie country knows it.  That is why every-
sody stands on tiptoe to-day to wateh the
progress of the municipal battle in that

»ity and wait with breathless anxiety the
result of the fight. The result is going to |
be bad enough in any event. The contest
is belween the Republican and the Labor ;
candidate for mayor. The Republican |
candidate is the representative of a boodle
ring and his election will bring the worst
element of his party into control of the
eity government. The Labor candidate is
an honest man who does not belong to any
pf the cliques which are organized for the
purpose of public plunder. Under ordi-
aary circumstances NELsoN, the Labor
candidate, would probably be elected by an
overwhelming vote. But the circuinstances
attending his candidacy are not of an ordi-
nary character. He has been indorsed by
the socialists and in consequence he is made
the representative of anarchism. His elec-
tion would mean an indorsemert of the Hay-
market riot and a vindication of the con-
demned anarchists. 1t would mean more
than that. 1f NrLsoN is elected to-day
there will be no security for life or property
in Chicago during the next two years. If
he is elected, the only possible way to over-
throw the socialistic regime which would
be established under his administration,
would be by violence and bloodshed. In
the light of all these facts, the people of
Chicago will be compelled to vote for
RocHE, the Republican candidate, as a
choice between evils. And yet it is a des-
perate alternative to be driven to.

But, bevond the local issues involved in
to-day’smunicipal election in Chicago, rises
one of still greater importance to the coun-
try at large. At this distance from the
scene of the conflict we donot realize the
gravity of the local questions which are to
be settled. The only thing that meets our
sight is the red flag of anarchism, which
floats above the ranks of one of the oppos-
ing forces.

SHOT HIM DEAD.

A Montana Man Slays the Alleged
Violator of Ris Daughter.
Special to the Globe.

MiLes CiTy. Mont., April 4.—Ben Mason,
a rancher, saloon man and storekeeper of the
little town of Powderville, sixty miles south
of Miles City, came in town to-day and sur-
rendered himself to the officers of
the law with the statement that on Sunday
morning he had shot and killed one James
Clark near Powderville. Muson's story of
the killing is, that on his return from a recent

trip to Miles City he was informed
by his wife that Clark had at-
tempted to outrage their nine-year-old
daughter. Clark then escapéd to the bilis

and was there in hiding, On Sunday morn-
ing Mason learned tbat Clark bud returned to
his ranch across Powder river from Ma-
son’s place, and set out with the in-
tention of apprebending Clark aud bringing
him to Miles. Mason was successtul in ef-
fecting the arrest of Clark and set out with
him in charge, intending to deliver him into
the custody of the sheriff. Mason was
of course armed, and notified Clark
that an attempt at escaping would result
in his being shot down. Notwithstanding
tkis warning Clark broke and made & run be-
fore they had proceded halt a wile
on their journey and Muson made
good his word and shot him
through the head, killing him almost
instantly. The coroner and deputy sheriff
proceeded to the scene of the tragedy late
this evening, and Mason, being the
sole witness, was taken back with them.
Clark, the dead man, is an old timer.
in this country, a man of about 50 years of
age and has hitherto born a good reputation.

Probably Murdered.

MiTcHELL, Dak., April4.—At the cor-
oner’s inguest to-day over the charred re-
mains of Mrs. John Maniece, who was
burned to death in her home on the prairie
twelve miles south of here, Friday night, as
was expeeted, it was shown that the woman
was known to have considerable money in
her possession; that the family had trouble
with some of the neighbors, and that the
woman had said she was afraid for her life.
When her husband, who is now in Cali-
fornia, but who has not yet been communi-
cated with because his present address is
not known, left two months ago he wanted
to take his wife with him, but the woman
preferred to stay alone and save traveling
expenses. Facts which look suspicious are
that nothing was seen of the woman the
day previous to the fire. The remains were
not found in the part of the house occupied
as a sleeping room. The lady’s watch was
found on the table and the indications are
that the woman was dressed when the fire
oceurred.

Of Interest to Montana.

WasuiNgToN, April 4.—Commissioner
Sparks has instructed Special Agent Dow-
ney in Montana that there must be no inter-
ference with settlers for taking from publie
lands wood and timber necessary for their
family and settlement uses, but that special
agents are expected to devote their time,and
energies to the prevention of timber depre-
dations upon a large scale by corporations,
The secretary of the interior to-day pro-
mulgated new rules for the government of
the Yellowstone National park. These
rules prohibit the injury or removal of the
Geyser formations; the allowing of stock
to graze in their vicinity: the cutting or in-
jury of growing timber; the unnecessary
lighting of fires; the injury or killing of
birds or animals; the wanton destruection of
fish: the permanent residence of any person
in the park; the posting of private notices
or the establishtnent of drinking saloons or
bars. The outfits of persons found hunting
or in possession of game will be confiscated,
and persons making themselves obnoxious
to the officer in charge will be ejected from
the park.

Smuggiing Horses.

A petition was
received from William McCague and twenty-
four others asking for a change in a county
road in the terrvitory formerly known as the
town of Minuneapolis, and & committee was
appointed to look into the matter and report
at a later meeting.

The report of the overseer of the poor
farm showed the receipts during March
to have been $785.50, and the dis-
bursements $1,248.02.

BRAND-N& W DOCTORS.

Two of Them ‘Turned Out by the
Homeopathic Coliege Last Night.
The Central Baptist church was filled with

the friends and patrons of the Howeopathic
Medical college last evening to listen to the
first commencement exercises of the school.
After a fervent prayer by Rev. F. F. Gates,
Dr. A. C. Higbee read his report as registrar
of the colleze. The report wus an interesting
history of the school. The tirst lecture was
delivercd on the 4th of last October and the
first yeur closed with twenty students on the
roll—a result highly satisfuctory to the
faculty, The Minnesota ccllege countinued
and earnest study was urgently recommended
to them, and the duties of manhood, no less'
than the duties of the profession, were shown
to be necessary requisites of success,

W. D. Wasburn, president of the board of
trustees, being absent, the vice president,
Dr. Huatch, presented the diplomas. The
graduates were two, C. E. Hovland, of Still-
water, and D. T. Knodolf, of this city. Tae
valedictory is one of three homaopathic
schools in the United States wherein the re-
quirements are such as to make it possible
for the graduates to appear before the Medi-
cal board of this state for examination. It
demands of its graduates atiendance upon
three courses of lectures of six months euch,
The stundard of the schoel is high, and none
but thorcughbly prepared studentscan hope
to pass the severe examinatiouns.

Dr. P. H. Hatch, the dean of the faculty,
then delivered the address to the class. The
new doctors were advised of the dignity and
responsibility of their work. Address was
read by Rev. Dr. Chase. He thought profes—
sional schools should dewmand of their ma-
triculaies a collegiate education or its equiv-
alent. At present the only professional
schools that require a liberal education of
students beginning their course are the theo-
logical seminaries. The medical and law
schools accept candidates who have but com-
paratively little of the bhigher education. To
remedy this evll, professional men should
devote a portion of every week to the ac-
quirement of general knowledge, and thus
bring his liberal education up to the standard
of his professional learning. The state would
be doing a good thing in providing an endow-
ment for this school. In closing he advised
the graduates to put faithin their profession
and in hard work and God’s blessing would
come.

The musical features of the programme
were, without exception, excellent. The
soloists were Miss Clara Wiiliams, Miss Lily
Hammond and W. B. Heath. A male quar-
tetle gave a double number very satisfac-
torily and the entire programme was full of
interest. After the exercises the faculty,
board of trustees, students and a few invited
guests repaired to the Hotel Ardmore, where
a sumptuous banquet was served. Following
the feast Dr. Ricker, the toast muster, an-
nouuced the to1sts,which were quite as much
enjoyed us the good things that preceeded
them. Dr. Hatch spoke of the *‘Relation of
the Colleze to the Profession'; Dr. Bausman,
“The Teeth and When to Show Them'; Dr.

THEY DON°T LIKE IT.

Druggists Ger a Taste of Some of
the Crank l.egislation.

The druggists are very much disturbed
over the mayor’'s proclamation ordering **all
stores, saloons, or barrooms where liquor is
sold,’” to be closed to-day in accordance with
the provisions of sections 70 of the new elec-
tion law. Many of them called at police head-
quarters and wanted to know if they really
would be required toclose. They were shown
the law, which states that the mayor is liable
to a fine of $1.000, or sixty days in jail, or
both, for failure to enforce it on his part, and

then askcd if it could be inter-
peted in  any other way than to
mean that they should close. All

ugreed that the mayor was only doing his
duty, but some doubted if any one would be
prosecuted for violation, others thought the
law unconstitutional, and some made the in~
genious plea that drug stores do not sell
liquor, but simply dispease it. After damn-
ing the recent legisinture in good, round
terms, they generally departed with the re-
mark tbat they meant 1o keep open because
ull the oiher druggists would do the _sawe.
It is likely that but few will close their doors,
and some arrests to test the law can be looked
for to establish a precedent for other elec-
tions. .

At a late hour last evening there was a
small convention of druggists at one of the
stores, and the law was discussed and then
discussed with the *“dis’” dropped. While
many claimed to think that Mayor Ames was
enforcing the letter, and not the spirit, of the
law, they generally acknowledged that they
would close, and by so doinz avoid all risks
in the matter. Said one of the druggists: I
do not think the law really means that the
drug stores are to be closed, but then it says
80, und for my part I can see no other way
for us to do than to close, however displeas-
ing it may be for us to doso.”

WILL IT STAY?

Money Will iKeep the Pray Plant in
the City.

The Pray Manufacturing company is no
more, and not even the remains will long re-
main in Minneapolis unless prompt action is
taken by men here to keep the plant in this
city. A few days ago the plant was sold to a
syndicate of Minneapolis gentlemen, and this
syndicate will in turn dispose of the property
in whole or in small parts, as the demand may
be. Already Eastern parties bave made large
offers - for the entire plant, and unless some
action is taken Inside of a few days another
week will nol see a vestige of this once mag-
nificent manufacturing machinery remain-
ing in the metropolis of the Northwest. The
gentlemen who now own the plant would, it
18 claimed, sooner have the business relocated
here than moved to some other city, aud as
they are practical men it is thought sowme
pian may be devised whereby the plant shall
remain here and the machinery once more
started up.
