All four cars capsized, and the locomotive
went ahead with the forward ears. In the
dining car fire was thrown the full length
of the car, but the cars did not burn. No
person was dangerously hurt. The most
seriously injured was Peter C. Pinkham,
of Minneapolis, about 60 years old, who i:<
on his way to Spokane Falls. He was
badly bruised about his head. The dining
car cook, Charles Guuther, had his head
cut and hip putout of joint. O. M. Towner,
of Larimore, was slightly injured about his
head. The wrecked ecars were left at
Geneva, and other cars were put in their
place at Mandan. The train was comin
down grade at the time and moving fast.

Review eof the Condition of Farming
About Yankton.

YANKTON, Dak., April 8.—The condi-
tion of farms and crops in the counties of
Yankton, Union.

After you get him, what
have vou got? Not a thing but a very mum
man who knows how to keep his own
counse), as well as an educated oyster
knows how to keep his mouth shut. Judge
Church is not here to deliver opinions and
decisions. Gov. Church is here on his ex-
ecutively ofiicial dignity, and he is unap-
proachable except Dby such fellows as
Grover Cleveland, of Buffalo. He seems
to have the faculty of getting all the news
out of Charch, but he doesn’t give it away
to the boys. Hence what Chureh is doing
here, aside from getting adnunistrative
pointers, no one can find out. He has
made several pilgrimages to the White
house, and has always seen his man. Oth-

PIERCE ON POSTOFFICES.

of His Bad Calculations
Pointed Out.

WASIIINGTON, April 8.—In the follow-
ing article ex-Gov. Pierce is so far off his
base as to insist upon giving away his
dense ignorance. He persists in writing
about a subjeet with which he is wholly un-
familiar. A man who has lived in Wash-
ington as a reporter and has not learned
one of the plainest and simplest things
about the postoflice department, ought to
commence his apprenticeship over again.

Somebody has taken the trouble to teic-
graph from Washington denying that Dakota
pays a net revenue to the postoffice depart-
ment. Weil, who imagined she did? There
are but ten states in the Union that pay such
a revenue, and these are states containing
la rge cities. Take away Chicago and llinois
will show a balance on the uebit side. It
costs $£300,000 annually in excess of the ve-
ceipts to supply Indiana with msil, and
nearly $400,000 to furnish Iowa. Ohio is
behind a full million annually. Minnesota,
Kansas and Nebraska are short from £300,000
to $400,000 a year each; who expects Dakota
to reverse all human experience and pay a
revenue before she has escaped from her
swaddling clothes? This. Lowever, may be
said, that she bhas a large number of offices
that pay the government much more than it
costs to sustain them.

THE FIGURES
which the gentlemman uses areas ficticious
as his facts upon many matters. They are
taken from the annual report of the second
assistant postinaster general, which is em-
bodied in the report of the postimaster gen-
eral. They are merely estimates. AsI
said in the former article upon the subject:
The second assistant postmaster general
cannot and does not tryto determine the
exact revenue of each state as compared
with its expenses. 1n order to exactly de-
termine the revenue from Dakota it would
be necessary to count the cost of the trans-
portation of Dakota mnail wmatter only, be-
tween Minnesota and the Montana line. Then
it would be necessary to have weighers to
distribute the mails on ail roads and
weigh them separately.

BisMARCK, April 8.—Proceedings in the
district court the past week have been
made somewhat interesting by notable con-
tests between the judge and justice on one
side and the consciences and sympathies of
jurymen on the other. In one eriminal
trial the judge’s side was vanquished—an
obstinate jury majority being conyerted to
doubt and merey by the persistency of the
minority—and so completely was his honor
subdued that after keeping another jury out
four days he felt impelled to express his
gratification that both majority and minor-
ity had formed their opinicns so firmly that
neither could be turned. Mike Ferrel's ac-
quittal, although the evidence was not di-
rect and compiete, was undoubtedly due to
a sympathetice belief that the old man could
not have maliciously intended to commit
the crime with which he was charged—the
maiming of a trespassing cow so that the
animal had to be killed. In the Baker-
Olson poisoning case the disagreement of
the jury is to be attributed to the unwill-
ingness of a majority to bring in a verdict
which would necessarily be followed by th
death penalty on circumstantial evidenc
