DEs Moixes, Ia., April 21.—A Creston
dispatch says: Dr. F. Goelsch. a former
citizen of Creston, at the mature age of 59
vears, has just been convieted of the crime
of bigamy at Vinton, Benton county, Ia.,
and sentenced to pay a fine of $1,000 and
pass two years of hLis life in the state peni-
tentiary at Anamosa. Dr. Goelsch came to
Creston in 1878, IHe seemed to have con-
siderable means, and erected a large dwell-
ing at the corner of Montgomery and Oak

streets. The proverty was placed in his
wife’s name. Three vears ago he began

making visits to Benten county, where he
claimed to have an extensive practice
among a colony of his nationality. He

would be absent for three or four weeks at |

& time on these trips. Abouta year ago he
persuaded his wife to rent the property here
and accompany him to Benton county.
While there he endeavored to prevail upon
her to sell the place and settle permanently
in Benton county. Upon her refusal to do
so he began to

NEGLECT AND ABUSE HER,
until tinally she returned to Creston. He
followed her shortly and remained here a

few weeks, packing his personal property
and taking it with himm when he returned.
Mrs. Goelsch waited several weeks, but re-
ceived no word from ner truant husband.
At last she decided to make a personal in-
vestigation of the case, and returned to the
community in which she had recently vis-
ited. The people were horritied at seeing
her, and explained that the doctor, when
last in Oreston. had written to them of his
wife's dangerous iliness. and finally of her
death. Whaoen he returned to them he wore
mourning. It seems that he had established
himself in the good graces of a wealthy
gentlewan farmer in whose family was a
buxom daughter of marriageable age and
inclinations.  After two weeks of mourn-
ing for his alleged deceased wife, the
shammy doctor proposed to the wealthy
farmer’s daughter, was accepted, and the
marriage transpired at once, the bride and
groom moving to Grundy Center, where the
only real Mrs. Goelsch found them living
as happily as doves. When confronted by
his wronged wife the recreant husband de-
nounced her as merely his mistress and
housekeeper, and drove her from the place.
It was then that the lady began criminal
proceedings against him, which resuited as
stated.

A Pawnbroker Robbed.

Plenro-Pneumonia.

CHICAGO, April 21.—Prof. James Law,
of the national bureau of animal industry,
and the live stock commissioners of Illinois
are systematically examining the cattle in
Chicago, which have either been exposed
to or are alleged to have been inflicted with
pleuro-pneumonia. On Monday five cows
belonging to John Nolan, who keeps a
dairy farm, were voluntarilv sent to a
slaughter house and killed, and the state
veterinarian on examining the lungs of
these animais, found three of them showed
evidences of chronic lung plague. On this
discovery, it was decided to slaughter the
remaining cows in this herd, twelve in
number, and these animals were killed yes-
terday. At the Empire distillery about
nine hundred fat cattle belonging to Messrs.
Rice and Rush have been slaughtered, and
in ninety cases there were found lesions of
the lungs, which indicated unmistakably
the existence of the infectious disease.

Priestly Disapproval.

ToroNToO, Can., April 21.—Respecting
the projected visit of William O’Brien to
Canada to denounce the evietions on Lord
Lansdowne’s estates in Ireland, Arch-
bishop Lynch. of this city, stated to-day
that he entirely dissapproved of the con-
templated visit and had cabled Mr. O’Brien
endeavoring to dissuade him from coming.

Shot Himself.
LEXINGTON, Mo., April 21.—Rasmus
Dyer, a wealthy farmer at Dullville, com-
mitted suicide this morning by blowing off
one side of his head with a shot gun. He
has been an invalid for years and had be-
come discouraged.

THE GOLD-BRICK TRICK.

It Oatches a Wealthy New York Man to
the Extent of Something Like
$40,000.

On Examination His Bars of Precious
Metal Receive an Outside Valua-
tion of $4.
A Chicago Publisher Who is Thought
to Have Shown Too Much
Enterprise.

A Hideous Crime Reported from a
Mexican Town--Murderous
Bald Knobbers.

NEwW Yorxk, April 21.—What bids fair
to develop into a big gold brick swindle
came to light to-day at the United States
assay office. Yesterday a well-known and
wealthy gentleman of this city deposited
four large bars, supposed to be go!d. with
the assayer, to be refined and made into
standard gold bars. The gentleman said
that the bars were from California, and
were estimated to be worth about $10,000
each, or $40,000 for the four, and that an
assay which he had made before showed
the bars to be about 72 per cent. fine.
The bars were received and receipted for in
the usual form, and the gentleman departed
in full confidence that he had $40,000 in
gold in the hands of Uncle Sam. The sus-
picion of Mr. Graham, the receiver of de-
posits, was excited by the light weight of
the bars, the specific gravity being only
about 8.95. whereas the specitic gravity of
gold 1s 19.3. Samples were taken from the
four bars and assayed, when it was found
that the bars were of copper, with a thin
wash of gold on the outside. In short, the
four bars turned out to be worth about $4,
instead of $40,000. .Up to noon to-day the
gentleman had noi called to ascertain the
result of the assay. It is evident that a
fraud has been perpetrated on him, and
that he is numbered among the victims of
the gold brick trick.

A LITTLE TO0O ENTERFRISING.

A Chicago Publisher Wanted for
Allezed Misuse of the Mails.
CHicaGo, April 21.—It is stated by a
local paper that the postoflice authorities
have stopped the delivery of registered mail
to T. 8. Gardner and several publications
by the names of the Farm Journal, Farm-
ers’ Album and Farming World. It is also
said that the department has determined
upon the arrest and prosecution of Gardner,
on the grounds that his publicatiohs are *'a
swindle on the public and a fraud on the
United States mail service.” It is claimed
that Gardner has for some time beenreceiv-
ing over fifty registered letters a day, each
containing a postal order for from $5 to
$12, and has sent out over 250,000 circulars
and specimen copies of his paper within
three months through the second-class
mails alone. The head of the second-class
mail department in the Chicago office de-
cided some time ago, it is said, that the
publications named were of the ‘‘cash
premium” order. Three weeks ago. in ac-
cordance with a regulation of the depart-
ment which says: “Ifa postmaster has
reason to doubt that a publication offered
as second-class matter has a legitimate list
of subscription, he may require the pub-
lisher thereof to satisfy him that it has,”
the superintendent stopped some 13,000
copies of the Gardner’s Farm Journal and
demanded to be shown the subscribers’ list.
Three weeks have passed, but the 13,000
-copies are stiil lying in the basement of the
postoftice. As Gardner was slow. in fur-
nishing - his subseribers’ - list; the - superin-
tendent SRt
SENT INQUIRIES
to outside postmasters regarding thirty per-
sons to whom the Farm Journal was ad-
dressed. The names of these presumptive
subscribers were selected at random from
the 13,000 addressed copies of the publica-
tion. Replies have been received from all.
It 1s claimed that twenty-seven denied being
subscribers and three others admitted hav-
ing subseribed but had not yet received
the publication. Every subseriber was
promised a $2 premium order, to be cashed
later, for an outlay of 40 cents, with a valu-
able journal thrown in for a vear, and the
man who got upa club was to get a prize of
from $25 to $5,000. From the replies of
subseribers, it is claimed that Gardner had
sent one copy of his paper—a patent sheet
got up in imitation of a genuine periodical
—to . each person who replied to
his original circular, but had never
paid any attention to the ®clubs
except to take the money. A morning
paper says that the postofiice inspectors
have evidence in hand which District At-
torney Ewing believes will secure a convie-
tion, the full penalty in which case will be
a fine of $500 and eighteen months’ impris-
onment. Gardner’s offices in this city are
in the Scott block, corner of West Van
Buren street aud Hermitage avenue, where
he employs twenty-five to thirty young
women mailing his ecireulars. Since the
postoffice people here have begun to make
it unpleasant for him it is stated that he
has opened up in Cincinnati. His circulars
from that city are ornamented with a large
picture of a fine block at the corner of Sixth
and Vine streets. 1t 1s said the postofiice
authorities sent a man to Cincinnati yes-
terday to effect Gardner’s arrest, but they
refused to give any information.

Murder and Outrage.

St. Louis. April 21.—A dispatch from
the City of Mexico gives an account of a
most horrible and bloody affair, committed
in the little city of Patzcuorro last Wednes-
day night. The wife of Juan Ramierz was
the acknowledged belle of the town and a
great favorite. Three policemen entered
into a plot to outrage her, and on the night
mentioned they went to Ramierz’s louse,
which was in the suburbs, entered his bed-
room and fairly butchered him with knives,
inflicting twenty wounds upon his body.
Spouting blood deluged the wife as she lay
by the side of her husband, and she fainted.
After Ramierz was dead they restored the
wife to consciousness and then carried out
their hellish plot. leaving the poor woman
almost dead. The men tled to the interior
on horseback, but two of them have been
captured and the third will be, as the whole
country was aroused and intense excite-
ment prevailed.

Brutally Beaten by Burglars.

LouisviLLE. Ky,, April 2L.—A horrible
tragedy was perpetrated in the broad light
of day in one of the most fashionable resi-
dence portions of this city this morning
about 11 o'clock. About 10 o’clock this
morning Mrs. A. Y. Johnson, the wife of a
well-known Main street merchant, left
home on Brook street in company with her
children and Jennie Bowwman, a servant
girl who is white and about 24 years of aze.
It appears the latter accompanied Mus.
Johnson only a short distance upon some
special mission, after which she returned to
the house. Shortly after this a little col-
ored girl living next door to the Johnson
family went into the Kkitechen of the house
and discovered blood upon the floor and
signs of disorder. She called for Jennie,
but receiving no answer she started up the
back stairway to her room. There the
child discovered the servant lying upen the
floor horribly beaten about the head. he
child gave the alarm. Two suspicious
characters are known to have been loafing
across the street when Mrs. Johnson and
the children went out, and it is thought
that they entered the house and were dis-
covered upon the return of the servant,
Jeunie Bowman. A poker was found with
the hair and bluod of a man upon it, and
it is supposed the woman opposed the burg-
lars with the above results. W

ness and stated that her assailants were two
negroes.

known. !

Murderous Bald Knobbers.

St. Louis, Mo., April 21.—A special
from Ozark, Mo., says: The Bald Knob-
bers’ situation is becoming more serions
every day, and the prisoners are beginning
to show considerable uneasiness. Yester-
day Charles Graves, a prominent member
o_f the midnight raiders, entered the confes-
sional and fixed the murder of George
Edens on John Matthews. On the first as-
sault of the Edens’ house George was shot
down, but not killed. After ransacking
the house, the masked men retired, and
George’s mother was holding George’s head
while he lay on the floor. A man appeared
at the door and took deliberate aim at the
wounded man. and put a bullet through his
head, killing him. Graves says he metJohn
Matthews coming from the house, and
heard him say that he was mad because he
had been wounded 1n the back of the head,
and returned to the house just as the party
were leaving, and finished the work begun
on George Edens.

Meager advices from Ozark. Mo., are to
the effect that the grand jury to-day found
indictments against twelve of the Bald
Knobbers whose cases have been under in-
vestigation for the past three days.

Killed His Wife.

WHEELING, W. Va., April 21.—At Sis-
sonville, sixteen miles from - Charlestown,
Benjamin Sission, a young married man,
chopped his wife to death with a hatchet
vesterday. Sisson went home under the
m_ﬂuence of whisky, and upon his young
wife reproaching him for drinking he seized
a hatchet and dealt her a blow in the
breast. The woman fell, and Sisson dealt
her several additional blows on the head,
body and arms. inflicting frightful wounds,
fr_om the‘eﬂ’ects of which the woman soon
died. Sisson was promptly arrested.

Killed by His Brother.

SKOWHEGAN, Me., April 21.—Walter
Chase, of Clinton, was fatally shot by his
brother, aged about 17 years, yesterday
afternoon. The latter had been out gun-
ning and returned to his brother’s house,
making a great noise. Walter went to the
door, remonstrated with him and turned to
go into the house, whereupon the young

man ﬁrqa.upou him. Chase about a year
ago exhibited signs of insanity.

Siain With a Bed Slat.

LouisviLLE, Ky., April 21.—A speclal
from Nicholasville, Ky., states that Joe
Shelton, a powerfully built negro, confined
in jail there for choking his aged mother to
death about a year ago, this morning killed
a fellow prisoner named Sam Million with
abed slat. Million had been chiding Shel-
ton and the latter stepping up behind him
dealt him a terrible blow killing him in-
stantly. Million was imprisoned for a mure
der committed last suminer.

Given Jail Sentences.

St. Lours, April 2t.—Two deputy re-
corders of votes were sentenced in the
United States court to-day to terms in the
jail for fraudulent registering of names last
fall. J. J. Prendergast was given one vear
and J. J. Stanley three months. P. J.
Morrissey, an ex-member of the city coun—~
cil and judge of elections, who was con-
victed last week of the same crime, was
granted a new trial.

Alleges Self-Defense.
MANCELON, Mich,, April 21.—Last night
a furnace employe named Stemmer attacked
A. Henry with a club. Henry threw an ax
at him, erushing his skull. He will die.

Henry was arrested and will plead self-de-
fense.

Death Sentence Commuted.
CoLumBUS, O., April 21.—The sentence
ot Jefferson Bowling to hang June 24, for
the murder of old man Douglass, in Licking

county, was to-day commuted to imprison-
ment for life.

and being confined to his bed for some
weeks with pleuro-pneumonia, he decided
to quit this world. He slashed both his
wrists with a sharp knife, and then plunged
the weapon twice into his breast in the
region of the heart. He was slowly
dying from loss of blood, which
was gushing from the wounds, but to ex-
pedite matters he climbed a iadder running
outside the building, and on reaching the
second story threw himself into the yard.
