SUPPLY AND DEMAND.

To many people these words are the
tlinchers to all arguments on the labor ques-
Mon. Even to intellizent business men it
is not a new 1dea that the authority of these
words has been called in question—for
many such men have never heard, read, or
suspected that great nuinbers of our ablest
writers refuse to accept of this old shibbo-
leth as a settler to all pleas for the mitiga-
sion of the suiferings of some of our work-
Ing classes. In fact. a large majority of
well-informed men use these words with a
sonfidence that ignorance cannot excuse,
pecause such ignorance is simply criminal.

Of course this train of thought is connneted
with the discussion referred to yesterday.
Dur article was too short to present the
matter in its fullest form and we will add
1 little to it to-day, for the sake of defining
sur position, and throwing some light on
the question,

We assume that the labor agitation is
founded on something real—in fact, oa
grievances and sufferings that are too great
to be endured silently. When we are told,
on good authority—when we know as facts
soming under our own observation that
hundreds of thousands of men. boys and
wirls are deprived of all the joys of child-
hood, are compelled to sacrifice health and
life in erowded and unventilated shops and
manufactories becaunse they can work
cheaper than their parents can, and, there-
tore must take their places, we dissent from
the notion that the word’s ‘supply and de-
mand are sufficient. Mr. BASSETT may
satisfy hunself with it, and, in the particu-
lar application he makes ofit, may be right,
but we must admit and assert that when
the *‘cry of the children” rises up to heaven
that itis high time to inguire whether
somne increase of demand or limitation of
supply not possible. The eight-hour
specific may or may not be a true remedy,
but the inguiry whether it is or is not what
is wanted is certainly in order, and experi-
ments in regard to its workings ought to be
made.

So far we are on solid ground, and, if
we should go a step further, and assert that
for the moral and intellectual improvement
of the working classes the eight hoursystem
is better than ten, or even nine hours aday,
we should have the support of the great
majority of those who have paid the 1ost
attention to the general subject. Asre-
gards the guantity of produetion, that is a
matter too small to be taken into the ac-
count at all, when the question is, **What
is best for the welfare of the race?” Poverty
—sueh poverty as our backwoods settlers
endure—is not a bar to intelligence, health,
security and happiness, and if we cannot
add on the reiinements and luxuries of life
without forcing our little ones into the
ranks of the incessent toilers, then let these
superfiuities go.

BAKER BOBS UP.

Suits to Determine the Priority of
Claims Against Hum.

Before Judges Lochren and Rea yester-
day morning were heard the arcuments in
the case of Chelsea J. Rockwood, the
assignee of Samuel H. Baker, against E. J.
Davenport, clerk of the distriet court, being
an action to restrain the clerk from enter-
ing into the judgment book certain judg-
ments which had been docketed before the
assignment was made, but not entered.

But It Has FPlaced a Noted Crook
Behkind the Bars.

A photograph of William Foley, alias
“Billy, the Goat,” one of the most notori-
ous pickpockets in the United States, oc-
cupies a prominent position in the rogue’s
gallery at police headquarters and the orig-
inal occupies a cell at the central station.
For several days past there have been nu-
merous complaints made by ladies that
while in a prominent dry goods store on
Nicollet avenue their pockets had been
picked. The detectives, after making in-
quiries, felt satisfied that it was not a green
man who was doing the work. Late yds<
terday afternoon as Detective John Hoy
was walking up Nicollet avenue he natiged
a face that looked strangely fawmiliar, and
at once located the man as *‘Billy, the
Goat,” from the photograph in the gallery,
and placed him under arrest. The fellow,
who was elegzantly dressed, made a vigor-
ous protest, but, as soon as he found out
that he was known, gave in and ac-
companied the detective to the station.

CARE FOR THE SICK.

A New Benovelent Society to Care
For the 1li.

Of late there has been considerable sick-
ness in South Minneapolis, and a large
number of gentlemen, seeing the necessity
for some kind of an organization, have
formed the South Minneapolis Benevolent
society, with a view to alleviating suffering
and caring for the sick, whensuch cases may
occur. A person may becomea inember upon
the payment of 10 cents iniatiation fee and 10
cents per month for dues. The money will
be used to pay nurses where required in
case of sickness. A board of directors will
be elected, and will employ three or more
nurses, as the oceasion may warrant. These
nurses wiil investigate all cases reported to
them. At least one nurse will be 1n readi-
ness to attend any call where assistance is
needed in sitting up with the sick, or to ad-
minister medicine preseribed by a physi-
cian. Each person joining the society will
be furnished with a card containing the
names and addresses of thenurses. | i

A CHILD’S VOICE. .|

Rational Treatment During Vari-

ous Epochs=«}, L. Quinn’s Inter=
esting Lecture L.ast Night.

M. L. Quinn addressed the Musical asso-
ciation of the Gethsemane church at its last
meeting. Mr. Quinn considered the voice
of a child and showed that all of the really
great singers were treated rationally when
their voices were echanging. All voices
change once—some change twice—when
their owners are about 12 to 14 years of
age. All singing at this period should
cease, unless under an exceptionally thor-
ough teacher. All eclass lessons must be
ayoided. Never sing with others at this
period. Parents should see that their chil-
dren never shout or seream or sing at their
play or in school. No child can sing artis-
tically without private instruction any
more than they can scolve Euclid-
The musical faculty of a cbild should be
thoroughly developed, i. €., he should be
made acquainted with the functions of
tones—not with their photographs—notes,
lines and spaces, ete..only. When a child
has been properly trained they will think
in musie,and compose songs for poems that
a teacher should provide in their reading
classes for this purpose. Our schools ruin
a great many fine voices annually. The
teachers are not to blame—they cannot im-
prove this state of affairs because the
boards are usually ignorant of artistic eul-
ture or physical culture generated by cor-
rect singing. Boston is considered great
in musical culture—did you ever hear of a

fine voice escaping absolute ruin that
had been through their so-called
ssconservatories?” Conserve means to

save, but they ruin voices because they can-
not respect the individuality of their stu-
dents. *‘It’s cheap” in appearance, but
very, very dear in reality. A child isa
tender plant and requires the finest teacher
in beginning more than any other time.
Let the tough organs of older persons be
lacerated, but save the voice of a child. A
soprano male voice changes to arbase, a
mezzo-soprano to a baritone, an* afto ‘to a
tenor. Before the voice changes a student
should learn to breathe artistically, fune-
tions all tones in a tonality or world of
tone to place the voice correctly and in all
kinds of rhythms. Then when their voices

change they can sing artistically and are
able to resume their lessonsif they desire
to prepare for stage or musical professions.
If they do not wish tosing more than par-
lor or church music they need only learn
articulation of the English language.

RATHER SINGULAR CASE,

And One Over Which Attorneys Use
= Sharp \Vords.

Yesterday morning, on motion of W. G.
Hollins, Judge Lochren issued an order for
a writ of habeas corpus in the case of
Michael English. English was indicted at
the December term of the court for grand
larceny, and on Dec. 30 was found guilty
of the charge. At the time of the trial
Judge Hollins excepted to the charge of the
court and to the verdict, and asked for a
stay of proceedings for five days to move
fora new trial. This motion was never
argued and was never passed upon, in fact,
Mr. Hollinsis now trying to secure the re-
lease of English on the grounds that the
county attorney never moved for sentence
during the term; no sentence was passed
upon English and no judgment entered; the
term of court expired and lapsed; that ever
since Dec. 30, 1886, English has been con-
fined in the ecounty jwl without
bail and without day by order of the
court awaiting the movements of the county
attorney; that the court has gone, and that
no authority is vested in the judge to pass
sentence or enter judgment against English;
and that the same would be a nullity. The
judge took the matter under advisewent,
apd argnments will be mmade Monday.

The remarks of Mr. Hollins did not strike
County Attorney Davis very favorably, and
as soon as that gentleman had finished
speaking he jumped to his teet and ex-
claimed that he had kept putting off the
case at the request of Mr. Hollins, in order
that he might move for a new trial. *‘But
now I am very sorry that I did do it,” he
added, glancing sharply at Mr. Hollins.
“ItIam ever so accommodating to him
again, I shall demand that he give mea
written contract to do as he agrees to.”
Judge Hollins, when Mr. Davis sat down,
addressed the court, saying he had never
asked a favor of Mr. Davis, but what he
(Davis) bad acted like a *‘hog with bris-
tles.” At this point Judge Lochren re-
marked that he cared to have no more per-
sopalities.

\RUN OF REAL ESTATE.

All of the Heavy Business at the Op-
posite Extremities of the
Oity.

Real Estate Buyers and Sellers All Agog
Over the Stock Yard
Boom.

North End Property Still Sailing Up-
ward, and the Endis Not
in Sight.

The Motor Extension Will Boom the
SouH Side--Building
Matters.

What a furor has been created in real
estate circles by the announcement of the
Minneapolis stock yard scheme. The land
bought lies at least five miles from the river,
and northeast of Sandy lake in Mound
View township, Ramsey county. It could
be more properly regarded as belonging to
St. Panl than Minneapolis, as it lies in
Ramsey county and is as near the Saintly
City as the Flour City. But it is controlled
by Minneapolis men, and so of course is re-
garded as a Minneapolis enterprise, and
Minneapolis men have hastily secured op-
tions on every available acre within three
miles of the “yards.;'

Various opinions are expressed as to the
desirability of Mound View acres as an in-
vestment. The names of the investors in
the stock ward are a tower of strength in
themselves, but conservative men are rather
of the opinion that the fellows in the stock
yard deal are the ones who will make
money. It is learned from reliable sources
that options are far more common than ab-
stracts of title in the Mound View deals;
this would indicate hope on the buyers
rather than faith, and it proves that the
thing is generally regarded as, in some un-
explained way, shakey. ‘1'he general judg-
ment of the cautious dealers is that the
man who sells out first is the winner, and
that the fellows who hold for a raise will
find themselves in tlf ilole.

-

Bur the enthusiasts are loud in their ex-
pressions of faith. *‘The stock yard deal
was the most cleverly managed real estate
move that this city has ever seen,” said one,
“but I knew nine months ago that something
was brewing over there. I accidentally
learned that the Minneapolis & St. Louis
had bought out there, and of course that
meant something.”

The Old Case of the Oyster.

Judge Lochren yesterday afternoon heard
a motion for a new trial in a somewhat pe-
culiar case, and one that has cost the
county and the parties interested several
times as much as the horse involved is
worth in coin of the realm. It appears
that some years ago, when Hugh Cochran,
now a resident of this county, was living in
Le Sueur, he lost a horse, which strayed
away from home. About a year ago he
happened to be in Anoka and there saw a
horse which he thought was his. One
Joseph Paul claimed the animal and was
not disposed to give it up. Suit was com-
menced by Mr. Cochran, who introduced a
large number of witnesses to prove that the
horse was his. Mr. Paul had witnesses to
show that the horse was his. A long and
bitter trial ensued, and a verdict was re-
turned finding Mr. Paul to be the owner of
the horse, and that it was werth about
$150. This verdict did not suit Mr. Coch-
ran and so he has petitioned and set his at-
torneys at work to get a new trial, when he
thinks he can prove beyond a reasonable
doubt that the horse is his.

Who Owns the Wheat?

In the matter of the assignment of W.F.
Meadie & C., the attorneys for the six farm-
ers, S. M. Finchand E. T. Smith, holding
tickets for wheat which was stored in the
elevator at Waconia, Carver county, when
the failure took place, appeared befors
Judges Lochred and Rea yesterday after-
noon, when the National Bank of Com-
merce made a claim on the same wheat, on
the ground that. it held it as security for
money loaned. The matter asto whether
the farmers or the bank had theprior claim
on the wheat—some 500 bushels—was ar-
gued at length, but no definite conelusion
was arrived at, and the assignee will con-
tinue to hold the wheat until further action
is taken. During the hearing yesterdav it
was suggested by the court that the assignee
makean application to the court asking it to

order the farmers and the National Bank of
Commerce to interplead and form an issue
upon which the court could decide the mat-
ter. The settlement of this one case will
decide the ownership of some 8,000 bushels
of wheat now in the hands of the assignee.
