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A PUBLIC LIBRARY.

The suggestion made by Senator DAvIS
inlast Sunday's GLoBE, that among the
pressing needs of St. Paul is ‘‘a publie cir-
culating library of not less than 50,000 vol-
umes to begin  with,” has attracted public
attention and has been received with uni-
versal favor.  Everybody approves the
proposition, but as yvet there has been no
definite suggestion as to how it is to be
done. Some of us can very readily see how
it could be done if everybody else saw it in
the same light that we do. For 1nstance,
it is a very easy matter to name ten gentle-
men in St. Paul who, in" our opinion, are
able to contribute the amount necessary to
establish just sueh a Ilibrary as Senator
Davis suggests. But the difficulty is that
those ten gentlemen do not see it in that
light. They have other, and, asthey think,
better uses for their money. We have no
TiLDENS and VANDERBILTS in our midst.
The men who accumulate great wealth
and then donate it to the public are not
found in every city. Among the thousand
millionaries of the last century there has
only been one GEORGE PEAnopy. As a
rule the wealthlest men of a community
are not the most public spirited. There
are excepfions to this rule, notable and
honorable exceptions, but it does not do to
rely on finding them in every community.
The opportunity for some millionaire to
immortalize his name by contributing a
publie library of 50,000 voiumesis such a
splendid one that no one sees how he can
avoid embracing it exceot the millionaire
himself. And as long as he didn’t see the
opportunity for immortal glory there is no
use in discussing that phase of the proposi-
tion.

As we have stated, the proposition sug-
gested by Mr. DaAvis merits the public
approbation it has received. Every in-
habitant of this eity is impressed with the

wisdom of the suggestion and de-
sires to see it adopted. How are we
going to get at it? This is the

guestion now open for public discussion.
1t is a business proposition and should be
discussed as such. It has been suggested
that the city government make an appro-
priation of $100,000 for this purpose, to be
provided for by a property tax. The neces-
sity for the library would probably justfy
the levying of a tax for that purpose, but
there are vther objections to this plan which
are so apparent that they need not to be
pointed out in this connection. If Senator
Davis' suggestions are carried out it mus
be through individual effort.

There are two things to be considered in
connection with this project. The first is to
ralse the money and the second is a proper
diserimination in the selection of books. As
to the first the only feasible plan is to raise
the necessary amount by individual sub-
scription.  In order to aceomplish this
somebody must take hold of the matter in
whom the people have confidence. If a
subscription committee, composed ot well-
known and reliable gentlemen, with Senator
Davis at the head of it, would start out
this morning and make a-thorough canvass
of the city, taking subscriptions of from $1
to $100, we confidently believe that by Sat-
urday night they would have money
enough to establish a public circulating
library with not less than 50,000 volumes,
The great mass of the people of this city
appreciate the public benefit such a library
would be, and would cheerfully contribute
according to their several abilities towards
its establishment. And, after all, it twould
perhaps be better to have the library estab-
lished in this way—in which each eitizen
would feel that he is a stockholder—than to
have it donated to the city by one man. In
addition to its other advantages, it would
be a better advertisement for the city, be-
cause it would speak in the loudest terms
of the enterprise and public spiritedness of
its population. Then, in regard to the sec-
ond proposition, the library when estab-
lished should consist only of books of real
and substantial value. A library of trashy
literature wouldn’t be a public benefit.
Fifty thousand volumes of dime novels
wouldn’t possess any special value to the
general public. That is why we say it is
necessary that the business of selecting
books should be in the hands of persons in
whose honest and discriminating judgment
the public could rely.

The GLoBE coneurs with publie opinion in
this matter so far as the necessity for car-
rying out Senator DAVIS’® suggestion is
concerned. The GrLoOBE is not wedded to
any particular plan for doing it. What we
have sald in this connection is merely sug-
gestive and with the view of inviting pub-
lie diseussion of the matter. We hope that
our publie-spirited eitizens will take hold
of it, and see that the project does not die

When the message flashed
along the wires that KaprtonLANI and her
royal suite had left San Franeciseo in a
special train for the Bast there was a great
bustle in Chicago miaking preparations to
give her a reception when she reached that
city worthy of a queen., As Chicago never
does anything by halves of coutse it was a
grand demonstration. Chicago did its part
all right. 1t was KarroLaNI who wWas
remiss in recognition of the re-
spect due to the great American
city she was visiting. If KArroLaxt had
fixed up her toilet a little bit, or had
even brushed her hair or buttoned her
shoes onthe oceasion of her arrival in the
city, the people of Chicago would have
been better reconciled to the eoldness of
her demeanor. But she didn’t. She
reached the city in as untidy a condition as
it is possible for a wowman to present her-
self. Her head was decorated with an old
last year's summer hat, with a single
white dove wing sticking in it. She wore
a greasy, common-looking cloak, fastened
with a nickel elasp, such a cloak as can be
bought in a State street second-hand store
for §4.99. And worst of all, the hand
which she extended to the reception com-
mittee, was encased in a black cotton glove.
It would have been a very sorry outfit for
a Chicago hired girl. And when the great
queen of the Sandwich islands presented
herself to the Chicago populace, in that
kind of attire their hedrts were broken.
The native Sandwich Islanders who had
been imported for the occasion, flocked to
the front with yells of *‘hello, old girl,” or
a salution that sounded something like that.
But the Chicago heart bled wmost when,
instead of being asked to be driven to the
Palmer house, the queen inquired abont the
Hotel de Mike Macdonald, of which she
had heard her husband, King KALAKAU,
speak of in glowing terms, KALAKAU
had been in Chicago several years ago, and
his last injunction to his wife when she
started for America was to be sure to visit
Mike MAcpoNALD and to hunt up FRANK
LAawrLer, of whom he had more tender
recollections than anybody else 1n this great
republie. -In Chicago’s broken-up condition
the best thing to be done was to get KApr-
IOLANTI out of town as soon as possible. So
she was fired off on the first afternoon train,
and Chicago was left lamenting.

AN UNJUST DISCRIMINATION.

Judge NELsoN was perfectly justifiable
in suspending sentence on the poor fellow
who was convicted in the federal distriet
court yesterday for stealing one stick of
timber from government land in the north-
ern part of this state. The man had al-
ready suffered from an incarceration in the
public jail for forty days, which was
deemed by the court as sufficient punish-

ment for the crime, And so it was.
But still  the prisoner deserved
all he got. He violated the

law and had a right to expect its penalties.
The United States officials did right in ap-
prehending him and bringing him to justice.
So far, so good. But if forty days’ im-
prisonment is justly allotted to an individ-
ual as a punishment for stealing one stick
of timber from the government, what ought
to be done with the thieves who have been
stealing timber by the acre and by the
thousands and hundreds of thousands of
feet. If the government officials are able
to detect a man in the theft of one
log why is it they bave "mnot been
able to chase down the rogues who have
been stealing it by the wholesale.  These
are pertinent questions that the people are
propounding to the government officials
just at this time.  'T'he public is not com-
plaining because one poor devil is prose-
cuted for stealing a log from the govern-
ment, but they are complaining that while
he is pining in jail the robbers who have
stolen logs by the thousand are reposing
in security in their palatial man-
sions, which have been built from the
proceeds of their robberies. It isa mighty
unfair diserimination in the administration
of law which stigmatizes a man who steals
one stick of government timber as a thief,
while the man who steals a thousand logs
is styled a lumber king. It is just such
discriminations as these which brings the
modern administration of law into disre-
pute. -

It Also Makes Things Lively for the In-
habitants of Northern Mexico
and Texas,

Several Volcanoés Begifi Active
Operations Not Far From Tucson
and Benson.

Tiwelve Livés Lost in a Tunnel
Disaster--The Casualty
Record.

SAx Frawxorsco, May 4.—The Benson
(Ariz.) voleanic eéruption is pronounced
genuine. Parties on the train last night
report that fire was seen ecoming forth from
the mountain. Lava and smoke ecan be
seen from the streets of Benson, nearly
twenty miies from the disturbance. Noohe
has yet personally inspected the marvelous
discovery, but parties are arranging to go
there in private conveyances, when particu-
lars will be learned. At first it was thought
the woods were on fire, but the constancy
of the burning appearance at night
indicates that it is a voleano caused by
the earthquake. Yesterday another voleano
was sald to be ih existence in the Cataling
meuntains.  Smoke is now pouring forth.
Authentic news comes from Wilcox that
another voleano has made its appearance in
Winchester mountain about forty-fise miles
from there.

THE EARTHQUAKRE.

It Creates Havoc in the Southwest—
A Volcano Starts Up Near Tue-
son.

CENTREVILLE, Cal.,, May 4.—A heavy
earthquake was felt here yesterday at 7:12
a. m. The direction was from north to
south. The shock was preceded by a heavy,
rumbling explosion.

AT TUCSON.

TucsoN, Ariz., May 4.—An earthquake
occurred here at 2:12 p.m. yesterday. No
otie was injured, but considerable damage
was done to buildings. Goods were thrown
from the shelves of stores and many houses
were cracked. The shock was accompanied
by a rumbling sound. Many clocks stopped
in the ecity, and the entire population fled to
the streets terror-stricken. The eourt house
cupola syayed like the masts of a ship ina
turbulent sea, and the building seemed as
though it were toppling over. When the
shock struek Santa Catalina mountain great
slices of the mountain were thrown to its
base. Vast clouds of dust rose above its
crest 7,000 feet above the sea level, and it
was believed for some time that a voleano
had burst out. The crest of the mountain,
one towerimg peak known as Old Castle, a
prominent landmark from Tueson, has en-
tirely disappeared. The extent of the
damage cannot be told for several days.
This was the first earthquake ever experi-
enced in Tucson. The publie school build-
ing rocked to and fro like a cradle, and
some of the plastering fell, creating the ut-
most consternation among the scholars.
School was at once dismissed for fear ot a
repitition of the shock. Shortly after the
earthquake a voleano broke out twenty-two
miles south of this place in the Total Wreck
mountains, The sky is brilliantly illumi-
nated.

AT WILCOX.

Wircox. Ariz.,, May 4.—A severe earth-
quake shock was felt here at 2:10 vesterday
afterncon. The vibrations were from
north to south, and lasted one minute
and - forty-five seconds. The two-story
residence of M. J. Wilson is ruined. No
one was injured.

. AT GLOBE.

Grope, Ariz., May 4.—There was an
earthquake here at 3:11 p. m. yesterday.
The vibrations lasted twenty seconds. At
San Carlos they lasted two and a half inin-
utes. The Indians were badly frightened.

AT PH(ENIX.

PrnaNix, Ariz., May 4.—The first dis-
tinet earthquake shock ever known in Afli-
zona was experienced at 4 o'clock yester-
day afternoon. The vibrations were north
and south and of several seconds’ duration.
People living in upper stories rushed down
stairs, and several large pendulum clocks
stopped.

AT BENSON.

BENsoN, Ariz., May 4.—A sensation was
created here at2 p. m. yesterday by a severe
earthquake, and minor shocks were felt at
intervals far into the night. Great excite-
ment prevailed, and everybody rushed from
their places of business and homes. A
Southern Pacific engine ona turn-table was
moved backward and forward with brakes
set. A party justin from the vicinity ot
the Gonpedro river reports the ground as
opening about six inches and water rising in
places that were be.ore perfectly dry.
Smoke was noticed about 5 o’clock, which
appeared in the neighborhood of the
Wheetstone mountains, eight miles from
here. Some say it is a voleanic eruption,
and as nothing of that character has ever
been known in this region, the greatest
surprise and curiosity exists. Several
buildings in the city were materially dam-
aged by serious cracks, and the losses are
estimated on each at from $200 to $1,000.

AT TOMBRONE.

TomssTONE, Ariz., May 4.—A severe
shock of earthquake ogeurred here yester-
day about 3 p. m., and continued to shake
furiously for forty seconds. This is the first
occurrence of the kind experienced in this
territory for twenty years. Windows were
broken, buildings cracked and injured. but
no person hurt. Ten miles from this city a
lake, covering an acre of ground, com-
pletely disappeared. An embankmentalong
the Mexico & Arizona railroad was moved
from its former position as much as twelve
inches.

AT GUAYMAS.

GuAvMmAS, Mex., May 4.—At 12:45 yes-
terday afternoon two earthquake shocks
were felt here with intervals between, last-
ing but a few seconds. The direction was
from east to west. No damage is reported
so far, though all the clocks stopped run-
ning. Similar shocks were felt along the
line of the Sonora railroad. Following is
from the agent at Torres station:

One minute after the first quivering sensa-
tion the highest ¢liff of ffthe Chivato moun-
tain fell, causing a eloud of dust to rise like
the smoke from an exploslon of a large
amount of powder. From the station it had
the appearance of a volcanie eruption.

A MINE HORROR.
An Unknown Number of Men Killed
by an Explosion.
Vicroria, B. C., May 4.—A Nanimo
special says: A terrible explosion oceurred
in No. 1 shaft ot the Vietoria Coal com-

pany’'s mine, at 6 o'clock last
night. One hundred and fifty men
are believed to be in the
mine. At midnight twelve persons had

been recovered, and soine were dead and
others seriously or fatally burneéd. 'There
is little hope of rescuing alive any Of thosé
yet in the mine. A rescuing party
went down, but owing to the black
damp were unable to do anything,  S.
Hudson, one of the rescuing purty, died
shortly after coming out. The mine is now
on fire. The scene around the shaft is
most heartrending. A special train with
surgeons arrived from Vietoria at 2 o'clock
this morning.

FELT IN CANADA.

How the Interstare Law Affects
Our Frade With the Dominion.

WasHINGTON, May 4.—The United
States commereial agent at London. Ont.,
writing on the effects of the interstate law
between the United States and Canada,says:

The result of the act has been most dumag-
ing to us both, a8 regards exporits and im-
ports, and is severely felt by the buyers and
séllers to and from the United States. The
records of this office for the month of April
show less activity and fewer exports than
ever before for the same period, and the
same, I believe, to be true throughout Can-
ada. in fact tor a week after the bill took
effect business was at a dead standstill, and
is at present confined almost exclusively to
points like Buffalo and Detroit,which are 1m-
mediately across the line and require no haul
over American railways. The Canadian rail-
ways cannnt yet give athrough rate over
their own and connecting American lines,
and shippers are consequently unwilling to
let the goods go to the frontier, not knowing
what the further delivery to an inland or sea-
board point will cost. This, however, is by
no means the worst feature of the case, as
the importance of receiving Canada exports
is lost when compared with the damage done
our import trade into Canada. As [ showed
in niy annual report, we last year lost some
10 per cent. of our advantages over England
in this market, and where competition is so
keen, and freights from England and New
York so near the same, and in this, the busy
geason of selling goods, we give the
Englishman a great advantage over us by his
being able to name the éxact rate of freight,
while the American saleSman in the present
chaotie tondition of railway tarnifs cannot say
whether the rate on his goods will be 81 or $5
per 100 pounds. A settlement must shortly
be arriveéd at, or our commnerce will receive
such damage that it will take vears to regain
the lost trade and the prestige which we now
enjoy in this country. To exemplify: A case
has just ¢eme undeér my notice of a Canadian
merchant who tried to make a purchase of
California goods amounting to about $19,000,
but had to give it up on account of the
inability of the American raiiways to give him
a freight rate and consequently purchased
elsewhere, and in some cases where ship-
ments have gone out the rates have been
so much higher then before the passage of
the bill that they have absorbed all profit and
discournged shippers from repeating their
consignments. The inerease hus been 25 to
100 per cent. above the old rates, which 18 a
bad condltion of affairs while prices remain
the same. This is ulso true as regards Amer-
ican goods coming into Canada, and rates ure
s0 high and irregular thatwmerchants here are
grumbling and will tind other places to pur-
chase if the evil i3 not corrected. There are
now lyiog here thirty-one carloads of a single
commodity waiting rates over U~rited States
railways, which will probably be so high that
1 submit
the above facts without commeut as to
remedy. Butthey are bare facts and one for
which relief should be found at once. I have

WasniNGToN, May 4.--Queen Kapiolani,
Princess Lilivakilani and the members of
their suite ealled at the White house at noon
to-day and paid their respects to President
and Mrs. Cleveland.  The queen’s party
was accompanied by Mr. Carter, the
Hawaiian minister, Mrs, Carter, A. S.
Brown, of the state department, Capt.
Taylor, of the army, and Lieut. Rodgers,of
the navy. They were met at the main en-
trance by Secretary Bayard and Assistant
Secretary Adee, and escorted to the blue
parlor, where President and Mrs. Cleveland
awaited them. The room had been decor-
ated for the oceasion with palms,
fans and flowers, and the adjoining
parlors were similarly adorned. The
queen was presented to the president
and Mrs. Cleveland by Secretary Bayard,
and the other members of the party were
presented by the Hawaiian minister. The
reception was rather informal in character.
No set speeches weré made, and the visit,
whieh lasted about fifteen minuteen, was
devoted to geheral conversation. The
gueen was elaborately attired in a rich
black satin dress, the center front of which
was embroidered in gold. ™The princess,
who is in mourning, was dressed in plain
black. The gentlemen of the party wore
rich court costumes, of which gold lace
formed a prominent feature. ‘I'he repre-
sentatives of the army and navy wore full-
dress uniforms. The rest wore plain
civilian dress. After the reception the
queen and party returned to their hotef, and
devoted the afternoon to receiving official
callers.

Among those who called on the queen
were Mrs. Cleveland, cabinet officers and
theit wives. In the afternoon the queen
and suiteleft the hotel fora drive. They
were driven to the Washington monument,
the National wmuseum and the capitol,
where Queen Kapolani displayed especial
interest in the house of representatives on
account of the reception her husband was
given there when Blaine was speaker.

Green, where they withessed the com-
mencement exercises of the National Deaf
Mute college. The drive was continued to
the Hawaiian legation, where the queen
and suite were entertained at dinner by the
minister and Mrs. Carter.
