MAYOR AMES IS CAUSTIC,
And Touches Up the Police Com-

mission in a Lively Style.
A Globk reporter discovered Mayor

Ames while talking to the Carpenters-
onion last evening and waylaid him on
his way home. "Say, Mr. Mayor, ifyou
can give the carpenters such good ad-
vice, why do you not talk to the police
commissioners and bring order out of
chaos in that body?" "The carpenters,"
said Mayor Ames, "are working for an
honest elevation of their class. The
police commission did not spring from
the people, but through the fanaticism
of the legislature and ' defunct Republi-
can council. Capt. Hoy is a dandy, and
were it not for his experience in police
affairs the whole affair would be a ver-
itable farce. Ifyou can imagine what
the result would be if a few farmers

were to go down to St. Paul
and attempt to reform the Glouk
you can conceive how that
three Kepublican commissioners, who
know as much about police affairs as 1
do about running a steamboat, are im-
pressing themselves upon this commu-
nity. Messrs. Janney, Baxter and
Baker tire lirst-class business men, but
judging from what they have already
done, their forte "is .not act-
ing as the fifth part of
a mayor and running a police depart-
ment. We have had lots of farces in
this city, but this effort of three outside
Kepublicans trying to run a Democratic
administration caps the climax. When
willwe have a superintendent of police?
When they (the Republican majority)
lind a man who is now on the force who
suits them. We (the minority, which is
never respected by a Republican major-
ity.) have concluded that itis not expedi-
ent to increase the force at this
time.

He began by
stating that while the recent legisla-
ture had made him only a common citi-
zen, he still retained his old antagonism

CAN KEEP OPEN.
Judge Lochren Passes Upon an

Important Question.
Judge Lochren filed a decision in the

'district court in the cases of druggists,
grocers and wholesale- liquor dealers
who kept open their places on election
day. lt will be remembered that ar-
rests were caused and indictments subse-
quently found against a number of par-
ties for the purpose of testing the new
election law, which states that all places
whereat liquor is sold shall be closed
and kept closed during the hours
of voting on election days. Demur-
rers were made to the indictments
by each of the defendants, and the court
was asked by the county attorney to
pass upon the question of whether this
clause of the election law, 'which is
vague and ambiguous, applies to cities
having more than 12,000 inhabitants.
Judge I^icliren sustains the demurrers
and decides that the law does not apply
to Minneapolis nor any other city in the
state having over 1*2,000 inhabitants.

Under this ruling the drug stores and
wholesale liquor dealers will be allowed
to keep open. The saloons and other
places licensed to sell liquor can be
closed under the Ives law on election
days. -'"

•o'clock, when he spoke of \u25a0 having trouble
with somebody who had worked for him
about a pair of boots. Gensler said he was
going to smash this party's head with an ax-
handle the first time he saw him.

J. C. Kansier, a blacksmith, who had
•worked for Gensier two weeks as a cook, tes-
tified that Gensler and he were in the habit
of sleeping in his restaurant upon chairs and
tables; had heard Gensler say some one had
stolen a pair of boots from him, but did not

remember his name, but it was not Charles

Singer. singer and ______ had a row five
weeks ago Sunday.

I. A. Gold-bury, the resident physician of
St. Barnabas hospital, said that while Gens-
lcr at limes became conscious he was unable
to articulate. Once lie was told that if he
