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THE TURF'S BLUE RIBBON.

Twenty Thousand Enthusiastic People
See it Won and Lost on Churchill
Downs at Louisville.

The Honors of the Great Kentucky
Derby Carried Off by Menirose,
an Cbscure Bay Colt.

Jim Gore Finishes Second, Dead Lame
and Broken Down---The Other
Favorites in the Rear.

Evenis on the Turf at Other Points---
A Day's General Sporting
Intelligence.

LovisvitLe, Ky., May 11.—The bay
colt Montrose, the son of the Duke of
Montrose, dam Patti, won the great
Kentuceky Derby. It was net a great
race, but it was a pretty one.  The time,
2:30%,, makes a poor comparison with
Ben Ali's last year, when the latter
lowered the record to 2,36, after a mag-
nificent contest, but it is not bad. The
weather in the morning looked a little
threatening and at 2 o'clock a slight
shower fell. It lasted only a few min-
utes though, and did not affect the
track in the least.  Long before the first
drop fell streams of vehicles and street
cars packed and jammed had filled
Churchill Downs with

AN IMMENSE THRONG,
second in numbers only to the memora-
ble gathering at the Tenbroeck-Molly
McCarthy race. The field was open to
the publie, and it looked as if about
one-halt the big commonwealth of Ken-
tucky had been dumped down there. In
the grand stand the costumes of the
ladies at the north end and the flutter-
ing of their fans atforded a pleasant
contrast to the mass of human beings
packed together like sardines over all
the other space available. There must
have been 20,000 people present.  Gen.
Robinson, of Lexington, Col. Green, of
St. Louis, and Col. M. Lewis Clark were
the judges. The horses got off in the
first race without much delay. It was
for maiden two-year-olds. Cast Steel
won in 1:03%. Distance five-eighths of

a mile. The second race, mile and
a quarter, was won handily by
Montana  Regent  in 2:10. The

crowd grew nervous waiting for “the
big event of the day, and there was a
murmur of applause when Col. Clark
rang the bell for the derby. Jim Gore
was first out of the paddock. He gal-
loped by the stand slowly and was
greeted with cheers,  His fore feet were
wrapped with red fiannel and he ap-
eared stiff. Pendennis came next. The
ark brown Californian looked well and
attracted much attention.  When Bam-
burg appeared, however, he was
GREETED WITH LOUD CHEERS,
showing where most of the money was.
He looked fine and his backers™ were
confident.  The friends of Pendennis
were also quite enthusiastic.  Lucky
Baldwin had said before the race that
he wasa better horse than Goliah, and
that was couciusive enough to many
who got within the range of the
circulation of the statement. Out
of the original 119 entries
there were only seven starters, These
were: Bamburg, who was ridden by
Blaylock: Jacobin, Stoval: Clarion, Ar-
nold; Montrose, Lewis: Pendinnis, Mur-
phy: Jim Gore, Fitzpatrick: Banyan,
Godfrey.  The odds were 7 to 5 against
Damburg, 4 to 1 Jacobin, 15 to 1 Clarion,
15 to 1 Montrose, 8 to 1 Pendennis, 3 to 1
Gore, 7to 1 Banyan. The distance was
a mile and a half. They started out of
the chute and Billy Cheatham, of Nash-
ville, who sent them off, had only to
drop his flag once in vain. The second
time, after a breathless silence, they
were off. Jacobin led off, closely fol-

lowed by Banyan and Montrose,
with the rest in a bunch.
As they swerved into  the stretch

Banyan leaped to the front, Montrose
maintained a good second and Jacobin
third. Down the streteh the whole of
them closed up beautifully, Montrose
keeping well to the front all the time.
As they came down past the grand
stand, a great shout arose as they flew
by in the order named: Montrose, Ja-
cobin, Bamburg, Banyan, Jim Gore,
Pendennis and  Clarion. Jim Gore
seemed to be
TAKING TIINGS EASILY,

maintaining his position past the quar-
ter, where Montrose still led, Banvan
second and the other son of King Ban
third. Pendennis was sixth and ™ Jaco-
bin had dropped back to last place. At
the end of the mile the positions were
not materially changed. Jim Gore
seemed to  falter, Dbut gathered
himself up and moved up to third
pl;u-« at the three-quarter pole.
There Montrose still led, Banyan
alongside of Gore and Bamburg second.
They whirled into the stretch and Fitz-
patrick was seen urging the popular son
of Hindoo. As they came around the
turn Pendennis threw up his tail and
gave up. He seemed to be clear out of
form, and rai a miserable race from be-
ginning to end. Montrose still led, to
the surprise of all. Fitzpatrick had
been instrueted to win with Jim Gore
if he had to kill the colt, and as he laid
on the lash in the stretch the horse was
l\rlainly seen to be limping. Lewis gave
Montrose the rein, as it was nip
and tuck for a second, but the latter
held on nobly and passed under the
string a winner by two lengths, Jim
Gore second. He had led with apparent
ease from the grand stand, without the
touch of a whip, and looked able to go
in the quarter. Jacobin was third,
Zamburg, the favorite, fourth, Clarion
fifth, Ban Yan sixth and Pendennis last.
Jim Gore was limping terribly at the
finish, Itis thought he will never be
able to start again. Montrose is owned
bv Labold Bros., of Cincinnati, and was
bred by Milton Young at the McGrath
stud. The time was 2:39%{.

VAIL HAS TO GO.

The Secretary of the National
Trotting Association Resigns.
CricAGo, May 11.—To-night the long

stubborn fight against T. J. Vail, sec-

retary of the National Trotting associa-
tion, was brought to a close. The case
was settled in a closely guarded session
of the association board of review.

None but the seven members of the

board were admitted, all outsiders, even

the secretary, the clerk and the stenog-
rapher of the board being excluded.

The session was lengthy, and the

discussion exciting. Mr. Vail explained

his position at_length, A Mr. Buckley,

a friend of Vail’s from Hartford, spokq

in Ids favor.

SCORCHING ARRAIGNMENT.

William O’Brien Opens His Campaign
Against Lord Lansdowne Before a
Large Montreal Audience.

The Address Fairly Moderate in Tone,
Bat Bristling With Statistics and
Statements of Fact,

Which the Orater Claimed Showed the
Governor General in Anything
But a Pleasant Light.

The Speech Heartily Received by an
Immense Audience--No Disturb-
ance Has Yet Occurred.

MoNTREAL, May 11.—From the mo-
ment that Editor William O'Brien, of
United Ireland, left the Grand Central
depot in New York, until his arrival
here this morning at 8 o’clock, his jour-
ney was without incident. He met and
was introduced to Chauncey M. Depew,
who was on the train. The two gentle-
men passed compliments. L. J. Cleran,
president of the National league at
Montreal; F. F. Donovan, of St. An-
thony’s Young Men's society, and . A.
Muldoon, of the Montreal Post, went
down as a deputation from the Montreal
National league, and boarded the train
at St. Johns, Que., about thirty miles
from Montreal. Mr. O'Brien recognized
Mr. Cleran, who was standing on the
platform, and whom he met last year at
the Chicago convention. An imwmense
crowd was present on the arrival of the
train in this city, and

CHEERED LUSTILY
when Mr. O'Brien stepped on the plat-
form. Mr. Cleran then stepped forward
and read an address of welcome, to
which Mr. O’Brien responded briefly.
There was a tremendous rush to shake
hands with Mr. O'Brien at the conclu-
sion of his speech, and on his way to the
carriages which were in waiting to drive
the party to the hotel, he was nearly
lifted off his feet. He oceupies the same
suite of rooms at St. Lawrence hall that
Michael Davitt and Mr. Parnell
did when they visited this city.
From the complete success in every way
attending the meeting this evening,
most of the rumors have been discred-
ited regarding anything in thepature of
a disturbance, so far, at all events, as
this city is concerned. The meeting
was held under the auspices of the local
branch of the Irish National league.
The hall, which is capable of accommo-
dating 2,000 people, was filled by
AN ENTHUSIASTIC AUDIENCE,

among whom was a large representa-
tion of French-Canadians. During sev-
eral stages of the address Lord Lans-
downe’s name was hissed. Mr.
O’Brien’s appearance on the plat-
form was the signal for an outburst of
cheering which lasted several minutes.
Mr. O’Yrien said: My first duty is to
thank the people of Montreal, and from
the bottom of my heart I do so, for the
extraordinary kindness I have received
since I entered their beautiful city, both
from those who agree with me and from
those who, perhaps, differ from me. 1
desire at the outset to tackle the ques-
tion why I have come to Canada to ask a
hearing and ask your sympathy. 1 will
tell you in one word—because the homes
of the poor ople of Lugacurran, far
away in Ireland are desolate to-night,
and beeause the man who is responsible
for it is here in the highest post of honor
in this great free land. I amonly a
stranger, no doubt, and Lord Lansdowne

is a very great, rich lord, but
judging Dby the feeling I have
experienced in  Montreal to-day

I don’t think to apologize for coming
here in our hour of need to claim your
sympathy and your assistance to save
the suffering tenantry of Ireland from
extermination, and an extermination by
Canadian money and a Canadian gov-
ernor general. It is no pleasure to us
to worry you with our grievances, but
where else are we to turn when Lord
Landsdowne sends the
SOLDIERS AND ARMED POLICE
to dispossess every tenant in Lugacur-
ran and to fling the old men and little
children out in the ditches. Our
enemies are not content with disarming
us in a physical sense. The Tory gov-
ernment 1s passing a coercion bill
through parliament at this moment to
disarm us even of our organization, to
break down the only protection the ten-
antry of Ireland have left, to place us on
the plank-bed if we even attempt to
appeal to public opinion against such
cruel deeds as Lord Lansdowne’s. A
whole country-side ma{ be swept bare
and plunged into wretchedness and sor-
row, but it will be a erime for us to or-
ganize a public meeting or to write an
article in a newspaper denouncing it.
Where, then, are we to turn, if not to
the public opinion of: kindred lands: or
is it to be a crime also for us to appeal
to you, to our countrymen and our kin-
dred? You, who can save the tenantry
of Lugacurran, and who alone can save
them from the fate that overtook, per-
haps, the fathers of many a man listen-
ing to me long ago, in the great clear-
ances when the landlords had it all their
own way in Ireland. If we come to
Canada to ask you to befriend us and
to save our people, it is because this is
not the first time that Canada has stood
between their Irish people and the ag-
gressors. It is not the first time that
you have stretched out the broad shield
of your sympathy to stay the mareh of
hunger and misgovernment in Ireland.
It will never be forgotten =f you in Ire-
land that in
THE TERRIBLE WINTER
of 1879, when half a million of our peo-
ple were suffering the pangs of hunger,
the parliament of the dominion voted
£20,000 to give food to the little children
and to the heart-broken men and women
who were starving amid the richness of
that fertile land of Ireland. You did
not grudge us your charity—a charity
which the greed and blight of Irish land-
lordism foreed us,to our shame, to seek.
But our great leader, Mr. ’arnell, has
said he will never again beg the world
for alms for Irish landlordism. We are
now begging, not for alms, but to en-
able us to uproot that whole system of
Irish landlordism. We do not come to
ask you for £20,000 for charity any
more, but to ask you to consider
what use Lord Lansdowne is mak-
ing of the £20.000 a year which you
give him, or which you enable him to
get, and if that be put toa bad and in-
human use we ask you to convey your
censure of Lord Lansdowne, as you
have a perfect right to do, as the free
citizens of a self-governing nation.
Your parliament passed resolutions in
favor of home rule and strengthened
the hands of Mr. Gladstone in his
blessed work of conciliation and of
peace and a thrill of gratitude went
through Ireland the other day when the
same body passed resolutjons condem-
ning the abominable coercion bill, which
proposes to reduce our people to the
condition of negro slaves. The ob{ect
of the coercion bill is to enable men like
Lord Lansdowne to wring
INTOLERABLE RACK-RENT
out of Irish tenants. Its object is to
render it safe for every rack-renter to
desolate the homes of Ireland as Lord
Lansdowae has desolated the homes of

Lugacurran. Its object is to gag us_if
we don’t lie down and submit to it like
whipped hounds, It you don’t want us
to go down in the fight against powerful |
and cruel foes, if you want us to_con-
quer, now is the day and now is the
hour. The day you send Lord Lans-
downe home with the stamp of Canadian
disaffection on his brow, you will enable
us to laugh at coercion and strengthey
the arms of Gladstone to put an end to
evietions for all time. 1 will not call up
the ghostly memories that haunt the
Lansdowne  estate from other days,

but just look at what 1§
assing at  this moment. Lqrd
}‘:unsdownc is laying waste an entire

streteh of country miles long as com-
pletely as if the angel of death knocked
at every cabin door in these valleys and
devoted every man, woman and child
to destruction.  As soon as he will have
obtained his next batch of ejectment
deerees he will have made a clean sweep
of the property, and, except Lord Larns-
downe’s own bailiffs and creatures, the
whole population will have been ban-
ished and their homes will know them
no more.”

from Lord Lansdowne’s estates with
keadings such as “One Hundred and
Twenty People Evicted,” **Sixty People
Made Homeless,” *One Hundred and
Seventy Human Beings Evicted,” and
so on. Then he deseribed incidents at=
tending some of the evictions, in which
the aged. infirm and sick were thrown
out of their cabins, helpless, in some
cases. He proceeded: *When the dis-
pute arose the tenants owed only half a
year’s rent, after all the frightful losses
of the past seven years. One year’s
rent should be due before eviction can
take place, and unworthy attempts have
been made to make the Canadian people
understand that one year’s rent was due.
The second half year’s rent said
to be due, but whicly, was not,
was a mere lawyer's myth, alegal fiction
known as the hanging gate. 'The Luga-
curran tenants were honest, peaceful
and inoffensive. So far as erime is con-
cerned, the locality is simply stainless.
During these barbarous evietions not a
blow was struck or a stone flung, and
what have these people ever done that
they should deserve to be robbed of
home and land? Simply sought abate-
ments on their rents, abatements less
than Earl Cowper's royal commission—
a landlord commission appointed by a
Tory government—declared to be equit-
able; less even than the land commis-
sion courts are granting on neighboring
estates, and, finally, reductions to which
Lord .

1 appeal to the people of
Canada against Lord Lansdowne’s say-
age sentence against the whole peaceable
population. gubsmutially. the Cana-
dian flag floated over the evicting army,
and it was Canadian money that hired
the emergency men to do their dreadful
work. 1 call upon you to free the Cana-
dian name from this and tolet Lord
Lansdowne and the whole world know
that when Canada stretehed out an arm
to Ireland it was not to wound or sub-
juiate her, but to save her.”

of Ireland’s gratitude to Canada when
home rule should be achieved, and was
cheered again and again. Before leay-
ing the hotel for the meeting Mr. O’Brien
sent the following telegram to Mayor
ITowland, of Toronto: *I pereeive you
have convened a meeting of citizens of
Toronto to demand an official prohibi-
tion of my meeting. If you will, in fair
play, procure e a hearing, [ shall es-
teem it a privilege to attend your
meeting to explain the motives and ob-
jeet of my visit.”

After ariving at the hall ansl before
the meeting opened Mr. O'Brien drew
up the following resolution which, after
he had concluded his address, was
passed amid an outburst of cheering:

“Resolved, That this meeting of the
citizens of Montreal is of the opinion
that Lord Landowne's contemplated
depopulation of the Lugacurran estate
is unjust, eruel and oppressive, and de-
serves the condemnation of every Can-
adian.”

ALBERT LEA’'S SCANDAIL.

The Defendants Released for Lack
of Evidence.

ALBERT LEA, Minn.,, May 11.—The
case of the state against Robert E. En-
glish and Miss Louisa Hanson, charged
with the murder of the infant found in
the channel of Albert Lea lake last
March, was heard this afternoon before
Justice Parker, County Attorney Todd
representing the state and Attorneys
Whitock & McAdam the accused. By
the testimony of Dr. Blackmer, who was
the attending physician, it was proven
that a child was born to Miss Hanson
Feb. 10, that it eried vigorously and was
healthy and strong, except that its res-
piration was deficient, and he said that
a slight cause might therefore have pro-
duced death.

English, who was very inti-
mate with the girl, bought a box similar
to the one inclosing the body of the in-
fant, and other evidence showed his
coneern and interest in the affair. The
examination certainly failed to estab-
lish the fact of murder, and while the
circumstances are suspicious, and the
crime of bastardy is proven, the court
was evidently correct in its conclusion
that proof of probable cause of murder
was lacking. The defendants submit-
ted no testimony, and their motion to
dismiss the case was granted. and the
defendants were discharged. The mat-
ter is likely to be presented to the grand
jury next week.

WYOMING STOCK

Not Suffering from Any Contagious
Disease.
Special to the Globe.

OMAHA, May 11.—Dr. James D. Hop-
kins, territorial veterinarian of the Wy-
oming Stock Growers’ association, was
in the city to-day. To the GLOBE cor-
respondent he reported the condition of
the cattle of Wyoming to be excellent.
There is no contagious disease in the
territory and has never been. In fact,
the doctor claims there has never been
any west of the Mississippi river. The
mortality among Wyoming horses and
cattle has been far less than was ex-
pected, the principal cause of deaths
being the severe winter. At no former
period in Dr. Hopkins’ experience have
grazing prospects been better. *The
grass is springing so lively,’” he says,
“one can fairly hear it crack.” Wyom-
ing has now about 750,000 cattle, all in
the best condition. The breeding of fine
horses is becoming a prominent feature
in the territory. All the conditions of
the soil are most favorable for horse-
raising, particularly the soil, which has
so much to do with the formation and
growth of a horse’s foot. Being hard
and gravelly, it renders the hoof solid
and more suitable for the strain that
may afterwards be put upon it.
