Conditions and a Prosperous
Season is Assured.

Stirring Addresses Blade by Represent-
ative Men of ths Labor Element

With Telling Effect.

Washington rink presented a hand-
some appearance last evening at the
opening of the kirniess, which willrun
m*v days and six evenings for the benefit
of the Stephens library fund. The
building had been gaily decorated with
bunting, flags and pictures until il was
scarcely recognizable as the place where
many a prize tight has occurred and
man) a bicycle race taken place. At
the "west end of tin* rink a large
platform had been erected, and upon
this platform are raised scats which
will be occupied this evening by about
1.000 children, who will sing under the
direction of Prof. Millard. From this
platform all the speeches will
be matte. Immediately in front of
this stage and extending about
half waj to the back end of the hall are
the seats. The main booths are in the
room, and have been decorated in a
handsome manner. Near the big iv-
freshment booth is the booth presided
over by the ladies, It i- one of the
prettiest hi the building and contains
many a little article that will find a
ready purchaser. The exhibits of goods
is large and there can be found nearly
everything that could lie found at the
exposition. Tin fact the Kirmess is an
exposition on a smaller scale. Many of
the articles on exhibition have been do-
nated and willbe offered for stile. The
ball has been arranged particularly in
regard to the comfort of those attend-
ing, am! to avoid all confusion, entrance
has been placed on the right hand side
of the building, and two stairways
have been constructed to the gal-
lery — one on each side of the hall.
All day long workmen were busily en-
gaged in lilting up the building and the
scene was a busy one. The parade in
the evening, when the Kirmess really
opened, was an imposing spectacle and
was viewed by thousands ofpeople, who
crowded the streets and cheered the pro-
cession as it passed. There were many
transparencies bearing appropriate in-
scriptions, and some of the displays
were magnificent in the extreme. The
chief marshal was W. W. Hubbard, and
he was assisted by Messrs. Hurley and
Aarnson, who piloted the procession
through the crowded streets in a very
successful manner. First came the
Harvester Works band, followed
by the harvester works employes, in
charge ofa binder and a thresher." The
stove works employes occupied the next
place. They were followed by the coop-
ers, in charge of -Mine ten or twelve bar-
rels of flour. The sewing machine ex-
hibit followed. The troopers' baud came
next, and; with the drum corps, enliv-
ened tin' way with sweet music. Arriv-
ing at the hall the procession entered
and was soon scattered around, some of
those composing it on the platform,
some in the audience and some engaged
in putting the exhibits in the stalls pre-
pared for them In the rear part ofthe
hall. The stand from which the
speeches were made was occupied by
Ignatius Donnelly, .1. P. McHaughey,
'I.'.W. Brosnan, T. A. Clark, George S.
Boyd and the executive committee of
the Knights of Labor building. The

and was composed about equally of
ladles and gentlemen, till of whom ap-
peared to take a deep interest in the pro-
ceedings. Bands were scattered around
in front of the platform and in the gal-
leries, and at every intermission dis-
coursed sweet music. Before beginning
the exercises of the evening. Mr. Chase,
of the East Side Labor club, presented
the kirmess with a handsome gold-
headed cane, to be given to the alder-
man receiving the most votes. Miss
Daisie EdcCormick, of South Minneap-
olis, was then introduced as one of the
contestants for the gold watch to be
awarded to the most popular lady.

President .1. P. McGaughey made the
opening address of welcome. lie said
it gave him pleasure to address such a
large audience, and he desired most
heartily to return the thanks of the
library board to those who had donated
articles and iii other ways helped along
the kirmess. The speaker gave a brief
sketch of how labor came to organize,
and pointed with pride io the progress
that had been made. The cry of em-
ployers, he said, had been to economize,
but toboring men hail done this until
they could economize no longer. Edu-
cation on the part of the laboring
man was what was needed, and
in the kirniess there was the means
of education. Mr. McHaughej then in-
troduced T. W. Brosnan, who' made an
eloquent speech, touching upon the ob-
jects of the kirmess and the benefits to
be derived from having a workinginan's
library. Music by the Chapman broth-
ers followed, alter which President
McHaughey introduced the speaker of
the evening, Hon. Ignatius Donnelly.

lie said it gave him great pleasure to
be present, and that he felt proud of the
invitation, coming, as it did. from the
laboring men of the greatest labor cen-
ter of the Northwest. **I consider
this." he said. **a grander and nobler
exposition than the one on the other
side or the river. That is an exposition
to show the genius of manhood, but this
is an exposition to help the condition of
the laboring man. lam glad that in the
West the great black line that divides
labor and capital in the East is yet so
faint here that it is hardly tllscernable.
In this Western country" the laboring
man of to-day stands a.showofbecoming
a capitalist in twenty or so years, its
laboring men have done before. It
should he your duty by such efforts as
you are making now toprevent that con-
dition nothings that now exists in the
Raster!) states. This can only lie done by
the elevation of labor by dignifying
labor. When every work'ingmaii is a
gentleman there willbe no oppression.
By your erecting a labor temple in Min-
neapolis you give the lie to the state-
ment that the laboringmen are combin-
ing to destroy property: Yon are

NOT HOISTING the red ki.ao.
but you are striving to educate your
children and place them on a level with
the aristocracy of the old country. A
king can make a knight or a duke, a
king cannot always make a man, in the
true meaning ofthe word. You are rais-
ing up ayomenry that will exist always.
1 look upon the labor movement
of this country as the essential
element of a Republican government.
We started out with the declaration that
all men were born free and equal, ami
each man has rights that cannot be
taken away from him—the right to live
and enjoy life. This government was
not made for an aristocracy. It was
that way in the old country, but this is
the people's government, and all our
endeavors should, be directed toward
lifting up the people. The laboring
men. in rising op as they have done In
the last few years, are really
upholding the Constitution, and if
they succeed, as they surely will, will
produce a lot of people, happy and
prosperous, living under his own vine
and lig tree, and willingto fight and die,
if necessary, in defense of his country.
Ifit were true that the common people,
»s they are called, were different from
the so-called aristocracy, there would be
s.\vine use in making a discrimination
against them, but there is none. All
otot great men have come from the com-
mon people, and itwill always be this
way. Take, for instance, Abraham
Lincoln and similar men. Is there any
aristocracy In this country that can
produce Lincoln's or Webster's
equat*? There was Grant, Sher-
man, Garfield, Jackson, ami so you
might go through the whole list, and you
will lii.nl that all our great man ar<\e«

Should it be dishonorable for. a man to
he poor. Does' the getting; of .money
onstitute greatness. No.it does not;,

md in case it did, we would now have
:o country, as you till know. Take foi

Instance, A. T.Stewart, who instead of

.nit, staid at home and spent his time iii
making money. It was simply cruel
tinning. This sort of men never had

any sympathy for the working man.
So man should feel that when
the workiiigmon are trying to belter
their condition and raise' their children
to a higher level that they are working
against the best interest of the govern-
ment. The poor you will always have
with you. That is a settled fact. If is
the smartest men who come to the top.
In this free country a man ofability litis
a chance torise, and these efforts you
are making now willhelp educate men
and lit them for going out into the world
and making his mark. 1 do not believe
any laboring man deserves property.
What he wants is an opportunity to ac-
cumulate property. Property rep-
resents labor and* security, and a
man cannot he blamed for wanting to
accumulate It. There was never such
an opportunity as there Is in the city of
Minneapolis. ' Nearly all your capital-
ists here made their money by buying
property here early in the history of the
city, and what you laboring men want
to do is to follow their example. Some
men come to this country from places
from where they have been terribly op-
pressed, and they look upon every kind
of government as" an enemy. But to de-
stroy property Is tobring back barbarism,
It takes 10,000 acres ofland to support
one savage, hut 10,000 civilized people
can live and thrive 011 the same land.
There is nothing more low and despic-
able than savage life, Itonly brings
wretchedness and misery. If you were
to destroy this complex civilization
nine-tenths of the people now here
would have to pi to the wall. There
would lie nothing for our tradesmen to
do. We want to preserve our civiliza-
tion, but we

DO NOT WANT ANY OPPRESSION.
"The many should be benefited and not

the few. Why is it sometimes you la-
boring men tail in your endeavors to
better your condition*.' It is because
when you decide that you cannot liveon
$2 a day along comes a crowd of men
who willwork for si a day, and ifyou
prevent them public opinion turns
against you. These men come from
Europe, where a most damnable system
of persecution exists, and the poor men
are obliged to flock across the waters to
gain a living. The root of the whole
trouble is that the despotism across the
water is grinding men down to
the level of mere brutes, and the
way to abolish it is to abolish the kings
and rulers of the old country. Yon

can't keep these men away from this
country, for if you do public opinion
condemns you, says you are refusing to
let your fellowmen live. IfIhad my
way the president of the United States
would denounce in every message to
congress the system of despotism which
exists across the water. This powerful
engine of public opinion is not to be de-
spised. Take for Instance Charles
Parnell. The eight-hour move-
ment is a necessity. Long
hours have been tried and have
proved a failure, and it must eventually
come to eight hours in this country.
There is only so much vitality in a man.
and ifall this is exhausted by manual
labor -there is none leftformental effort.
Ifthe common people propose to rule
this country as they should do they
should not lose all their vitality by hard
work. Draw the line and say: Eight
hours for work.eight hour.-, for sleep.and
eight hours for information and recrea
