THE COOPER BUSINESS.

C. A. Pillsbury Defines His Posi-
tion--The Other Side.

C. A. Pillsbury, of the milling firm,
has given out for publication a state-
ment of the position the firm occupies
with regard to the coopers’ proposition.
He says, first, that the firm is in no way
responsible for the low prices for barrel
making, and on the contrary has paid
out thousands of dollars in excess of the
price paid and the market price of bar-
rels: and second, that the firm is now
willing to pay as much as any milling
firm in Minneapolis, and more than is
ll“‘i“ in any other milling city in the

l'nitc(l States. e is prepared to prove
this

to the satisfaction of any
doubters. “Our position now
is,” said he, “that we simply

have refused to agree to a request to
buy barrels from a consolidated mon-
opoly who ask the millers to_agree to
buy barrels of themn and from no one
else. We believe if such a monopoly
was once formed and in successful oper-
ation, it would be the beginning of a
contest which would be the cause of un-
told trouble in future between the mil-
lers and coopers of this city. We have
an undoubted right not to buy barrels
of this monopoly, or combination, if we
do not wish to do so. 1 do not think
any one can deny this. Outside of this,
we have facts in our possession which
have been told us, some confidentially
and some otherwise, which if made
known to some of the parties in this
combination, would open their eyes, and
if they knew the motives and actions
of some of the parties in this combina-
tion, would thank us for the stand we
have taken. We may be wrong, but we
honestly think this combination is not
for the interests of the co-operative
shops of this city, at least. We think
the battle in favor of co-operation in
barrel making is about won, and it is
only by the success of this scheme
whereby, in our opinion, the co-opera-
tive shops are being made a catspaw of,
that the complete suceess of co-opera-
tion in barrel making in this city will
be defeated.”

For the other side T. W. Brosnan
offered nothing new ‘yesterday, saying
itwas not the time to make further dis-
closures. He blames C. A. Pillsbury for
the halt in negotiations, but hopes the
end will right all the difficulties.

THE SEWER TROUBLE,

The Trades
Charges
Rinker.

There was a mild breeze created in
council yesterday afternoon by the re-
coption of a document labeled, ‘‘Im-
peachment of the city engineer.Andrew_

tinker.” It proved to be a series of
charges preferred by the Trades assem-
bly, through a committee consisting of
T. R. Lawlor and H. M. Burgess. The
charges and specifications in brief are
as follows:

Charge First—Using unburned brick
(ox salmon) in the sewer. Specification
—His attention was called to the fact
that the building inspector had con-
demned the brick, but he persisted in
their use. -

Charge Second—Using brick 10 to 15
per cent.smaller than called for in specifi-
cation. The specification is that in the
contract with Gregg & Griswold this
shrinkage adds 15 per cent. to the cost
of the sewer.

Charge Third—Employing totally in-
competent assistants. Specification—
That he employs one Vanduzee, reputed
to be an engineer, but who is never out-
side of his office; and that he employs
one Sleeper as superintendent, but who
is a lather and engineer and has no prac-
tical knowledge of sewers:; the result
being that the city suffers incalculable
loss inthe construction of the Minne-
haha and Franklin avenue sewers,

Charge Fourth—Violation of the eight-
hour ordinance, in maliciously and per-
sistently compelling the men to work
ten hours per day, under threats of dis-
charge.

The matter was referred to the eom-
mittee on sewers for investigation. In
relation to it, Engineer Rinker said:
“ILdon’t want to say anything on this
subject until the proper time comes. 1t
is a little piece of spite work that will
soon blow over. Vanduzee has been in
the department for a nummber of years
and is thoroughly competent. Lawlor
has several times applied for the po-
sition Sleeper has, and this is probably
the outgrowth of his failure to get it.”

Given the Eight-Hour System by
an Opinion of the City Attor-
ney.

The
street commissioner was given full au-
thority to direct the work and employ
the men, and- he could work them ag
many hours as they were willing. The
council could say whether the work
should be Dby contract, but if by the
Lour, the street commissioners may
work the men ten hours if they see fif,

The strcet_  commissioners are city
officers, and can be impeached
and removed as other.  offi-
cers are. This decision is .

a black eye to the friends of the eight-
hour movement, who wished to enforee
the system in every ward. The Repub-
licans smiled l)lauu]ly when it was read,
and_ Ald. Johnson announced that *“it
suited them first-rate.” Ald. Dwvyer
said afterward that he supposed the
work in Republican wards would now
{.'0\\' goon under the ten-hour system,
ut that in Democratic wards, and on’
general city work, where possible, the
eight-hour rule would be enforeed.
‘reasurer Moulton sent in a commu-
nication asking how he should pay oft
the city force under the eight-hour rule,

the city employes be paid at the office of
the city treasurer semi-monthly, but
that those who demand their pay semi-
monthly shall lose the time, and those
who demand ray monthly shall not lose
thelr time, 'I'his was adopted by a vote
of 21 to 12,

The council
of the village has protested, and the pe-
ition is signed by Judge E. S. Jones,
William Rogers, Joseph Dean, L. F.
Menage and others. ‘The city attorney

as instructed to report on the rights of
the city in the matter at controversy
with J.'J. Hill in relation to the East
side pumping station. William Fewer
was appointed watchman at Plymouth
avenue bridge, . Ervin on the suspen-
sion bridge, J. H. Robinson on the
Tenth avenue, and James Coleman
on the Washington avenue bridge.
There was some little misunderstandin
of the matter of the commissioners
award in the ground for the North
Minneapolis pumping station, and the
city attorney was instrueted to submit a
report upon it. The committee on work-
house reported in favor of allowing
the work house prisoners to grade the
streets in the Tenth ward under guard.
Ald. Dwyer opposed this, as-being con-
viet labor and against honest labor, and
moved to reject the report. Ald.
L’Herault said he, too, was opposed to
conviet labor, but he thought these
worthless prisoners should be made to
work, and work hard, and not be kept
there in idleness at the expense of the
]\)eoplo. Alds. Dwyer, FErwin and
Mareck voted against the report, which
was adopted by the affirmative votes of
the other aldermen. The committee on
rules submitted an amendment to the
rules, requiring five aldermen to de-
mand a call for the yeas and nays; this
was amended to seven and defeated. A
motion to require three aldermen for a
call was -adopted. The special com-
mittee reported in favor of entertaining
the delegates to the American Water
Works association with a banquet and
an excursion to Minnetonka. Ald.
Johnson raised the point that perhaps
the council had not ﬁlc authority to do
this, and the matter was referred to the
city attorney for his opinion.

The matter of the Burgess railway
franchise came before the council in the
form o: majority and minority reports
from the special committée. The ma-
jority favored the adoption and the
minority the rejection of the ordinance
granting the franchise. By a vote of 20
to 14 the council adopted the majority
report and ordered the ordinance
printed. The North Star Barrel com-
pany asked permission for the Milwau-
kee road to construct a spur track to
their shops. The smoke nuisance ordi-
nance was read and ordered printed.
An ordinance establishing a pound in
East Minneapolis was given its first
reading. Adjournment was taken to
next Friday afternoon.
