Saloons to be Closed Promptly at
Midnight.

The police commission has taken
another step towards the introduction
of the narrow gauge policy which was
contemplated by those who drafted the
bill ereating the commission. The
night patrolmen as they went on watch
last evening were. instructed to
see that all the saloons were closed
sharply at midnight, the doors locked
and the curtains raised so the interiors
will be in full view. Heretofore the
saloons have, with but very few ex-
ceptions, closed about midnight, of their
own accord, but took their time about
it. Now that a stop-watch is to be held
on them, they will probably close their
places of business more promptly.

STRUCK BY THE STORM.

Some of the Freaks of the Wind,
Rain and Lightning.

The wind and rain storm yesterday
afternoon did considerable damage in
various parts of the ecity to shade trees
and shrubbery, and in one or two cases
considerable glass was broken by being
struck by flying branches. In one or
two places on the East side the wind
seemed to strike with unusual violence,
and up on Fourth street northeast a
poplar tree nearly three feet through
was broken off as squarely as
though sawed. In falling, the
tree just grazed a dwelling house, but
smashed an arbor into kindling wood.
Several trees in the vicinity of the court
house were struck by lightning. One
large tree was caught by asmall cyclone
and twisted and torn in much the same
manner that a strong man wonld twista
sapling. Flower beds all over the city
were damaged more or less.

A dwelling house at the corner of
Thirty-first street and Cedar avenue
was struck by lightning.

A two-story store building, in the
course of erection, at the corner of
Bloomington avenue and Lake street,
was blown down.

During the afternoon lightning struck
the wire of the telephone in the sheriff’s
office, and for a moment the place was
filled with a blue light. The crashing
noise was heard all over the place, and
many of the ladies employed there were
badly frightened, thinking the building
had been struck.

The Minneapolis branch of the state
grain inspection service has at last set-
tled down to peace and quietude and, it
is believed, to good work.
