New Yoi-K.May 20.—A patriarchal old

billy goat with a large grey beard, stood
on the highest rock in Ooatville and
looked over at the green fields of Black-
well's island beyond the swelling flood
Of the Kast liver. The billy was"con-
templative and philosophical, judging
from his actions. He enjoyed the pros-
pect of tender grass". There was noth-
ing more succulent than boot-legs in
goat's vicinity. Indeed, a large portion
of GoatviUe is unproductive, it being

composed mainly of .rock. When the
present inhabitants of GoatviUe left
Gin Town six years ago and squatted
at the foot of East Seventy-third
street, on the bank of the East river.
they obeyed the scriptural injunction
and built their shanties on a rock. A
visit to this locality is of absorbing in-
terest to the student of*human nature
and the lover of architecture. The
shanties are built on an area about the
size of two ordinary city blocks. In one
respect the shanties are alike—they are
all one story in height, but they differ
greatly as 'to size. They are mostly
built of clapboards, and some of them
have been bolstered up with the ribs of
canal boats. There are perhaps 100 of
these dwellings in GoatviUe, which are
separated by crooked paths, too small to
admit of the passage of a wagon. Very
few of these squatters pay Vent, but they
are allowed to remain by the property-
owners.

Just at dusk last night a man sealed
In a box wagon, drawn by a pony, was
driving down avenue A past the en-
trance to GoatviUe, when "de gang got
on to him Four of them climbed into
the wagon and smashed the weak
springs down upon the axles. The
most muscular man in the party grabbed
the lines away from the driveiyuid delib-
erately drove the horse upon the side-
walk 'and into the door of a saloon.

TH E BOYS OF GOATVII.I.E.
where it was kept until its owner had
paid a forfeit of a round of drinks.
That's the kind of boys that are raised
in GoatviUe. The muscular young man
who did the driving, who lias
some celebrity as . a local pugil-
ist, kindly acted as guide in the
town of GoatviUe, after the lamps had
been lit. The first shanty visited was
the property of Mrs. Donnelly, an Irish
woman of about fiftyyears of age. The
visitor was ushered" into a room 10x1:2
feet in size, which contained a lounge,
a bed and a stove on which some meat
was frying.-— Mrs. Donnelly and her
two daughters . were, busy reading a
letter from Mickey who was In Sing
Sing prison doing .time, for some act
committed when he was delirious with
liquor. Mickey, Mrs. Donnelly said,
"was as white a by as iver wore stock-
ins, an' if he had wint afore th' .ledge
whin th' liquor was on him, he'd got
only three months on the island,
'stead of three years in Sing Sing
which he did get. God save him. But
mebbe he'll be coming home to me a
better by nor he were : whin lie went
awa', tho' he was always a good b'y, wasMickey, an' devil a word a' lie in it.
Musha, but we do what we can t" make
it pleasant for him when he's in jail.Therre th; girls an' meself sends him
'baccy and letthers. He'll be 25 agin' hecomes out, but its a long whoile wait-

concealed by shouting to her son
Charles: \u2666. ;

"Drive that nanny-goat awa', afore he
has all the whitewash licked offCronin's
dure." :•..-*..An unusual air. of sadness pervaded
GoatviUe last night, which was due to
the fact that Mrs. Pickett had died there
during the day. Only last Saturday she
was seated on what is ironically called
her front stoop and now she lay in a
coffin covered with a black pall, and at
the bead of the coffin stood a brazen
sconce bearing seven lighted candles.
The room was fullof mourners, each of
whom on entering raised the flap of
black cloth(and looked at the face of the
dead. Evidences of direst poverty were
Visible in the battered stovepipe which
projected through the side of the cabin,
and the cheap engravings of a religious
character on the walls. The only,
glint of sunshine in the darkened room
was the smile on. the face, of a five-year-
old girl with dancing eyes, who was un-
conscious of the grisly significance of
the coffin. But the room was too full of
shadows for the guide, and he 1 led the
way out through a number of winding
passages to the residence of Mr. Haley.
The latter gentleman was in a very bad
way indeed. When the visitors becameaccustomed to the ' semi-darkness of the
Loom, which was litby- the feeble rays
of a very dirty lantern, they saw Mr.
I'Aalcy was very poor. There was no
furniture in the room except two chairs
and a stove. Mr. Haley sat upon the
wood-box— both the elder llaleys
weive very much, depressed in spirits.
In fact, they were decidedly blue. And
the cause ot the prevailing indigo was
that .he four.cows which tlie family de-
pended on for sustenance had been

-was a mere bagatelle to a rich > man-
only $i>2—and the llaleys were a little
perturbed about where they were going
to get their next. meal. The llaleys
could not have lived very extravagantly;
on the proceeds of the sale of the milk
offour cows, even supposing that they
were good milkers, anil so the father of
the family leaned his head in his hands
as he sat on the wood-box ami vaguely
wondered why the fever didn't come as

well as the famine. Then he roused
himself a little and shifted his boot
heels. Said he:

"1 usen't t' be haard up. Wan'st 1 had
as good a job as army man. 'nil went in
the Paark; got me 812 a wake as nice as
ye plaze. 'Twas a Republican gey me
th' job. an* th' nixt 'lection 'long comes
a Dimmycrat an' axes me will 1wote for
him. Shure 1 will, sez I, fpr 1 was a
Dimmycrat myself agin' th' time 1 kern
from the County Clare. I don't know
hows this it was, but that wote lost me
job for me. An' here I am, says you,
an mild man. wiilno job, an' no cows,
an' th" hunger under my nest.''

Things began to liven up a bit -'tor
the visitors left the Haley shanty. lie
boys had chipped in and bought a keg
ofbeer and some "soft stuff" (ginger
ale. etc.) for * the girls. -Mr. Kerrigan
had kindly contributed part of the deck
of a canal boat, and, to the music of an
accordeon the boys and ' girls were en-
joyinga dance in front of Mrs. Don-
nelly's shanty. All the local belles
were there, including the*Misses Woods,
Donnelly, pretty- Julia O'Neill, and
Julia Gilford, The roof- of the dancing
platform was made of a wooden lattice
which had once done duty before door
as a trellis for roses. "Ut s t'asin gurls
they are," said Mrs. Donnelly, as she
sat before her shanty door smoking
in the moonlight, while the boys and
girls romped through a dance called
••Roger de Coverly," and the boys made
frequent excursions to the beer keg.

Afterwalking through a labyrinth of
chicken coops, cow stables, goat houses
and shanties, the animals and their own-
ers being separated only by an inch of
pine, the guide and his follower arrived
at the residence of Mrs. McCann. Mr.

! McCann has been dead about four
months, and since his decease his relict
has suffered so much with rheumatism
in her knees that she can scarcely walk.
Kate Duffy, who is a very naughty girl,
has taken advantage of Mrs. McCann's
helplessness, and quartered herself in
the shanty against the wish ofits proprie-
tor. Kate pays her 50 cents a week for
her board and lodging. Mrs. McCann is
very anxious that Kate should be re-
moved, because she says, Miss Duffy
"doe's be makin" th' shanty black and
blue wid her swearin'.'' Mrs. McCann
depends upon what the 'neighbors bring
in to 1. c - her alive, consequently her
larder is not overstocked, and there are
no strawberries and boned turkey in the
cupboard. Rut there is a malicious
whisper in Ooatville that the liquid with
fire in it doss not remain long in Mrs
McCann's bott c

The exciting event of the evening was
a pitched battle between Daniel O'Con-
nell, who is better known as "Sullivan's
130-pound pop," and Jerry Regan. The
fight took plae behind what is usually

! known as "The Dump." It is a stable
where horse-trading is carried on. A
trader who is foolish enough to do busi-
ness at this stable is sure to be cheated,
or "dumped,'* as they say in Ooatville
The battle was arranged bya young law
student, and was a very interesting
affair. The audience was select
and .there was no "squealers" pres-
ent. Fifteen rounds were fought. In
the seventh O'Connell was knocked
senseless on a manure pile. A pail of
water was thrown over him and at the
expiration of four minutes he was able
to stand up, though very groggy. Word
was brought in by a scout that a police-
man was getting a trifletoo inquisitive,
and the boys scattered to hiding places
among the shanties until the policeman
had gone away. Then the fight was re-
sumed. At the conclusion of the fif-
teenth round Mr. O'Connell had taken
all the punishment that he could stand,
and Mr. Regan went a away with the
honors ofthe occasion and a very much
bruised face.

The fight was interrupted at one time
by the sounds of a domestic . squall in
the Woods shanty. The Woods' resi-
dence is unique in some respects. It
contains eight apartments, separated
by partitions. When peace reigns
every member of the family enjoys the
sanctity of one room,, but when brawls
arise the partitions are torn down so
that the difficulty can be settled on open
ground. The guide suggested that it
wouldn't be safe to call on the Woods
family just then, and so the visit was
postponed.

WAR IN THE WOODS FAMILY.
Mrs. Donnelly k'ndly volunteered a

little information about the animals
from which GoatviUe derived its name.
She said that there was probably one
hundred and fifty billys and nannies in
the locality, to say nothing of their
numerous progeny. Goats' milk was
sold largely to consumptives and per-
sons suffering from debility, and was
regarded as very nourishing. Sometimes
the - milk - brought 25 cents a
quart. Considerable revenue was also
received from the -sale of kids,
which were purchased mainly by brew-
ers. Akeg of beer is a good price for
a kid, and there is always a demand for
them. The isolation which GoatviUe
has enjoyed for some years is being fast
encroached upon by the growth of this
big town, and the advent of a stranger
is greeted with black looks, he being
likely to tumble the shanties into the
East river. Franklin File.

The Canadian Pacific. vs*

'« Moxikkai., "May P 21. — President
Stephens," of the Canadian Pacific, stated
toklay that if the proposal of the Mani-
toba government was carried out
it nullify would the object of the
KOvernmt nt In building the
Canadian Paeitie, which was to
have an independent Canadian line to
the Northwest. He insists that a lot of
speculators are at. the bottom of the
business, theirobject being to give Amer-
ican railways the control ofthe Canadian
Pacific. Although he docs not think
the Manitoba government has power to
carry out the proposal, he says it would
be no great matter for the Canadian
Pacific to abandon its line west of Sud-
berry and forward its west-bound
freight by the cheapest route via Sault
Ste Marie.

'Withdrawal ofLands.
Washington, May 21.—hand Com-

missioner Sparks to-day, in speaking of
Secretary Lamar's purpose to revoke
the orders ofwithdrawal of railroad in-
demnity lands made by his predeces-
sors from time to time since 1850, ex-
pressed the opinion that the revocation
willresult in 25,000,000 acres of land be-
ing thrown open to settlement and
entry. The railroads which it is said"
will be most affected, and the states,
territories and localities in which are

. located much the larger portion of the
lands to be restored, are given in the or-
der of interests involved as follows:

The Northern Pacific in Montana, Dakota,
Washington Territory. Idaho and Oregon;
the Atlantic &Pacific in New Mexico, west
of the Kio Grande and Arizona: the South-
ern Pacific in Southern California; the Cali-
fornia &. Oregon from Uoseville Junction
near.Sacramento in California to the Oregon
line; the Oregon & California from Portland
to the California line.

Chips From the Ties.
The Omaha has issued a new lumber

tariff from St. Paul and Minneapolis to
the lumber stations east and north of
St. Paul, naming rates of 20c -per 100
lbs to Kansas City, Atchinsou, Leaven-
worth and intermediate points, via. Wa-
bash, Western, Chicago, Bock Island &
Pacific and Chicago, Burlington &
Qhincy; also a new tariffeast-bound on
merchandize and flour to eastern points
by way of Lake Superior, Ward's line
of steamers, the Delaware, Lackawana
& Western road.

The Minnesota & Northwestern lias
issued an order to the effect that it will
allow cars to be stopped in transit to
complete loading, or to partially unload
a shipment at stations on the direct line
between the point of shipment ami des-
tination, subject to certain conditions
and charges.

The Minneapolis &Pacific road has
just-issfied a merchandise tariffto take
effect June 1, iv which an average re-
duction of about 20 per cent, has
been made from previous tariffs.

The injunction against the building
of the Manitoba road through the
Blackfeet reservation has been removed
and the right of way lias been granted.

The Minnesota & Northwestern lias
issued a circular making rates at 75 per
cent, of established rates for young and
stock cattle in Minnesota and lowa.

THE CHICAGO MARKET.

The Clique Has Plenty of Money
and is Holding on. ..

Chicago, May 21.— 1t is said that
about 1,000,000 bushels of ..Minneapolis
wheat has already been arranged for by
traders who sold June here on Thurs-
day at SB(aS (J cents. This comes at the
7)4, cent rail rate, and is said to pay l)£
cents profit. On the other hand the
clique is reported to have taken time by.
the forelock,aud to have arranged topay
for even more of the Minneapolis wheat
than this. C. A.Pillsbury is at the Min-
neapolis end of the deal in some capac-
ity, probably in somewhat of the same
way as J. B. Lyon is here. He is in the
secret, and his judgment is taken touch-
ing the speculative movement. Itis not
true by any means that Minneapolis
wheat is properly tributary to this mar-
ket, and it may be found that by to-day
Pillsbury willhave that wheat up there
high enough to make that \)4 cent profit
disappear. The gossip touching the
manipulation is getting meager. There
was, of course, some shock to the clique
plans when one.of its commission houses
asked to have its account transferred.
The knowledge of that gave some shorts
a great deal of courage, and tumbled a
lot of outside wheat on the market. But
ifthere is money enough and courage
enough behind the deal, all the minor
traders will contribute to the final suc-
cess. The dullness of the trade is an
unhappy featurejinaking the maneuver-
ing much more difficult. The ridiculous
boycott methods of the bear houses may
also add a little to the embarrassments;
but the conservative trailers are getting
to admit that so far as the deal is
concerned, success is only a question of
money. Allthe news is of a bull tenor,
.whether foreign demand, and all other
sorts. Wheat for June this morning was
pegged at 8- cents. Kershaw offered to
take all the June wheat coming to him
and to give his check for the receipts,
less the storage, insurance and interest
for the intervening eleven days. This
is a very substantial answer to the talk
that the clique is hard up. Rosenfeld &
Co. offered to take 200,000 bushels of cash
wheat from Billy Linn at 13-16 under the
market. Linn is short this wheat for
June, and offered it to Rosenfeld at 1%
cents under the market. As this did not
quite cover the insurance, interest ami
storage it was refused, but a check was
offered for the wheat with "actual
charges" deducted. ' This shows that the
clique still has money on hand in plenty.
Yesterday some of the kickers called the
'clique brokers, and refused to allow them
to deposit in the American Exchange
bank, but ordered them to put up with
the treasurer of the board. This the
clique houses refused at first to do. On
being notified, however, that unless it
was done the trades would be closed out,
they acquiesced. This rule was made
at the time of Sturges' corner, when the
Cook County National bank went broke.
Itwas one of those mean things which
the clique brokers must expect, and they
ought not to get rattled over it. Itwill
be only one of the methods pursued.

sipanofi; Ocneroloff, Shcwyroff and I'l-
janoffwere executed yesterday for the
part they took in the recent attempt on
the lifeof the czar. During the trial of
the conspirators by • the senate in thepresence of representatives of the vari-ous governments, it transpired that they
belonged to a criminal society formed
to overthrow the government and estab-
lish a commune by violent revolution.
In 1880 they. formed a secret circle for
terrorist action and resolved in Decem-
ber to make at attempt to assassinate
the czar. ': V

released from prison at 8 o'clock this
afternoon and was driven to the Im-
perial hotel in the lord mayor's carriage
in company with Archbishop Walsh and

, Timothy Farrington. M. P., followed by
a large crowd. At the * hotel he was re-
ceived by Sheey and Cully, members of
parliament, and (tumorous priests.
Father Keller addressed the crowd from

'the window of the. hotel. He said he
might have been in prison until dooms-
day befoi-Q Justice Boyd would have re-
leased him. In reference to his treat-
ment while in *prison lie said , all tho
Officers hud showed him marked respect.
To-night a crowd of citizens, carrying
banners and headed In bands, I'Ut&de
the streets in.honor or Father Keller's
release, It is stated that the same oh*
lection that existed to Father Keller's
Imprisonment is applicable to the case
of Father Ryan, ami proceedings for the
release of the latter will be instituted

He Gets Into the United States audi

Watektowx, N. V., May 21.— Whom
Editor O'Brien, with Mr. Kilbride and'
the "war correspondents'' from New
York and Chicago, as - they are now*,
called, readied the wharf at Kingston i
and boarded the Maud to sail up Lake.
Ontario, forCape Vincent, a crowd, this
time a friendly one, however, had gath-
ered. The Crowd was . composed oof
Nationalists and the officers ofthe local
branch of the National league, all of
whom stayed up all night watching?
their homes and dreading a repetition
of the terrible attack of last evening.
They all .warmly . grasped Mr.
O'Brien by the hand, and, as the
boat steamed away, they sent up a
cheer. Mr. O'Brien bowed his acknowl-
edgements, though hardly able to stand**
from fatigue and the injury which he*-
had suffered. There accompanied him
as far as Cape Vincent William Duffy,
D. D.O'Gorman.W, P. Kileauley.Father
McGrath and Morris llogan and Peter
Devlin, the heroes,and justly the heroes
of the"hour,for on this occasion they un-
questionably saved the lifeof the editor
Of United Ireland. Most of these men,
and the others who organized the meet-
ing and bore the brunt of the work, are
working and industrious mechanics, the
well-to-do Catholics, though sympa-
thizers . with the movement, being
afraid to figure prominently in it...

Afterthe dinner at Watertown, at the
request of Bishop Lynch, Mr. O'Brien
was conducted to the hotel parlor,
where an address was presented to him.
He replied, thanking his auditors for
their sympathy, which they, in common
with the rest of the American people,
had always shown to Ireland, and re-
ferring to the severe injuries which
he had received in the mobbing
he had undergone in Canada. lie
was evidently completely worn out and
could hardly speak. When the party
got on the sleeping car, bound for Niag-
ara Falls, Mr. O'Brien fainted away on
his bed from pure exhaustion. Dr.
Gregory Doyle, of Watertown, who ex-
amined Mr. O'Brien, says he is suffer-
ing from severe internal injuries caused
by the attack of the infuriated Orange-
men at Kingston. His body-
is bruised - and battered . ,in
several places and there is
a touch of inflammation of the lungs
appearing. A serious attack of pleurisy
willbe the final outcome, the doctor
says, if the honorable member for
Northeast Cork does not rest for a few
days at Niagara Falls. The meeting ar-
ranged for Hamilton, Out., O'Brien
thinks, in deference to the doctor's
opinion, has been postponed for some
days, tliough as yet this decision is not
final.

Syracuse; N. V.,May 21.—The party
arrived this evening and was greeted
with cheers by a large crowd of people.
O'Brien was conducted to the vander-
bilt hotel, where dinner was served.
Later he left for Niagara Falls, where
he will stay to-night and to-morrow, go-
ing to Hamilton Monday.

New Yokk, May 21.—District Assem-
bly No. 120, Knights of Labor, has issued
a thirty-two-page pamphlet tilledwith,
affidavits, official correspondence, etc.,
giving its side of the story in the trim-.'
bles which led to its suspension from
the order by the general executive
board. District Assembly 120 *fis I
composed of carpet weavers :-fii-fi' tirely, and has jurisdiction over sevt4aT
local assemblies in this city. Its master

• workman is John Morrison, whose )
position to the Home club has long been
well known throughout the order, and
whose fight against it has caused lively,
times In the general conventions of the
order at Cleveland and Richmond; but
the Home club, which is embraced in
District Assembly No. 49, also

; of this city, maintained its as-
cendency. Natuarlly it did not
like Morrison, and the whole tenor of
the pamphlet is to show that the sus-
pension of District Assembly No. 120 is
due to the machinations of the Home
club working through District Assembly
No. 49, and the general executive board.
The story told is tothe effect that trouble
arose in Higgins' factory in this city,
that District Assembly No. 49 worked
some of its followers into that
factory, who spread dissensions
among such of the members of District
Assembly No. 120 as it could reach and
forced an opposition. This done, itwas
ordered to strike. The order was ap-
proved by the general executive .board,
and because the locals under District
Assembly No. 130, who were entirely
satisfied, refused to strike, these locals
were suspended and because

time ifit would have consented to get"
rid of John Morrison. The assemby in
issuing this pamphlet declares open war
against the home club and asserts that"
ilwill carry its case to the next general-
convention ofthe order at Minneapolis,
lt denounces the Home club and general
executive board in round terms.—: '*»Diseased Cattle.

Chicago, May 21.—The joint legisla-
tive committee, the state live stock com-
missioners, the state veterinarian, Prof.
Law, of the bureau of animal industry
and Dr. Talbott, United States veteri-
nary, met this morning at a slaughter
house to witness the killing of a num-
ber of cattle and Inspect those cases in
which pleuro-pneumonia was suspected
or apparent. The cattle slaughtered
were fifty-seven in number. They were
all quarantined last fall and were all
perfectly free from disease until they
were put in company '4with cows . taken,
from certain alleged infected districts
in the vicinity- of Chicago. Ten of the
number were said by the veterinarian
and by members of the committee torbejj
diseased, and of these the cases of a fewC
whose viscera was inspected, were con-
sidered pronounced.
